Two steamers, whose machinery is de­

scribed and illustrated in Engineering, 
that of the Inehdnne and Iiuhmario. be­
longing to the Inch line of steamers of 
Liverpool, have proven remarkably eco­
nomical. The engine, constructed at the 
Central Marin** Engine works. West 
Hartlepool, are a modification of the 
quadruple-expansion tive-crank type, ad­
vocated by the ’ate Mr. Mudd, and tit- 
toil to the steamship Inchmona.

BARNS NEAR AMERICAN HOUSE.

KEWASKUM WISCONSIN.
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Engineer Jones Goes to His Death
Trying to Save Train.

WRECK NEAR DEPERE.
North-Western Train Ruas Into Open 

Siding at Little Rapids and Col* 
Iides with Freight.

Little Rapids, Wis., March 28.— [Spe­
cial.]—Northbound passenger train No. 3 
on the North-Western road, due to pass 
here at 2:30 o’clock, but which was ten 
minutes late and running fast to make 
up lost time, rushed into an open switch 
just at the railroad crossing at this point 
yesterday afternoon. On the siding stood 
a heavily-loaded freight train and a head­
end collision occurred with fearful force, 
smashing up both engines. The passenger 
engineer, Harry A. Jones of Green Bay, 
was instantly killed, being found between 
his engine and the rail, his body and 
head fearfully crushed and mangled, his 
left arm broken and the flesh on his body । 
partially cooked by coming in contact I 
with a hot steam pipe. Eight persons I 
were injured.

Following is the list of dead and in- I 
jured as reported to the division head- , 
quar’ers at Milwaukee:

HARRY A. JONES of Green Bay, en­
gineer of passenger train; crushed under 
engine; body taken to Green Bay.

The injured:
Myron Peterson. Milwaukee, express 

messenger; head cut and scalp nearly torn 
off: taken to Green Bay. He may die.

Ralph Izard. Milwaukee; conductor of 
passenger train; cut in the face and left 
slu.uider dislocated; taken to St. Vincent's 
hospital. Green Bay.

John Young, Milwaukee, fireman o-i pas­
senger train; cut about the head, kneepan 
fractured; taken to Green Bay.

J. J. Donnelly, Janesville, fireman on 1 
freight train; cut abont the head, and 
shoulder sprained; taken to Green Bay.

Albert Schottle, brakeman on passenger I 
train; knee bruised in jumping; remained 
on duty.

Mrs. Mauch, Sheboygan. passenger, 
slightly hurt: taken to St. Vincent's hospi­
tal, Green Bay.

Don Giffin. Fond du Lac. Lawrence Uni­
versity Glee club; cut iu head and thumb 
smashed.

Daisy Rogers. Appleton, Lawrence Uni- I 
ver.shy Glee club, slightly hurt.

Engineer’s Heroic Act.
The fireman on the passenger train saw ; 

the open switch when about 200 feet dis- I 
tant. He shouted the discovery to Engi­
neer Jones. telling the latter to jump for i 
his life. Jones did not heed the warning. ' 
however, but stayed at his post, revers- j 
Dig the lever and turning on the air- i 
brakes. This lessened the force of the . 
collision and probably saved many lives. 
Mr. Jones paid with his life for this act 
of heroism.

The passenger train does not stop here 
and was going at the rate of fifty miles , 
an hour when the collision occurred.

The freight train, wnich was a long 
double-header, was on schedule time and I 
had “doubled over” on two sidetracks to j 
let the passenger train pass.

