board bill, and the bill providing for comity 
training schools for teachers In the com­
mon schools. There were no vetoes. Ad­
journment was taken until the following 
morning at 10 o'clock.

Both houses of the legislature adjourned 
on the 15th. sine die nt noon by the clocks 
of the two houses, but at 12:28 by actual 
time, the clocks In both houses being 
turned back to give the governor opportun­
ity to report on bills. There were fourteen 
senators on hand to close the session of 
the upper house. Sergeant-at-Arms Petti­
bone was presented with n roll of cash 
amounting to an even $100 ns n token of 
the esteem in which he is held by the sen­
ators. Senator Jones quietly handed him 
the roll, to which all the senators present 
contributed. Mr. Pettibone finished has 
second term ns sergeant, and prior to that 
he served two terms as assistant.

Gov. La Follette on the 16th cleaned up 
the twelve bills left In his hands after the
Legislature adjourned. All but of
them have received his approval and will 
become laws.

1902. said com­
mittee should prepare and deliver to the 
governor 11 report which should be trans­
mittal by the governor to the Legislature 
next to convene. The forestry commission 
bill was Considered by the Assembly again 
and advanced as far as passage when it 
appeared that there were hot enough mein 
bcrs present to pass an appropriation bill. 
There was not even enough to suspend the 
rules, only 33 appearing for it ami 23 
against. 56 in all answering the roll call. 
This killed the bill as 60 are necessary to 
pass an appropriation. A new caucus bill 
was taken up ami it was discovered that 
the members had left so fast that no quo­
rum remained and the measure is suspended 
between the two Imuses with amendments 
rot concurred in.

Adjournment was taken to 
the morning of the 15th.

Gov. La Follette marked the closing day 
(15th Inst.) of the legislative session by 
sending in four vetoes. The bills vetoed 
were No. 415 S.. extending the time of pay­
ing taxes in Milwaukee: No. 266 S.. to pro­
vide the railroad commissioner's office with 
a statistician; No. 478 A., to exempt beet 
sugar factories from taxation for a period 
of ten years, ami No. 254 A., providing for 
compulsory vaccination. Not counting the 
bills still In the hands of the governor, 460 
chapters have been added to the state laws, 
eleven joint resolutions were passed ana 
twenty-one vetoes were submitted. Only 
fifteen faithful members were In their seats 
at the last session ami Speaker Ray said 
with a smile that if there were no objec­
tions the roll call would be dispensed with.

San Francisco, Cal., May 16.—9:40 a. 
in. (Pacific time!.—The Associated press 
is informed that Mrs. McKinley’s life 
hangs by a thread and that she is likely 
to expire at any moment.

8 a. in. (Pacific time).—Drs. Hirschfel- 
der and Gibbons have been summoned 
to the bedside of Mrs. McKinley, and 
have been in consultation for an hour 
with Dr. Rixey, who remained all night 
with his patient. It is expected the re­
sult of their conference will be given out 
shortly. The earliness of the hour at 
which the consulting physicians were 
called indicated that Mrs. McKinley had 
not improved during the night.

9:30 a. in.—Secretary Cortelyou has 
just given the Associated press the fol­
lowing bulletin:

“At 9 o'clock the doctors report Mrs. 
McKinley’s condition not no favorable, 
she having had a sinking spell at 5 
o’clock this morning. There will not 
be another official bulletin until noon. 
President McKinley has canceled every 
engagement for the day.”

10:30 a. m.—The President was with 
Mrs. McKinley constantly during the 
night. At his request all relatives have 
been notified of the extremely critical 
character of her illness. She is uncon­
scious most of the time and is just hover­
ing between life and death. Artificial 
heart stimulants have been resorted to 
and three physicians are in. constant at­
tendance.

Thousands of telegrams have been re­
ceived not only from all parts of the 
country but from all over the world. As 
far as possible they are being answered 
with the information that Mrs. McKin­
ley’s condition is very critical. At 10 
o'clock Mis. Morse, the President’s niece, 
arrived at the house. Everything at that 
hour indicated that the end was ap­
proaching.

