It was on
this account that the fight was made,
On the other hand the settlers were in
favor of a large levy, so that there might
be plenty of roads built in the town,
where there has been good work done in
this line, The meeting was called for
morning.

From all parts of the town settlers
were expected to come into the town
seat over the logging road of the Weyer-
hauser interests which was the only
way they had of getting into attend the
meeting and vote, But they counted
without their hosts. The Weverhauser
people had full sway over the railroad
and knowing that the settlers were full
of fight they held up the train before i
reached the town seat and in the mean-
time the mill hands had been erowded
into the school house. Here the levy
was made as the Weyrerhausers wished.

WILL DECIDE RIGHTS.
Highest Court to Pass on State
Sovereignty Oyer Its Rail-
way Highways.

Madison, Wis,, April 3.—[Special.]—
The question of state sovereignty over
its railway highways, involved in the
case of the Washburn, Barfield & Iron
River road, of which the state suprem
court has just given up jurisdiction, may
go direct to the United States supreme
court for determination. The state
court having granted the motion for the
removal of the case to the federal court,
it now devolves upon the defendant,
Receiver A. . Frost, to transfer the
records in the case instituted by the at-
torney general on behalf of the state, to
prevent the destruction of the road, from
the state to the federal court, before the
next term, which opens in June.

Meanwhile the injunetion issued by the
state supreme court restraining the pe-
ceiver from tearing up the report re-
mains in effect, at least until some nuga-
tory action might be taken by the federal
conrt, and it is hardly probable will an-
nul the order until the merits of the
case arve decided, the state having be-
come a party,

But Attorney General Hicks and the
attorneys for Bayfield county may take
the case direct to the United States
supreme court, not on appeal, but by
beginning an original action there on
the question of the state’s right in the
matter.  Cases im which the state is a
party, the other party being a resident
of another state, may be tried originally
in the United States supreme court.
This would have probably been done in
this case had it not heen essential to get
immediate action to prevent the destruc-
tion of the road. It may still be done,
and very probably will be, in order to
shorten matters, it being a foregone con-
clusion that an appeal would be taken
from the federal eircuit court, whatever
its decision might be,
