1 warrant_presented by former State
Treasurer Joseph 8 Bartley. It was on
the cashing of this warrant that Bartley
was convicted of embezzlement and sen-
tenced to twenty years in the peniten-
tiary.

The Omaha National Bank was a state
depository and the $210,000 was deposit-
cd to the credit of the state sinking fund.
As such the state contended it was not
subject to the order of the treasurer and
the warrant he presented was in the
same category as a forged check. The
court holds differently and declares the
bank blameless. Chief Justice Sullivan
delivered a dissenting opinion.
