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Three Brothers Shocked to Death in 
the Electric Chair.

FOR KILLING THEIR UNCLE,
The Execution of the Condemned Mur­

derers Only Consumed Fifteen and 
One-half Minutes.

Dannemora, N. Y., Oct. 1.—Without 
one unforeseen incident to mar the per­
fect and dignified execution of the death 
pt unity imposed by the trial court, sus- 
tainetl by the court of appeals and not 
interfered with by Gov. Odell, Willis, 
Frederick end Burton Van Wormer were 
put to death in fifteen and one-half min­
utes at Clinton pifeon today for the mur­
der of their uncle, Peter A. Hallenbeck. 
•f /’r^ndalo, Columbia county, on 
C hristmas eve. 1901. There was not one 
sensational circumstance connected with 
the execution. The men walked from tne 
doors of their cells in the care of their 
priest and flanked on either side by pris­
on deputies with cairn demeanor, but ex­
treme pallor.

Father Belanger, a picturesque, white- 
haired figure, not in the robes of his of­
fice, but in the everyday black frock coat 
of clerical cut. with a little purple stole 
about the shoulders, walked along with 
each of the condemned men saying 
words of consolation.

Couldn’t Hear Executions.
During the first execution Father 

Charbonneau remained in the corridor 
between the death cells, reading prayers 
and invocations to the remaining Van 
Wormers. Every precaution had been 
taken to prevent the remaining men from 
hearing more than the departure of their 
brother from the room. The doors had 
been padded and the interstices stuffed 
with cotton so that the steps of those

The bodies were car­
ried out into the prison morgue and the 
summons for the last brother was taken 
back by the guarls. Father Belanger 
went with them and when Burton Van 
Wormer was brought into the presence of 
death he was accompanied by two priests. 
Father Charbonneau having no further 
need to remain in the cell room.

Was Not Blindfolded.
Either Burton taller than his

brothers, or sat up straighter in the chair, 
for the strap which is intended to cover 
the eyes did not reach high enough to 
blindfold him. As the current was 
switched on he was still looking over the 
upper edge of the strap toward the priest. 
He was killed even more quickly than the 
other two. The current was turned on 
at 11:47:30. Only one application was 
required, though it was retained slightly 
longer at full pressure than in the other 
cases.

Drs. Ransom. Spitzka and McDonald 
had carefully examined the other two 
men's bodies, but in the case of Burton, 
the last, other physicians who were pres­
ent among the witnesses were asked to 
step forward and examine the body as it 
remained in the chair and the official pro­
nouncement of death was naturally de­
layed.

Tn the case of Willis the current was 
ou in the three contacts for sixty seconds; 
in that of Frederick, with two contacts, 
one minute and five seconds; in that of 
Burton with but one contact one minute 
and thirteen seconds, so that the actual 
time consumed in executing the three 
men w as five minutes and fifty-four sec­
onds.

Brothers Kiss Each Other.
No farewells were said under Father 

Belanger's advice until the grating of the 
big steel doors which separatefl them 
from the corridor was heard. Then, as 
Willis was led from bis cell, he was al­
lowed to step over to the ceils of Burton 
and Fred and through the openings be­
tween the heavy bars of the cages in 
which they were confined pressed his 
face and in turn kissed those of his two 
brothers, at the same time shaking hands 
and saying as he turned away: “Be 
brave, boys.”

When it came Frederick’s turn to go, 
ns he left his cell he stepped bark a few 
paces to the front of Burton’s cage and 
grasping his brother’s hands in both of 
his, kissed him repeatedly.

Burton's departure from the deatl 
house made the most pathetic scene of 
all. Besides the aged priest there was 
but one other person in the world to 
whom he might say good-bye. That was 
Allen Mooney, the last occupant of the 
death cells, who sat sobbing like a child. 
As Burton stepped from his cell he 
called: “Good-bfe. Mooney, I hope you 
won’t have to go like this.”

It would be difficult to imagine any­
thing more impressive than the solemn 
service iu the room of the steel cages 
where Fathers Belanger and Charbon­
neau. a little after 9 o'clock, administered 
the three brothers their first and last com­
munion, signalizing their full acceptance 
into the faith of the Roman Catholic 
church. To the fullest possible extent the 
Erivacy of the ceremony was assured, all 
eepers except the invariable death watch

Colorado Labor Unions Adopt Resolu­
tions Condemning Executive of the

State for Sending Militia.

Colorado Springs, Colo., Oct. 1.—Reso­
lutions were adopted by the Colorado 
Springs Federated Trades council call­
ing on the citizens of the state, regard­
less of occupation, to demand the im­
peachment of Gov. Peabody, for sending 
the militia to Cripple Creek during a 
time of profound peace. In the spirit 
of the resolution a committee was ap­
pointed to arrange for a mass meeting 
to be held in this city at an early date 
for the purpose of taking action.

