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RUSSIANS WIN BATTLE,

Rumored That Japanese Forces
Have Been Driven Back.

17000 MEN KILLED.

—F ISBTREA
Terrific Battle Fought at Kiu Lien
Cheng—Report Is Without
Confirmation,

London, May 5.—4:07 p. m.—A dis-
patch to the Central News from St. Pe-
tersburg says a rumor is current there
that a second battle has been fought at
Kiu Lien Cheng, in which the Russian
loss was T000and the Japanese loss 10,000
men, and resulted in the Japanese being
driven back in disorder. The dispatch
adds that no confirmation of this report
is obtainable,

8t. Petersburg, May 5.—6:15 p. m.—
There are rumors here, which cannot be
‘traced to a responsible source, that the
Russian troops in northeastern Korea
have swooped down upon the Japanese
Pelow the Yalu river, winning a big vie-
tory. The story is not credited.

Viadivostok, May 35.—Gen. Linevitch
today inspected the forts and troops and
congratulated the latter on their appear-
ance and efficiency.

London, May 5.—Dispatches from the
seat of war indicate that the Japanese
are about to storm Port Arthur by land
and sea.

New Chwaung, May 5.—Five Japanese
warships with a large number of trans-
ports have been seen near Kin Chow bay,
on the west coast of the Lino Tung penin-
sula, north of Porth Arthur.

Part Arthur, May 5.—The Japanese
squadron is behind the Liao Shan
promontory, south of Port Arthur.

Transports with Japanese troops on
board have arrived at Pitsewo, north-
east of Port Arthur, with the object of
making a landing.

Chefoo, May 5.9 p. m.—Chinese
junks which have arrived here report
that a fleet of forty Japanese w ips
and transports was off Wei Hai Wei
Tuesday, steaming northwest.

London, May 5.—A Tokio dispatch to
the Central News states that after the
steamers had been sunk at the entrance
to Port Arthur harbor the Japanese fleet
bombarded the forts and town on May
3. The bombardment was continued on
the morning of May 4.

Port Arthur Bottled Up.

Tokio, May 5.—It is semi-officially stat-
ed that Tuesday during a dense fog the
Japanese successfully blocked Port -Ar-
thur by sinking pine merchantmen at
the entrance, which now is absolutely
sealed. The Japanese fieet in effecting
the blocking sent a steamer into the en-
trance at fell speed. The paval-officers
who made the two previous attempts
begzed permission to enbrz out the next
attack in daylight, that ng easier, and
their request was granted. So deter-
mined were the navel chiefs to succeed
this time that they decided if necessary
to lose half their men. The number of
casualties has not yet been given out.

Engagement Off Gen San.

Paris, May 5.—A dispatch to the
Temps from St. Petersburg confirms pre-
vious reports to the effect that the Japa-
uese fleet re-appeared off Port Arthur
yesterday and that an engagement oc-
curred off Gen San, Korea, between the
Japanese fleet and Russian squadron
YVladivostok.

St. Petersburg, May 5—2:16 p. m.—
There are persistent rumors here of a
naval engagement between the Vladi-
vostok awnd Viee Admiral Kamimura's
squadrons, but no confirmation of the
reports had been received here up to 1
o'clock this afternoon.

The admiralty says no further news
has been received here from Port Arthur.

London, May 5.—A dispatch to the
Central News, dated at Seoul, Tuesday,
says: Heavy cannonading was heard of
Gen San (on the east coast of IKorea)
Monday and this morning. It is sup-
posed that Rear Admiral Uriu's fleet has
succeeded in engaging the Russian Viadi-
vostok squadron,

[A rumor to the effect that the Japanese
bhad succecded In bringing the Russian
Viadivostok squadron (of four cruisers) to
battle off Viadivostok was circulated in
Paris yesterday, but up to thls morning no
=onfirmation had been obtained. Evidently
the above dispatch refers to the same ru-
wor. ]

Scoul, May 5.—The Japanese merchant
steamer Haginowia Maru, bound from
Wonson to Fusan, is considerably over-
due, and fears are entertained that she
has wet the same fate as the Kinshiu
Maru. Another Russian raid down the
east coast was reported Tuesday.

Alexiefi Confers with Kuropatkin.

St. Petersburg, May 5.—6:10 p. m.—
Vieeroy Alexieff has left Port Arthur to
confer with Gen. Kuropatkin at Liao
Yang, to which place the general will re-
turn immediately after an inspection of
the troops at Feng Wang Cheng. Rear
Admiral Wittsoeft, chief of staff to Vice-
roy Alexieff, has been left in charge of
the raval forces at Port Arthur.

