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BUTTLE IS III PROGRESS WENTZ FAMILY DO
NOT ACCEPT VERDICT.

Rumors of Severe Fighting at 
Port Arthur.

JAPANESE NEAR CITY.
Reported That They Have Taken the 

Outer Defenses and Are Making 
Final Assault.

St. Petersburg, May 12.—6:45 p. m.— 
Humors are widely current here that 
lighting is in progress at Port Arthur, | 
but there is no official news confirming 
the reports.

The Russians still hold New Chwang.

Tok io. May 12.—The rumor is current 
here that the outer defenses of Port Ar­
thur have been taken by the Japanese 
troops and that the final assault is a 
matter of only a few hours.

The laud forces are said to have been 
assisted by a fierce bombardment of the 
port and the batteries defending it on the 
land side by the vessels of Admiral 
Togo’s fleet.

Shan Hai Kwang. May 12.—8 p. m.— * 
Firing is reported to have been heard to­
day south of New Chwang.

St. Petersburg, May 12.—From the of- j 
ncial advices received here it is evident 
that the Japanese are proceeding very 1 
cautiously toward the investment of Port i 
Arthur. While an interruption of the ’ 
telegraph and railroad may again occur I 
at any time communication with the 
fortress was still open last night.

Advices received by the general staff • 
show that the invaders who landed at 
Pitsewo are marching slowly on Kin I 
Chon, which is an advanced position de­
fending the Russian Gibraltar, detaching 
only a small force to cut the line at Po- 
landien. thus giving rise to the reports 
that they had effected a landing at Port 
Adams.

The Russians have occupied Sisthao 
bay, on the east side of the Liao Tung 
peninsula, opposite Kin Chou, showing j 
that they have no intention of withdraw­
ing further south. On the contrary, in­
dications point to a stubborn resistance.

The presence at Port Arthur of Gen. i 
Fock, revealed in the official dispatches, ’ 
may signify that the garrison of the 
fortress is much stronger than the Rus­
sians desired the enemy to believe. Fock 
commands the fourth Siberian rifle di­
vision, of 10,000 men. If the whole di- | 
vision is on the Liao Tung peninsula 
Gen. Stoessel has at least 30.000 men 
at his disposal, which would render the 
investment of Port Arthur extremely i 
difficult unless the Japanese bring up 
three times that number of troops.

There is talk of Japanese cutting off 
the water supply of Port Arthur, but this 
is declared to be impossible, as condensed 
sea water is the chief source of the sup­
ply. the wells only being used by the j 
Chinese.

gave out an official telegram from the 
foreign office at Tokio regarding the 
Russian charge that Japanese tired on a 
train from Port Arthur flying the Red 
Cross flag. It says the train did not 
carry any special marks until after the 
Russian soldiers had fired on the 
Japanese and the latter has responded. 
When the train stopped the Red Cross 
flag was hoisted and the Japanese imme­
diately stopped tiring and proceeded to 
examine it, whereupon the train went on 
at full steam and escaped.

The Japanese officials’ telegram also 
said that while there is no reason to ap­
prehend that China intends breaking her 
neutrality, the Japanese government has 
found it advisable to warn the Chinese 
government to observe strict neutrality.

Seoul, May 12.—The latest official re­
ports show that the Russian force which 
recently attacked An Ju formed part of 
Gen. MandaritofTs flying column of 600 
Transbaikal Cossacks and 100 Usuri 
Cossacks, from Liao lang, They were 
covering twenty-five miles daily. Pris­
oners of this party captured by the Japa­
nese say the Russians had only twelve 
days provisions, that half the men re- 
fused to fight,. and that the Japanese 
sharpshooters picked off several of the 
Russian officers.

St. Petersburg, May 12.—It is known 
lor certain that the Japanese army is 
advancing in two strong columns, com­
manded by Gens. Kuroki and Oku. the 
objective being Mukden. If Gen. Kuro­
patkin finds his forces strong enough for 
the test a battle will be fought at Liao 
laug. "here he has an army of 50,000. 
This is urged upon him by the military j 
council here. Troops at New Chwang 
and all other possible forces will be with­
drawn to reinforce the main army.

