Berlin, Aug. 4.—The German govern-
ment has instituted an investigation into
all the cirenmstances connected with the

the Vliadivostok squadron off the coast of
Japan, preparatory to making representa-
tions at St. Petersburg. Among the ques-
tions subject tu the inguiry is the amount
of coal on board, whether it was too lit-
tle to enable her to steam to Vladivestok,
and also the proportion of provisions of
her cargo, whether it exceeded half the
cargo, thus subjecting the vessel to cap-
ture under the Russian prize regunlations.
The owner of the Thea, Herr Diedrich-
sen, of Kiel, will arrive in Berlin tomor-
row for the purpose of having an inter-
view with the foreign office, which relies
on him chiefly in clearing up the status
of the Thea.

SURVIVORS AT CHE F00. |

Twenty-one from Hipsang, Sunk by Rus-
sians, Rescued by Torpedo Boat
and Confined at Port Arthur.

Chefoo, Aug. 4.—10 p. m.—Twenéy-one
survivors of the British steamer Hipsang,
which was sunk by a Russian torpedo
boat in Pigeon bay on July 18, arrived
here today on board the German stgamer
Sulberg. Among the survivors are three
Europeans. They state that Wolf hill
first was taken by the Japanese army
before Port Arthur on July 28. When
the Hipsang sank the Chinese on board
rushed for the boats and the Europeans
were compelled to swim. Finally they
were rescued by the torpedo beat and
were confined until August 2 at Port
Arthur, when they were ordered to leave
in a junk which was provided for them.
After embarking on August 2 the junk
was picked up by a Japanese torpedo
boat, which offered to tow them to Che- |
foo. Admiral Togo's flagship, howerver, |
signalled a refusal and the junk . pro-
ceeded alone. Later the refugees were |
taken on board the (German steamr Sul-
berg, which reached port today.

Speaking of the ecreameries, reminds
me that in no one respeet is the change
in living, even in the newest regions of
northern Wisconsin, more marked than
in the quality of the butter. Twenly
years ago good butter was a luxury to
which the traveler bade adien when he
left his own table, or the tables of a
few of the best hotels in the state,
When he started into northern Wiscon-
sin he ceased to eat the stuff put upon
the tables under the much-abused name
of butter.

Stanley and Its Railroad.

Stanley is a ecity. It has 2,500 popala-
tion, with”good schoels, churches and a
library, beautifully housed, of 2,000 vol-
umes. This building and its books were
the gift of Mrs. Sallie F. Moon, as a
memorial to her husband, the late D. IR,
Moon, formerly president of the North-
western Lumber company, whose large
Ilnmbering operations gave Stanley its
first real impatus, But I am not writing
of cities nn-{ will dismiss this one, flour-
ishing as it is, with the remark that as
the center for radiating rural and inter-
urban telephone lines, and rural mail
routes, and the southern terminus of the
Stanley, Merrill & Phillips railway, it is
exerting an important influence that ex-
tends far beyond its corporate bounda-
ries.

This railroad, started as a logging road,
now intersects, at a new station ecalled
Hannibal, in Taylor county, twenty-four
miles from here, with the Eau Claire,
Chippewa Fulls & Northeastern, another
embryo trunk line that is already com-
pleted some miles to the eastward of that
Junction.

Winter wheat and rye are mostly in
shock in the southern and central coun-
| ties and ready for cutting in the north-
{ern. These crops are considered satis-
| factory both as to quality and yield.

Barley is generally ripe and mostly
in the shock in the southern and cen-
[ tral sections. Some threshing hasbeen
done and the yield is good. The quali-
ty of the grain is excellent. Oats are
ripening rapidly and a large acreage
will be cut during the coming week.
| The straw is rather short and there 1s
{little lodging. In some of the western
| and northern counties rust is reported
but as the grain is about matured the
damage will be elight. Spring wheat
and rye are maturing rapidly and very
good yields are anticipated.

Corn has made substantial progress,
especially during the latter part of the
week, when higher temperatures at
night prevailed. In the southern coun-
ties the crop is generally in need of
rain. The crop as a whole is about two
weeks behind the average condition at
this date, but the plants are healthy and
vigorous and with favorable weather the
outlook is not discouraging.

Potatoes have made good progress
during the week and the present con-
dition of the crop is very satisfactory.

Upland haying is about completed, a
large amount having been secured dur-
ing the week in excellent condition.
There was some damage done to hay
by the excessive rains in the northern
counties, but generally the crop is large
and secured in better condition than
usual. Pastures are fair but need rain,
especially in the southern and central
counties.

Peas are about all gathered. The
crop is large and the quality excellent.
Sugar beets are maturing rapidly but
need rain. The quality is reported as
good. Gardens are in good condition.

The high winds during the latter part
of the week were detrimental to apples
in many localities. Generally the crop
i fairly good. Blackberries and rasp-
berries are generally light but of good
quality. Cranberries are reported in
good condition and promise alarge yield.
