Mr. Cortelyou’s appointment as head
of the postoffice department was deter-
mined upon several months ago by Presi-
dent Roosevelt, when Mr. Payne indicat-
ed to the President his desire to retire
from the department on account of the

recarious state of his health, Mr.

ayne would have resigned the portfolio
long ago had it mot been for the then
pending investigation of the affairs of the
department. He felt, however, and said
many times to his friends that he could
not relinquish the duties of fhe oflice
while the investigation was pending and
expressed his determination to carry the
investigation to a conclusion,

The intense mental and physical strain
Incident to the direction of the postal
inquiry vcry seriously undermined his
s(reng\lth.
