The wreck
was one of the mwost horrible disasters
ever experienced by the Pennsylvania
railroad on the eastern lines, Several
hours will elapse before the exact num-
ber of dead and injured will be known.

THREE TERRIFIC EXPLOSIONS.

The accident took place at 1:40 o’clock
this morning in South Harrisburg, nea
the plant of the Paxland Light, Heat
and Power company. Three terrific ex-
plosions that broke windows all over the
city followed and the two (ralns were
completely wrecked and took fire. Many
small explosions occurred continually.

CAUSE OF THE DISASTER.

The primary canse of the wreck was
a shifting engine. It was going west
slowly “gneu the engineer of the east-
bound freight train saw it coming on
his track. He applied the airbrake sud-
denly. which cansed the middle of the
freight train to buckle. shoving several
of the ears on the westbound passenger
track. A moment later the express, oue
of the fastest night trains on the road,
came ulong and dashed into the wrecked

cars,
BOILER BLOWS UP.

The next instant the boiler of the pas-
senger locomotive exploded. The wreck
took fire and those who escaped began
the work of resewe. Six minutes after
the express struck the freight wreck, the
railroad men say, the flames reached the
car filled with powder. There was a
flash and a deafening roar. The earth
trembled as though some terrible seismic
disturbance had oceurred. All who were
not killed and injured by the explosion
fled from the awful scene.

The entire wreckage became a mass
of flames and small boxes of powder that
had not exploded “let go” continucusly.
While these explosions continued men
who had bravely gone to the rescue be-
fore the first explosion did not dare to
approach the burning wreck, thongh they
could hear the agonized shrivks of the

dying.
HEAT IS INTENSE.

Flames began their cruel feast of hu-
man bodies that were helplessly pinned
in the wreckage., An alarm of fire was
turned in and when the firemen arrived
it was impossible for them to go closer
than 300 yards of the fire until the ex-
losion ceased. Then the intense heat
interfered with the work of rescue.

Men of the boldest nerve were foreed
to retire with singed hair, blistered faces
and burning clothing when they attempt-
ed to respond to the piteous eries [or
help. These who eseaped by leaping and
crawling throngh windows, in seant at-
tire, from their sleeping ear berths, hur-
ried to the open fields, where they were
gathered together and carried to the of-
fices and workshops of the Paxtang
Eleetric Light company and other indus-
trial plants, which were quickly trans-
formed into temporary hospitals and
later into morgues.

MANY HURLED INTO RIVER.

When the first explosions oceurred
bodies were thrown elear out of berths
in the sleeping cars, many landing down
the railroad embankment and some even
having been hurled into the Susque-
bauna river, which parallels the railroad
in that loeality.

A fire alarm sounded and the firemen
arrived, to find themselves practically
helpless on the work of reseme. A po-
lice patrol wagon was commissioned as
an ambulance. As many of the injurel
as possible were loaded into it on ench
trip and taken to the Harrisburg hos-
pital, the capacity of which soon became
taxed. A special train was made up
and brought the injured and dying to
the Union station. any of the injured
were taken into private houses,

'
i

Immediately after the wreck all the
passengers who conld do so ran from the
sceenes of horror to safety from the in-
cessant small explosions. The agonizing
cries of the unfortunates were heart-
rending.  With praetically no elothing,
many women aud childven from the train
were compelled to wander about the
fields ns there are few houses in the
immediate vieinity of the wreck.

CAUGHT IN A VOLCANO.

The force of the collision erushed all of
the passenger cars which piled up in a|
huge mass with those of the freight. In-
stantly the two trains were masses of
flames.

CORPSES LAID IN ROWS,

As soon as some of the dead and in-
jured were reached they were laid in
long rows along the tracks. Many were
carried into the offices and even into the
working rooms of the PPaxtang plant and |
other manufacturing  establishments,
There are few private dwellings near the |
seene of the disaster, which is in the iu-l

pital, where everything was done for the |
mangled and dying while waiting for |
conveyances 1o take them to the Harris-
burg hospital.

HOSPITALS ALL FILLED.

At the hospitals every available bed |
was soon filled. Shortly afterward the |
throng of the injured was so great that |
all who were able to walk were com-|
pelled to give their cots to the more sen-
ously injured, and the corridors were
filled with injured waiting their turn for |
treatment. |

ENTIRE TRAIN DESTROYED.

