M’ASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 8.—A 
preliminary report of the local steam­
boat inspectors at Seattle, Wash., who 
conducted an investigation into the Va­
lencia disaster, reached the department 
of commerce and labor today. Most of 
the survivors have been examined and 
the following facts developed:

When the vessel was supposed to have 
reached the vicinity of Cape Flattery 
frequent soundings were taken and were 
continued. It appears that the vessel 
overran the distance as shown by the 
log and the master of the Valencia failed 
to make sufficient allowance for the cur­
rent which ran with more than usual 
strength toward the Vancouver coast.

This opinion seems to be borne out by 
the fact that the collier Edith and Ger­
man steamer Terje Viken had a narrow 
escape from grounding near the scene of 
the Valencia wreck from the same cause, 
since its loss.

The ship struck on the coast and she 
as immediately backed off, but on finding 
the ship to be rapidly filling Capt. John­
son ran her again on the rocks to prevent 
her sinking in deep water. All the of­
ficers of the ship except the second of­
ficer and the first assistant engineer were 
drowned, hence what mistakes may have 
been made in navigation will probably 
never be known.

BIG FLOOD IN BRAZIL.
Many Houses Collapse and Inmates Are 

Imprisoned—Italian Coast Swept 
by Deadly Storm.

RIO JANEIRO, Feb. 8.—The Parah 
iba Do Sul has broken its banks and 
flooded the lower parts of the city of 
Campos (140 miles northeast of Rio 
Janeiro) to the depth of twelve feet <n 
some places.

j 50 YEARS OF FARM PROGRESS.
I “Miscellaneous Vegetables” That Were 

Unknown Here Half Century Ago.
The farm gardens, “market gardens" 

' and “truck gardens” of today are the 
' producers of a multitude of “miscelia- 
I neous vegetables” almost unknown fifty 
years ago. In the census of 1890 the 
"large increase in garden products was 
recognized, and a systematic count of 
their bulk and value was made. It is 
possible, therefore, to make a ten-year 
comparison of the increase of such pro­
ducts, and this records the remarkable 
increase of from 190 per cent, to 400 per 
cent, in the five several divisions of the 
country. The north Atlantic states had 
a well-developed industry in “garden pro­
ducts” before 1890, which accounts for 
its relatively low increase. However, 190 
per cent, in ten years, while the popula- 

I tion increased only a trifle over 20 per 
cent, is amazing.

Could our great-granddaddies, who 
thought tomatoes poisonous, and our 
great-grandmothers, who grew them as 
ornamental plants in window pots, under 
the attractive name of “love apples, 
come back and realize that over 30,000,- 
000 bushels of the pretty poisonous vege­
tables are eaten as a common and 
healthful food, they would surely realize 
that time works wonderful changes. An­
other interesting statement is that the 
lettuce crop of the south has so in­
creased that in the spring of this year 
North Carolina sent twenty carloads of 
that .vegetable in a single day.

Thirty-five years ago celery was a rari­
ty, even on hotel tables, and was used 
by few families, even of wealth. Today 
it is a common edible, occupying thou­
sands of acres in Michigan. Ohio and 
New York. One firm has celery farms in 
Michigan. Florida and California, and 
because of the variety of seasons it is 
engaged in shipping celery by the carload 
the whole year round. Twenty-two mil­
lion bunches of radishes and "12,000,000 
bunches of asparagus are the figures for 
the crops of these vegetables.—Harper's 
Weekly.

FRAN KENBURGERNO MORE
Former Milwaukee Attorney and Head of 

University Rhetoric Department Dies 
of Complication of Diseases.

MADISON, Wis., Feb. 7.—Prof. Da­
vid B. Frankcnburger, who has held the 
chair of rhetoric and oratory in the Uni­
versity of Wisconsin since 1878, died last 
night, from a complication of throat and 
nervous disease. He was nearly 61 
years old. He leaves a widow and two 
daughters, Margarette, aged 20 years, 
and Dorothea, aged 15 years. The fu­
neral will be held Friday.

Prof. Frankenburger was born at 
Lawrenceburg, Pa., October 13, 1845. In 
1855 he came with his parents to Green 
county, this state, settling near Albany. 
He worked on a farm as a boy and at­
tended the district school. In 1864 he 
entered Milwaukee college and a couple 
of years after entered the state universi­
ty from which he graduated in 1869. 
Two years later he graduated from the 
university law school.

Alter practicing law for several years 
in Milwaukee he was called in 1878 to 
the chair of rhetoric and oratory at the 
state university. He secured his mas­
ter’s degree in 1882. He was married 
to Miss Mary Storer, daughter of a 
wealthy citizen of Madison in 1880.

Prof. Frankenburger was the author 
of many popular poems, essays and 
monographs.
