DECIDE FATE OF RUSSIA PACKERS MAY LOSE YET HITS MUNICIPAL GAS

TORT WASHINGTON, Wis., March 
19.—[Special.]—On the spot where the 
steamer Niagara burned forty years ago, 
with a loss of 250 lives, the Goodrich 
steamer Atlanta was burned to the wa­
ter's edge near this port Sunday after­
noon, and the hulk of the vessel is now 
on the beach near this city. She was 
on her way from Sheboygan to Milwau­
kee.

Of sixty-three people who were on 
board of the Atlanta when the fire 
Started, sixty-two are safe on land. Only 
one, Michael Hickey, a deckhand, died. 
He fell overboard after leaping from the 
hurricane deck and breaking both his 
legs. The steamer was valued at $luO.- 
000 and the cargo was worth perhaps 
$50,000 more. All this is a total loss.

Thrilling Rescue of Cook.
One thrilling rescue marked the acci­

dent, and a chain of most fortunate cir­
cumstances prevented one of the worst 
disasters that could happen in the history 
of Lake Michigan's navigation. Charles 
'Kliene, a deckhand of the tug Tessier, 
which reached the Atlanta’s life boats 
and the burning vessel itself, heard the 
cries of a negro cook on board her. He 
clambered from the tug to the deck ot 
the burning vessel and lowered a rope 
to the cook. Flames and smoke often 
hid the heroic sailor from the view ot 
those In the tug. but finally it was seen 
that the cook was being dragged to 
safety through a porth ole. Both made 
their way to the tug without harm.

Story of the Rescue.
With the bold a mass of flames, which 

were discovered just before the noon 
hour, the Atlanta made for shore, while 
the fire gained headway at awful speed 
and those on board cried frantically for 
relief. Land was but a short distance 
away, comparatively, but even Capt. 
McCauley, who remained cool and pre- 
vented a disastrous panic, knew that the 
Atlanta could not be run on shore in 
time to save those on board. Orders 
were heard through the maze of cries to 
lower the lifeboats. Three of them were 
hardly on the waves when the fourth 
began to burn fiercely.

Then someone saw a small vessel head­
ing from land toward the burning boat. 
The news spread rapidly among the en­
dangered people and restored them to 
calm for a sufficiently long time to pre­
vent panic from being giving full play.

Tug Saves All but One.
The boat coming to the rescue was 

then two minutes’ time away. Very scon 
it proved that she was the tug Tessier 
from Port Washington. She picked up 
every human being on board save one 
who had fallen overboard and then made 
for Port Washington. The tight for life 
had lasted over two hours.

narrow escape from sinking near Lud­
ington. Mich. When some miles off that 
port it sprang a leak and was picked 
up by a tug in a waterlogged condition. 
The engines had stopped and the boat 
was in a helpless condition when found 
and towed into Ludington harbor. The 
Atlanta was regarded as one of the 
handsomest and best boats of the Good­
rich fleet.

The Atlanta was valued at upwards of 
$150,000 and fully insured. She was 
built in Cleveland in 1891 and was rated 
Al1--. She was 200 feet long, 3'2 feet 
beam and 14 feet deep, and the engines 
were 9000 horse-power. The gross ton­
nage was 1129.

Decision Is Far-reaching.

The decision of Judge Humphrey is re­
garded here and in Washington as, of 
far-reaching importance. It means that 
a new policy will have to be inaugurated 
by the bureau of corporations in its in­
vestigation of corporations, else every 
official guilty of violating the law will 
escape in the Standard Oil. the steel 
trust and the anthracite coal trust cases.

From Washington the report came last 
night that the greatest disappointment 
exists in government circles. There is a 
question as to whether any sort of an 
appeal can be taken by the government.

The fact that the investigation which 
the bureau has made into the Standard 
Oil. coal trust, and steel trust was con­
ducted along the same lines as that into 
the beef trust, seems to make it prac­
tically certain that the individual officials 
of those various combinations will be 
held to be immune, though their corpo­
rations may be prosecuted.

The folly of hunting for a gas leak in 
a gas pipe with a lighted match is not 
so much because of tho danger of an ex­
plosion as of other damage, us is shown 
by the experience of a West Philadelphia 
householder last week. One or two small 
leaks were detected by going over all tho 
pipes and holding a lighted match to 
them. The smell of gas ceased, but was 
replaced a few hours later by the smell 
of burning wood. Another visit to the 
cellar showed a charred floor joist a lit­
tle distance above the gas pipe. There 
was no apparent cause for this until a 
verv close examination discovered that a 
tiuv jet of gas was issuing from the 
nine beneath the beam. It was lighted, 
but was so small as to be Hue in color 
and nearlv invisible. It had beyi lighted 
bv the match used in the first investiga­
tion. but had not been noticed.

"If that leak had happened to be in a 
lead joint instead of an iron connection. ’ 
said a gas man, "there would probably 
have been work for the fire department. 
The smallest possible jet of lighted gas 
issuing through lead will in time heat 
and melt the lead and make the leak 
larger, until a big flame is issuing. This 
may make a fire hours later, in tho dead 
of 'night or at a time when no one is 
in the house. The only proper way to 
look for these very small leaks is to 

1 ■ paint the suspected pipe with a smooth 
• j soap lather. Just as in the case of a 
. bicycle tiro, the tiniest leak will blow a 
. bubble in the lather, and there you are."
