ALL FOND OF MINNOWS.

Great Numbers Re?nired as One Item of
the Aquarium’s Food Supplies.

In nature everywhere large fishes feed

! on small ones and on other forms of ani-
| mal life which they may find In the
| water, and for their well belng it is al-

ways sought as far as possible to supply
such natural food to fishes in captivity,

In the ease of a great aguarium like
: captive
fishes, this involves the supplying for
food purposes, amongst other t lnFl, of
a great number of minnows, The larger
fishes in the New York aquarium con-
sumed last year about 1 quarts of
minnows, or about eight barrels,

The minnows thus fed range from half
an inch to five inches in length and aver-
age about 2,500 to the gquart, so that it
takes a bout 2,500,000 minnows annually
to furnish this item of the aquarium's
food supplies, which includes also clams
and shrimps and eut up fresh fish and
varions other things,

The largest of the striped bass, a fish

| close to three feet in length and weigh-

ing probably twenty-five pounds, will eat
from 200 to 250 minnows in a day. If
it should eat 200 a day for 300 days in
the year it would in that period consume
GO,000 minnows,

But whether, like the big striped bass,
they eat 200 minnows in a day, or like
some of the smaller fishes, only a dozen,

| or half a dozen, all fishes like minnows,

and this fondness for them is not con-
fined to fishes alone, but is shared by
other animals of the sea, as, for in-
stance, by seals, which like minnows
very much. If a handful of minnows
are thrown into a pool of seals the seals
will dive and swim about after them
with great swiftness until they have
swallowed every one,

8o it takes gquite a lot of minnows to
satisfy the natural appetites of the
aquarium’s larger fishes, but the two and
a half millions or thereabouts thus an-
nually taken don’t cut much of a figure
as compared with the number left. The

| minnows for the aquarinm are all gath-

ered within a comparatively small area,
neighboring to Gravesend bay.—New
York Sun.

ing that it gave the lessees an undue ad-
| vantage,

Mr. Spooner expressed the opinion that
the Indian territory lands should neither
be sold nor leased without restrictions.
The advantage in favor of leasing is that
a lease ean be so framed as to reserve
control by the government.

Senator Clark of Wyoming Lad ealled
attention to the fact that the coal lands
were worth anvwhere from S10000.0600
to  $£350,000,06M). Senaror La Follette
said, in effect, that the royalty upon the
coal at 8 cents a ton nets an average
now of $400 an acre. Upon the basis of
work actually done the total royaities
which would Ye yielded from the 437,754
acres of coal lands would amount to
£175,093,600. He gaid the average vield
was DN tons an acre, and it was worth
about %2 a ton at the mine, making the
coal in these lands worth $4.337 340,000,
more than one-third of the total eapital-
ization, not actual value, of the railroads
of the entire country.

CARE OF HARDWOOD FLOORS.
A Lumberman’s Hints—Only One Kind of |
Wood Now in a Floor. |

“When you buy a house,” said Alpheus
Tucker, who represents a Chieago manu- |
factory that makes hardwood floors, “ex-
amine the floors carefully; it may save
you many days of trouble. If carpen-
ters would be careful to see that hard-
wood floors are perfectly driven together |
there’d be fewer worried housewives in |
this land of ours. Hardwood flooring
should be kiln dried and the building in
which it is laid should be thoroughly |
dry, too. Too many persons insist on |
moving into houses too soon; they don't
give the building time to dry out and the |
result is that all the rest of life is filled |
with sorrow and complaining. |

“We positively discourage the use of |
oils oz maple floors, as it has a tendency
to discolor the wood and make it look
dirty and greasy. If a finished floor is |
desired we suggest applying two light
coats of varnish. Shr\qu the gloss 0? a|
varnish floor not be desirable, rub the
floor lightly with a good rubbing oil
and pumice stone with a piece of burlap.
Then wipe dry and the gloss will have
disappeared, leaving a dull finish, which
is desired by many.

“All floors should be ‘gone over' from
time to time and touched up. In the
regular housecleaning the housekeeper
should pin a soft cloth over her broom, |
wetting the cloth and wringing it out so
the dust will adhere to it, but be sure |
to go over the floor with a dry cloth aft- '
erward. In case some dirt adheres to |
the floor use lukewarm water and soap, J
being particular to cleanse it off as
quickly as possibie and wipe dry. For
removing stains use a cloth saturated
with turpentine or benzine. If the floor
looks dull get, at small cost, some floor
reviver, saturate a cloth with it, wring
out half dry and rub the floor with it
and you'll get the desired result.”

Mr. Tucker says the idea, once popu-
lar, of having different kinds of wooa
in a floor has been superseded. The fin-
est floor, he says, is that laid with one
kind of wood, highly polished. It is con-

sidered “better taste."—Kansas City
Star.
