Quinnesec Was Destroyed.

The most damage is at Quinnesec,
Mich., where a large town was dJe-
stroyed, but the fire there was due not to,
a forest fire, but to a bonfire in the rear
of a livery stable. There are no woods
around Quinnesec.

Downpour Removes Danger.

ESCANABA, Mich.,, May 21.—With
the coming of a heavy downpair of rain
this morning throughout the district
devastated by the forest fires which
swept this region on Friday, danger of
a further spread of the flames was re-
moved. Smouldering fires are being ex-
tinguished and bringing relief to lumber
company officials and people In general.
Neither officials of lumber or railroad
companies affected by the fire will yet
make any estimate of the entire loss,
owing to the fact that detailed repo
from some districts are still lacking. I
is estimated here that 15,000 e(;)ewlo are
homeless but are being cared for and
many are already erecting new houses.
The following message from Gov. Fred
M. Warner was received by ex-Senator
Q. B. Tuller this morning:

‘Would like all information In regard to
forest fires and what you think ought to

be done.

Mr. Fuller replied that while a num-
ber are homeless that they are being
cared for by local companies and citi-
zens. With the exception of Quinnesec
and Talbot, the losses in the villages are
not covered by insurance, and in those

laces it is anmcunced that about one-
alf of the property destroyed was in-
sured. As far as can be learned no
homesteader who lost his property car-
ried insurence, while lumber companies
in but few instances had insured their
camps or cut timber.

Little Loss Near Menominee.

MENOMINEE, Mich., May 21.—For-
est fires have destroyed the camps of the
Holt Lumber company of Oconto, at
Holt's spur, and 2,500,000 feet of logs.
The loss is over $3000. The damage in
the whole district is probably over $50,-
000. There were no fatalities.

Little Danger Now.

. MARQUETTE, Mich.,, May 21.—Ad-
vices from the forest fire zone indicate
that the worst is over. Fires are re-
ported burning in a few scatiered dis-
tricts, but for the most part the flames
bave died down. The standing timber

which the fire coursed will be
saved if cut within a year or two. There
are reports of persons missing, but as far
as known only one man has perished,
Peter Lafonde, a cook, who burned to
death in a Delta county logging camp.

Some destitution has been occasioned.
As far as conditions in this immediate
territory are concerned, there are prob-
ably fifty farmers who have suffered loss

Says Loss Is Small.
. WELLS, Mich.,, May 21.—The mana-
ger of the 1. Btephenson company has
made the following statement regarding
the forest fires: ““The forest fires along
the t of way of the Escanaba &
Lake Superior railroad has been greatly
exaggerated. There was some fire in
the old slashings around Nerthland and
also at Cornell. A small shingle mill
belonging to J. D. Colborn and a section
use belonging to the Escanaba &
orthern and several log shanties were
at Cornell. At Northland one
small cottage was burned. One locomo-
tive, a gasoline log loader and about
twenty cars loaded with logs were dam-
aged by fire on the Escanaba & Lake
‘Superior railroad.

“The log loss will not exceed 800,000
feet. It will in no way interfere with
Fhe logging operations of the 1. Stephen-
son company.”

Senate Committee Approves of Plan to |
| Limit Excavations and Similar
Work to Reputable Limits.

WASHINGTON, D. C., May 24—
A measure for the preservation of Ameri-
can antiquities which has the endorse-
ment of a score or more of socleties in
this country, has been ordered reported
favorably by the Senate committee on
publie lands.

The proposition has been before Con-
gress in various forms for several years,

'TO SAVE ANTIQUITIES

but always some objections were urged
agaiost it, until recently Senator Patter-
son introduced a measure previously en-
dorsed b{ the archaeolological and an-
thropological societies interested.

Under the bill ordered reported any
m'lou who shall ap riate, excavate,

ure or destroy any historic or his-
toric ruin or monument, or any object of
antiquity situated on lands owned or
controlled ::{.the United States, upon
conviction 11 be subject to a fine not
exceed $500 or imprisonment for not
more than ninety days or both.

