PETERSBURG, July 19.—The
commission appointed to investigate the
surrender of Port Arthur has finished its
labors and recommends that Lieut.-Gen.
Stoessel, the former commander of the
Russian forces at Port Arthur, be dis-
missed from the army and shot; that
Lient.-Gen. Fock, who eommanded the
Fourth East Siberian division at Port
Arthur, be dismissed from the army and
undergo a year's hard labor; that Gen.
Reiss, chief of staff of Gen. Stoessel, be
dismissed and banished, and that Ad-
miral Alexieff, former viceroy in the far
east; Lieut.-Gen. Smirnoff, commander

of the Port Arthur fortress, and Gen.
Vernander, be reprimanded.

The formal trial of these officers will
take place shortly.

These startling recommendations have
furgher aggravated the ill feeling
against the governmeut—anything now
seems to have that effect. It is also
stated that if parliamert adopts the
agrarian address to the people there will
be nothing short of ecivil war.

TAFT DISPENSES POWER.

Active Niagara Plants Each Get Share
Under Act for Preservation of
the Big Falls.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Juiy 19.—In
accordance with the act granting author-
ity to the secretary of war to regulate
waters for the preservation of Niagara
falls. Secretary Taft has announced that
temporary permits will be granted power
companies to take the following amounts
of water:

Niagara Falls Power company, 8600 cuble
feet per second; Nlagara Power company,
4000 ecuble feet per second; Lockport
Hydraulic eompany, 0 cubic feet from the
Erie canal. and 333 cuble feet from the low-
er level of the same canal at Lockport.

The secretary thinks that the use of
water by the Albion Power company
does not fall within the laws, and for
the present Lhe will make no other de-
eision. With reference to the appli-
eation of the Niagara Falls Trust com-
pany, as executor amd trustee of the
estate of Heury E. Woodruff, tue sec-
retary says there does not seem to be
any necessity for a temporary permit
as water is not being used.

Will Terminate September 1, Ac-
i cording to Western Report.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal, July 19.--
Notice has been received by the Pacific
coast agents of several of the large east-
ern rubber tire factories organpized -as
the Tire association that the agreement
which existed among the companies reg-
ulating the output and prices of the
poneumatic rubber tubes for three years
throughout the United States will ter-
minate on September 1. This means
the manufacturers and sellers of auto-

mobile tires will fix their individual
prices and that the uniform schedule
which has been in operation for three

years will be abolished.

Peasant Horde Growing.

MOSCOW, July 19.—A landlord, flee-
ing from Bobrov, in the province of
Voronezh, where a peasant uprising has
taken place, has arrived here and gives a
trightful picture of the devastation. He
describes the losses as colossal. The
troops are powerless. Not more than
one-tenth of the estates are spared,

Upon approaching a village an advance
detachment of the peasants enters, an-
nounces that it is being pursued by 6000
troops with machine guns and asks for
support. The villagers thereupon join
the rioters and the procession moves on.

The movement was started by the re-
fusal of the landlords in the northern
part of the Bobrov district to agree to an
advance of wages to the farm women,
The ripening crops are not being har-
vested.

SCOTLAND WANTS
OWN PARLIAMENT.

Liberals from North Aberdeen to Intro-
duce Far-Reaching Measure
in London.

LONDON, July 10.—Irritated by the
lack of opportunities to discuss Scottish
questions in the House of Commons and
somewhat jealous of the promises of
greater control of local affairs made to
Ireland in the King's speech at the open-
ing of Parliament, the Scottish members
have selected Mr. Perce, liberal member
for the North division of Aberdeen, to
introduce a bil! providing for the estab-
lishment of a Parliament for Scotland.

Would Like Single Chamber.

The bill, the text of which was issued
today, provides for the creation of a
single chamber legislature to deal with
purely Scottish legislation. Peers will be
eligible to membership and the executive
power will continue to be vested in the
crown. The bill also provides for a re-
vival of the old Scottish privy council
as it existed prior to the union.

It is proposed that the Scottish Parlia-
ment shall have power to impose taxes,
accept customs, and excise duties, the
King to be represented by a lord high
commissioner and the seat of government
to be at Edinburgh.

Not Taken Seriously.

