Governor Asks Inquiry Into Road's Pur-
pose When It Issued $100,000,000
in Common Stock.

MADISON, Wis.,, Nov, 21.—[Special.]
—Gov. Davidson has sent a letter to
Chairman John Barns of the railway
rate commission calling upon that body
to asceriain whether the Chicago &
North-Western railroad watered  its
stock or enriched its present stockholders
when it issued $100,000,000 of additional
ommon stock in Oectober.

“The law of the state clearly defines,”
says the governor, “that all stock should

be issued for legitimate purposes and
not to enrich stockholders., The author-
ty conferred upon the commission by

the law seems adequate to justify an in-
vestization as to the increased issue of
siock by the amendment of Oectober 206,
1945, the purpose to which it is to be
applied, and the rate at which it is to
be sold.”

The railway commssion has not
power to remely watering of stock.

“It is entirely within the jurisdiction
of the legislature,” said one of the
commissioners today, “to grant to the
commission aanthority 1o prohibit the
operation of any corporation in Wiscon-
sin which indulges in the practice of
watering stock.”
