Senator John C. Spooner of Wisconsin
has sent to Gov. Davidson his resigna-
tion as senator to take effect May 1.

His term will expire March 4, 1909. He
has served sixteen years.
The resignation, announced by Mr.

Spooner on the closing day of the Fifty-
ninth Congress, came as a complete sur-
prise,

Mr. Spooner said he had no plans ex-
cept that he would return to the prac-
tice of law. He denied the story that
he was going to the supreme bench, say-
ing if he held any public office he would
prefer to be in the Senate. He said he
would retain his citizenship in Wiscon-

Spooner’s Letter to Governor.

In his letter to Gov. Davidson,
Spooner writes:

WASHINGTON, D. C., March 3.—To the
Hon. James U. Davidson, governor of Wis-
consin—Sir: I hereby resign the office of
senator of the United States from the state
of Wisconsin, this resignation to take effect
ou the 1st day of May, 1907,

sin has so long and so highly honored me |
by a curt sentence, which includes no word

either of explanation or of gratitude.

On the fourth day of March, inst., I shall
bave served In all sixteen years as a sen-
ator. This is a long time for one, neither
willing nor tinancially able permanently to
abandon it, to tauke trom hils profession. It
bas been taken from mine, for 1 bave not
thought it compatible with the full and un-
interrupted discharge of public duty to pur-
sue It
service, with two or three trifling excep-
tious, purely lecal, absolutely abstained
therefrom.

For years private duties have plainly de-
manded of me an early return to the prac-
tice of my profession, and I have never
since 1 last took the oath of office wavered
in the determination to retire from public
life on the expiration of my present term,
March 3, 1909. 1 might well content myselt
with a publle declaration of my purpose so
to retire if It were not for a like declara-

BRITISH MALAGA DISAPPEARS IN
STORM OFF ITALY.

CATELLAMARE DISTABIA, Italy,
March 7.—The British steamer Malaga
was lost in sight of this port during a
severe storm. Twenty-nine bodies have
come ashore from the wreck.

FLUSHING, Holland, March 7.—The
British steamer Cambridge, belonging to
the Great Eastern railway of London,
grounded this morning on Nolle Plaat
during a fog.

This is the second cross channel steam-
er to be imperilled on this coast since the
steamer Berlin was wrecked off the
Hook of Holland a fortnight ago.

There are forty-six passengers on
board the Cambridge and her crew con-
sists of between forty and fifty officers
and men.

As the tide receded it left the Cam-
bridge high and dry on a sand bank. The
passengers were still on board at 2:30
this afternoon.

The Cambridge was floated later. She
apparently suffered no damage and pro-
ceeded to Antwerp.

ST. JOHNS, N. F.,, March 7.—The
seal fishing steamer Leopard was
crushed in the ice fields off Cape Race
during a terrific gale at midnight and
was wrecked. Her crew of 103 men
reached land safely.

BRITISH EMPIRE TOTTERS.

Canada May Join United States Unless
It Gets Better Tariff Treatment from
Home Government, 'Tis Said.

LONDON, March 7.—At today's ses-
sion of the Associated Chamber of Com-
merce of the United Kingdom, a resolu-
tion was adopted asking the government
to promote reciprocal trading within the
British empire. Robert H. Reade of
‘Belfast, contended that the coloaies are
denied preferential treatment and that
Canada, in particular, would seek for
‘reciprocity with the United States, thus
leading to the disintegration of the em-
pire.

Reports that a tariff war with the
United States is near, are pressingly fre-
quent, while it is known that Germany
and the United States have practically
'agreed. It is also said that England is
trying to fix up a dispute at the Hague,
over disarmament, which will split the

United States’ with Germany.

In his decision the court held that
there was no contention of the fact that
Collier had driven his machine along
the road and had struck the man and
that it was reasonable to believe that
the man had been so injured by the im- |
pact with the Collier machine that he
could not get out of the way of any oth- |
er machines. He held that the defen-
dant was inexcusably reckless. He did
not discuss the faet that it was alleged
that other cars had passed the same |
point more than to say that the court
had taken cognizance of the evidence in
regard to five other ecars passing the
same point.

State Witness Signs Bond.

Collier at once gave bond in the sum of
$1000 and was released. Frank L.
