0ld Cannon a Clock Weight.

The most unique clock weight in Malne
is that of the Baptist church at Cherry-
field, an old smooth be e cannon. The old
cannon was one of the old smooth bore
type and was brought by Gleason R.
Campbell from Boston on one of the re
turn trips of lumber vessels. It was
brought to fire salutes, as the stirring
days of the Civil war were at hand. Aft-
er announcing many Union victories dur-
ing the war, at the surrender of Lee in
1865 it was taken out for a final and
great salute. Robert L. Willey, a soldier
of the war, who was at home on fur-
lough, was in charge of the cannon, and
through some mismanagement a prema-
ture discharge of the gun threw Mr. Wil-
ley high in the air, filled his face with
powder and tore one arm off close at the
shoulder. The old gun was then spiked
by the angry citizens and did no more
malute service. When the Second Baptist
church building was built in 18573 a
weight being wanted for the elock, the
old {nn was used. For thirty vears it did
clock duty until 1903, when it once more
received a baptism of fire and fell iu the
rains of the church conflagration that

mber. When the new eclock was in-
stalled in the new church building in
1906 once more the old cannon mounted
the tower to do clock duty.—Kennebee
Journal.
