PHILLIP THOMPSON KILLED.

David Beebe Battles with Storm While 
Owner of Boat Lies in Bottom, Dead 

from a Fractured Skull.

PICKED UP IN MIDLAKE HELPLESS.

After spending what seemed an eter­
nity in a sinking schooner, with a corpse 
for a companion. David Beebe was 
picked up in mid-lake this morning and 
brought to Milwaukee by the Gilchrist 
steamer Helena.

For nearly twenty-four hours Beebe 
sat in a terrific rain storm with the wind 
blowing a gale, while at his feet rolled 
the body of Ins shipmate, Phillip Thomp­
son. aged 75 years.

" hen the man, weak with exposure, 
exhaustion ami starvation, added to grief 
over the death of a friend, was picked 
up by the big steamer Helena, he was 
all but dumb.

Boat’s Owner Instantly Killed.
The Helena, laden with coal from 

Buffalo, reached port nt 10 o’clock this 
morning with the little schooner-rigged 
yacht. Juanita, in tow. Just outside the 
breakwater the water-logged Juanita 
was taken by the life-saving crew. 
Beebe watched the federal servants tow 
his boat away and remained'aboard the 
Helena until she reached her dock at the 
Gross Coal company’s yards. There he 
watched while the coroner's deputy re- 
inoved the tarpaulin covering from the 
limp holy of his friend and saw the re­
mains taken over the rail and placed in 
the morgue wagon.

the stern of the little craft was beneath 
the surface. As the Helena slacked 
speed the entire hull was lost to view. 
A signal was given the life saving sta­
tion and the power launch was sent out 
to bring in the Juanita.

Coroner Takes Charge.
Arrived at the Gross coal dock at the 

foot of First avenue. Capt. George 
Dupoye of the Helena telephoned to the 
coroner and the morgue wagon carried 
the body of Thompson down town.

"The storm that caught the little boat 
was one of the worst we’ve had this sum­
mer.” said Capt. Dupuye of the Helena. 
“It was bad enough to make us hug the 
shore Wednesday morning and 1 don’t 
see how the little boat kept up. We were 
making good speed up the lake when we 
sighted the Juanita at about 2 o’clock. 
She was twenty-two miles S. E. ^ S of 
Poverty island lake and twenty-three 
miles E H S. of Death Door lake right 
in the open sea without a sight of land 
around. Mate Charles Nesbit saw the 
drawers Hying from the Juanita's mast 
and called me up to the bridge.

“I immediately slacked speed and got 
my glasses on the boat. First I could 
see a man and then he’d be lost to view. 
He was bailing out the boat. Then I 
saw the form in the bottom of the boat. 
The seas were running high then and we 
had to do some careful work to get 
around the Juanita. I circled it once 
or twice and then got around to "here 
the little boat was on my lee side where 
it escaped the high waves.

Tells of Tragedy at Sea.
“As soon as we got alongside Beebe 

looked up at us and the first thing he 
said was: T’ve got a dead man here; 
can you take ns in tow?’ We threw him 
a line and brought on the things he 
wanted to save after the body of Thomp- 

' son had been hoisted up. I saw that the 
little boat couldn’t stay up much longer, 
so we brought Beebe aboard. He was a 
wreck from lack of sleep and food and 
from the terror that would strike any 
man from being alone all night in the 
open sea with a gale blowing and a 
corpse at his feet.

■‘As soon as I got Beebe aboard I 
gave him two or three drinks of whisky 
and then turned him over to the cook, 
who fed him. After that Beene couldn't 
say very much and I took him to my 
cabin where he slept soundly.”

Beebe, the survivor of the wreck of 
the Juanita, is 48 years old. He has 
lived in Escanaba only four months, 
going there from the Lower Peninsula.

Driven Out by Gale.
The tragic death of Thompson oc­

curred while the little yacht Juanita was 
in mid-lake in a storm that was strong 
enough to drive the largest boats to shel­
ter. His death was instantaneous, be­
ing caused by a fractured skull.

