Hoard Speaks for the Regents 
and Justice Winslow for the 

State-at-Large.

WAS TRUE FRIEND TO UNIVERSITY.

MADISON, Wis., Oct. 20.—Memorial 
exercises in honor of ex-Senator Wil­
liam F. Vilas were held in the armory 
at the University of Wisconsin today. 
The audience, which numbered nearly 
five thousand, consisted of regents, fac­
ulty, students and alumni of the univer­
sity and citizens of Madison. Ex-Gov. 
W. D. Hoard spoke on behalf of the 
regents, Chief Justice J. B. Winslow for 
the state. Prof. B. W. Jones for the col­
lege of law, and President C. R. Van 
Hise on behalf of the university.

After reviewing Col. Vilas’ almost 
continuous connection with the univer­
sity in one capacity or another from the 
time he entered as a preparatory stu* 
dent in 1852 until his death, fifty-six 
years later, and after pointing out the 
great service which he rendered his alma 
mater as professor of law and as a re­
gent, President Van Hise explained the 
provision for the endowment of over 
$30,000,000.

More Than Material Benefits.
“The benefits of Col. Vilas’ will are 

likely to influence the development of 
the university long before financial ad­
vantages are received.” said President 
Van Hise. “Those who have been striv­
ing for the construction of the university 
along the highest as well as the broad­
est lines now have the powerful moral 
support of ono of the ablest and most 
distinguished citizens that have lived in 
this state, of the man who by long study 
of educational problems In the university 
has the best right to speak as to its fu­
ture.

“The will of Col. Vilas is not merely a 
deed of gift of his property to the uni­
versity. it is a gift of his highest thought, 
matured through years of consideration 
of the educational problems of the state. 
It is indeed possible that this gift of his 
mind may be even greater in its influence 
upon the development of the university 
than the gift of his property. Thus. Col. 
Vilas' will is not merely a financial be­
quest. it is a profound state paper which 
is certain to influence perpetually the de­
velopment of higher education in thia 
commonwealth.

Cleveland’s Closest Adviser.
Judge Winslow then reviewed Mr. 

Vilas’ career as a soldier, as postmaster 
general and as secretary of the interior 
in President Cleveland’s first cabinet, 
and as senator, and paid high tribute to 
the ability that he displayed in each of 
these capacities. Of his work as a mem­
ber of the cabinet and speaker said:

“It is but the simple truth to say that 
Col. Vilas became one of President 
Cleveland's closest friends and advisers, 
if not indeed the very closest. While 
markedly different in many ways, they 
absolutely agreed in viewing public office 
as a sacred trust from the people, whose 
duties were to be performed with a sin­
gle eye to the public good. There were 
great questions before that council 
board, and there were great men there to 
meet them, but among all the President's 
advisers there were none endowed with 
higher abilities or greater grasp of mind 
than Col. Vilas. Perhaps no man in that 

I cabinet cun be said to have had a dom­
inating influence, for the President him­
self was ever dominent, but certain it is 
that no question was there debated 
which was not illuminated by his clear, 
logical, ami eloquent discussion of It. and 
upon very many questions his opinion 
was accepted as decisive.”

Provisions of Endowment.
“When the Vilas estate passes to the 

trustees for the university,” continued 
President Van Hise, “there is provision, 
first, for a theater, a memorial to the be­
loved son. Henry Vilas, who was gradu­
ated at the university in 1894. but who 
died at a nearly age. After providing 
for this memorial, half of the income 
goes for scholarships and fellowships, 
some of which may be traveling fellow­
ships; second, for the support of art and 
music; and, third, for the maintenance of 
ten research professorships with ade­
quate salaries and assistance.

’These research professorships, while 
not placed first in order, are placed ‘first 
in Importance among the purposes of the 
trust.’ ” pointed out Dr. Van Hise. “The 
(irovisions for their support, including 
iberal salaries, assistants, materials, a 

limited amount of instructional work, 
and relations with students, are an epi­
tome of the situation in the best Ger­
man universities, which are admitted to 
stand first among the institutions of the 
world in the advancement of knowledge. 
The accumulated university wisdom of 
the pa t century, Col. Vilas has concen­
trated in this great state document for 
the advancement of knowledge.”

