HOTEL WAS A HISTORIC BUILDING.

TOPEKA. Kan., Jan. 14.—The Cope-
land hotel. a famous stopping place for
legisiators and politicians and situated
at Ninth and Kansas avenues, one block
kfrom the state capitol, was destroyed by
fire that started shortly after 4 o'clock
this morning.

Every room was occupied, the guests
numbering about 100, among them being
many persons of prominence through-
out the state. The flames burned with
such remarkable rapidity that most of

Likewise made a sgnsatimml escape, Me-
Nall was sleeping in a room on the third
floor in the front part of the building. Ip
the room with him was a suitease con-
taining $50,000 of Kansas municipal
bonds, the property of a fraternal or-
ganization and just purchased for it by
a committee of which MeNall was a
member. MeNall waited patiently in
the front window of his room while tle
fireman and ?u-ctaturs below were mak-
ing frantic efforts to get a ladder up to
the window. The first ladder was too
short. A fireman had in the meantime
reached a fire escape ten feet from the
window ledge. There he waited until
another ladder was sent up to him.
Holding this across the gap, the fireman
supported MeNall  while the latter
climbed to the first ladder, and to safety.
MeNall first had thrown his treasared
suitecase to the ground. Mr. MeNall
said:

“I guess 1 was lucky all right. I was
one of the first ones out of the build-

ing.”
Hangs from Window Ledge.

Thomas Benton Murdock, the veteran
editor of the Eldorado Republican, oc-
cupied a room on the south side of the
fourth floor. As soon ps he was awak-
ened by the cries of fire, he opened the
door to the hallway but when a cloud of
smoke poured into the room, he closed
the door quickly and eclimbed out of the
window. Omnece outside he pulled down
the window to prevent being suffocated
by the smoke and hung suspended from
the ledge. Soon his roommate handed
a blanket out of the window. Down
this improvised ladder Editor Murdock
slid, finally dropping to the roof of an
adjoining building. He was not hurt.

Is Carried Down Ladder.

Oldest Hotel in State.

The Copeland hotel was of brick con-
struction, four stories in height. It was
one of the oldest hosteleries in the state.
It had a roomy lobby and wide hallways
and was plentifully supplied with fire
escapes. The main stairway, however,
was built around the elevator and the
flames shooting up the shaft soon shut
off this means of escape. Every room
was occupied, the guests being made up
principally of members of the Legisla-
ture, their families and cother prominem
persons in the state here to attend the
opening of the sixteenth biennial session.

The fire started in the lower part of
the building a - few minutes after 4
o'clock from some cause as yet unknown,
The flames shot up quickly and before
an alarm could be turned in, were fast
making their way up the wide corridors
and filling the open spaces with smoke.
When the fire zpparatus arrived on the
scene it was apparent that the structure
was doomed.

A dozen guests appeared at the upper
windows, prepared to jump, when
pressed too hard by the Hames, while
others made their way through the halls

and down to the street through the
dense smoke or clambered down the
fire escapes. The firemen were unable
to make any headway in fighting the

flames and presently guests began jump-
ing from the windows on all sides. For-
tunately the ground was covered with
enow and this partially broke their falls.
But few were able to save their per-
sonal belongings. Within an hour after
the fire started the hotel was a com-
plete loss, only the walls remaining.
Guests Are Awakened.

Henry Wills, the colored porter, was
the first to learn of the fire. A mo-
ment later William Jenkins, the night
watchman, and Wills begun a system-

Ex-Gov. G. W. Flick was carried
down a ladder from the third floor and
escaped without injury. -
Mayor A. M. Fuller, assistant post-
waster of Topeka, escaped injury by
climbing down a fire escape from the
fourth floor. He was elad oniy in his
night robe and was unable to save any
of his belongings. Ex-State Senator
Lamb of Hale's Center had a miraculous
escape. Senator Lamb-was on the third
floor. He tied two sheets together and
let himself down past the second floor.
From there he dropped. The fall broke
his right wrist.

~ W. Y. Morgan, a member of the Legis-
islature and editor of the Hutchinson
News, and his wife were among the
guests.  Both eseaped with their lives,
but Mrs. Morgan sustained a painful in-

jury.

Describes Their Escape.
Mr. Morgan later said:
“Mrs. Morgan and myself were in the
southeast corner, on the fourth floor.
When we awoke the rooms and the halls
were filled with smoke and flames. It
was impossible to escape through the
hall and there was no fire escape at our
windows. I secured a blanket and as I
held it out of the window, Mrs. Morgan
slipped down it to the room of an ad-
jorning building, one floor below ours. 1
followed her, jumping. From the roof
we reached the ground by means of a
ladder. Mrs. Morgan's ankle was brok-
en py the fall to the roof, but she is
resting easily. I was uninjured. The
hall was crowded with guests and it is
a micracle that many did not lose their
lives.”