Peterson May Die.
Express Messenger Peterson of Mil- I 

waukeo was found in an unconscious 1 
condition, his scalp split open and other 
bad bruises on his head. William Libert 
of Kaukauna and a companion carried I 
Mr. Peterson out of the wrecked express I 
car to a hotel near by. where his badly- 
cut scalp was sewed up. While this was 
being done he partly revived and mur- ' 
mured the words "my head” and then ! 
became again unconscious. It is feared I 
his injuries are fataL

Conductor Izard has some bad cuts 
about his head, by being thrown nearly . 
the whole, length of the car in which he 
stood. Fireman John Young, who was j 
with the ill-fated engineer. Jones, is 
quite badly hurt, but escaped by jumping ■ 
on the opposite side. His home is in 
Milwaukee. The fireman of the freight 
train, whose home is at Janesville, was 
badly cut and his kneepan was frac­
tured. Ho was the only trainman with 1 
the freight engine, the engineer being । 
temporarily absent.

Two or three passengers wore slightly 
injured by the severe concussion when 
the two engines struck.

Miraculous Escapes from Death.
It is almost a miracle that no more I 

were killed or badly injured, as the great 
force with which these two heavy bodies 
struck each other is described as some­
thing fearful. The position in which the | 
engines were left and their greatly bat- 1 
tered condition show plainly that the | 
shock was a terrible one.

The passenger engine lies on its side ' 
directly across the railroad track at the ! 
crossing, and its tender is up on top of , 
the smoking car. The engine itself is I 
badly smashed up: its trucks and much 
of its machinery are torn away completely 
from the boiler. The freight engine was 
thrown completely up onto a flat car 
loaded with coal and its tender on an­
other car further along, both in badly- ' 
wrecked condition.

The passengers tell of being thrown 
half the length of the car in which they 
were silting, and cannot describe how j 
it happened. A Kaukauna man sat 
about the center of the smoker and a
gentleman in the next seat in front was 
asleep. The sleeper was found lying on 
the front platform in a half-dazed con­
dition. and the Kaukauna man found 
himself at the door ready to step out. 
He thinks he was thrown completely 
over the tops of the seats. Many pas­
sengers recite an experience much sim­
ilar ami all wonder that they escapefl 
serious injury.

The Kaukauna wrecking engine and 
*rew under Mr. Hallock were the first 
on the scene, followed shortly by the 
Oshkosh wrecker. The combined strength 
of both outfits only could parttally move 
the wrecked engine. They succeeded in 
moving it barely enough for trains to 
pass, and the southbound 3:30 passen­
ger train, made two hours late by the 
accident, was allowed to pass.

When the incapacity of Oshkosh and 
Kaukauna wrecking outfits was proven, 
Sept. O'Brien ordered the immense 
steam wrecking apparatus nt Chicago 
to the scene. It is expected that ail 
the wrecking outfits together will be 
able to clear up tne wreck some time 
today.

The blame for ths disaster, it is 
thought, will be placed on either the 
trainmen of the special freight or the 
switchman who left an open switch.

Sensational Statement.
Fred L. Newton of Oshkosh, a travel­

ing man. made a statement this morning 
to the effect that he saw one of the crew 
of the freight run back to the switch, a 
moment after the accident, and close it. 
The man then showed tne railroad offi­
cials how the passenger train must have 
jumped onto the switch and collided with 
the freight.

Mr. Newton's statement is affirmed by 
three others, who all agree that a man 
ran back to the switch after the acci­
dent.

Justice Scanlan of Depere was on the 
special relief train that left that city. He 
impaneled a coroner’s jury on the scene 
of the wreck. After viewing the place 
the inquest was adjourned until 10 
o’clock this morning, when the hearing 
was opened.

Glee Club in Wreck.
Ordinarily th»re are few passengers on 

the train as it approaches Green Bay. for 
that city is the end of its run. Yester­
day, however, the Lawrence University 
Maudlin and Glee club of Appleton, 
with twenty members, was aboard while 
on a concert tour. One of its members. 
Don Giffin, a son of Judge N. C. Giffin 
of Fond du Lac, was hurt so that he may 
never play his guitar again. His right 
thumb was badly smashed. Other mem­
bers of the club were shaken up and 
bruised.