11:30 a. m.—The attending physicians 
were in consultation and they believe 
that there is a bare chance for Mrs. 
McKinley to rally. Her lack of reserve 
strength, however, makes her ability to 
revive extremely doubtful. The Presi­
dent is at her bedside and the ladies of 
the cabinet, with Mr. and Mrs. Morse 
and Mr. and Mrs. Scott, are in the ad­
joining room. Secretary Hitchcock and 
Postmaster-General Smith are in the 
parlor below awaiting tidings from the 
sick room.

At 11:45 a. m. Secretary Cortelyou 
made the following statement:

“The physicians have been most of the 
morning with Mrs. McKinley and report 
that while she lias had no relapse dur­
ing the morning, her condition is grave. 
She is not suffering, but is very weak.”

At noon there was a report that Mrs. ; 
McKinley had died and at once flags be- ; 
Ran to drop to half-mast all over the i 
city. It was soon learned that it was in­
correct and gradually the flags were re­
stored to their former position.

Canton, O., May 16.—Mrs. Marshall 
Barber, sister to Mrs. McKinley, re­
ceived the following dispatch shortly be- I 
fore noon from President McKinley:

“Ida rallied from sinking spell which 
she had at 5 o’clock this morning and 
while now fairly comfortable she is criti­
cally ill.”

San Francisco, Cal., May 16.—10 a. m. i 
—President McKinley is at the bedside . 
of his wife, without hope that she will | 
ever recover. After a comparatively । 
easy night she commenced to sink rapid­
ly at 5 o’clock this morning. Dr. Rixey, 
who has been in attendance almost with­
out relief for several days, hurriedly sum­
moned Drs. Hirschfelder and Gibbons. 
They arrived at the Scott residence be­
fore 7 o'clock and everything their knowl­
edge and skill could suggest was done to 
keep Mrs. McKinley alive. Access to 
the house for the first time was denied to 
newspaper reporters. Guards were post­
ed at the door and everyone but the doc­
tors were turned away.

Sinking Spell at 5 O’clock.
At 9 o'clock the physicians held a con­

sultation and at 9:30 a. m. Secretary 
Cortelyou gave out a bulletin announcing 
that Mrs. McKinley's condition had be­
come more alarming owing to the sinking 
spell at 5 o’clock, and that the President 
had canceled all engagements.

Later, it was learned by the Associated 
press that Mrs. McKinley was barely 
alive and that she was liable to expire 
at any moment.

The distressing news was spread rapid­
ly over the city and crowds gathered 
about the newspaper bu'lei:S boards, anx­
iously awaiting further information.

About the house on the hill where Mrs. 
McKinley lies groups of people gathered 
ami discussed in low tones the illness of 
the President's wife. Everybody who 
left the house was eagerly questioned for 
information, but everybody was referred 
to Secretary Cortelyou. As that gentle­
man was invisible to those who called, 
nothing definite could be learned.

The Scott mansion is on the crest of 
a high hill overlooking Lafayette square, 
and there is very little traffic in that 
neighborhood. When it became known 
how dangerously ill Mrs. McKinley was 
even the few vehicle that pass that way 
were stopped and the streets on all sides 
of the house were kept free from noise.

Abandon All Functions.
It is very probable that the local com­

mittees having in charge the arrange­
ments for entertainments and banquets 
for the President and the visitors from 
Ohio will abandon everything.

In the event of Mrs. McKinley’s death 
it is likely that the launching of the 
battleship Ohio, planned for Saturday, 
will be postponed.

The members of the President's cabi­
net called at the house early this morn­
ing. but they could be of no assistance 
and they returned sadly to their 
hotels. From there they kept 
in constant telephonic communica­
tion with Secretary Cortelyou, who 
even to the members of the President’s 
official family, was very reticent.

REMEDY FOR INSOMNIA.
Experiment of St. Louin Chemist Pro­

duces Sleep that Knows No Waking.
St. Louis, Mo.. May 16.—Edward J. 