New York, Oct. 1.—Three thousand 
Jews, who crowded Cooper Union to cel­
ebrate Yom Kippur, experienced a sad 
surprise. It happened, that the hall had 
been engaged by the Free society, an or­
ganization composed exclusively of An­
archists, and instead of religious services 
in commemoration of the destruction of 
the temple of Jerusalem, the name of 
God was planned and holy days were 
denounced by the speakers, who ridiculed 
Jewish customs and beliefs.

Express Messengers Injured in Rail 

way Accident Have No Claim
Against Road,

HIGHERCOURT’SRULING
Contract Between the Express and Rail­

road Companies Would Relieve the 
Latter from All Liability.

Madison. Wis.. Sept 29.—[Special.]— 
Express messengers injured in a railway 
accident cannot recover damages from the 
railway company where there is a con­
tract in force between the express and 
railway companies relieving the latter 
from liability and a contract between the 
employe and express company by which 
the former assumes all risk of accidents 
and injury.

This is the decision of the supreme 
court in the case of Myron L. Peterson 
against the .Chicago & North-Western 
Railway company.

Peterson was an express messenger in 
the employ of the American Express 
company and was severely injured March 
27, 1901, while running from Milwaukee 
to Green Bay over the North-Western 
road in a collision of a passenger and a 
freight train.

In the decision, written by Justice 
” inslow, the supreme court says in part:

The general question presented In this 
case is whether a railway company can be 
relieved by contract from liability to an 
express messenger for personal injuries suf­
fered by him while riding on Its train in 
performance of his duty, such Injuries being 
proximately caused by the ordinary negil- 
$enee °f the employes of the companv.

The question is new in this state.’ This 
court has held that a common carrier mav 
by contract exempt itself fiom liability to 
a person traveling ou a free pass for in­
juries caused by the ordlna-y negligence of 

» employes, but not from the consequences 
ot their gross negligence. Also that it is 
a^a*U!,t public policy to allow a common 

t° stipulate for exemption from lia­
bility for negligence of its employes lesult- 

oss or KnJury Io a passenger for hire. 
Neither of these cases, however, touch the 
exact question before us.

The question Is an Interesting one, and 
might be discussed at great length. It 
seetms doubtful, however, whether any 
good result would be reached by such a 
discussion. The exact question here pre­
sented has been discussed with great learn- 

ability by the supreme court of 
the I nlted States in the case of railway 
company vs. Voight. 176 U. S.. 408. and 
the result there reached was that an ex- 
Presa messenger under the facts here pre- 
?en,Pd was not a passenged for hire, and

*“aJ reason the contracts exempting the 
railload company from liability were net 
against public policy, but valid.

We entirely agree with that result. It 
commends Itself to our judgment not only 
up°n r.ea8On- hut upon the great weight of 
authority. The express messenger is not a 
person who has applied to a common car­
rier for transportation and is entitled to 
that transportation without condition upon 
payment of his fare, but a person who 
voluntarily goes upon a train, not for 
transportation, but to transact certain busi­
ness for the express company which It is 
allowed to transact, not because the rail 
road company is a common carrier, but be­
cause of a contract between the express 
company and the railroad company by 
which the express company and its mes­
sengers were granted rights which the rail­
road company would not be compelled to 
grant as a common carrier.

Manitowoc, Wis., Sept. 29.—[Special.] 
—Word has been received here of the 
death of Rudolph Jens, a former Manito­
woc county boy, which occurred at San 
Carlos, Ariz.. last week, as the result of 
a runaway accident in which Jens was 
thrown from his horse and sustained in­
juries that caused his death almost in­
stantly. Jens was a Lutheran mission­
ary to the Apache tribe of Indians and 
was stationed at the mission at San Car­
los and also had charge of a mission in 
a neighboring city.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 1—There will 
ba no union labor war on President Roose­
velt’s candidacy for re-election next year 
if President Gompers, President Mitchell 
and their associates of the American Fed­
eration of Labor can prevent it. It is 
pretty certain that hostilities will not be 
sanctioned by the national organization. 
What individual union men and local 
unions and central unions in various parts 
of the country may do upon their own re­
sponsibility is another question.

The executive council of the American 
Federation of Labor last night issued an 
address to organized labor of America. 
After demanding the enforcement of the 
eight-hour day, both in private and gov­

How the Accident Happened.
-The passenger train does not stop at 

♦ avenue. Half a mile east
at the Belt Line crossing it halts for 
a second and then puts on extra steam 
to make up for the time lost. It rushes 
past Hawthorne at high speed. There 
are no gates at the Fifty-second avenue 
crossing.