Kuropatkin to the Front.

St. Petersburg, May 5.—1 p. m.—Gen.
Kuropatkin has gone to the front from
Liao Yang, to inspect the situation per-
sonally. roops are being hurried for-
ward from the Liao Yang and Mukden
line to a position near Feng Wang
Cheng.

All the Russian wounded have been
gent back toward Liano Yang, in order
vot to encumber the operations of the
Russian army. It appears evident that
Gen. Kuropatkin is preparing to give bat-
tle to Gen. Kurcki's army if circum-
stances warrant.

WANT MOYER FREED.

The Famous Colorado "Strike Case”
Comes Up for a Hearing at
Denver,

Denver, Colo.,, May 35.—Arguments on
the writ of habeas corpus issued on be-
half of Charles H. Moyer, president of
the Western Federation of Miners, who
has been deprived of his freedom since
March 30 by order of Gov. Peabody, and
is now held as a military prisoner at
Telluride, which is under martial law,
were heard by the state supreme court
teday.

No Diamond Is Needed to Sever the Brit
tle Substance with Ease.

It often happens that glass tubes of

of the wild lands of the state. The goats
make an absolutely clean sweep, leaving
nothing behind them after they have
pastured on a logged-off tract for a time
but the old stumps and logs.

A HARP OWNED BY QUEEN MARY.

It Was Given as a Prize in a Competition
Between Bards.

There was dispersed by auction in Edin-
bargh on Saturday a family collection of
Stuart and Jacobite relics of great his-
toric interest and value., The early death
of J. N. Durrant-Steuart, the twelfth and
last Laird of Dalguise, in Perthshire,
brought this unique collection to the ham-
mer.

Interest centered mainly on two ancient
harps, one known as Queen Mary's harp,
and the other as the Lamont or Caledo-
nian harp. For the last twenty years
they have reposed in the National Mu-
seum of Antiquities, and are well known
to Scottish antiquaries,

The story of Queen Mary's harp is that
during a hunting trip into the highlands of
Perthshire, in the year 1363, she offered
‘er own harp as a prize in a bardie com-
petition, It was awarded to Miss Beat-
rice Gurdyn of Banchory. It closely re-
sembles the famous harp of Brian Boru,
and a century ago it was stringed and
found to possess a sweet and delicate
tone,

Competition for it was very keen. The-
odore Napier, the well known Jacobite
enthusiast, remained in the bidding until
£5840 was reached, and finally at £892 10s
it was secured by the authorities of the
Edinburgh Antiquarian museum.

The Lamont harp, which dates from
the Eleventh or Twelfth century, was
sold at £525.

A lock of hair from Prince Charles’
head, and another from that of his wife,
Princess Louise of Stohlberg, went for
£33 12, A sword which he had worn
was sold for £78. IHighland dirks went
at from £11 to £15 each, an Andrea Fer-
rara sword at £ and two genuine old
Highland targets £58 10s and £60 18s,

Belt of Calm at Pacific End of Canal.

At the eastern extremity of the canal
the difficulties which a sailing vessel may
expect to encouuter will arise from a su-
perabundance of wind rather than a lack
of it, At the western extremity, on the
other hand, these conditions will be com-
pletely reversed.

Upon emerging from the canal into the
Pacific ocean a vessel will enter an ex-
tensive belt of calms and light airs, which
render navigation by sail more tedious
than in any other frequented portion of
the sea. The width of this region varies

at some points wide, at others narrow,
In that portion of the North Pacific in-
clzded between the American coast and
the meridian of 120 degrees west it
reaches a maximum, extending in latitude
from a point one or two degrees north of
the equator to Cape San Luecas, the
sonthern extremity of lower California.
In boih approaching and leaving Panama,
irtespective of the port from which or
toward which bound, a sailing vessel must
of necessity navigate a greater or less
width of the belt of calms, and in estimat-
ing for a given voyage the saving of time
effeeted by the use of the canal the delay
arising from this cause must not be neg-
lected.— National Geographic Magazine.,

Chinese and the Plague.

The susceptibility of the Chinaman to
the plague is proved by the faet that
China and Mesopotamia were the two
great world centers of the disease before
India became infectec. For the past
forty years plague has been epidemic in
the mountains of Yunnan, and there was
a virnlent outbreak there in 1871-1873.
In 1894 there was a severe epidemic in
Canton, which is saild to have caused
100,000 deaths, and spread in the same
vear to Hong Kong. It is from Hong
Kong that the infection is said to have
spread to Bombay, which was just eateh-
ing Caleutta at the time in the race to be
premier port in India.