Military opinion here is that every- I 
thing depends upon the rapidity with 
which the Japanese armies advance, as 
the number of troops Kuropatkin deems 
necessary to crush the large Japanese 
force cannot be available for another five 
.weeks.

Japanese Annies Advancing.
Lieut. Gen. Sakharoff sent a dispatch . 

to the general staff communicating a re- ' 
port of Lieut. Gen. Zassalitch dated May 
|10, as follows:

“Troops which appeared to be a divis­
ion of the Japanese guard have been ad­
vancing for the last two days from 
Feng Wang Cheng westerly in the di­
rection of Hai Cheng.

“It is reported that a Japanese force, i 
consisting of about a division of infan- I 
try. intended to march on Saimadza with ' 
forty guns and 1500 cavalry.

“From reports received from the River 
Dazaw, it may be concluded that the 
Japanese army is concentrated in three 
groups, the two southern groups being 
on the lower section of the River Tayang 
at Hondouhanya, on the left bank of the 
river at Dayan, and at Donamyo, in the 
same locality, and the northern group 
opposite Habalina on the road from Feng 
Wang Cheng at Salidza. fourteen to six­
teen miles from Feng Wang Cheng.

“It is difficult to obtain information 
from the local Chinese. -In one case we 
discovered that the Chinese had warned 
Japanese troops of an ambuscade which 
had been arranged by the Cossacks.”

Skirmishing Between Outposts.
The general staff has received the fol­

lowing dispatch from Gen. Karkevitch, 
bearing today's date:

“According to reports from the region 
of the Tayang river, sent on the evening 
of May 8, the Japanese had not yet occu­
pied Takushan.

“A sotnia of Cossacks on the morning 
of May 7 approached within nine miles 
of Luauiuiao, and became engaged in a 
fusillade with a Japanese company. The 
latter soon received reinforcements, our 
sotnia finding itself opposed to a Japanese 
battalion and half a squadron of cavalry. 
Meanwhile Japanese infantry effected a 
crossing of the river by turning to the left 
of the sotnia. Commander Saraieff with­
drew his men. But before arriving with­
in six miles of Sedzekhoge he encountered 
the enemy's cavalry screen, which retreat­
ed under our fire.

“We sustained no losses in either en­
counter. The Japanese seemed to have 
lost an officer and a soldier.”

MAY EJECT HIS MOTHER-IN-LAW.
Ohio Court Holds That Even a Married 

Man Is Master.
Columbus. O.. May 12.—In affirming a 

judgment of the circuit court of Erie 
county the supreme court affirmed the 
right of a mamed man to rule his 
domicile as against his mother-in-law. 
Oscar W. Green forbade his wife's moth­
er to enter his house. The supreme court 
holds that every man is the master of 
the house, whether the wife owns the 
property or not. As such master the 
husband can deny any person admit­
tance he desires whether his wife likes 
it or not. and he can do so by force if 
jjeceesary.

Coroner’s Jury Says Young Man Shot
Himself—Detectives Are Work­

ing on the Case.
Bristol, Tenn., May 12.—“He came 

his death by the accidental discharge
to 
of

his own pistol,” is the verdict of the 
corner's jury, which for nearly two 
days has been investigating the circum­
stances and conditions surrounding the 
death of Edward L. Wentz, the young 
millionaire, whose body was discovered 
decayed anti unburied on a spur of Black 
mountain last Sunday afternoon. The 
verdict came as a surprise, many 
believed the cause to have been sui­
cide, while there are many others who 
say there is crime so deep and cunning 
as to make the affair more mysterious 
than ever.

The first step to be taken was a search 
in a nearby groundhog’s hole for the 
missing right hand of the dead man, be­
lieved to have been carried away by 
some animal. It could not be found, nor 
the ring it had worn.

Regardless of the jury’s verdict of ac­
cidental killing, it is certain that detec­
tives representing the Pinkerton agency 
will remain in this section in connection 
with the case.

Philadelphia, Pa., May 12.—Dr. John 
S. Wentz, father of E. L. Wentz, said 
today:

“My son did not commit suicide. He 
had no reason whatever for doing such 
a thing. Some people would like to show 
that he did in order to clear themselves 
of his murder, but their plan will not 
work. Edward did not have a revolver 
with him when he disappeared. All the 
weapons he owned have been found in 
his home at Bigstone Gap.”