The passenger train, of which not a
valuable square foot was left, had con-
sisted of one locomotive—torn to pieces |
with the explosion—six Pullman sleeping
coaches, two baggage cars, one mail
coach and one engine tender,

Passengers and trainmen were burned |
to a erisp, while others were pinned |
helplessly in the debris. 8o completely
incinerated were the bodies that only |
four could be ideatified up to 11 a. m. |
The two who were immediately reeog-
nized after being taken out were Engi-
neer Thomas of Parkersburg, Pa., and
Mrs. Dougherty of Philadelphia, both of
whose bodies were thrown clear of the
nstead of into it, as was the case
several others,

Mrs. Albert J. Barr, wife of the editor
of the Pittsburg Iost, and her two |
daughliters, who were on their way to
Pittsburg, were slightly injured. They
were taken to the hospital, where one of
the attending physicians gave them at- |
tention and then sent them to his home,
KNOX’'S DAUGHTER SAFE.

Mr. and Mrs, Tindle of Pittsburg, the
latter the daughter of United States
Senator PP. €. Knox, were slightly in-
jured by flying glass. They walked from
the scene of the wreck to Steeltown, |
where they called up Gov. Pennypacker |
by telephone and explained their condi-
tion. The governor imwmediately dis- |
patched Private  Seeretary  Bromley |
Wharton to the aid of Mr. and Mrs. |
Tindle, who were bronght to the execu- |
tive mansion, where they were furnished
with clothing and medical attention.

PREVENT WORK OF GHOULS.

The Harrisburg police foree almost to
o man was at the scene of horror and
they were larzely responsible for the
prevention of the work of the ghouls,
Even the day officers turned out in uni-
form and assisted with the work.

Col. Joseph B. Hutchison, chief of po-
lice, was on hawd early and directed his
men. They earried injured from the
temporary hospitals to the relief trains
and were of inestimable assistance in a
great many ways.

Steelton citizens lent their aid in the
work and a number of their fire compa-
nies were early on the scene going vali-
antly to the aid of the Harrisburg fire-
men. :

EVERY WINDOW BROKEN.

Practieally all of the glass exposed in
windows in South Harrisburg amd Steel-
ton were broken by the force of the ex
plosion. Most of the dawn tewn siles
walks were literally covered with broken |
glass, Glass windows. on Market street,
one mile from the scene of the disaster,
were broken.

1t is officially estimated that the finan-
cial loss will amount to fully $300,000,
This includes $15,000 for eash, jewelry
and other personal effect of the passen- |
gers that were destroyed.

FIRE UNDER CONTROL.

At 5:30 o'clock this morning the fire-
men had reduced the fire to smulnlcring!
embers. They were still working dili- |
gently. The rescuing parties took eight |
bodies from the debris between 5:15 and |
5:30 o'clock. The corpses were so badly
charred that it was impossible to teil |
whether they were those of men or|
woimen.

SAM SHUBERT ESCAPES.

On this same train was Sam Shubert,
the well known theatrieal man, and Abe
Thalheimer, one of Mr. Shubert’s agents.
They were accompanied by Samuel
Kline. a New York lnwyer, and were on
their way to Pittsburg to close a deal |
for the lease of a theater. Mr. Shubert |
was slightly burned and was taken to a |
hotel. Mr. Thalheimer was ent about |
the face and head. Mr. Kline was bad-
Iy injured. |

; GRUESOME SCENE.

The scene around the wreck at day-
light was a gruesome one. Splintered
and smoldering cars and twisted iron
were piled high on the freight tracks and |
an enormons amonnt of wreckage \\':\Hl
lying on the marshland between the rail- |
road embankment and the river.

JEWELS LOST IN FIRE.

Snyder, Oklahoma, Completely De-
stroyed by Wind Storm.

MANY PERSONS KILLED

Tornado Strikes the Village at Night and
Awful Havoc Is Wrought—Many
Seripusly Injured.

&t. Lounis, Mo., May 11.—The follow-
ing message has been received from the
‘Friseo train dispatcher at Enid, 160
miles from Sunyder, Okla., by the general
offices here:

“The tornado struck Snyder at 8:45
last might. Twelve business houses and
forty residences were destroyed. Sev-
enty-five people are dead, fifty have been
serionsty injured and fifty more slightly
injured. Roundhouse totally destroyed,
eight cars blown from track aud upside
down. Agent J. M. Egan reported bad-
Iy injured. Our relief train from Ho-
bart arrived at Snyder at 3:20 a. m. and

' then went to Frederick after more doc-

tors and assistance. They are now on
way back to Hobart for another party
of doctors and undertakers, who reached
Hobart on Rock lsland early this morn-
ing.”