It is Intended that the President b,
proclamation shall declare historic land-
marks, oric and prehistoric structures
and other objects of historic or scientific
interest that are situated on federal gov-
ernment lands to be national monuments.

Permits may be issued by the heads of
the executive departments for examina-
tion of ruins, excavation of archaeologic-
al sit mlda t‘llle gatélenn eti)f antiqujtlies
upon the lands under their respective
jlrs)dlcﬂon. It is provided, however, that
such examinations shall be undertaken
for the benefit of reputable museums,
universities, colleges or other recognized
scientlfic or educational institutions, with
a view to in ng the knowledge of
such objects, and that the material gath-
ered shall be for permanent preservatiou
in public museums.

COURT’S FLAYING IS HARD. |

Scores Truesdale of Lackawanna for Re-
pudiating Contract and Says Such
Things Are Bane of Times. |

NEW YORK, May 24.—Judge Wal
lace in the United States circuit court
of appeals has handed down an opinion,
in which Judges Lacombe and Townsend
concur, criticising in a way a litigaunt
rarely is criticised from the bench, W.
H. Truesdale, president of the Delaware,
Lackawanna and Western roalroad com-
pany, for breaking a contract with the
executor of the estate of John H. Paul,
a man who is credited with organizing
the milk business on all eastern railroads.

Judge Wallace in his opinion declares
Truesdale’s action in breaking this con-
tract was inspired by “sordid motives”
and that he “dishonorably and arbitrnl“iIF
repudiated a contract” legally drawn.

“It is conduct like Truesdale’s,” said
the court, “by those who manage the
affairs of great corporations that has
aroused the spirit of resentment in the
public mind which is =0 intense todav,
and which not unlikely will resuit in
litigation and in municipal interference,
which will bring serious loss upon stock-
holders.” |

The Lackawanna railroad was de |
fendant in the court below and by writ
of error soughi to reverse the judgment
there obtained by Robert E. Westcon |
and others. The judgment against the |
railroad in the lower court was $137,8053, |
and this now is confirmed.

How Mexicans Have Secured Curious Ef-
fects in Wood Coloring.

Some owners of forests of valuable
woods are trying experiments in the
southern part of Mexico with the walnut
trees, It is not generally known out-
side the trade that there are many kinds

them have so far been considered walu-
able from a commercial point of view.
Now the scheme Is to make these less
valuable or worthless walnuts commer-
cially valuable. And the process is a

It consists of apening the roots of
ONe ar msese Tals,
which are quite small from the best va-
rieties of walnut trees. It is said that
these nuts, which are carefully sealed in
with wax or a stiff, waterproof stopper,
impart a new or closer grain and color-
ing to the tree.

The southern Indians of Mexico have
for centuries been in the habit of secur-
ing curious effects in coloring on fine
woods by inserting in the above manner
nuts of other trees into the roots of the
living tree. An enterprising planter in
Tabaseo has been following out this In-
dian idea with curious results. IHe men-
tioned this to other laciendados, and now
several of them are experimenting with
the coarser kinds of walnut trees with
encouraging results. — Pacific Fruit
World.

WIND ON SHINS.

Why Colds Are Induced by Exposure of
Front of the Leg.

“It is not generally known,” says the
British Jouruai of Nursing, “how fre-
quently a bad cold is induced by coldness
of the shins due to thin stockings, or
by their exposure to draughts in a rail-
way train or in other chilly conveyances,

“The blood vessels on the front of the
ghin are peculiarly exposed to such in-
fluences, because the skin covering them
is so thin, and thus it can easily be un-

| derstood that such exposure to cold on

the front of the leg may chill the blood
circulating through it as thoroughiy as
the evaporation of water from wet boots
or clothing can do.

“For the same reason cold draughts on
the back of the neck, where again the
gkin is thin and the blood vessels are
easily exposed to atmospheric influence,

| are a very common but often overlooked