Outside of the friends of Mr. Perce,
who favers local self-government for all
pationalities of the United Kingdom, the
project, it is said, is not taken seriously.
There is no demand among the people of
Scotland, for a local Parliament.

TO GIVE WALES A MINISTER.

British Cabinet’s Sudden Proposal Adopt-
ed in the House of Commons.

LONDON, July 19.—The government
has cansed a surprise in the House of
Commons by proposing without giving
any warning the creation of a minister
for Wales.

In the course of the debate on the
education bill Lloyd-George, president of
the board of trade, announced that the
government accepted the prineiple of an
opposition amendment aiming to give
Parliament more control of the proposed
Welsh edueation council, provided a
minister and a separate department be
established.

Ex-Prime Minister Balfour angrily de-
ponnced the casnal way the announce-
ment was launched. Ie declared that
such an announcement had never been
heard in the whole history of Parlia-
ment, adding: *“The way this thing has
been thrown at our heads without notice
and without excuse is a deliberate in-
snlt to the House, snch an insult as no-
body in my recollection has ever dared
offer before.”

A long wrangle followed, which ended
in the adoption of the government’s pro-
posal by a vote of 270 to 5O.

QUAKE RAZING
" 'SOCERRO, N. M.

Town Gradually Shaken to Pieces by
Fifty-two Shocks Since
Sunday.

SANTA FE, N. M., July 19.—Sev-
eral slight tremors occurred at Socorro
last night. No serious damage was
done., The panic among the inhabitants
is subsiding as it is believed the worst
of the earthquakes has passed.

EL I’ASO, Tex., July 19.—Socorro, N.
M., has been almost wiped off the map
by aun ecarthquake. Fifty-two shocks
have been felt since Sunday morning.

The courthouse is wrecked, the build-
ings of the School of Mines are cracked,
and two-thirds of the residences are
twisted or wrecked. Residents are flee-
ing in every direction.

Devastation Is Reported.

Edward M. Fink, a cattle buyer, who
is considered a reliable El Paso citizen,
arrived this afternoon from Socorro on
a freight train and brought confirmation
of the reports of devastation. He de-
clares the houses are so badly cracked
that all are in imminent danger of fall-
mg.

The Santa e railroad has sent box
cars to Socorro to take the fugitives
away. Many have fled to other towns,

Not only have houses been shaken and
cracked, but many boulders have been
jarred down on the railroad track and
trains have to stop until they can be
removed. The earth has ernmbled away
from the bridge abutments along the
roads.

Disturbance Seems Limited.

Though many shocks have been felt in
Socorro they are not all perceptible at
Magdalena, twenty-eight miles away in
the mountains. One shock at Magda-
lena jarred several houses down.

Fink passed throngh Socorro on Mon-
day and came on down to San Mareial,
where Le spent Monday night. While
in Socorro eating at the Wineckler hotel
a shock knocked out a wall of the din-
ing room.

Volcano Rumors Rife.

The temperature of the hot water in
the springs around Socorro has increased
ten degrees in the last few days. There
is an extinet volcano crater ten miles
from Socorro, and there are evidences of
past voleanie disturbances all around.
There is a shock in the vicinity of So-
corro every few minutes during the day.

No Battleship Will Be Too Large and
Size Can Still Be In-
creased.

WASHINGTON, D. C., July 19.—
Plans for the largest and best drydock in
the world are being prepared in the bu-
reau of yards and docks at the pavy de-
partment.

The last naval appropriation aect con-
tained a provision for a dock to cost 81,-
250,000 to be constructed at the Bremer-
ton navy yard, Puget Sound, Wash.

This amount is larger than ever here-
tofore appropriated for a dock and the
new dock will when completed be able to
take in the largest battleship either in
tt.'pnrsu of construction or in contempla-
ion.

The loeation for the dock has already
been selected at the yard and borings are
now being made to learn the depth of the
foundation. It is to be a concrete dock
of the latest pattern and the materials
will be purchased on the PPacific coast it
practicable,

The dock is to be so constructed that
it can be lengthened if vessels of greater
length should be built in the future. It
will be 37 feet in depth over sill, which
will provide for the docking of any ves-
sel that can be built unless some un-
known system of building is developed.