Beebe told bis story in the cabin of 
the Helena's captain this morning. He 
still showed the effects of the experience, 
rivaling the horrors of Arthur Gordon 
Pym or one of Clark Russell's sailors. 
Beebe is 48 years old anti his home is at 
Escanaba. He is engaged in the busi­
ness o£ selling scrap iron and had en­
tered into a partnership with Thompson 
to collect iron from old-time wrecks that 
line the shore and islands through the 
lower end of Lake Michigan.

Started for Summer’s Island.
“Phil and I left Monday morning for 

Big Summer island to pick up scrap iron 
from old wrecks along the shore," said 
Beebe this morning. “We sailed all day 
and had no trouble. Towards night a 
strong wind came up and we couldn't 
make shore because our sails were car­
ried away. Thompson always wanted to 
hold the tiller because he was the sailor, 
but even he couldn’t seem to get out of 
the mess we were in. All Monday night 
and Tuesday morning we fought the 
storm and only managed to keep our 
boat up by bailing. She's an old craft 
about twenty-seven years old and is 
leaky. We didn’t get a wink of sleep. 
Tuesday night, after we had been out in 
Lake Michigan for thirty-six hours, it 
began to rain and it came dowu in 
sheets.

Helped Aged Shipmate.

Relatives in Escanaba.
Thompson, the owner of the Juanita, 

was 75 years of age and of slight build. 
So far as Beebe knows, the dead man 
was not suffering from any ailment and 
he believe that the blow received when 
he fell in the boat ended his life. 
Thompson had a cousin. Fred Jenssen. 
living in Escanaba, and he had four 
brothers in the Upper Peninsula. The 
old man owned the Juanita, but is said 
to have had no other property. He 
never had been married and Beebe also 
is a single man.

ENGINE BREAKS 
TRAIN WRECKED.

Accident Is Caused, It Is Believed, by 
Falling of Piece of Machinery 

Ahead of Tender.

“I told Thompson to get on his coat 
because I knew he’d get into trouble if 
he didn't take care. He told me to take 
care of myself and after I had put on 
my coat I told him to let me take the 
tiller while he put on his coat. I took 
the tiller and he put on his things and 
came back. Then I asked him why he 
didn’t put on his oilskin pants and he 
gave up the tiller to me again while he 
put them on. Just as he stood up and 
started to step down from th * little plat­
form be fell flat to the Utt tom of the 
boat. He lay still and didn't make a 
move.

“1 got scared and said: ‘What's the 
matter Phil?’ But he didn’t say any­
thing. Then, with one hand on tlie 
tiller. I turned him over and saw that lie 
was dead. 1 managed to get away from 
the tiller long enough to get a blanket 
to lay him on and another to put over 
him. All this time our boat was pitch­
ing and rolling something awful and I 
was afraid every minute that we'd be 
swamped. I managed to drag him out 
of the way and to cover him up and 
then 1 began bailing with one hand 
while I kept hold of the tiller with the 
other.

Gives Distress Signal.
“By this time it was pitch dark and 

I couldn't see a thing. I called out once 
in a while but it didn’t seem to do any 
good. Our foresail and mainsail had 
been blowv away by the gale and the 
best I could do was to try to keep the 
boat right side up. All that night 1 
kept at the tiller and stayed awake. I 
had to because 1 knew if 1 fell asleep I’d 
never wake up again. I was being 
blown out farther all the time and 1 
figured that if 1 could keep the boat 
bailed out I’d be thrown up somewhere.

“When Wednesday morning came I 
was out of sight of land and the blankets 
about Thompson were soaked wiA the 
seas that washed over the rail. There 
wasn't a boat in sight, but I took off my 
drawers and hoisted them as high as pos­
sible. hoping that I'd be sighted. The 
wind began to let down a little, but 1 
was in jns» as much danger.

‘‘Around about 2 o’clock as near as I 
could judge I sighted the Helena ami 
pretty s«MHi I saw that she had sighted 
me. The captain came alongside and 
here 1 am.”

Hoist Body to Steamer.
Beet>e's eyes filled as he told of how a 

rope was thrown to him from the Hele­
na far out in the hike and of how his 
dead companion was hoisted up the 
Hack side of the steamer. After the 
body of Thompson had Iwen lifted the 
Helena’s crew hoisted up the other 
things he wanted to keep and finally the 
survivor was taken aboard.