Believed in University.
“Public sentiment revolts today, as it 

never did before, at selfishness, and hon­
ors as it never did before, the giving of 
life, fortune and great effort to the 
nourishment of the souls of men.” said 
ex-Gov. W. D. Hoard, president of the 
regents ‘The man whose memory we 
honor today has done great things for 
his state. Although distinguished as a 
lawyer, soldier, publicist and legislator, 
in none did he lay deeper and broader 
foundations for public esteem than in 
his relations with this university. 
Through it all from the day of his stu­
dentship to the crowning act of his life, 
every effort was marked by the spirit 
of glad sacrifice in its behalf and for its 
honor.

SUES SURETY COMPANY,
Insurance Commission Starts Action to 

Recover Amount of Bond on Belle­
ville Bank Cashier.

MADISON, Wis., Oct. 20-—[Special.] 
—Suit was filed today in the office of 
Insurance Commissioner George E. Bee- 
dle against the National Surety company 
of New York city to recover the amount 
of its surety bond on the Citizens’ State 
bank of Belleville. The suit grows out 
of the recent alleged shortage of Cashier 
E. C. Story The bank held the surety 
company’s bond for the period from 
September. 1!MM>, to the time when the 
shortage was discovered. The bond was 
designed to indemnify the bank against 
any dishonesty by the cashier up to the 
amount of $10,000. The company now 
assumes it is not liable under the bond.

KENOSHA. Wis., Oct. 20.—[Special.] 
—Four men were literally cooked to 
death on board the steam barge Maggie 
Marshall of Manistee, Mich, in mid­
lake off Kenosha at 10 o’clock last night 
when a steam pipe in the enginee room 
broke and the escaping steam burned 
the men to death before they could make 
their way out of the engine room. The 
list of the dead is not known at this 
time, as the three members of the crew 
who reached Kenosha just after 11 
o’clock this morning after swimming a 
mile against a north wind could not give 
their names.

Chief Engineer Killed.
It is known that one of the dead men 

is Chief Engineer John Peterson of 
Manistee, while the others were his as­
sistants in the engine rooms. All of the 
bodies were cooked to a crisp. The Ke­
nosha lifesaving crew in charge of Capt. 
Flountain, left for the vessel at noon but 
it is not expected that they will return 
with the dead until late this afternoon.

Steam Pipe Bursts.
The accident was one of the most hor­

rible ever reported on this portion of 
the Great Lakes, and the story of the 
survivors is a terrible one. The barge 
left Chicago light at 5 o’clock last night 
in charge of Capt. Andrew A. Olesen of 
Manistee, one of the best known captains 
on the lake. There was a crew of thir­
teen men on board and as they were on 
their last trip of the season they had 
been making merry on board. The men 
had made no move to retire for the 
night, but had planned to spend a night 
of gaiety in anticipation of their reach­
ing home today.

Just after 10 o’clock when the boat 
was in mid-lake thirty miles east of 
Kenosha the steam pipe burst, causing 
a terrible noise like an explosion. The 
main valve of the engine was blown into 
the stairway and the men on the upper 
part of the steamer at once closed down 
the hatches in an effort to prevent all 
of the members of the crew being killed.

Bodies Are Recovered.
No sound came from the engine room 

in the hold of the boat. The captain and 
the crew knew that their companions 
must have met a terrible death, but none 
dared to venture into the engine room on 
account of the escaping steam. The boat 
was anchored at once and the bells start­
ed going and at the same time a flag of 
distress was hung up. but no aid came to 
the vessel.

At dawn this morning Cnpt. Oleson 
led the men into the engine room and 
three of the dead bodies were brought 
up. The body of the fireman, the last 
victim, was found in the fireman’s hold. 
The skin was simply cooked from the 
bodies. After the dead bodies had been 
laid out as decently as possible on the 
main hatch the members of the crew 
awaited the coming of aid and at 10 
o’clock when no aid came it was decided 
to draw cuts to see who should make 
an effort to reach the shore through the 
terrific sea. The fate fell to N. C. 
Thompson, mate; Otto Falk, wheels­
man, and Olex Fresstrem, a deck hand.