I. E. Lambert, of Emporia, who is be-
lieved to have been burned to death,
and whose body probably is In the ruins,
was one of the best known men in the
state. For eight years he was postmas-
ter at Emporia and for four years he
was United States district attorney for
the eastern district of Kansas.

The only one of the guests whose condi-
tion is regarded as serious is A. W. Smith
of McPherson, former department com-
mander of the Grand Army of the Repub-
lic for Kansas and once a candidate
for governor on the Republican ticket.
Smith and H. A. Rowland, also of Me-
Therson, were sleeping in a room on the
fourth floor, near the south side of the
building. There was little chance for
their receiving outside aid, so the two
made a ladder out of their bed clothes
and suspended it from the window. Each
in turn descended as far as possible on
the rope ladder and dropped to the
ground. Smith crashed into an area-
way, striking on a railing. He sustained
n broken ankle and internal injuries.
Rowland followed Smith down the lad-
der and also fell. He was picked up un-
conscions, and both were taken to the
hospital. There it was found that
Bmith's condition was serious. Rowland
suffered three ribs broken.

Begin Work of Harnessing Pesh-
tigo River Water Power,

APPLETON, Wis,, Jan. 14.—[Spe |
cial.]—What is probably the bigges:
water power development in the middle
west since the construction of the gi
gantic paper mill at Watab, Minn., wil
be the harnessing of the Peshtigo rivei|
at High Falls, also known as Johnsox
or the Twin Falls, fourteen miles from |
Crivitz, in Stephenson township, Mari |
nette county, by the Northern Hydro
Electric eompany.

The company, which was organizec
less than a year ago, by Frank H. Joss
Iyn, of Oshkosh, has just awarded con
tracts amounting to practically $1,000,
000 for the construction of a dam, pow
er house and equipment to carry the elee
tric power from the plant to Green Bay
where it will furnish the power for the
Green Bay Traction company.

The bids have just been awarded and
the work is to begin as soon as the crews
can be organized and the materia
shipped. The contract for the construe
tion of the big dam and power house
wns awarded to the Bates-Rogers com-
pany of Chicago. The Aermotor com-
pany of Chicago got the contract for the
steel towers, and the John A. Roeblings
Sons’ company, was awarded the con
tract for the 650,000 pounds of copper
wire. The Allis-Chalmers company of
Milwaukee will furnish the geperators
and turbines and the contract for the
cement went to the Sandusky Portland
Ctment company.

HUMUS BURNED OUT.

Effect of Forest Fires Upon Vegetation
and Soil Fertility.

The real loss is far greater than any
estimate shows, based upon the amount
of timber consumed and the value of the
property of the settler and the houses
and improvements of villages and towns.
The greatest loss, probably, is ene that
is mever taken into account—the loss of
young trees and the loss in humus.

After one of these terrible conflagra-
tions have swept over a timber slashing
not a living thing of vegetation is left.
Nature has to begin again the work of
furnishing protection for the naked
earth; years must elaps8 before the
traces of the dreary desolation are hid-
den. The farmer who returns to rebuild
his bome upon the ashes is without ma-
terial for building or fencing, and soon
be is without material for living except
what he buys.

But the loss of humus is a far grearer
loss. The vegetable matter so abundant
on the surface of the soil in n new eoun-
try is devoured by the flames. The top
soil with all that is contains is turned
into ashes. For two or three years good
crops may follow because of the abund-
ance of ashes Iying over the soil, but the
stimulating effect of these is soon lost.
The area thus burned over will not re-
cover what It lostt by such . conflagra-

jon in a score of years, or in a period

The Andromeda Nebula.

One of the most astonishing objects
fn the heavens, especially when photo-
graphed, is the great nebmla in the
constellation Andromeda, which is vis-
ible as a misty speck to the naked eye.
It has long puzzled astronomers, be-
cause while its structure—a series of
vast rings surrounding a central mass
—suggests a gaseous constitution, its
spectrum Is continuous, resembling
that of the sun. It has been suggested
that it may be composed of stars con-
stituting a universe external to ours.
Recent studies of its parallax, how-
ever, indicate that it is nearer to us
than some of the well known stars,
such as Capella, and Mr. J. Ellard
Gore, the English astronomer, points
out that If the Andromeda nebula
were assumed to be an external uni-
verse, having a dlameter comparable
with that of the Milky way,
would be forty mlilion million million
times the mass of the sun. This is
regarded as Incredible and so may be
taken as an additional argument in
favor of the view that this nebula is
a member of our system.—Youth's
Companion.