Milwaukee. W is.. March28.—[Special.] 
—The assistant superintendent of the 
Ashland division of the North-Western 
road, whose headquarters are in this city, 
gave out the following account of the 
wreck this morning: A special south­
bound freight train reached Little Rap­
ids shortly after 2 p. m. and sidetracked 
for No. 3 passenger train, which left 
Milwaukee, northbound, at 11:05 a. m. 
The passenger train was du? at Little 
Rapids at 2:34 p. m., but was about 7 
minutes late.

The freight train had waited on th 
siding half an hour, but nobody noticed 
that when the freight backed into the 
si<ling the brakeman neglected to civs ■ 
the switch.

When passenger train No. 3 struck the 
switch it collided with the freight.

Engineer Harry A. Jones, who was 
killed, had been an employe of the 
North-Western road for twenty-five 
years. He was 45 years of age, and 
leaves a wife and two children. Until 
recently, when he was transferred to the 
train on which he was killed, he lived in 
Milwaukee, his home having been at 368 
Cass street.

Messenger Petersen has been in the 
employ of the American Express coni- 
lany for many years, and has a family 
at 1128 Cold Spring avenue.

Conductor Izard, another of the in­
jured. has been a North-Western em­
ploye for nearly twenty, years. Fireman 
Young boards at 226 Washington street.

His Housekeeper.

marriage of Dr. N. M. Dodson, the oldest 
physician in this city, to Miss Agni's 
Bendick yesterday afternoon caused 
great surprise here. The groom is 75 
years old and the bride is 49.

Miss Bendick has been the doctor's 
housekeeper for the last thirteen years. 
His first wife died eleven years ago.

The wedding ceremony took place at 
the home of the bride's parents. Mr. and 
Mrs. J. C. Bendick. in the town of Ber­
lin. Rev. C. A. Coyne officiated. Imme­
diately after the wedding the bride and 
groom left for a trip in the West.

The doctor decided to be far away 
from this city when the announcement 
of his marriage was made.

’Tlie trouble started yesterday morning, 
when the superintendent discharged a 
molder who refused to help out in the 
ovenroom. Immediately part of the men 
stopped work. A meeting was held last 
night, and it was decided that all of the 
molders should stop work today.

This morning none of the men report­
ed for work anti the molding room was 
closed down. It will not be opened again 
for at least a month as the company was 
not anxious to keep it in operation.

The oven room will be kept in opera­
tion with common labor.

Last week the company posted a notice 
to the effect that after April 1 an ad­
vance of 12 per cent, in wages would b. 
granted.

NOWINJAILATMANILA
Three Staff Officers and Eighty-three 

Men Together with Valuable 
Papers Are Captured.

Washington, D. C., March 28.—Gen. 
MacArthur has cabled the war depart­
ment confirming the published report of 
the capture of Aguinaldo.

Admiral Remey at Manila has cabled 
the navy department that Aguinaldo and 
three staff officers have been captured by 
Gen. Funston and eighty-three men. The 
dispatch says they were brought to Ma­
nila on board the Vicksburg and turned 
over to Gen. MacArthur.

Manila. March 28.—Aguinaldo. leader 
of the Filipino arity and the head and 
shoulders of the islanders’ insurrection, 
i« a prisoner in the hands of the Ameri­
cans. . ,

Several members of Aguinaldo s staff 
were captured with him and brought to 
Manila. The insurgent leader and his 
men were captured near Casiguran, north 
of Baler, province of Luzon.

Gen Frederick Funston has crowned 
h s brilliant record in the Philippines by 
directing in wrso.i the final hunt that 
has ended the flight of the fugitive. 
Funston st nt no reports or rumors from 
the province of Isabella, in northern 
Luzon, where he led the expedition. Ho 
silently worked out his plans, caught his 
man anti brought him in.

Gou. MacArthur was sitting in his 
headquarleis this morning when a gaunt, 
haggard and discouraged native in a 
fraved uniform adorned with a general’s 
cheMons entered accompanied by Gen. 
Funston. The Kansas fighter said 
quietly and with no semblance of exults 
tion or boasting: .