Sultan, 34 years old. died at the city hos­
pital. supposedly from the self-adminis­
tration of a preparation upon which he 
was experimenting to produce sleep.

Sultan was the experimenting chemist 
of a St. Louis drug company. He had 
been assigned to formulate a new prepa­
ration of a sedative and sleep-producing 
nature, with the assurance that should 
he succeed in finding the missing quan­
tity of the potion he would be placed in 
permanent charge of its manufacture. It 
was a reward that he considered worthy 
of persistent research until he attained it. 
Yesterday morning he was found alone 
and unconscious in his apartments. He 
was taken to the city dispensary and 
later to the city hospital, where the doc­
tors diagnosed his case as one of mor­
phine poisoning, with symptoms of poi­
soning from other drugs. He died thirty 
minutes after his arrival at the hospital, 
without having regained consciousness.

LOW FARES IN MICHIGAN.
Wabash Offers to Make Passenger Rate 

of Two Cents a Mile.
L insing, Mich.. May 16.—Railroad 

Commissioner Osborn was notified by the 
officers of the Wabash railroad that if he 
would refrain from beginning suit to 
compel a reduction of fares the company 
would next week put in force in this 
state a passenger rate of 2 cents a mile.

Servant Girls’ Union.
Houghton. Mich.. May 16.—The serv­

ant girl$ o- Houghton ami Hancock have 
formed a labor union and demand a 
uniform scale of wages, shorter hours, 
more days off, and privileges regarding 
entertainment of callers. A walking del­
egate has been appointed and the girls 
say their organization is no joke.

CHARGED BAYONETS.
Armed Soldiers at Albany, N. Y., 

Make a Dash on Strikers and 
Sympathizers.

Albany, N. Y., May 16.—Promptly at 
8 o’clock this morning the United Trac­
tion company began preparations to 
move its cars. At that hour Gen. 
Barnes, in command of the Twenty-third 
regiment, brought out before the Quail 
street barn his entire regiment. At the 
same time the Tenth battalion stared 
downtown, dropping out details at the 
street corners along the traction line 
running to Broadway. One company of 
the Twenty-third, Co. A, started to clear 
out the mob massed at the curve on 
Central avenue. Persuasion was of no 
avail and back went the company a doz­
en paces. "Charge bayonets,” shouted 
Lieut.-Cob Brady, who was near by. 
Down went the gleaming points and on 
a rush the men started for the crowd. 
Just as they reached them there was a 
quick reverse of the guns and the butts 
smashed against human bodies. With a 
howl the crowd started back, some with 
bloody faces and some with broken 
bones. The mob was not allowed to 
stop until it had been driven three 
blocks away. Then every side street 
for blocks around was cleared and de­
tails began the work of closing up the 
saloons and houses. In two corner sa­
loons they found surly groups, and in 
one the soldiers had to club the men 
with their rifles. Gen. Barnes then or­
dered windows in the houses closed. 
Usually a rifle pointed was sufficient, 
but in one or two cases details had to 
enter the houses and close them.

All the time inside the barn doors were i 
five open cars ready manned with non- I 
union men waiting the word to run out.

Detectives Aboard.
On each car were two motormen, two 

conductors and two Pinkerton detectives, 
the latter with loaded rifles in their ! 
hands. “The men are ordered not to fire 
except it is absolutely necessary,” said 
Sunt. Fassett of the road. At 8:30 
o’clock the first car emerged from the 
barn and rounded, the curve to the spot 
where the crowd had wrecked two others 
Tuesday. Gen. Barnes was on the car 
and when it reached the obstructions a 
coupling was made and the damaged cars 
soon removed to the barn. The crowd 
was too far distant to even see the opera­
tion and if a window went up a guards­
man soon shut it with an order.

While this was going on the street cor­
ners along the State street route began 
to assume the conditions of military 
posts. Details of soldiers in every prom­
inent square kept people moving so that 
no large crowd could gather.