The electric car was north bound. It 
had taken a dozen or more passengers at 
the track entrance half a mile south, and 
as the car neared the crossing the motor­
man saw he was unable to stop because 
of the wet rails. He applied the brakes, 
bit without effect.

Sees the Train Coming.
He was almost at the south track, the 

one on which the train was coming, and 
he could see the headlight gleaming. 
The forward trucks jolted over the rails, 
and the motorman, who had stuck to his 
post, was pushed off by a passenger 
standing on the front platform. Both 
probably would have been killed had 
they remained on the car.

Those inside the car were not aware 
of the danger until the fast-rushing train 
was almost on top of them.

The car was whirled half way round 
and carried nearly 100 feet and then 
tossed into a ditch alongside the track. 
Nothing was left of it but a mass of 
twisted rods and splinters.

The bodies of four of the dead, those 
who were killed instantly, were strewn 
along the track for fifty feet. One of 
the dead was found headless and anothe# 
was ent in twain. “Kentucky Bill,” th4 
colored man, lay on the north side of thj 
track about 100 feet west of the cross! 
ing. A few feet away was Jockey Will 
liam. The colored lad, Roberts, was ai 
the side of William.

The blame for the accident was prob* 
ably due to the slippery rails. The Illi­
nois Central railroad, on whose tracks' 
the accident occurred, had been asked 
many times to put a gate at the Fifty- 
second avenue crossing, as it is a danger­
ous point.

Weekly Crop Bulletin.
[For the week ending Monday, Sept. 25.)

The weather during the past week 
has been generally fair and pleasant, 
except Friday and Saturday, when light 
and scattered showers occurred in some 
sections of the state. Light to killing 
frosts occurred Wednesday and Sun­
hay nights, doing some damage to corn. 
Farmers have taken advantage of the 
dry weather to complete threshing, and 
a large acreage of second crop clover 
was secured in very excellent condition 
during the week. Some fall plowing 
has been done on high, well drained 

I land, but on low land the soil is still 
too wet from the excessive rains during 
the first of the month to make plowing 
possible. The streams and rivers in 
the central and western portions of the 
state are still at a very high stage, and 
in many sections lowlands are Hooded. 
Pastures continue excellent and stock 
is generally in fine condition.

Notwithstanding the heavy frost dur­
ing the week the condition of the corn 
crop has improved materially. In some 
localities the crop has escaped serious 
damage by the frosts and has matured 
rapidly under the full sunshine and 
moderately high day temperatures. In 
other sections the frosts were only suf- 
liciently severe to destroy the leaves, 
leaving sufficient vitality in the stalk to 
mature the ear. Probably about fifty 
per cent, of the crop is now fully ma­
tured, and will yield sound, market­
able corn, while about twenty-five per 
cent, will be soft, but of fairly good 
feeding qualities. A portion of the re­
mainder has been cut for fodder, but 
considerable will be left standing and 
stock turned on late1. As a whole the 
crop has turned out better than was 
anticipated at the beginning of the 
month.

A Sure Cure for Snake Bite and Draws 
Out Poison.

“Salt 1b a good cure for snake bite,” 
said a man who has been up in the hills 
of Alabama, “but I did not know it until 
recently. I spent several weeks in Ala­
bama with a friend of mine, and while up 
there learned something about snakes and 
snake bites that I never knew before, and 
more than that, I saw practical demon­
strations of the efficacy of salt as a cure 
for snake bite. By the way, the crop of 
rattlesnakes in Alabama is larger this 
year than ever before in the history of 
the state, and that is saying a good deal, 
for it has been a long time since there 
was anything but a big crop of rattlers 
up in that section of the world.

During one day spent in the cane which 
grows in abundance at the foot of the 
hills I personally killed twenty-five rat­
tlesnakes of various sizes and ages. I 
never saw as many snakes in my life, and 
1 would be ashamed to tell you the vast 
number I saw but did not kill. But I 
was speaking of salt as a cure for bite of 
a snake. Most every one in that part of 
the country, when they go into the woods, 
will carry a small bag of salt along in 
order to protect themselves against snake 
bite. Snakes are so plentiful that they 
never know when they will be attacked 
by one of these members, and so they go 
prepared for an emergency. It seems 
that the salt is a good absorbent, and in 
a very short while after its application it 
will draw the poison out of the body. I 
knew that salt was frequently used to 
draw stains out of soiled linen and things 
of that sort, but the fact that it is good 
for snake bite is a new thing for me. 
The plan works iu Alabama, but I sup­
pose it would be an awfully hard matter 
to convince some of the old codgers that 
there was not a better remedy than salt 
for an affliction of this sort. And I may 
add that I am willing to concede that the 
other well known remedy is a bit more 
pleasant.”—New Orleans Times-Demo- 
crat.