Joseph H. Hall and fifteen en­
listed men were killed and five enlisted 
men were wounded. The names of the 
killed and wounded will be reported by 
cable later.”

“Gen. Wood has ordered troops to pro­
ceed and recover the bodies and arms of 
our killed and to punish the offenders. 
No further details have been received.”

FORTY MINERS CUT
OFF BY WALL OF FIRE.

Many of the Injured Will Die as Result 
of Mine Disaster at Her­

rin, Ill.
Marion, Ill., May 12.—Shut off from 

rescue parties by a wall of fire, two score 
<>f miners suffered untold agonies yes­
terday as the result of an explosion in 
shaft No. 7 of the Big Muddy Coal and 
Iron company’s mine at Herrin. William­
son county, near here. Of the forty 
miners caught in the burning mine four 
were killed and twenty injured. The in­
jured were all severely burned before a 
rescuing party forced its way through 
smoke and flames to them. It is feared 
that most of them will die.

The cause of the disaster in the mine 
was the explosion of a car of six bar­
rels of gunpowder, which was to be used 
for blasting purposes. The gunpowder 
was being lowered into the mine when 
a spark frcia an electric wire communi­
cated with it.

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MOST VALUABLE SHIP
AFLOAT SETS SAIL. JUDGE MIS Cmil FOND DU LAC NEWS.

La Lorraine Carries $9,300,000 in Gold 
and the Other Cargo Is Worth 

$1,000,000.
New York, May 12.—The French line 

steamship La Lorraine sailed for Havre 
today with $9,300,000 in gold bars and 
she has in her strong room the most val­
uable shipment of gold which has ever 
gone out of this port. Considering the 
value of the ship itself at $4,000,000, her 

I general cargo at $1,000,000, and adding 
these to the sum represented by the gold, 
La Lorraine, as she sailed today, is the 
most valuable ship which has ever put 
out from New York.

Port Dalny, on Talienwan bay, on the 
east coast of the Liao Tung peninsula, 
was intended by Russia to be the chief 
commercial emporium of its eastern do­
minions. An edict providing for its con­
struction was issued by the Russian 
Emperor July 30, 1899, and Port Dalny, | 
fully equipped with all modern improve­
ments, docks, warehouses and railroad j 
facilities, was opened to commerce in 
December, 1901.

Talienwan bay is one of the finest deep 
water harbors on the Pacific. It is free 
from ice in winter time and ships draw­
ing thirty feet of water can enter at low 
tide without difficulty and without the 
aid of pilots can sail or steam alongside 
the immense docks and piers, where their 
cargoes can be loaded into railroad cars 
and run direct for 6000 miles into the 
city of St. Petersburg.

Five large piers had been constructed, 
each supplied with numerous railroad 
tracks and immense warehouses and ele­
vators, gas, electric lights and water, i 
and a large breakwater was being con- 1 
strutted so that ships coulu lie at the 
piers and load and unload regardless of 
weather. Docks for foreign vessels, 
steam and sail, extended between tho . 
piers and along the shore for two miles. 
There were two first-class drydocks, one 
intended for ordinary ocean steamers 
and the other designed to accommodate I 
the largest vessels of war or commerce.

Over $6,000,000 had been expended on 
the harbor system before the end of 1902 
and it was estimated that the cost of 
completing the works would be nearly 
$20,600,000, but this does not in any way 
represent the total cost of the erection of 
this great commercial port, which, with 
Port Arthur, distant about twenty miles, 
was leased by the Chinese government to 
Russia in 1898.

Nearly 25,000 men were employed daily 
on the work of constructing the port and 
town. The total population has been 
estimated at about 60,006, mostly Chi­
nese, Japanese, Koreans and Russians.

JAPANESE CALL
ALEXIEFF A LIAR.

Officially Stated That Port Arthur Rail­
road Has Not Been Open 

Since Monday.
Tokio, May 12.—8 p. m.—Official

port that railroad communication with 
Port Arthur has been restored since 
Monday is untrue.