AWFUL LOSS OF LIFE.

Tp to 10 o'clock today no clear esti-
m:nlu of the casunalties was o(i:otafnnb e,
owing to the confusion in the stricken
town., A conservative estimate places
the dead at between 75 and 100 persons
and the seriously injured at 150.

DEAD AND INJURED EVERYWHERE.

This man reported the town partially
destroyed and asserted that the list of
dead would reach somewhere between
200 and 400, The injured, he said, were
to he seen everywhbere, and their num-
ber undoubtedly will reach into the hun-
dreds. . it

While the damage seems to be wide-
spread rumors that other towns had been
destroyed were declared by telephone ex-
changes to be incorrect.

DEATHS AT QUINLAN.

The same tornado struck Quinlan, in
Woodward county, on the Santa Fe rail-
road, destroying several houses and at
that point at least three persons, AMrs. O.

' W. Cox and her two sons, are known to

have been killed,

The tornado struck Sunyder from the
southwest, traveling north until within
abont 100 yards from the tracks of the
Oklahoma City & Western railway.
There it took a northeasterly course
through the business portion of the town.
North of the track not a building was
left standing.

KILLED WHILE ASLEEP.

Coming as it did while most of the
inhabitants of Snyder were asleep, but
few had any warning of their danger.

The first news of the storm was re-
ceivedd about midnight., Soon thereafter,
before any details had been received,
telegraph and telephone wires went down.

Immedintely relief trains were ordered
out from all available points, starting
from Hobart, Chickasha, 1. T.. Guthrie,
Oklahoma City and other towns. Ev-
ery train ecarried doctors, nurses and
any person capable of rendering aid.

The first relief train sent from Ho-
bart. thirty-two miles north of Snyder,
reached the stricken town just .before
davlight. Everyone at once began the
work of relief,

TERRIFIC HAVOC OF STORM.

On every hand they found the wreck-
age and streets almost obliterated by
piles of demolished houses. In all direc-
tions evidence of the terrible havoe of
the storm was apparent. The dead and
dving lay about the streets. in yards and
mixed up with the wreckage, while those
had escaped ran hither and thither
in sited attempts to bring order out
of the terrible chaos and to render what
meager aid they might.

The storm was not eonfined to Snyder.
On the way to Snyder dead and injured
were passed in plain sight of the relief
trains, but these were passed by in the
efforts of the rescuers to reach Snyder,
where there was greater need of their
In Sonyvder bodies are seattered
all cver the streets.

CAN'T ESTIMATE NUMBER KILLED.

There was no possibility of securing a
correct early estimate of the number of
dead and injured. The number of dead
was placed at anywhere between 70 and
300 at Snyder alone, while the injured
were placed at between 100 and HOO.

At 9:30 this morning indifferent tele-
phone connection was established with
Lawton.

pressed with a self-loathing and abase-
ment almost amounting to the blackest
despair.” A nose may be lost by acci-
dent or through gangrene from cold, and
Maisonneuve has described a case in
1 | which the organ was congenitally absent;
but undoubtedly the absence of a nose is
in many cases to be attributed to a less
reputable cause, and it is not improbable
that this popular ascription of the origin
of the lesion is, in part at least, the ex-
planation of the very great mental effeet
of the loss of a nose.

In seme parts of the world, especlally
Italy and India, it has been customary te
employ removal of the nose as a form of
punishment, sometimes judicial, but chief-
ly as a mode of carrying out private re-
venge. Especially in some districts of
India it is considered a suitable form of
punishment for a husband to inflict on a
wife of whose eonduct he does not ap-
prove. Among the Romans this penalty
was not at all rarely inflicted, both by the
law aud by private animosity. Inasmuch
as the evil was especially prevalent ip
certain countries, it would not be unrea-
sonable to expect that methods of treat-
ment should first arise there, and go it
proved; for countries which were pre-
eminent in possessing numbers of suitable
subjects for operation were the first in
which operations were devised and c-
ticed for the relief of the deformity.—