The greater depth of the new dock is
also designed to meet cases where a ves-
sel has been injured and draws much
more than the ordinary depth on account
of the injury.

Worlds Production of Silk.

The world’s production of raw silk
amounts to more than 61,000,000
pounds annually, with a greater ag-
gregate value than the American cot-
ton crop, writes John L. Cowan in
Technical World Magazine for Au-
gust. Of this amount, China produ-
ces more than one-half, fcllowed by
Japan with a production of some-
what less than one fourth the total,
while the remainder is secured from
India, Siam, Persia, Turkey, Greece,

Italy, France, Spain, Portugal, the|
Balkan States and other countries.
China, also, is the greatest consumer, ;
while the United States, with a pro-
duction as vet too small to figure in
trade reports and statistics, ranks
second.

However, if our standing as a na-
tion in the production of silks affords
nothing to gratifyv our pride, it is
otherwise on the manufacturing side.
There are now about 500 silk mills
in the United States, distributing
$21,000,000 every year in wages,
giving employment to 70.000 per-
sons, and producing goods valued at
$110,000,000. The United States,
therefore, is the leading silk manu-
facturing country in the world, hay-
ing passed France in the race for su-
premacy five years ago.
“Ginseng”—an Equal to Gold.

It has often been asserted that, next
to tea, ginseng is the most celebrated
plant in all the orient. It may well
be termed the cure-all, as the Chinese
have a wonderful faith inits curative
and strengthening properties, for
which reason it has been styled the
“cinchona of China.” It is consid-
ered to be a cure for fevers and weak-
nesses of all sorts, the chief and most
costly medicine.

The plant is iound wild in the moun-
tain forests of eastern Asia, from Ne-
pal to Manchuria. It formerly grew
in Fukien, Kiangnan and Shansi, but
was supplanted by the Manchurian
wild root. The root iscarefully hun-
ted by the Manchus, who boast that
the weeds of their country are the
choice drugs of the Chinese.

It would be impossible accurately
to price ginseng. Some wild roots
have been known to realize their
weight in gold, while the cultivated
variety costs from 50 cents a pound
Generally speaking, the average
prices are, for the best, $12 per pound;
fair, $6 50 and ordinary, 50 cents to
$1 per pound.—Harper's Weekly.

MATERIAL FOR MUSIC STRINGS.

Source of Supply—Great Amount Re-
quired to Meet Demand.

“One of the most generally accepted,
but mistaken, ideas that is entertained
by the people of this country,” said S.
R. Huyett, Awmerican traveling repre-
sentative of a foreign manufactory of
gut strings, “is that strings used on mu-
sical instruments are manufactured from
catgut. [ that were true, the cats in
this world would have been exterminated
many years ago in supplying the market
with material for musical Instrument
strings.

“The faet is that they are manufac-
tured from the intestines of sheep, and
in obtaining enough raw material even
from these animals the manufacturers
at times find difculty.

“Tue only string made from the intes-
tines of the feline is that used for sur-
gical purposes—for sewing up wounds.
One would be amazed to know that

there are millions of musical instrument |

strings used in North America alone,

and just think where tlie tabbies would |

be if they had to supply the consump-
tion!

“Another amazing thing is that there
are over 700 different grades of musical
instrument strings. The demand for
strings in North America is increasing
every year, especially in the south and
in Mexico. There are more guitar
strings sold in Mexico than any other
kind, but through the south the banjo
string still holds its own, despite the
fact that every year has marked slight
but gradual falling off in the demand.
The harp is becoming more popular, and
there is a good demand for strings for
this instrument.”—Kansas City Journal.

How to Shoe Your Horse.

The shoe should be nailed on firmly,
with not over six nails, and these driven
go that, while they take a wide hold of
the born, they come out for elinching low
down on the foot, thus minimizing the
chances of pricking the sensitive por-
tions, and also enabling the nail-holes to
guickly grow down and disappear. The
nails _hould be driven with sundry rather
gentle taps, rather than with a few
blows, as thus any splitting or indirec-
tion of the nail points may be readily de-
tected, as the animal will flinch before
the quick is really touched. The driven
nails should not be “drawn” too vigor-
ously in clinching, lest discomfort or