The Juanita was made fast and towed 
up the lake to Milwaukee. It had to be 
bailed out once by the Helena’s men and 
when Milwaukee harbor was reached

MILWAUKEE, Wis.. Aug. 20. 1908. 
—The passenger train on the Milwaukee 
road, from Madison to Milwaukee, was 
derailed at 8:55 o’clock this morning at 
a point five miles east of Sun Prairie, 
near Madison. The locomotive was ovcr- 
turned, together with the baggage car. 
The smoker also left the track but did 
not topple over.

Engine Topples Over.
Engineer C. L. Wilber was injured 

\ when the engine toppled over. The fire­
man of the same name, received several 
scratches. No others on board were in- 

i jured.
The accident, caused, it is thought by 

the falling of some piece of machinery on 
the engine, resulted in a delay to pas- 

; songers, who were brought to Milwau­
kee, after being transferred, at 3 
o'clock this afternoon. The train is due 
here at 10:50 a. m.

Engineer Sticks to Post.
Dispatches from Madison this after­

noon were to the effect that a loosening 
of the rails might have caused the acci­
dent. The engineer realized his danger 
when he was going down the grade neai 
Deansville. but he stuck to his post until 
he had brought the train to a standstill.

There were about eighty passengers on 
the train.

Another Engine Derailed.
A locomtive on a Milwaukee train 

having Madison for Portage on Wednes­
day evening was derailed near the North- 
Western crossing in Madison. No one 
was injured.

ST. PAUL, Minn., Aug. 20.—Shortly 
before noon today Gov. Johnson called j 
the newspaper men together and an­
nounced that he would accept the nom­
ination tendered to him by the state 
Democratic convention at Minneapolis 
yesterday.

Accepts Call of Party.
He did not issue a formal statement, 

but said.
“After due consideration of the matter 

and before 1 have been formally notified. 
I will tell you that I have made up my 
mind to lay aside all personal considera­
tions and listen to the call of the party. 
I will accept the nomination when it is 
formally tendered to me.

Intended to Decline.
“I desire to state alsc and to make 

it emphatic that if the committee had 
called on me before the nominating 
speech had been made 1 would have 
positively declined to be a candidate.”

Demonstration for Governor.
Following the nomination of Gov. 

Johnson by Mayor Daniel W. Lawler of 
St. Paul in the convention, one of the 
wildest ilemonstrations ever seen at a 
Democratic convention in Minnesota 
took place. Standards were carried 
around the hall, band music added to 
the pandemonium and pictures of the 
governor were hoisted above the ros­
trum.

Regrets Action of Convention.
“This acceptance is contrary to my bet 

ter judgment,” continued Gov. Johnson. 
“I have given this matter the closest 
thought for the past twenty-four hours 
and my first opinion that a third nomina­
tion is unwise and against the principles 
of the party is unchanged, yet I hardly 
see how I can get away from making 
the race without putting the party in a 
hole. I regret this action and wish it 
had never happened. The nomination 
has been made. I have been declared the 
nominee and so there you are. It really 
leaves me in an embarrassing position 
and with the party in a similar position, 
so you see the only thing I can do is to 
yield.”

Gov. Johnson received a telegram of 
congratulation from William J. Bryan 
today in which Mr. Bryan said he would 
do all he could to help Mr. Johnson tv 
win.

Gerbier shot Mr. Kissel because he 
had been transferred from the teaming 
department of the Kissel Car Motor 
company to another, and thought the 
change meant permanent loss of position, 
which it did not. When informed by the 
foreman of the ’hange he misunderstood 
and immediately sought out Otto Kissel, 
one of the sons of the victim, who has 
charge of the real estate operations ot 
the Kissel family. The father was 
found, and Gerbier excitedly asked 
him about the change, and was request­
ed to see Otto Kissel, who was away at 
the time.

Then Gerbier drew a revolver and 
shot Mr. Kissel three times. Oue shot 
entered the cheek and two the right 
side. One of the latter pierced the ab­
domen and may prove fatal. Wednes­
day night Dr. William Mackie, who at­
tended Mr. Kissel at the hospital, feared 
to make an effort to extract the bullet.