Men Swim Ashore.
Taking their lives in their hands they 

left in the yawl for the beach n mile and 
a half away. They had gone less than a 
quarter of a mile when the boat turned 
turtle and they were forced to swim the 
rest of the distance to the beach. They 
reached the shore exhausted and found 
their way to a farm house, where they 
told a part of their terrible story. Later 
they came to Kenosha and notified the 
lifesaving crew.

BIG LIZARD IS FOUND
Remains of Pre-Historic Animal Forty 

Feet Long and Twenty-two Feet 
High Unearthed in Montana.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Oct. 20—In­
vestigation made by officers of the Pub­
lic Health and Marine hospital service 
into a recent outbreak of typhoid fever 
in Georgetown, this city, disclosed that 
a woman milker at a neighboring dairy, 
who had typhoid fever eighteen years 
ago, still throws off in her ejecta virile 
typhoid fever bacilli, and was the re­
sponsible agent in spreading the disease. 
With one exception this is the first con­
siderable outbreak of typhoid fever in 
the United States traced through milk 
to such a carrier. The examination de­
veloped large numbers of typhoid bacill. 
in the ejecta of the woman, although 
she apparently was enjoying good 
health ,

Surgeon-General Wyman states that 
this case establishes that at least 2 per 
cent, of all recovered eases of typhoid 
fever become bacilli carriers for a longer 
or shorter period, even while otherwise 
enjoying good health.

The remains of a pre-historic animal

ICE DEALS DESCRIBED
POOL IN STOCK TOLD BY WITNESS 

IN MORSE TRIAL.

Tell of Belief in American Company, 
Borrow Large Sums of Money and

Securities Drop.

NEW YORK. Oct. 20.—In the trial of 
of Charles W. Morse and A. H. Curtis 
in the United States cotnV Judge Hough 
presiding, for alleged violation of the na­
tional banking laws in the management 
of the National Bank of North America, 
Wesley M Oler, president of the Ameri­
can Ice company, today resumed his tes­
timony, which was interrupted by the ad­
journment of court yesterday. The sub­
ject under immediate investigation was 
the pool in stock of the ice company in 
which Morse, Charles M. Schwab, John 
W. Gates. John F. Carroll and others 
were interested.

Oler told of two transactions in this 
stuck in which he had ventured on

Morse's promise to “carry*’ his account. 
At the time the witness was indebted 
to the National Bank of North America 
and the New Amsterdam Bank, another 
Morse institution. In one of these deals 
Oler gave his note for $45,500, secured 
by 1000 shares of stock. This deal was 
closed at a profit of $00,000, which sum 
was credited against his Indebtedness to 
the National Bank of North America. 
The second transaction was in 2900 
shares and Oler's note In this instance 
was for $141,000 with the stock as col 
lateral, deposited with the bank last I 
named.

The witness said that he could not 
have paid the note, and that Morse was 
fully informed as to his financial condi­
tion. Ou cross-examination, Mr. Oler 
said he had been president of the ice 
company since 1904. receiving a salary 
of $24,000 a year. He agreed with the 
lawyer for the defense that the year 
1906 had been a prosperous one for the 
ice company, as it had earned 10 per 
cent, on Its total capitalization of $20.- 
000.000 and paid a quarterly dividend of 
IVi per cent, that fall. Like Mr. Morse, 
he thought the future of the ice com­
pany was promising.

Mr. Oler said he regarded the figure 
$33,000,000 which represented the Amer­
ican Ice company’s good will, patent 
rights, etc., as excessive.

OCEAN FISH IN RIVER.
Water from Gulf of Mexico Backs Up in

END OF LAND LOTTERY SEES MAGIC 
GROWTH OF COMMUNITY.

Dallas Buildings Are Placed on Wheels 
and Carted to Most Favorable 

Sites in Tripp County.