"General, tlrs is Chief Aguinaldo.
Surprise for MacArthur.

Tito American commander gasped in­
credulously. But when he peen'd a sec­
ond time at the sallow countenance of 
the indomitable Filipino he realized that 
the object for which more than a year of 
time and the efforts of thousands of sol­
diers had been expended fruitlessly was 
attained at last.

The commander’s first utterance was 
that the insurrection would die out as 
soon as the hostile natives learned for a 
certaintv that their leader was a prison­
er. IL* had an immediate audience with 
Aguinaldo, whom he treated with groat 
consideration. Gen. MacArthur, howev­
er. would not divulge anything that 
passed during the conversation.

The most rigid precautions were taken 
to guard against any attempt at escape 
on the part of Aguinaldo or of any of his 
faithful adherents to rescue him.

Funston’s Plans Well Laid.
The end ri Gen. Funston's chase came 

on March 23. He had just beguu to 
carry out his daring project when it was 
unexpectedly consummate*!. He was 
scouting with a small force in Isabella 
province, when he ran into the hiding 
place of Aguinaldo.

The native leader was attended c.i.'y 
by a few followers and made no resist 
ante when called upon to yield. H‘* was 
at once conveyed to Funston's camp mi l 
a start was made for Manila.

The important prisoner arrived here 
th;s morning ou the United States gun 
boat Vicksburg, Commander E. B. Bar­
ry.

Aguinaldo Sets His Own Trap.
Gen. Funston two weeks ago out in ! 

ta Gen. MacArthur a plan for the c 1 > 
tare of the Filipino loader, to which the 
American commander gave hearty as­
sent. Funston learned that Aguinal Io 
had appointed a rendezvous for the chiefs 
iu southern Luzon. The information 
came through a traitor, but the Ameri­
cans knew that it was trustworthy.

The chase was begun carefully, far 
Aguinaldo had eluded the best efforts 
that the shrewdest of American officers 
had made a hundred tunes or more to 
capture him. The facility with which 
he moved his capital and himself from 
one end of Luzon to another with mar­
velous speed had gained for him a repu­
tation of being almost impossible to 
seize.

Natives Join in the Plot.
Gen. Funston, with Surgeon-Maj. Har­

ris. Capt. Newton of the Thirty-fourth 
infantry, Lieut. Admire of the Twentv- 
secoud infantry. Lieut. Mitchell of the 
Fortieth infantry, six veteran scouts and 
a company of native scouts, all nicked 
men, embarked on the gunboat Vicks 
burg and were landed on a remote bcm h 
above Baler. It was arranged that Agui- 
naldo’s emissary, with the native scouts, 
should pass themselves off as insurgent 
troops, xvho, having captured Gen. Fun­
ston and others, were taking them as 
prisoners to Aguinaldo.

At the right time, when brought be­
fore Aguinaldo, Gen. Funston was to 
give a signal, when tile tables were to 
lie turned and Aguinaldo was to bo 
seized. Six days' march into the in 
terior was contemplated. Treachery was 
considered possible, but every precaution 
was taken.

Gen. CailHee Still nt Large.
Denver, Col., March 2s.- Cot. A. W. 

Corliss, who returned last week from

the Philippines, was highly pleased to 
learn of the capture of the rebel chief­
tain, Aguinaldo. "But the question now 
is.” lie said, “what shall we do with 
him?”

“I do not consider the capture of 
Aguinaldo the most important thing that 
could have happened, though it may have 
the effect to send all of the rebels tum­
bling into surrender as fast as they can. 
Gen. Trias, who surrendered a few days 
ago, was more important to my mind 
than any of the other fellows. The Fili­
pinos have come to appreciate that a 
hero who hides out in the bushes and 
keeps away from the front as much as 
possible, is not much of a hero, and 
Aguinaldo lias lost his old-time prestige.

“Now I hope to hear of the capture 
or surrender of Gen. Cailliea. lie* has 
more influence and following than Agui­
naldo. When he is captured or surren­
ders, hostilities will be near an end.”