At 9:20 a second car left the stable 
and started over towards Madison ave­
nue, a thoroughfare not guarded. On 
board of it were Lieut.-Col.. Brady and 
a company of the Twenty-third regiment 
guarding two motormen and two conduc­
tors. They proceeded over Quail street, 
stopping to remove flagstone obstructions 
from the track. The car was an open 
one.

When the road officials were ready to 
move another car word was sent to Col. 
Lloyd, in command of the Second regi­
ment at North Albany, and he immedi­
ately began placing his men along Broad­
way at points where trouble was feared. 
Householders were warned that a brick 
thrown from a housetop or a window 
would mean the arrest of all the inmates, 
and stragglers on tho street corners were 
notified to keep moving.

Cars Run Without Interference.
It was 10 o’clock before the first car 

reached the last of the obstructions, and 
then it was run up to the end of the line. 
In the meantime the company ran out 
seven other cars and got them ready for 
business. On each was a full company 
of militia. The first car moved out and 
down the avenue with no trouble and 
car No. 2 with a trailer followed a few i 
minutes after. There was hardly a rip 
pie of excitement as the cars moved 
down the hill to take different routes. 
There were hoots and hisses at several 
points, but up to the time the various 
cars reached the foot of State street no 
serious trouble had occurred and there 
were no great crowds at any point. Evi­
dently the great display of military force 
and the way the crowds were handled 
had awed the riotous element.

Charged by the Militia.
As the numerous cars kept coming 

down the hill the crowd near the post- 
office increased in numbers and began to 
get excited. The military charged and 
drove them two blocks away from the 
junction of State and Broadway. The 
cars ran up Broadway as far as the 
company’s barn and although there were 
several thousand people the hostile dem­
onstration was limited to jeering.

Following the procession of cars the 
repair wagons, guarded by seventy 
mounted signal corps men. came down 
the street and turned up Broadway, 
where there was some repairing to be 
done.

The United Traction company has add­
ed to its five rewards offered yesterday 
for information as to who hurt the non­
union men, five more rewards of $100 j 
each.

Arbitration Inaugurated.
A conference was held in the office of 

Mayor Blewing today between the may­
or, Corporation Counsel Andrew and At­
torney Woolard, the latter representing 
the strikers. It was there decided that 
the strikers should hold a meeting late 
this afternoon for tho purpose of drawing 
tip a compromise proposition to submit to 
the traction company as the basis of tho 
settlement of the strike. The mayor will 
act as arbitrator between the strikers 
and the company.

The members of the common council >f 
Albany have decided to hold a special 
meeting tomorrow to pass a resolution 
calling upon the United Traction com­
pany to terminate the strike before Mon­
day next.

At 2 o’clock this afternoon the strikers 
succeeded in cutting the traction com­
pany wires in Clinton avenue near Quail 
street. The line is now being repaired 
by the power wagon under a heavy 
guard. ___ ___________________

COMMONPLACE DEATH.
“Steeple Jack’’ Williams was Widely 

Known for Dare-Devil Feats.
Cleveland, O., May 16.—All his life 

“Steeple Jack” John Williams laughed in 
the face of death high in the air as he 
followed his business of painting and re­
pairing church steeples and gilding the 
crosses that surmount their tops, only to 
be killed by a street car in a most com­
monplace way. The simple act of trying 
to dash in front of a trolley car brought 
him to his death.

Williams Was known all over the coun­
try for bravery in his dangerous work. 
“The beauty of my business is that you 
never have but one accident.” he used to 
say. When there was unusual danger in­
volved in gilding the cross on the Top of 
a particularly-high steeple Williams was 
sent for, and while the crowd below 
watched him he was fond of hanging by 
his knees from the cross on which he was 
at work, waving his arms and singing a 
dirge.

He delighted in dare-devil feats and 
said be would never be killed by a fall 
from a steeple. He left no relatives and 
will be buried by the Brotherhood of 
Painters and Decorators.