St. Petersburg, May 12.—Gen. Kuro­
patkin has telegraphed to the Emperor 
that a train loaded with war material 
from Liao Yang has arrived at Port Ar­
thur. Tho text of «Gen. Kuropatkin’s 
dispatch follows:

“Reconnoissances between Salitszai- 
pudza and Feng Wang Cheng failed to 
discover Japanese troops.

“A Japanese column of considerable 
strength advanced from Feng Wang 
Cheng on May 8 in the direction of Hal 
Cheng.

“Pulencheng station is occupied by our 
frontier guards and the damage to the 
railway by the Japanese as far as San- 
chilipu has been repaired. All the work 
was carried out under the supervision of 
Lieut .-Col. Spiridonoff of the Fourth rail­
way battalion.

“This gallant officer undertook to get 
through to Port Arthur a train full of 
ammunition which had arrived at Liao 
Yang after the landing of the Japanese 
at Pitsewo. Every preparation was made 
to blow up the train in case of necessity 
in order to prevent its falling into the 
hands of the Japanese.

“The task was carried out and the 
self-sacrifice of the men of the Fourth 
railway battalion was crowned with com­
plete success.

“Shortly after 4 o'clock in the after­
noon the train arrived at Jinshau sta­
tion, forty miles from Port Arthur, where 
it was handed over to Gen. Jokoff, who 
immediately dispatched it under proper 
protection to Port Arthur. Lieut.-Col. 
Spiridonoff returned on a locomotive.

“After landing at Pitsewo the Japa­
nese began marching toward Kinchou. 
On the night of May 10 their forward 
guard, consisting of about two regiments 
of infantry, passed the night on the 
heights above Sanchilipu (on the railroad 
about sixty miles from Port Arthur).”

New York. May 12.—An explanation 
of the explosions heard at Port Arthur 
which led to reports that the Russians 
were destroying their warships in that 
harbor is furnished in a World dispatch 
from St. Petersburg. It is to the effect 
that the garrison at Port Arthur is en­
deavoring to clear the harbor entrance of 
the stone-laden ships sent in by the Jap­
anese.

not obeyed. Capt. Mowatt wired the ad­
jutant general about the matter, but re­
ceived no answer until 3:58, and in the 
meantime the guns had been put on the 
train which left at 3:20 for Hayward. 
The adjutant general wired Capt. 
Mowart to send no guns or ammunition 
except by order of the governor of Wis­
consin, further stating that Sheriff Pe­
terson should have made his requisition 
direct upon the governor. Capt. Mowatt 
at once wired the express office at Hay­
ward to return the guns and ammunition 
to Ashland.

Judge Phones Again.
About 7 o’clock Judge Parish again 

telephoned Capt. Mowatt, assuring nim 
that he had assurances that the governor 
would give the orders. Capt. Mowatt 
then wired the agent at Hayward to hold 
the guns until further orders from Madi­
son.

He believes that when orders do come 
he will not be ordered to turn the guns 
over to the sheriff but will be ordered to 
proceed with his company to Hayward, 
lie does not believe that the governor 
will order him to turn over these new 
guns to persons who do not know how 
to use them. The outfit sent to Hay­
ward consists of twenty-four new Krag- 
Jorgensens and 720 rounds of ammuni­
tion.

Dietz’s Partner Caught.
Chippewa Foils, Wis., May 12.— [Spe­

cial.]—A report reached here today that 
Valentine Weisenbach, who is aiding 
John F. Dietz, was captured. The re­
port says that the two men were smoked 
out of their shack and that while they 
were making their way back to Dietz’s 
home, Weisenbach was wounded. Dietz, 
it is said, has plenty of ammunition and, 
aided by his wife aud children, who are 
expert shots, will hold the officers off for 
some time.

Dietz Is Entrenched.
Hayward, Wis., May 12.—[Special.] — 

Deputy Sheriff Giblin, who headed the 
posse after Dietz, returned to town to­
day. He reports Dietz capture as quite 
difficult, without the aid of a large posse 
and a good supply of ammunition. Dietz 
has intrenched himself behind a barri­
cade upon his farm, where he has a good 
view of anyone approaching. He is also 
well supplied with ammunition and guns, 
enabling him to hold out for a consider­
able period. The lumber company have 
withdrawn their men and Sheriff Peter­
son, with a few assistants, are now the 
only parties trying to effect Dietz's cap­
ture.