Caught by Pressman.
William Radke, foreman of the Hart­

ford Press, heard the shots, and ran into 
the Kissel office and grabbed the would- 
be assassin. He held him until Con­
stable H. A. Smith, and former sheriff 
Hilt came in. Wednesday night Gerbier 
was taken from Hartford to West Bend 
and locked up.

The captors of Gerbier called physi­
cians for Mr. Kissel, and arrangements 
were started immediately to bring him 
to Milwaukee. The injured man was 
taken to the depot in an ambulance, and 
placed on a train for Milwaukee. Here 
be was taken to the Milwaukee hospital. 
Mrs. Kissel, his daughter Pauline, and 
sons, Adolph and William, accompanied 
their father. George and Otto Kissel 
were notified, and were at the bedside 
Wednesday night.

Mr. Kissel Is Well Known.
Mr. Kissel has been a resident of 

Hartford for the last twenty-four years, 
and is one of the most prominent busi­
ness men in that city. He is head of the 
Hartford Plow company, the Kissel Mor 
tor Car company, the L. Kissel A Sons 
company, the Hartford Electric company 
and the Hartford Lumber company. His 
vast business dealings have made him 
known throughout the state.

“Gerbier was noted at the factory 
for his peculiar ways,” said W. L. Kis­
sel. a son. “He came to Hartford from 
Detroit, Mich., seven weeks ago, and 
always remained by himself. 1 fear 
Gerbier would have killed my brother 
Otto, had he found him, while on his 
hunt about the factory and office. Ger­
bier was moody, and seldom talked to 
anyone.”

Twentieth avenue, with the meager de­
tails that the telegram announcing the 
tragedy, gave him, left immediately for 
Linden that the body of Mrs. Meyers, 
who was his sister, might be properly 
?ared for.

At Mr. Gutkuecht's home this morn­
ing, little information concerning the 
tragedy could be obtained. It is pre­
sumed that the couple had had a vio­
lent quarrel which ended in the death 
if both of them.

Lived in South Milwaukee.
Mr. and Mrs. Meyers lived in South 

Milwaukee for fourteen years, then 
came to Milwaukee, where they resided 
a year. They left Milwaukee last March 
to live on a farm.

Linden is a small station in Iowa coun­
ty

They had three children, Alfred, aged 
15; Ella, aged 14 and Evelyn, aged 41. 
Mrs. Meyers, whose maiden name was 
Helen Gutknecht, is survived by six 
brothers, two of whom reside here.

State Items in Brief.

FIGHT ON STREET CAR.
FOND DU LAC. Wis., Aug. 17.— 

[Special.]—As a result of the sentiment 
created against the negro by the race 
riot at Springfield. 111., two tights be­
tween negroes and white men occurred 
here Sunday. In the afternoon a negro 
and an intoxicated white became in­
volved in a dispute over the race prob­
lem while in a Main street saloon, and 
the police were called to stop the dis­
turbance. No arrests were made.

Last night, on the 12 o’clock interur­
ban car from Oshkosh, a white bumped 
against a negro baby in the crowd, caus­
ing it to set up a howl. The father of 
the child asked the offender to apologize, 
and for an answer received a blow on 
the jaw. The black drew a knife ami 
chased his assailant off the car.

STORM CAUSES TROUBLE.
As the result of the severe electrical 

and thunder storm that held the city in 
its grasp for some time Saturday night 
the telephone and fire alarm systems 
were partially paralyzed. The electric 
company also experienced considerable 
trouble on account of the lightning 
burning out the wires.

The oth­
ers wounded were William Coffenberg, 
Leo Schuessler and Warren Mankey, 
also of Boswell. The explosion, which 
was caused by gasoline, occurred while 
the machine was running at n rate of 
thirty miles an hour. The men with their 
clothing ablaze, leaped from the ma­
chine, which ran into a fence and was 
totally destroyed by fire. The cries of the 
men attracted neighboring farmers, who 
hurried to their assistance.

COTTON PRICES BREAK. - - - - - ^- - - - -
Wall Street Sees Sensational Change in 

Market—Selling Frenzied and 
Indiscriminate.