DALLAS. S. D., Oct. 22.—The draw­
ing for farms in the Tripp county lottery 
was finished last night when the number 
6000 was removed. Today Judge Wit­
ten and his clerks began the work of as­
sorting the 108,000 unlucky applications 
and comparing them with those which 
drew prizes in order to determine any 
applicants who had registered twice. If 
any are found among the prize winners, 
they will be barred from filing.

Last night and today the work of 
moving the “rush” buildings which have 
lined the main street for the past three 
weeks to the new townsite in Tripp 
county made a unique spectacle. The 
buildings are on wheels and eight horses 
were hitched to each and a forced march 
over the prairies began, each owner in­
tent upon securing the best location in 
the town of his choice.

HOLD BIG FLOWER SHOW
Many New Chrysanthemums Entered in 

Exhibits at Chicago Coliseum from
November 6 to 14.

CHICAGO, Ill., Oct. 22.—A chrysan­
themum named iu honor of Miss Jane 
Addams, the Chicago settlement worker, 
will be one of the attractions * at the 
flower show to be held in the Coliseum 
in this city, November 6 to 14. II. W. 
Buckbee of Rockford, Ill., originated the 
new variety and Miss Addams was re­
quested last week to allow her name to 
be given it. She replied expressing tie­
light at the privilege. The flower is 
described by its originator as a beautiful 
bright rose pink, the reverse of the 
petals shaded silver. Its blossoms arc 
enormous, and are of the “reflexing Jap­
anese” type which has a shaggy ap­
pearance.

The flower will come in competition 
with a host of new blooms from the east 
and abroad, many of which are chris­
tened iu houor of wealthy society wom­
en. Oue of the finest exhibits will be 
a display of chrysanthemums of the va­
riety named in honor of Mrs. Morton 
F. Plant. This variety was originated 
by Charles H. Totty of Madison, N. J., 
and named in honor of Mrs. Plant, the 
wife of the Florida millionaire who has 
a large country home in Madison.

Chrysanthemums give promise of be­
ing the favorite flower at the big flower 
show. A. dozen new varieties which 
are claimed by their originators to sur­
pass all previous productions have been 
evolved in the past year. There will be 
many exhibits from England, Australia 
and all parts of America. An Italian 
flower garden will be one of the unique 
features. It will occupy the center of 
the floor and in its center will he four 
massive pergolas, each seventy-two feet 
long, twelve feet wide and about ten 
feet high. Over these will twine wild 
smilax. Around them will be broad 
stretches of lawn with clumps of giant 
chrysanthemum plants, huge ferns, etc.

MANY FILIPINOS
HEROISM OF TWO ARMY MEN AND 

POSTMASTER ACCOUNTS FOR 
RESCUE OF 100.

TAKE BOAT INTO THE FLOOD.

Swim from House to House and Carry 
Victim After Victim to Some 

Place of Safety.

FEAR CROPS ARE DESTROYED.

MANILA, Oct. 22.—Additional details 
of the damage wrought in the Cagayan 
valley by the typhoon of October 12, in­
dicate that loss of life in the disaster 

■ will reach 500. At Aparri, where a 
thrilling rescue of a hundred natives was 
effected through the heroism of Lieut. 
Robert Clark, Lieut. Tredway, and 
Postmaster Foss, the survivors say that 
300 residents of the submerged fishing 

। village, which is located some distance 
! below Aparri, were swept away and 
drowned.

I The three Americans, aided by one 
Filipino volunteer, were informed of the 
danger that threatened the village and 
managed to reach it by boat. Approach­
ing the shore in a series of short rushes 

i between breakers that threatened at any 
moment to swamp their frail craft, the 
rescuers found scores of natives clinging 

: to the poles of their wrecked habita- 
j lions.

Officers Have to Swim.
I _ Lieut. Clark and Tredway, carrying 
lines from the boat, fought their way 
through the breakers and swimming 
from house, to house in the flood water, 
saved the lives of about 100 men. wom­
en and children. So thorough was their 
work that all but six of those living 
when the boat reached the village were 
saved. The half dozen unfotunates in 
question were swept away by the force 
°f Jh® water while the Americans were 
striving to reach them. More than 
fifty bodies were recovered in this local­
ity.