Mr. Dodge offered an amend­
ment to cut down the amount from $100 to 
$75 and Mr. Barker moved to lay the 
amendment on the table. His motion pre­
vailed by a vote of 42 to 37. which carried 
tin* bill with it. Mr. Cady's bill. No. 491 
A., provding for the survey of certain lands, 
and Mr. Ainsworth's bill. No. 158 A., re­
lating to fish and game, were ordered to a 
third reading. The Assembly then took a 
recess until evening.

The Assembly on the evening of the 26th 
refused to kill the Torrens land bill and 
also the bill of My. Spratt to repeal the 
corrupt practice act. Tne railroad commit­
tee recommended for Indefinite postpone­
ment various 2-cent a mile railroad fare 
bills. After some debate they were killed. 
Tbe Assembly killed the bill authorizing 
Milwaukee to acquire laud outside of the 
city for a new isolation hospital. The 
judiciary committee recommended for in­
definite postponement the bill waiving the 
statutes of limitation and giving S. D. Car­
penter authority to begin suit In the Su­
preme court to determine what, if anything, 
the state owes him under a disputed con­
tract when he was state printer many years 
ago. Mr. Barker's hill to prohibit marriage 
within one year after tbe granting of a de­
cree of divorce, was also reported for In­
definite postponement.

The Assembly on the 27th passed the 
Roehr bill re-enacting the charter of the 
Milwaukee Orphan asylum. The Assembly 
apportionment bill was passed by the As­
sembly without debate. The ayes and uoes 
had to •? called and there were only six 
dissenting votes, Messrs. Collins, Erickson, 
Frost, Galaway. Silkworth and Spratt. The 
Miller bill to punish desecration of the flag 
gave the Assembly a chance to show its 
patriotism. Messrs. Dodge, Barker. Smith 
anil Spratt made speeches in favor of It, 
and it was ordered to a third reading with­
out a dissenting vote. There was a long 
debate over Senator Kreutzer's bill increas­
ing the salaries of the Supreme judges 
from $5000 to $6000 and of tbe circuit 
court judges from $3500 to $4000, with an 
allowance of $400 for expenses. The MH 
was finally ordered to a third reading. 
Gov. La Follette's message relating to the 
new system of bookkeeping was received 
and referred to the committee on state af­
fairs. The following Mils were passed or 
concurred in: Relating to report of com­
missioners of insurance; relating to sup­
port of poor by counties; relating to bridge 
across Menomonie river: inspection of sani­
tary condition of public buildings; to en­
courage attendance on free nigh schools; 
to prevent adulteration of meat products. 
Consideration of Mr. Whitson's bill relating 
to causes for divorce and Mr. Barker's Mil 
forbidding divorced persons to marry with­
in one year, was deferred until tomorrow. 
Mr. Holland's bill making it a felony to ad­
minister narcotics with criminal intent was 
ordered to a third reading

The Assembly at the evening session on 
the 27th killed two Mils, one by Mr. Bnr- 
deau (No. 149 A.I relating to coroners, and 
another by Mr. Young (No. 447 A.) relating 
to contempt proceedings.

The Assembly on the 28th reconsidered 
the vote by which Mr. Young's bill relat­
ing to the condemnation of land by street 
railway companies was ordered to a third 
reading, and rereferred it to the committee 
on cities for amendment. The Assembly 
concurred in Senator Kreutzer's bill in­
creasing the salaries of the Supreme court 
and circuit judges, but there was a good 
deal of opposition to it. Mr. Soltwedel's 
bill. No. 100 A., extending the scope of the 
present sweatshop law to cover all kinds 
of manufacturing, was passed as was bill 
No. 206 A., amending the law relating to 
change of grades of streets in Milwaukee. 
Mr. McCabe's bill. No. 469 A., prescribing 
the manner of receiving bills for public Im­
provements. was passed. Senator Kreutzer's 
bill to commission instructors of military 
science as colonels and Senator Anson's bill 
to punish desecration of tbe flag were con­
curred in. Other bills passed and concurred 
In were: Relating to certificates of grad­
uates; relating to Justices of the peace; to 
prohibit catching of brook trout in certain 
rivers; relating to obstructions in inland 
waters: relating to subcontractors and la­
borers’ liens; relating to Brodhead school 
district; relating to sale of real estate of 
infants, etc., relating to writs, etc.; relat­
ing to administering oaths; relating to 
transfer of certain sums of money from one 
fund to another: legalizing acts of certain 
corporations. A lot of bills on the calendar 
for killing were laid over, including Mr. 
Stevens' bill for a state home for inebriates 
and Mr. Karel’s bill to establish a hospital 
for the treatment of tuberculosis.