Disguised Men Fled.
Sheriff Giblin said that when they 

went down there they were met in the 
road by two men disguised with black­
ened faces, who fled upon their arrival; 
that later, when in the old lumber camp, 
they were fired upon again, one man hav­
ing his arm badly shattered and the 
other very nearly hit with a bullet. A 
rumor is current here today that two 
brothers of Dietz have gone from Rice 
Lake to persuade him to give himself up.

Small War Waged.
Hayward, Wis., May 12.—[Special.]— 

A small war is in progress in this county, 
with J. F. Deitz, who claims certain ri­
parian rights on the lower Chippewa riv­
er, holding the fort and the sheriff's forces 
armed with rifles and an injunction issued 
by Judge Parish, trying to dislodge him.

The fight is over the possession of a 
sluice dam, which Deitz claims, and over 
which he and members of his family have 
kept armed watch for weeks, preventing 
the Chippewa Lumber company from 
sluicing logs through and holding up the 
log drive. The results of the contest so 
far are:

Supposed killing by Deitz of Deputy 
Sheriff William Elliott, who returned to 
Hayward unharmed.

Dispatch of a physician from Hayward to 
an abandoned logging camp near the Deitz 
dam, where the wounded deputies are said 
to be, and which will be made the hospital 
of the attacking posse.

Deitz was formerly sheriff of Sawyer 
county, and saved Hayward from a mob, 
which had been formed at an election 
fight. Because of this his friends do not 
credit all the stories of his operations that 
sheriff’s deputies have brought back.

ADAMS RENOMINATED.
W. C. Leitsch, W. D. Hoard and F. W. 

Hall Are Delegates to National 
Convention.

Portage, Wis., May 12.—[Special.]— 
The congressional convention for the dis­
trict composed of Adams, Columbia, 
Dane, Green Lake, Jefferson and Mar­
quette counties, met in this city yester­
day afternoon and unanimously nomi­
nated H. C. Adams to succeed himself 
in Congress. The convention was com­
posed of seventy delegates, of which the 
factional complexion was as follows; 
Half-breeds, Dane and Adams counties 
and the Second Assembly district of Co­
lumbia county, 43 votes; stalwarts, Jef­
ferson, Green Lake and Marquette coun­
ties and the First Assembly district of 
Columbia county. 27 votes. Mr. Adams’ 
name was presented to the convention 
by Gen. George W. Burchard of Fort 
Atkinson. The nomination was seconded 
by W. C. Leitsch of Columbus. W. I). 
Hoard of Jefferson county, and Frank 
W. Hall of Dane county were elected 
as delegates to the national Republican 
convention- J. M. Bushnell of Columbia 
county was selected as presidential elec­
tor. Grant Thomas of Dane county was 
re-elected as chairman of the district ' 
committee.

“Coming so late in the season, we 
had little opportunity to break and to 
prepare ground for a first year’s crop, 
still we raised over 100 bushels of very 
fine potatoes, and sowed a few acres 
of barley, but the season was too far 
advanced for the barley. However, we 
secured good feed from it, and on rent­
ed ground 18 miles east of us, raised a 
fine crop of oats, so that we will have 
plenty of feed for horses. We cut 
about 60 tons of hay and thus will 
have an abundance. We have, all told, 
about 240 acres of hay meadow, which 
would yield the past year over three 
tons to the acre, and in an ordinary 
season the meadow would furnish 600 
tons of hay. The grass is very nutri­
tious, and cattle on the ranges become 
very fat without being fed a pound of 
grain.

“On the upland the grass grows from 
eight to ten Inches tall. This is called 
range grass, and is suitable for stock 
at any time, even in the winter when 
the ground is not covered too deep with 
snow. Horses subsist on it alone, at 
all times, provided they are native 
stock. The grass in the hay meadows 
here is called red-top, and grows from 
five to six feet in length, and when cut 
at the proper time yields an abundant 
ciop of nutritious hay.

“Our cattle have not cost us a cent 
since we came on our homestead, only 
the small outlay for salt and labor in 
putting up bay and shelter. All cattle 
have been doing well this winter, and 
feeding up to the first of January was 
unnecessary, as there was good range 
up to that time.