NEW YORK, Aug. 20.—Cotton prices 
suffered a sensational break in the local 
market today, October delivery selling 
down to 881. which is 37 points under 
yesterday's closing figure and $5 per 
bale below the recent high mark. The 
selling today was frenzied and indis­
criminate. but the opinion of the trad­
ers was that the bulk of it was by the 
Wall street speculators for an advance 
whose purchases checked the decline last 
week. This increase is believed to have 
sold during the first hour this morning 
fully 75,000 bales.

APPLETON. Wis.. Aug. 20.—[Spe­
cial.]—The question of uniting the Iowa

TROUBLE FOR CASTOR.
Dutch Island of Aruba Furnishes Latest 

Incident in Difficulties with the 
Netherlands.

WILLEMSTAD, Curacao, Aug. 20.— 
The Dutch island of Aruba has fur­
nished the latest incident in the existing 
difficulties between the Netherlands and 
Venezuela. Five days ago a Venezuelan 
coast guard vessel arrived at Aruba for 
the purpose of taking away the Venezue­
lan consul. As soon as the purpose 
of the visit became known, the people 
of the island started a demonstration. 
They crowded around the residence of 
the consul and wanted to haul down his 
flag. The governor of the island ap­
peared, however, and succeeded in put­
ting an end to the disorder. The con­
sul refused to leave his post, saying 
that illness made his going away impos­
sible, and consequently the coast guard 
vessel sailed away with her mission un­
filled.

1 NEGROES FEAR MORE DISORDER.
———^.----------

SPRINGFIELD, ill,. Aug. 20.—The 
local authorities began today the task 
of overcoming the handicap on their 
efforts to fix responsibility for the re­
cent riot, caused by the failure of the 
coroner’s inquest to hold any one re­
sponsible for the death of Scott Burton, 
the negro lynched in the "Black Belt," 
last Friday night. The open verdict < f 
the coroner’s jury was a blow to the 
hopes of the state's attorney and other 
officials who saw in it a confirmation of 
the suspicion that witnesses to the riot­
ing would fail to recognize leaders of the 
mob when called upon to testify in pub­
lic proceedings.

The grand jury went ahead with its 
investigations today, but there was con­
siderably less enthusiasm regarding its 
work than was displayed two days ago. 
The departure of all except two regi­
ments of the state militia caused a re­
newal of the threats that there would 
be something doing after the soldiers 
leave, and this feeling was reflected in 
the anxiety which was manifested in ah 
circles of the city.

Negroes Are in Terror.
In fact a renewal of the rioting is ex­

pected momentarily and the negroes es­
pecially fear that once the mob is start­
ed again no power of the slate can pre­
vent the most serious disorders.

Only the Seventh regiment of infantry 
and eight troops of the state cavalry 
regiment were on active duty today. 
The Second, Fifth and Third regimental 
organizations broke camp this morning, 
reducing the military force to about a 
thousand men. Not more than a third 
of these were on active duty and the de­
crease in military display and regula­
tion was noticeable.

Are Shooting at Shadows.
Tliis morning was almost devoid of 

alarms. Some firing was heard in the 
outlying eastern sections of the city, but 
nervous militiamen were responsible for 
it. One sentry challenged the shadow 
of a tree stirred by the wind and shot ' 
when it refused to halt and another j 
fired four times at a pile of refuse which 
failed to “keep moving.” There were 
probably half a dozen calls for troops at 
the various headquarters, but in none 
of the cast's was their presence needed.

Work was resumed today at the Tux- 
liorn mine which has been shut down be­
cause of the refusal of the whites and 
negroes to work together. Negro refu­
gees continue to leave town in increas­
ing numbers.

NEW YORK, Aug. 14.—Ira D. Sauk- | 
ey, the singing evangelist, died at bis 
home in Brooklyn last night.

Mr. Sankey had not been in good 
health since he was stricken with an af­
fection of the eyes that gradually affect­
ed his sight, until he became totally 
blind. He took trips to improve his con­
dition, but of late had sunk so rapidly 
that he had to keep to his home.

Mr. Sankey’s name is known in prac­
tically every land where the Christian 
religion has gained any foothold. Mil­
lions of copies of his hymns have been 
sold and translations of them into many

different languages have been made. His 
name will ever be linked, however, with 
that of Moody. They were probably the 
the most successful evangelists of the 
past century.