Crops May Be Lost.
It is reported that many were drowned 

at Ilagan and that the town was almost 
entirely destroyed. It is feared that the 
flood has seriously damaged the crops of 
the islands. The principal supply and 
the best quality of Philippine tobacco is 
grown in the Cagayan district where two 
plantations report serious damage-

Up to the present time there has been 
no communication established with other 
sections where the condition of the crop

WRITES ABOUT DEATH.
Entries in Notebook Found on Body of 

Victim of Privation Tell of Im­
pending Doom to Miner.

LOS ANGELES, Cal., Oct. 22.—"Wa­
ter; if I could only find water.”

“I’m suffering terribly from hunger. 
Today I ate some green brush, but I 
can't go any more. I wonder how long 
it will take to die.”

These entries in the notebook of B. T. 
Pratt, whose body was found on the 
desert in Inyo county by two prospec- 

j tors, give pathetic evidence of the suf­
fering the man underwent as he watched 
the approach of death far from human 

s habitation.
G. W. Lewis and S. E. Shattuck are 

the prospectors who have just returned 
from a trip through the Argus moun- 

; tains in Inyo county. Pratt had been 
dead nearly two months. He evidently 
was trying to reach the mountains, 
where he knew he would find food of a 
sort and water in abundance, but with­
in sight of his refuge he gave out and 
could go no farther.

Pratt was 60 years old. He had 
thrown away his prospecting tools, his 
blankets and even his canteen iu the 
effort to beat death to the mountains. 
The notebook found by the prospectors 
was the only evidence to show who the 
desert’s victim was.

| The entries in the book were scribbled 
I and began only when the man found he 
' was in danger of dying. It tells the 
story of a fierce struggle and of the

Explorer Tells President He Will Let Ice 
Packs Carry Him.

WASHINGTON. D. C.. Oct. 22— 
Evelyn B. Baldwin, the explorer, intends 
to drift in search of the north pole. He 
has been studying the tides and currents, 
and told the President that the Jeanette 
expedition and the records made by later 
arctic parties convinced him that drifting 
with the ice floes is a simple and feasible 
method of reaching the pole.

It has been repeatedly demonstrated 
that ice packs, not icebergs, follow a 
regular current from Bering straits to 

I Greenland. He plans to go north by 
steamer, as Peary is doing now, and 
when his ship is surrounded by ice he 
will transfer his supplies and fuel to the 
ice and wait for the breaking up in the 
spring.

He will have about twenty-five men 
with him. and should his ship be crushed 

' in the ice he will divide his forces into 
small groups and send them adrift on 

I different floes. In this way, he says, 
I the discovery of the pole would be a cer­
tainty.

This declaration was made 
in the presence of a large circle of ad­
mirers. The ex-champion spurned an in- 

j citation for a mixture which had been 
especially prepared for him, with ten 
drops of whisky and a quantity of selt­
zer.

When the ex-champion returned to his 
Boston home iast winter after an ab­
sence of several years on the road it was 
noticed that a great change had come 
over him. In many respects he was the 
same “John L.” ns of old. glad to shake 
hands with his old friends and willing to 
give his opinion at great length and 
with oratorical flourish on any subject 
whatsoever. But before ho was many 
hours in town it was noticed that he was 
not the spendthrift Sullivan of old. In 
fact, it was whispered about town that 
John was becoming somewhat "near” in 
his old age.

I The fact of the matter is that Sullivan, 
ifter squandering fortune after fortune, 
has become strongly imbued with the 

| spirit of New England thrift. Ever since 
I he parted friendship with “John Barley* 
1 corn” Sullivan has been making money 
and some say that he has been making 
a great deal of it. Some estimate his 
present fortune as well along in five fig­
ures. However this may be it appears 
unlikely that he will be in need of any 

, of the old-time benefits if he continues 
to follow his present course.

Sullivan's career, so far ns money­
making enters into it, has been a marvel­
ous one. There are few men who have 
had more opportunities to accumulate a 
fortune. All kinds of estimates have 
been made of his winnings while in the 
fighting game, and the most conservative 

' of these agree that from the time he 
met Joe Goss in 1880 until he lost the 
championship to Corbett he had received 
and spent not less than a million dollars. 
His earnings ranged from a $25,000 
purse to $100 or $1000 for the simple 
use of his name, either for advertising 
purposes or to boom some theatrical 
combination.