At the evening session of tbe Assembly 
on the 28th it was decided to have the 
morning sessions begin at 9 o'clock instead 
of 10. Mr. Stevens offered an amendment 
to tlie Mil authorizing S. D. Carpenter to 
login suit against the state on an old out­
lawed claim. The amendment does not 
specify any amount of the claim, ami Ie’s 
the court settle that question. Both the 
bill and the amendment was referred to 
the judiciary committee.

Senate.
The Saturday session was headed off In 

the Senate as' soon as it met on the 22d, 
through a motion by Senator McDonough, I 
carried unanimously, that when adjourn­
ment be taken it be to the evening of the 
25th. The committee on fish and game re- , 
ported for indefinite postponement 133 8., j 
prohibiting the sale of any wild animal, j 
bird or fish for food or millinery purposes, | 
the taking or killing of which is prohibited, I 
and 133 S., prohibiting the buying of the 
same. The Judiciary committee reported i 
for nonconcurrence 547 A., relating to offi- I 
cial bonds. The bill 341 S.. authorizing the 
district attorney of any county to appoint 
assistants, clerks or stenographers, and 
224 S.. creating the town of Port Wing. 
Bayfield county, were re-ported adversely 
by the committee on town aud county or­
ganization. Senator Roehr moved recon 
sideration of the vote by which IS S., the 
bill designed to confer the title of colonel 
upon Capt. C. A. Curtis, professor of mili­
tary science at the state university, and 
the motion was carried. Senator O'Neil's 
bill providing for the appointment of a 
woman on the board of university regents 
was passed without discussion or opposi­
tion. Senator Whitehead’s bill, prohibiting 
the locking of horses, was passed with only 
one “no” against It. Senator Koehr's bill, 
creating a pension fund for the Milwaukee 
tire department, and Senator Devos' bill 
making a similar provision for the police 
department, were passed unanimously.

The primary election bill was not reported 
to the Senate on the evening of the 25th. | 
as was expected. When the upper house 
was called to order it was found that there 
was no quorum and the Senate adjourned 
until the following day. The bill will be 
referred to the committee on privileges and 
elections and that committee will hold an 
informal meeting in the afternoon to dis­
cuss a plan for dealing with the bill. On 
the afternoon of the 27th another meeting 
will be held when the members will receive 
amendments and suggestions on the bill.

The primary election bill was received in 
the Senate from the Assembly on the 26th, 
and without a word of comment was re­
ferred to the committee on privileges ami 
elections. It is not likely to come back 
from rlie committee before seven or eight 
days, iu view of the adjournment over elec­
tion in the Assembly. The Senate deferred 
action on the joint resolution passed by the 
Assembly providing for adjournment after 
the session of the 29th until the evening of 
the 3d pros. The resolution was concurred I 
iu, bat later Senator Whitehead moved re­
consideration of the vote and that the mo­
tion lie over. The motion prevailed. Gov. 
La Follette's veto of the bill exempting the 
Milwaukee exposition from taxation, ou the 
ground that it was unconstitutional, was 
rend in the Senate at Senator Roehr's re- i 
quest. Action on the veto was postponed 
until the 4th. it being said there was a 
chance that the governor's objections might 
be overcome by another bill. The Senate 
killed Senator McGillivray's good roads 
resolution looking to an amendment to the 
constitution to permit state aid in good road j 
building. After lengthy debate Senator Me- I 
Giliivray offered an amendment providing . 
that the counties and towns must raise two- 1 
thirds of the amount to be expended in any 
appropriation. He moved that the amend- i 
ment and bill be laid over, but the motion I 
was lost, 16 to 10. The amendments to 
the resolution were then lost by a vote of . 
IS to 12, the test coming on the substitute 
resolution. The orignal resolution, which 
contained an error, was then voted down 
2S to 2.