“All the snows up to that date were 
followed by winds from the Northwest 
that melt It very rapidly; these winds 
are called Chinook winds, and are al­
ways warm. In one night a Chinook 
wind may take away three or four 
inches of snow.

“We have built on our claim a com­
fortable house of hewn logs, 20x26 
feet, one and one-half stories in height, 
with a good cellar. During the latter 
part of June we rafted logs down the 
Sturgeon to a sawmill, about eight 
miles away, and thus secured 5,000 feet 
of good lumber which was needed for 
the bouse. Later in the season a shin­
gle mill located six miles away. To 
this we hauled logs and had shingles 
cut for the roof.

“We had an abundance of wild fruit 
the past season, consisting of gooseber­
ries, strawberries, raspberries, eyeber­
ries, blueberries, cherries and saska­
toons. The latter are a fine looking 
berry, red, and quite pleasant to the 
taste, but not much to be desired in 
cookery. The strawberries are the 
same as those that grow wild in Illi­
nois. Raspberries are red in color, 
large and equal to any of the tame 
varieties, and so are the gooseberries. 
The cranberries consist of the high and 
trailing varieties. The latter are most 
sought and contiguous to the swamps. 
The ground is literally covered with 
them as with a red carpet, but the best 
and most sought is the blueberry, so 
called by the Indians. This is the 
famous 'huckleberry’ (whortleberry) of 
the Blue Ridge Mountains in Pennsyl­
vania, and cannot be excelled for ex­
cellence by any fruit cultivated. It is 
found here both on the prairie and in 
the timber in immense quantities.

“Game is very plentiful so far as 
prairie chickens, pheasants, ducks of 
all kinds and geese are concerned. We 
have taken nearly 500 chickens and 
pheasants, also a great many ducks.

“An occasional deer is seen, tot are 
not plentiful, only one havhg; been 
taken during the season in this settle­
ment.

“Fish are very plentiful at all sea­
sons of the year. Fish wagons and 
sleds are passing almost daily along 
the trail with heavy loads of fish, des­
tined for St. Albert and Edmonton. 
From the latter point they are ship­
ped south on the Calgary and Edmon­
ton Railroad to points along the line, 
and also to Assinlboia, on the Canadian 
Pacific Railroad.”

5th—Not exceeding five swarms of 
honey bees kept for the use of the 
owner and his family.

6th—Poultry not exceeding in val­

7th—All farm animals born after 
the 31st day of December next pre- . 
ceding the day of assessment.

8th—One watch carried by the ■ 
owner and not exceeding in value $50, 
if it succeeds that amount in value s 
it must be assessed full value.

9th—Wearing apparel, family por­
traits, private libraries not exceeding ‘ 
in value $200. Kitchen and other 
household furniture, also one piano, 1 
organ or melndian and other musical 
instruments, added to the value ol r 
kitchen and other household furni­
ture shall not exceed in value $200, ( 
but in case they do the piano, organ,

A young Berlin volunteer named Ull­
mann, who is s 'rving with the colonial 
troops in German East Africa, has had 
an exciting encounter with a lion at 
Kilva.

The officer commanding the garrison 
ordered Ullmann to rid the neighborhood 
of the lion, which had carried off sever- 
eral persons and committed numerous 
other depredations.

Ullmann set out with a dozen natives 
to track the beast, and after a long hunt 
the lion was found in a bush.

The beaters drove him out. and then 
fled in panic. Ullmann, describing what 
followed, says:

‘‘I find and struck the brute in the 
lower jaw without disabling him. Mad­
dened by the pain, he came bounding to­
ward me. and before I had time to fire 
my second shot felled me with a terrible 
blow from his paw.

“Then he began to tear the flesh off 
my bark. I tried to protect myself with 
my left arm. but the lion seized it, and 
bit through both flesh and muscles. Des­
peration gave me courage to.continue.the 
struggle, and I drove my right fist into 
the lien's eyes.

“This stopped him for a moment, but 
i he qirckly returned to the attack ami 
! *>it me on the head, shoulders, arms and 

legs. Again I got at him with my right 
fist, and the lion continued dealing blows 
at me with his paw, and. snapping at me, 
he tore flesh from my skull so that the 
bone was bared.