Sankey was attending some Y. M. C. 
A. meetings in Chicago in 1871. when 
Moody was deeply impressed by hearing 
him sing in the congregation. He asked 
the singer, then a young married man, 
to work with him.

Sankey was deputy internal revenue 
collector" at New Castle. Pa., and though 
Moody told him he had been looking for 
just such a singer for eight years, he 
did not see his way clear to give up 
his business until six months later.

In Chicago Moody and Sankey had 
their first success. The great fire de­
stroyed the church and hall 111 which 
they had been holding meetings. Then 
came their famous trip to England, 
where for two days they held immense 
meetings and stirred the people to a 
great pitch of religious fervor. Return­
ing to this country, they traveled across 
the continent, preaching and singing^ 111 
all the cities from Portland to San 
Francisco. Moody had great power over 
his audiences, and those who were not 
moved by his appeal were generally 
touched by the stirring yet sympathetic 
singing of Sankey.

After a quarter of a century of joint 
effort Moody and Sankey separated, hav­
ing had some difference, it was under­
stood, over the division of the profits 
from the sale of their hymn books. They 
got together again shortly afterward, 
however, and were active until Moody s 
death One of Sankey’s favorite hymns 
was “Throw Out the Life Line.” On 
July 3. 1896, he practiced what, he had 
sung by saving Capt. Lorenz E. Jones 
from drowning near his country home on 
Long Island.

The Arctic Press.
There exist at present several journals 

that make their appearance only once a 
year. They are published within the 
confines of the north polar circle. The 
Eskimo Bulletin, for example, is edited 
near Cape Prince of Wales, on Behring 
strait. Here, in a village inhabited by 
Esquimaus, the British missionaries have 
established a school, and, as only one 
steamer lands at this place, and that only 
once a year, the news it brings is con­
signed to a sheet of paper printed with 
the hectograph. Its size is eight by 
twelve inches. The paper is very thick, 
and only one surface is used. This 
Esquimau Bulletin in a subhead claims 
to be the “only yearly paper.’’ This, 
however, is an error, for there is an an­
nual sheet published in Godthaab, Green­
land, where a small printing office was 
established in 1862. whence news sheets 
and lithographic prints have been issued. 
The journal in question is entitled, 
Atuagagdlinit; nalinginarmik tusaru- 
minasassumik—that is “Something for 
reading; accounts of all sorts of enter­
taining subjects.” The language is that 
of Greenland, a dialect of the Esquimau. 
There is still another periodical pub­
lished in Greenland under the name of 
“Kaladlit.”—Dundee Advertiser.

Growing Lettuce While Vou Wait.
“Yes.” said a florist. “I can work 

miracles in my business. For instance, I 
can grow you lettuce while you wait— 
sweet, crisp lettuce that you may eat 
for your dinner with the broiled spring 
chicken.

“I do it in this way. I take a hand­
ful of lettuce seeds that have been 
soaked overnight in alcohol, and I plant 
them in a box containing three inches 
of loam and quicklime. 1 water this soil, 
and in ten minutes the seeds burst.

“They burst, and in twenty minutes 
two tiny leaves push through the earth. 
The leaves grow and multiply. In an 
hour they are as big as half-dollars. 
Then you may pluck and eat them. 
They are delicious—a fairy salad.

“Sometimes, when I give a dinner 
party, I have one of these little prepared 
lettuce beds in the center of the table. 
The guests see the lettuce grow, ami 
when the times comes for the salad 
course, there is their salad blooming be­
fore them, all ready for them to pluck.”

Cruising on the Nile.
Our trip led us at last to a boat on 

the waters of the Nile where wo lived 
three weeks of glowing luminous days, 
while the hours passed even as the sands 
of time. In leaving Cairo and passing 
through the big bridge we were sur­
rounded by the most ethereal boats I 
ever saw, and they were but the curtain 
raiser to the continuous performance go­
ing on around us afterwards. We 
steamed ahead by day, not so very fast 
for the channel is treacherous, and the 
native, taking frequent soundings at the 
bow often failed to prevent the boat 
from sticking her nose straight in the 
mud. No harm came except vociferous 
shouting in a language sounding much 
like turkeys gobbling. Meanwhile the 
sailboats glided by, graceful and swift 
in spite of their clumsy framework. 
Some were ferry boats, old and tat­
tered and crowded with laborers, family 
parties, donkeys, everything. Others 
were laden with water jars or “fodder 
for the kine.” and still others were the 
far-famed dahabeahs, a kind of winged 
houseboat. They all came near enough 
for us to feel well acquainted with their 
passengers.—The Travel Magazine.