■ capacity is much less than when he was 
in his prime, it is safe to say that he is 
far better off financially at the end of 
each year.

An Interesting Political Poster 
“Read This BetoreYou Vote.”

A poster is being distributed about 
the state that is unique in a political 
way. The head line in bold type is 
“Read This Before You Vote.” It 
presents no man’s picture and points 
the promises and goods points of no 
candidate. But it docs point out in 
a very forcible way the importance 
of the good roads amendment to our 
state constitution.

fhe Good Roads Association is an 
organization chiefly of farmers formed 
with the sole purpose of pushing the 
cause of better roads in Wisconsin. 
Realizing that ours is the last state 
to have a constitutional provision 
forbidding the state to aid the farm­
ers in road building they are doing 
everything possible to present the 
i nportance ol this amendment to the 
voters.

The poster states that this amend­
ment is not confined to only oik par­
ty but that progressive men of ali 
parties fa vor it. It states that reso­
lutions favoring the amendment have 
Incn passed by the State Organiza­
tion of the Equity Society, the State 
Grange, the Agricultural Expeiiment 
station, and every other important 
state farmers’ society. In addition 
the State Press Associ tion and the 
State Rural Carriers’ Association have 
passed resolutions favoring it.

The difficulty with getting this 
amendment passed is that, like all 
amendmentsit attracts little attend 
tion. It is at the bottom of a long' 
ballot and after the voter has put 
crosses after the names of all ‘he men I 
he wants to see elected he is almost 
sure to fold up his ballot and hand 
it in. The voters who vote a straight 
ticket also fail to vote for the amend­
ment.

The poster cuds with the request ■ 
“Don’t forget to vote. Mark a crors 
after ‘Yes’ the first thing you do in > 
the voting booth.” Every thought-: 
ful voter should make resolve to do ; 
this. Wisconsin should not be be-1 
hind its neighbors, and behind every

other progressive state in the build­
ing °f good roads. The history of 
road building shows that nocountrv 
has ever attained good roads until 
some large unit of government has 
taken the matter up and helped the 
local people pay for them.

“The Good Old Days.”

OLDEST LONDON POLICE CELL.
Supposed to Be More Than 300 Years 

Old—Underground Passage.
Behind a building known as the Old 

Courthouse, Wellclose square, Stepney, 
stand what are .said to be the oldest 
police cells in London, and under these 

i is the entrance to a subway believed to 
i have once led to the tower, nearly a mile 
i distant.
' This subterranean passage is now 
i blocked up, and at the entrance there 
j stands a skeleton.
I The building was formerly known as 
. the High Court of Liberty and is sup­
posed to be over 300 years old. The 
courthouse is now the home of the Ger­
man Oak club, and the fine apartment 
in which trials took place is used for 
dancing, while the adjoining rooms pro­
vide accommodation for billiards.

A winding stone staircase leads to the 
two cells at the rear of the courthouse. 
At the top of the stairs is a massive 
and strongly barred door, with a peep­
hole in it. This leads to the first of the 
apartments. The only light which pene­
trates these dens comes through grat­
ings high up against the ceiling, and each 

l is fitted with a shutter, by means of 
which the cells can be plunged into dark­
ness.

Nearly half the floor space in each 
room is filled by a wooden bed, and at-' 
tached to the walls are the rusty chains 
with which the prisoners were manacled. 
Another object to be seen is a strait-' 
jacket of stiff canvas with Iron rings 
which can be fastened to the chains. '

Muy names, inscriptions and pictures 
are carved on the wooden walls. One 
can still read the name of Edward Burk, 
who is said to have been hanged for 
murder. Close by Is carved “Edward 
Ray, December 2*, 1858;” and another 
inscription runs, “Francis Brittain, 
June 27. 1758. Pray remember the poor 
debtors.”