At the evening session of the Senate on 
the 26th Mr. Eaton's bill providing for the 
licensing of stationary engineers was or- ■ 
dered to engrossment after a short debate. 
The joint committee on claims reported for , 
passage several appropriation bills. Among 
them was Senator Jones' bill providing for 
the payment of half of the face value of 
the county orders issued by the Waukesha I 
Keeley institute under an invalid law in 
1895. Senator Mosher's bill making an an­
nual appropriation to the state historical so- ■ 
clety of $10,000 for the maintenance of the i 
library of the society was also reported , 
favorably. Senator Stout's bill appropriat­
ing $25*10 to the free library commissioner I 
to make an index of all public documents 
published by the state, and supervise the 
distribution of such documents to the public ■ 
libraries of the state was also favorably re- I 
ported. Another important bill on which 
similar action was taken was Senator Hat­
ton's bill providing that the $25.(100 appro- i 
priated for repairs and new buildings of 
the state normal schools by the Legislature ! 
of 1889, but never paid over, should now I 
be paid.

Senator Roehr's joint resolution for a con­
stitutional amendment authorizing a joint 
system of government for the city and .

mously by the Senate on the 27th. The I

A Pretty Easter Gift.
One of the pretty litllc bits that girls 

are making now is a penwqier in the 
shape of a carnation. The little oddity 
is useful for tin* writing table and is 
easily made. The wilier part consists of 
small circles of dark cloth or of chamois; 
if the former, set* to it that the cloth has 
not a fuzzy surface to clog tile pin. A 
lower part, consisting of a piece of green 
felt, is made with eight points. The low­
er part may be made of glove kid. which 
is very much prettier than the cloth, the 
luster of the kid carrying out the idea 
of the flower. The end of a kid 
glove will do. It is live inches 
i:; diameter. Tin* pie<**s of chamois 
should be two inches iu diameter, 
or small enough to lie hidden be­
neath the pointer! foundations. The blos­
som is made of white, pink, or yellow 
kid or chamois. There should be seven 
circles, each three and a quarter inch's 
in diameter. These are notched around 
the edges to resemble the pink, and if 
you are handy with the water colors, 
should be tinted about the edges, the 
tinting extending in irregular lines to­
wards tin* center of the flower for about 
half an inch all the way around. If made 
of white kid. the tinting should be of 
light pink, with dark pink at the ex­
treme edge. If pink or yellow kid. deep 
pink should lie used. Put the color ou 
with a camel's-hair brush and do not ap­
ply too much at a time. If no water col­
ors are handy, carmine ink will answer 
the purpose. Fold four of the circles, 
making both sides to fold alike. Now- 
fold the other three circles. Catch the 
four circles down to the center of the 
green kid by noodle and thread, letting 
the folds stand up as Hie petals of the 
flower yen arc trying to copy do.—Phila­
delphia Telegraph.

A Giant Cactus Grove.

Tena of thousands 
have taken advantage of the offer made 
by the Canadian Government as well 
as of the exceedingly low prices asked 
for lands by the railway, colonization 
and other companies. The experience 
of those who have been settled there 
for some little time Is of a highly grati­
fying character. So much so that the 
Canadian Government, who has con­
trol of the immigration into Western 
Canada, has decided to open up some 
new districts this year in the well- 
known Saskatchewan Valley and also 
in the fertile plains of Assinlbola. 
These districts are probably the most 
productive in the entire West, and in 
close touch to largely settled communi­
ties as well as being situated on some 
of the most Important lines of railway. 
They are within easy reach of mar­
kets, schools, churches and other social 
advantages.