“All this happened much more quickly 
than it takes to tell the story. I felt my 
strength failing, and shouted to the na­
tives. who had hidden in the neighboring 
bush, to tire indifferent whether they hit 
me or the lion. One of them summoned 
courage to approach. The lion was so 
occupied iu mauling me that he did not 
notice the native, who tired ami killed 
him. The whole encounter did not last 
more than two minutes.’’

Ullmann was removed to the nearest 
military ambulance station, where it was 
found that the lion had inflicted seventy 
different wound on him. It was found 
necessary to amputate his left arm, ami 
it w ill be many months before he recov­
ers from his other injuries.—Berlin Cor­
respondent. London Express.

THE SUPREME GOukI JUSTICES.
Their Attire in Days Past and Present— 

The Youngest Justice.
A new justice is always inaugurated in 

an old robe. This is one of the strange 
customs scarcely susceptible of explana­
tion. yet never departed from. While 
the robes arc of black, there is no law 
requiring that this hue be used. The 
chief justice could with impunity enter 
the courtroom attired in a bright yellow 
robe. But nothing but black would be in 
keeping with the solemnity of the court 
and its proceedings. A tailor's descrip­
tion of the r<>be is that "it is made of 
large straight widths of black silk. It is 
three and a quarter yards wide at the 
bottom. It has a narrow hem around 
the -bottom and a broad hem down the 
front. It is- gauged at the top to a yoke 
which is short on the shoulders and forms 
a deep scallop at the back. The full 
sirs vi s are a yard wide and reach to the 
wrist.” A woman makes the robes and 
the price is invariably $10<l each. She 
is a sjiccialist in this line of tailoring, 
and knows the details so well that the 
til is the only thing which gives her cus­
tomers concern, and in this they are al­
ways scrupulously particular.

The robes are worn off the bench only 
when the court is taking part in some of­
ficial ceremony. They may be worn to 
an official funeral. They are always used 
by the court at the presidential inaugural 
ceremonies on which occasion the chief 
justice administers the oath of office to 
the new President. In the robing room 
is a portrait of John Jay. the first chief 
justice, attired in a robe with scarlet 
facings, but such a robe has not been 
seen in the courtroom during the last JOO 
years. The walls of this room are hung 
with new and second-hand robes, giving 
the place a somber appearance.

In earlier times the justices wore wigs 
and knee trousers. The lawyers were re­
quired to appear before the court in full 
suits of black, with ruffled shirts, knee 
trousers, silk hose and low shoes with 
silver buckles.

Polite Terms for Crime.
Our language and vocabulary, with our

We give a twist and a turn to 
the rapidly changing English language, 
and the ugly words disappear in the 
process. When a conductor steals a fare 
we jocularly remark that he is “knocking 
down on the company;’’ when we steal 
a ride from the same company and con­
ductor we laughingly refer to our success 
in “beating the game;” when we bribe 
we merely “influence" or“squarc things;’’ 
when we are bribed we collect "assess­
ments" or •‘rebates" or "commissions” or 
"retainers." and so on, until we reach a 
grave* definition of “honest graft," which 
would be* more humorous if so many peo­
ple did not feel that the* term supplied 
them with a long-felt want. Now. these 
expressions and others like them may 
bear a strong resemblance to thieves’ 
slang, but they merely reflect the lan­
guage of a people unconsciously retreat­
ing to a lower moral level.—Everybody’s 
Magazine.

Diving Dogs of Paris.
M. Lepine, prefect of police, lias now a 

new sort of diving dog, or chien plongeur, 
for service along the banks of tin* river.

original dogs used by the waterside 
police did pot quite come tin to the expec­
tations raiseci as to their capacities, and 
only a. very few of them wen* abie to 
assist in rescue work. Accordingly, M. 
Lepine made an experiment in canine 
breeding, and he has now a diving dog, 
which is a cross between the Newfound­
land ancl the Eskimo species. The new 
chien plongeur is caller the Terreneuvo 
Eskimo, and has the black hair and 
heavy paws of the Newfoundland sire 
with the slender snout of the Eskimo 
mother. M. Lepine will be undoubtedly 
famous for his invention and his ener­
getic efforts to improve the working of 
his important department.