CALIFORNIA BROWN PELICAN.

Method of Fishing Attracts Attention at 
Seaside Resorts.

The pelican familiar to the visitor at 
the seaside resorts of southern Cali­
fornia is known as the California brown 
pelican. His length is from four to five 
feet, and his wings aud tail are of silver 
gray streaked with seal brown.

The breeding range of these interest­
ing birds is off the coast of Mexico and 
lower California. May and June are the 
nesting months. Occasionally they build 
their nests in low trees, but ordinarily 
it is on the ground. It is a ioosely con­
structed affair, built of weed stalks and 
sticks, and lined with grass.

At the seaside the pelicans are seen 
lazily flying through the air. It is their 
fashion to fly one behind the other. 
Each, following the signal from the 
leader, gives five or six strokes. and then 
all soar in unison. At feeding time their 
wont is to drive the fish by a noisy beat­
ing of the wings to a point close iu 
shore, when the birds will dive from con­
siderable heights. This performance is 
quite spectacular, as with closely folded 
wings the bird drops as a ball headfore­
most into the water. Under the water 
they evidently turn a somersault, as the 
bird invariably eme?ges head first.

The pouch or game bag of the pelican 
will hold ten or fifteen pounds of fish, 
aud as the bird is provided with uo 
means of defense, he is the victim of 
sure-thing operators and confidence work­
ers in the form of the predatory gulls. 
Too lazy to fish for themselves, these 
thieves will pursue and attack the peli­
can, causing him to dive as a matter of 
self-protection. So closely are the peli­
cans pursued by their more agile ene­
mies that finally, half exhausted, tliey 
give up the trophies of their chase. This 
they do with a cynical smile as they see 
their hard-earned gain gobbled by the

Singular, isn't it, that the Virginia oys­
ter, one and the same bivalves, can lead a 
double life, but only one phase of it at a 
time! The seaside fellow must be out 
of water a good portion of his time to 
thrive, while the bay and river fellow- 
will die in summer and freeze in winter

IMPORTATION OF TORTOISES.

Thousands Sold Every Year as Guardians 
of English Kitchen Gardens.

Few people have any conception of 
the vast number of tortoises which are 
imported every year to be dispersed over 
the country. To say that from 30.000 
to 40,000, according to climatic condi­
tions, arrive here annually is by no 
means an exaggeration. Allowing 5000 
tor death and re-exportation, we get an 
average of 31,000 which remain iu the 
country during the year; in other words, 
one tortoise to every 31 square miles of 
the British islands, one person in every 
1400 possessing a tortoise.

“A cartload of monkeys” has long 
been a standing jest, but a “cartload of 
tortoises” is a reality. Packed in bar­
rels, boxes and crates, they are sent over 
here in consignments of from 1000 to 
3000 at a time, and. extraordinary as it 
may seem, the death rate is only about 
1 per cent, if in barrels and 1 in 300 if 
in cases. In size they vary from young­
sters 2 inches long aud weighing hardly 
an ounce to patriarchs 9 inches long and 
weighing more than 5 pounds. Two ex­
tra large specimens imported recently 
were 11 inches long, 8 inches and 7.5 
inches across the broadest part of the 
plastron, 20.5 inches and 16.5 inches 
round the shell latitudinally, and 27 
inches longitudinally, while they weighed 
respectively 7 pounds 2 ounces aud 5 
pounds 14 ounces.

Ever since Gilbert White immortalized 
bis pet tortoise these animals have been 
kept by many people as “destroyers of 
beetles and slugs and guardians of the 
kitchen garden,” a falsa idea that no 
amount of repudiation has been able to 
eliminate. Though they will eat snails 
with much relish they greatly prefer 
their owners’ choicest garden produce. 
Nevertheless a tortoise is the most pop­
ular of reptiles aud people will continue 
to keep them (so long as they do not 
make their escape—aud I - ave knowu 
one to surmount a four-foot wall with 
only creepers for a foothold). In this 
case there is no fear that the enormous 
demand will decrease, though whether 
the supply will ever give out and the 
price of tortoises go up is a question dif­
ficult to answer.—London Field.