On the floor of the first cell can be dis­
tinguished the squares of a chessboard, 
cut in the solid oak. Over the door be­
tween the two cells can be traced the 
words, “The rule of the house is a gallon 
of beer,” and just below, in neater char­
acters, are the words, “John Burn came 
in April 11, 1751.”

One prisoner broke into verse thus:
The cup Is empty, 

To our sorrow;
But hope it will 

Be filled tomorrow.
Another prisoner signed himself 

“James Carr, smuggler, 1787.” The pic-, 
torial efforts include churches, a crude 
representation of the Tower of London, 
an anchor and the triple emblem of the 
rose, shamrock and thistle.

Running under the roadway of Well- 
close square is a dungeon lined with 
brickwork a foot thick.—London Evening 
Standard.

TO POOL ALL TOBACCO.
Wisconsin Society of Equity Will Have 

4,500,000 Pounds to Dispose of 
This Year.

MADISON. Wis.. Oct. 22.—[Special.] ' 
—After arranging for a tobacco pool of 
nearly 4,500,000 pounds, over three times 
the amount handle*! last year, the tobac- । 
co branch of the Wisconsin Society of 
Equity adjourned its three days’ ses­
sion here today. It was ehown that last ; 
year 1,500,000 pounds of tobacco was 
pooled and President Holmes of the so- I 
ciety declared that a higher price was re­
ceived than under the regular system <’f 
selling. There already has been pledged I 
for the pool over 2,000,000 pounds of ; 
tobacco.

The society, in adopting its constitu- j 
tion, took action which will preclude , 
from membership, all members who raise ' 
tobacco and refuse to pool it. This may 
keep out W. C. McCarthy of Evansville, 
one of the wealthiest tobacco raisers iu j 
the state, who intimated he was going ; 
D purchase more tobacco and did not 
care to place it in a pool, where he would 
be unable to sell if it became necessary 
to realize upon it at once. It was ar­
ranged this morning that the society 
shall insure all tobacco placed in the pool 
and make arrangements at a bank so 
that a members pooling, can get credit 
on his crop to the extent of 50 per cent, 
of its value.

It is believed the board of directors 
will appoint II. E. Holmes, the retiring j 
president of the society, as general man- ' 
ager and salesman to attend to the pool- j 
ing and to dispose of the crop at a price 
fixed by the society. Twelve cents a , 
pound will probably be the minimum 
price decided upon.

Condition as Result of Being Chased 
by Ferocious Bull.

HUDSON. Wis., Oct. 22.—[Special.] .

It Is thought probable that the original 
horn dance was a festivity of deer steal­
ers after a maiden assize, the proceeds 
being divided among the poor of Need- 
wood Forest.—London Standard.

MUNICIPAL DISPENSARY.
Economies in Treatment of the Poor Ef­

fected in Houston.
The city of Houston, Tex., has a mu­

nicipal dispensary representing an in­
vestment of $125, at wholesale figures. 
There are two rooms—one 12x12, where 
patients and persons needing medicine 
are received, and one Gxl2, where sup­
plies are kept and prescriptions pre­
pared. A dispensary clerk, together 
with the city health physician and an­
other doctor, care for all those applying 
fur assistantce. at a minimum cost. Com­
missioner James A. Thompson, chief of 
the health, water and light department, 
is authority for the statement that, 
whereas under the o i method of con­
tracting with local druggists the city's 
bill for drugs used often to amount to 
$150 anil sometimes to as much as $300 
a month, now’ $50 will keep the supply 
of drugs replenished for a whole year. 
At the same time people are kept out 
of the hospital by a little preliminary 
care on the part of the city physician 
with his dispensary; and whereas hos­
pital bills—the city has no hospital of 
its own—used to run between $200 and 
$500 a month, now, by special care and 
an arrangement with the Sisters’ hos­
pital, whereby each patient costs only 
$18.60 a month, the monthly limit of 
$150 is never exceeded.

School children are vaccinated free, 
except that a fee of 10 cents is charged 
for the vaccine point, and from 1000 to 
1500 children a year are treated. Be­
fore the city began its free service the 
regular doctor’s fee for vaccinating was 
$1.

These improvements and economies 
have been realized since the change to 
commission form of government.—Mu­
nicipal Journal.