OLD READER.

PRESIDENT HAS PRIVATE FUND
The Public- Never Knows How it is 

Expended—Used in Emergencies.
What is called the President's private 

fund, known in law as the emergency 
fund, stands nominally to the credit of 
the secretary of state. But Mr. McKin­
ley is really the secretary of state aud 
he draws on this appropriation just when 
and how he pleases. The manner of its 
expenditure is always secret, and nobody 
knows what is done with the money. 
Even Congress has no right to inquire, 
and has never done so, tbe idea being 
that there are certain matters, especially 
such as relate to diplomatic negotiations, 
which may not properly be placed before 
the public—that is to say without injury 
to the public weai. This fund varies in 
amount, but of late years it has been be­
tween $36,000 and $100,000 per annum.

The memoranda relating to the expen­
diture of the private fund are kept in a 
safe at the department of state. Nobody, 
save a few privileged officials, have ever 
seen them, but, if they could be pub­
lished they would throw a picturesque 
light upon the inside workings of the 
government, particularly in regard to its 
relations with foreign powers. If any­
thing turns up which makes it expedient 
to obtain certain information abroad in 
a quiet way a draft is made upon the 
fund by a voucher which the President 
himself signs and sends over to the secre­
tary of state, this voucher being equiva­
lent to a check on the treasury. The 
negotiations of the preliminaries of a 
treaty, such as that for the purchase of 
the Danish possessions in the West In­
dies. may make another call upon this 
personal credit of the executive, which 
is likewise drawn upon to pay for enter­
tainment when a royal or official visitor 
from foreign parts comes to Washington. 
—Saturday Evening Post.

The V. 5. Marine Band.

America stands at the head of the' 
world now in the matter of a National 
band. The famous Marine Band of 
W ashington has long been a pride to 
the officials, but after they achieved sol 
much glory in sinking the Spanish fleet, | 
they not only reckoned the whole Navy 
department, but included the U 8. . 
Marine band in the general advance-1 
ment, and on March 3, 1899, passed an | 
Act through congress increasing the | 
number of musicians in the band to 75, 
and making the leader a First Lieuten­
ant of Marine. Not only is Lieut San- 
talmann, with one exception, the only 
bandmaster in the world thus honored, 
but he is regarded as the most music-l 
ianly leader who ever wielded a baton 
over our National band. He is a Ger-; 
man by birth and a graduate of the 
Leipzig conservatory, a great musical 
artist and a splendid fellow socially. 
Recently there have been so many re 
quests from all parts of the country, 
that the officials decided to grant the 
band a leave of absence to go out and 
play for the people at large for a short i 
time following the adjournment of con-1 
gress and the inaugural ceremonies. 
Howard Pow of New York, who piloted 
the band on similar journeys about ten 
years ago, has arranged for concerts in 
about 35 cities, commencing with Bal­
timore March 18th. The band will go 
as far west as Denver and appear in 
the east during April. They will travel 
in a special train of 5 cars, and this is 
probably the largest undertaking of the 
kind in the history of American band 
concerts.

Photographs with a Huge Telescope.
Prof. Hale, director of the Yerkes ob­

servatory, has recently described the 
methods employed in stellar photography 
with the instrument at that observatory, 
the greatest telescope of the world. It 
may be considered as a camera with a fo­
cal length of sixty-four feet. Its field of 
view embraces a circle of the sky about 
five minutes of arc in diameter. In pho­
tographing clusters this great focal length 
makes it possible to separate stars which 
would be run together in one mass in a 
camera of shorter focus. This telescope 
is not corrected for photography, but by 
placing a yellow collodion film in front 
of the photographic plate all the blue rays 
are shut off. The yellow rays come to an