RARE WASHINGTON RELIC.

Only One Known to Exist of Six Medal­
lions Made for Lafayette.

Mrs. F. Louis Mora of this city owns 
a Washington relic which, so far as is 
known, is the only one of its kind in ex­
istence. It is one of six medallions which 
were made to order for Gen. Lafayette. 
Before Lafayette took leave of the of­
ficers of his staff, says The Circle, he 
had these medallions made in Paris and 
presented them to the six officers imme­
diately under him. The five others have 
disappeared aud may have been de­
stroyed.

The oue in Mrs. Mora’s possession is 
made of cut glass bound by a heavy rim 
of solid gold, to which is attached a gold 
ring by which it may be suspended. Be­
tween the two layers of glass is a beau­
tifully modeled head of Washington, iu 
plaster, silvered.

Ou the reverse is the inscription, 
“Desprez. Rue des Recolets No. 2, a 
Paris Wasington.” Note the omission 
of the letter “h” in Washington.

The medallion came into Mrs. Mora’s 
possession through her great grand­
father. Lewis Compton, to whom it was 
presented soon after the Revolutionary 
war.

Seafaring Bottles.
The bottle containing a Christmas mes­

sage to his wife which a Grimsby fisher­
man threw overboard 150 miles from 
land, and which has just been washed 
ashore in Lincolnshire, is a short dis­
tance compared with many of its pre­
decessors. Some years ago a bottle was 
thrown up by the sea at Shetland which 
had traveled all the way from the Ber­
mudas, nearly 5000 miles distant; au- 
other bottle, which bad been flung into 
the sen off Nantucket shoal, was recov­
ered on the const of Argyllshire, 512 
days later, after a journey of 2587 
knots; and a third bottle, thrown over­
board from the steamer Sutherland, 
drifted 4000 knots in 181 days, the aver­
age daily drift being 22.1 knots. Other 
bottles have covered 1200 miles in 52 
days, 1900 miles in 78 days, and 190 
miles in 52 days, 1900 miles in 78 days, 
and 190 miles in 6 days, the quickest 
on record. Probably the longest drift of 
all was that of a bottle recovered on 
March 26, 1898, after covering 4700 
knots in 16 months, while a good prox­
imo nccessit was a bottle thrown into the 
sea in September, 1894, and recovered 
in May, 1897, after sailing 4500 knots 
at au average of 4% knots a day.—Dun­
dee Advertiser.

Under the sputtering bluish 
arc lights, amid endless clang and 
rumble, the produce of America came in. 
From the prairies, the mines and the 
mills, from the forests, the cotton plan­
tations, tobacco fields, orchards and vine­
yards, from the oil fields and meat pack­
ing bouses, from the grimy factories large 
and small: ponderous engines of steel, 
harvesters, reapers, automobiles, bars of 
silver and yellow bricks of gold, bales of 
cotton aud wool and bides and tobacco, 
meats, barrels of flour, and boxes of 
fruit, hogsheads of oil and casks of wine; 
tens of thousands of things and ma­
chines to make things—piled up on the 
wharf by the acre. And slill all night 
the teams clattered in and the tugs puffed 
up with the barges; and from hundreds 
of miles away the trains were rushing 
hither, bringing more boxes and barrels 
and bags to be packed in at the last 
moment.

In gangs at every hatchway the 400 
men were trundling, heaving, straining, 
a rough crowd, cursing and joking at 
the hoarse shouts of the foremen; while 
from the darkness outside, heavy black 
rope nets dropped down to gather gi­
gantic handfuls of cargo, swing them 
back up to the deck of the ship and then 
down iuto her hold. So all through the 
night and right up to the hour of sail­
ing the rush went on. For the great 
ocean liner's work is worth hundreds of 
thousands of dollars a month. And the 
ship must sail on time.—Ernest Poole, iu 
Everybody’s.
