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CONGRESS IN SESSION.
In the Senate.

With the exception of a brief time 
given to the general calendar, the Sen­
ate devoted the entire session on the 
25th to the consideration of the railroad 
bill. Senator La Follette occupied the 
floor for almost tire hours in support of 
the Cummins amendment requiring the 
approval of the increases in railroad 
rates by the interstate commerce com­
mission. In the course of his speech 
he declared that it would be necessary 
to add greatly to the equipment of the 
commission in order to put it into con­
dition to render effective service.

The Senate on the 26th by a vote of 29 
to 43 rejected the Cummins amendment 
requiring the approval of railroad rates 
by the interstate commerce commission 
before they become effective. It also 
adopted an amendment providing for six 
months extension of the 120 days’ sus­
pension of new rates and regulation in 
case the hearing is not concluded with­
in the time. The capitalization provi­
sions were stricken from the bill.

The Senate failed on the 27th to reach 
a final vote on the railroad bill. Senator 
Dixon moved an amendment placing tele­
graph and telephone lines under the 
jurisdiction of the interstate commerce 
commission. This provision had no 
sooner been adopted, though in different 
form, than Senator Brown of Nebraska 
offered an amendment prohibiting rail­
roads from acquiring control of compet­
ing lines under a penalty. Unwilling 
to accept so important an amendment 
without more opportunity for considera­
tion. the Senate adjourned.

The Senate on the 2Sth laid aside the 
railroad bill to listen to a personal ex­
planation by Senator Lorimer of Illinois 
of the charges of corruption in connec­
tion with his election. He made general 
denial of the accusations and introduced 
a resolution directing the committee on 
privileges and elections to make an in­
vestigation. The resolution was referred 
to the committee on contingent expenses. 
The remainder of the day was devoted to 
eulogies on the life of the late Represen­
tative James M. Griggs of Georgia.

With the exception of the adoption of 
an amendment (offered by Mr. Cummins) 
shifting to railroad companies the burden 
of proving the reasonableness of increases 
in rates, and the rejection of the Brown 
amendment prohibiting the consolidation 
of competitive railroad lines, the Senate’s 
consideration of the railroad bill on the 
31st was confined to discussion.

During the day Senator Cummins took 
occasion to announce that he and other 
progressive senators would vote for the 
bill as amended.

Early in the day Senator Owen deliv­
ered a set speech in support of his reso­
lution for the election of senators by di­
rect vote of the people.

In the House.
The House considered various bill on 

its calendar on the 25th. Measures were 
passed to provide a railroad in the Ha­
waiian islands and to build Nome, 
Alaska, a house of detention for per­
sons suspected of being insane. Mr. 
Olmstead of Pennsylvania explained at 
length the bill to provide a new civil 
government for Porto Rico.

Because the President exceeded his 
traveling expense allowance of $25,000 
voted by Congress for the present fiscal 
year and the committee on appropria­
tions sought to meet the deficiency by 
making the appropriation for next year 
“immediately available.” the House on 
the 26th was thrown into lively debate. 
Chairman Tawney offended several Dem­
ocrats by suggesting that the President 
had made his extended western and 
southern trip largely upon the urgent so­
licitation of Democrats of the House. 
Several Democrats made angry retorts 
and the motion was defeated.

The House on the 27th twice rejected 
amendments by Mr. Keliher of Massa­
chusetts to authorize canteens at sol­
diers' homes where such institutions are 
within five miles of a town or city in 
which the sale of liquor is authorized. 
It appropriated $1,500,000 for state and 
territorial homes for disabled soldiers 
and sailors and refused to move from 
New A ork city to Washington or any­
where else the board of managers of the 
national homes for disabled volunteer 
soldiers.

The House devoted virtually the entire 
day on the 28th to consideration of the 
sundry civil appropriation bill. Led by 
Democrats it curtailed the appropriation 
for the protection of the public domain, 
cutting in half the amount authorized to 
be used in bringing the work up to date, 
and prohibited the use of any of the 
money to meet the existing sufficiency. 
The bill was not completed.

In the House nearly the entire session 
on the 31st was consumed by a discus­
sion relating to appropriations to make 
effective recent legislation creating a bu­
reau of mines and mining. Up to the 
time of adjournment $488,000 had been 
appropriated for this purpose.

THE “HAIR SEAL.”

Large Catch Cannot Influence Market 
for Furs.

Recently in the New York Sun ap­
peared an article asserting that the seal 
fishery just end'd was the most valuable 
in thirty years and that between 300.000 
and 400,000 seals had been caught. 
These seals are what are known as “hair 
seals,” being devoid of fur and covered 
Yith coarse, bristly hair. They are 
”-orth from $2 to $3 each and are prin- 
'ipally used for leather. The “fur seal” 
n^d in the manufacture of sealskin gar­
ments is an entirely different animal and 
is exceptionally scarce: the fine skins 
commanding over $100 each at tne pres­
ent time. The contract between the 
United States government and the 
Alaska Commercial company relative t-> 
the taking of seals on the Pribiloff 
islands having expired, the government 
has decided for the preservation of the 
seals on these islands not to renew the 
contract, consequently the principal 
source of supply for “fur seals’’ will be 
cut off for a number of years. That the 
buying public may be properly informed 
as to the scarcity of “fur seals.” and not 
be misled by the many published state­
ments regarding the large catch of hair 
seals as referred to. we ask that you give 
this letter due publicity.—C. C. Shayne & 
Co., in New York Suu.

ST. LOUIS.

ATTACK UNIQUE IN ONE WAY.

Commercial Bodies in Chief Western 
Cities Are Not Proceeding in 

Full Harmony.

ONE SIDES WITH THE CARRIERS.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., June 1.—The tem­
porary restraining order which Federal 
Judge Dyer issued Tuesday night at 
Hannibal. Mo., prohibiting twenty-five 
railroads from advancing freight rates 
was certified to the United States circuit 
court here this morning.

Processes against the defendants were 
prepared and will be served by United 
States marshals in the districts where 
the different railroads have their general 
offices.

Under orders of Attorney General 
Wickersham, an expediting certificate 
providing for a speedy determination of 
the issues was filed. A copy of the 
expediting order was mailed this morn­
ing to Circuit Judges Hook, Sanborn. 
Vanderventer and Adams.

Attack Is Unique.
It was pointed out that the attack on 

the railroads is unique in one respect. 
It is the first time in which the com­
mercial interests of the chief western 
cities are not proceeding in full har­
mony; in fact, several of the strong or­
ganizations are siding with the carriers. 
The St. Louie League of Businessmen 
is not antagonizing the proposed increase 
in freight rates but in other cities, op­
position has developed.

The most important active forces in 
opposing the increase in rates are said 
to be the Missouri Manufacturers’ asso­
ciation of St. Louis and the Illinois 
Manufacturers’ association.

Roads Offer Explanation.
It was stated that it was not the pur­

pose of the railroads to increase all 
rates in this territory today. Only com­
modity rates were to have been ad­
vanced. which apply almost solely to 
freight the general public is not direct­
ly interested in.

Under the expedition certificate the in- 
i junction suit will have precedence over

Twice only in the history of the United 
States circuit court have such certificates 
been filed here. The railroads can file 
each motion to dissolve the restraining 
order at any time.

STOCKS BREAK AGAIN
MARKET ABSORBS LIQUIDATION 

FROM FOREIGN SOURCES.

Rails Immediately Affected by Govern­
ment Injunction Are Weak­

est in List.

NEW YORK. June 1.—There was an­
other break in prices of stocks today 
when the market opened, as a further 
effect of the granting of an injunction 
against the proposed advance in west­
ern railroad rates. The market had to 
absorb liquidation from foreign sources 
which had the first news of the gov­
ernment’s action today.

Stocks of the railroads immediately af- 
fected by the injunction were the weak­
est. St. Paul running off 5 points, Union 
Pacific. 3. Atchison 2%, Denver & Rio 
Grande. Northern Pacific. Southern Pa­
cific. Canadian Pacific. Great Northern 
preferred, Illinois Central. New York 
Central. Baltimore A Ohio, Amalga­
mated Copper, and Consolidated Gas 
1% to 2. and many other stocks a point 
or more.

Supporting orders and short covering 
steadied prices immediately after the 
opening, but offerings continued very 
heavy and prices broke again.

Liquidation continued to pour into the 
market and prices yielded steadily be­
fore the stream without effect from the 
occasional supporting orders. The rail­
roads which are enjoined from putting 
advance freight into effect today stilled 
the decline, but the whole list was acute­
ly weak, other stocks being held over to 
I rotect the holdings of those which were 
more difficult of sale. The rapid decline 
in prices impaired margins and enforced 
out some accounts. Before noon there 
hud been shown such declines as in 
St. Paul. 4 3-8 in Union Pacific and 
Reading. 3% in Atchison, 3 5-8 in Bal­
timore and Ohio, 3 3-8 in Wabash pfd., 
and 3 or more in Southern Pacific. 
Northern Pacific, Canadian Pacific. Min­
neapolis, St. Paul and Sault Ste. Mar e. 
Illinois Central. Louisville and Nashville. 
Missouri Pacific, Denver and Rio 
Grande. Amalgamated Copper and Con­
solidated Gas.

The first lull ’n the storm of liquida­
tion occurred about noon. The bears 
had been operating boldly and when 
they began to cover shorts the market 
had its first effective rally. The re­
bounds ran to a point in extreme cases 
and trading quieted down at that time. 
Then followed an hour of steadiness.

As the afternoon progressed the mar­
ket gave increasing evidence of an over­
sold condition. Pressure of liquidation 
was materially lightened and any dip in 
prices brought out an eager demand from 
the bears to cover shorts. Rallies from 
the low level of 1 to 2 points became 
quite numerous and Reading rebounded 
2% and Baltimore A Ohio. 2%.

HOMES OF WILD CREATURES.

Polar Bear’s House in the Snow—Molly 
Cottontail’s Simple Abode.

When the long arctic night approach­
es the polar bear retires to some shel­
tered spot, such as the cleft of a rock or 
the foot of some precipitous bank. In 
a very short time he is effectually con­
cealed by the heavy snowdrifts.

Sometimes the bear waits until after 
a heavy fall of snow, says St. Nicholas, 
and then digs a white cavern of the 
requisite form and size. Such is his 
home for six long months.

The common little cottontail or so- 
called rabbit does not live in a burrow, 
as does the English rabbit, but makes 
a slight depression in the ground, in 
which she lies so flatly pressed to the 
earth as to be scarcely distinguishable 
from the soil and the dried herbage in 
which her abode is situated. The rabbit 
is strongly attached to its home wher­
ever it may be placed, and even if driven 
to a great distance from It contrives 
to regain its little domicile at the earli­
est opportunity.

One of the most gruesome among ani­
mal homes is the wolf’s den. This is 
simply a hole dug in the side of a bank 
or a small natural cave generally situ­
ated on the sunny side of a ridge and 
almost hidden by bushes and loose boul­
ders. Here th ewolf lies snug; in and 
about his doorway lie the remains of 
past feasts, which, coupled with his own 
odor, make the wolf’s den a not very in­
viting place.

MANILA. May 30.—Further examina­
tion of the United States drydock Dew­
ey, which is partly submerged at Olon- 
gapo in Subig bay, has strengthened the 
belief of those of the navy who have held 
that the damage was done deliberately 
by a band of conspirators against the 
government.

Valves Not Opened.
However, it is now learned that the 

valves had not been opened as first de­
clared, though they were found to have 
been leaking a little. This leakage would 
not have caused the trouble and the dock 
sank more rapidly than would have been 
the case had all the valves been opened 
and no other opening made.

Accordingly the experts believe that 
a large Hole - will be found in the port 
side or bottJni of Ae deck. It is prob­
able that the mystery will not be cleared 
until the dock has been raised. How long 
this will take cannot be said, but likely | 
it will be four or five weeks.

Wreck Is Settling.
The position of the dock was un­

changed today except that the port side 
containing the machinery was further 
settled, being now imbedded in the mud 
to a depth of 12 feet, making its present 
examination impossible. The starboard 
is one-third dry and can be easily floated. 
The engineers will employ compressed 
air when the wrecking equipment is 
brought here from Cavite on Wednesday.

SISTER MARGARET DIES.
FOND DU LAC. Wis.. May 28.— 

[Special].—Kev. Mother Foundress. Sis­
ter Ruth Margaret of the Sisterhood of 
the Hoh Nativity, died at the mother 
house here (his morning, aged 84 years. 
She had been ill for some time and re- 
s gued as mother superior two years ago 
on account of ill health. She was born 
in Boston and for many years was prom­
inent in church work before entering the 
sisterhood.

John Niland, a pioneer of Fond du Lac 
county, dropped dead while working in 
the garden at his home, 103 West Rees 
street. He was 80 years of age and is 
survived by his wife, two sons and a 
sister. In spite of his advanced age Mr. 
Niland had been in vigorous health and 
illness had been a rarity for him 
throughout his life. He had resided in 
this city for over half a century.

STRIKE AT AN END.
The strike of the union carpenters has 

ended and all of the men who walked 
out on May 1 have returned to work. 
The union gained a victory in the strike 
as the contractors were forced to concede 
all points. The carpenters are now 
working nine instead of ten hours a day 
and are receiving an increase in their 
pay. As a result of the ending of the 
strike building operations, which have 
been delayed to a great extent, will now 
be rushed.

NOT GUILTY OF ARSON.
FOND DU LAC, Wis., May 30.— 

[Special.]—George and August Henisel. 
charged with arson, were found not 
guilty by a circuit court jury after it had 
been out one and one-half hours. They 
were arrested following a serious tire 
that destroyed their cheese factory in 
Lamartine some time ago. They were 
charged with conspiracy and arson but 
the first count was dropped on a ruling 
made by the court. The action was bit­
terly contested.

CEASE TALKING; ACT.
This Is Daniel Guggenheim’s Advice in 

Discussing Situation Regard­
ing Alaska.

NEW Y’ORK, Maj’ 30.—On the eve 
of hie departure for Europe Daniel 
Guggenheim, active head of the Morgan- 
Guggenheim Alaskau syndicate, gave out 
in the form of an interview what is 
substantially the answer of the syndi­
cate to the charges made against it. 
Briefly told, he declares that the gov­
ernment investigation has benefited Alas­
ka bj’ calling attention to its immense 
wealth, that the country’s resources are 
controlled bj’ no one man or set of men 
and offer immense opportunities, that so 
far as railroads are concerned the gov­
ernment should either build or permit 
private capital to do so, and that per­
sistency in legislating against corpora­
tions will end in driving them out of 
business.

“There has been a lot of talk.” Mr. 
Guggenheim said, “about syndicate con­
trol of Alaska because the syndicate 
happens to be building a road there. But 
little iu the way of railroad building 
has been accomplished as yet. If the 
people feel that the government should 
build the railroads in Alaska the gov­
ernment should go ahead and do it. Lot 
the legislators make up their minds 
whether the government should build 
the railroads or become a partner in 
the development by demanding royalties, 
Dr whether the government should simply 
throw open the doors to private cap­
ital.

“The thing to do is to stop talking and 
act. To have large undeveloped quan­
tities of gold, silver, lead, copper, tin. 
cine, coal and oil, at our very door and 
refuse to avail ourselves promptly of 
this proffered wealth is to hold the 
country back. Why should not this 
country take advantage of the Alaskan 
opportunity ?”

KALAMAZOO. Mich.. May 30—Unit­
ed States Senator Julius C. Burrows, 
through the Burrows’ club of this city 
and county, today announced his candi­
dacy for re-election and his desire to be 
endorsed by popular vote at the pri­
maries next fall. His announcement 
commends the “conservative, yet pro­
gressive tendencies of President Taft.” 
It also endorses the Republican platform 
of 1908. and declares for a tariff on im­
ports, a strong navy, international ar­
bitration. a merchant marine, an ade­
quate currency and banking system and 
regulation of interstate commerce to pro­
tect shippers, carriers and the people 
alike.

GRAND RAPIDS, Wis., May 30.- 
i[Special.]—Death came to four young 
(persons through their own contributory 
negligence, according to the jury in the 
Fors case, which returned a verdict late 
Sunday. The verdict is subject to the 
court’s decision and was returned after 
f week’s trial of the damage suit insti- 

uted by the father of one of the victims 
of a drowning accident last year.

This case arose out of an accident 
which occurred the night of May 25, 
1909, when a gasoline launch was driven 
through the sluice way in the Consoli­
dated Power company’s dam in this city. 
The party consisted of eight young peo­
ple. Thej’ started up the river, and 
landed at Long Island, where they had 
a marshmallow’ roast, and started for 
home at about 10 o’clock. The night w as 
verj’ dark and windy, and thej’ could not 
see the shore or landing place. The boat 
was caught bj’ the swift current in the 
river near the dam, and before they 
realized it thej’ were carried through 
the sluice w’aj’ into the river below, a 
distance of twenty feet, where the boat 
was dashed upon the rocks.

The cries of the young people for help 
were heard all over the city, and imme­
diately the tire alarm was sounded and 
boats were sent out with parties of res­
cuers, but on account of the rocks and 
the darkness it seemed impossible to get 
to them in time. The survivors were 
finally reached at about midnight, nearly 
an hour after the first cries were heard, 
and four of them were found clinging to 
the rocks; the others were swept down 
the river. Their bodies were not re­
covered until several days later.

Misses Ruth Bogoger, May Fors, Bes­
sie Anderson, and Mr. Ralph Anderson 
lost their lives. Miss Bogoger was in­
stantly killed by striking the rocks. 
Ralph Anderson was an expert swimmer 
and had landed to a place of safety 
when he learned that his sister was 
missing. He plunged back into the river 
to find her and lost his own life.

SAYS HE DIDN’T MEAN TO DO 
THEM INJURY.

REFERS TO HIS TESTIMONY

Statements to Which He Alludes Were 
Made Before Interior Investi­

gating Committee.

WASHINGTON, D. C., May 28.- 
Oscar Lawler, assistant attorney general 
for the interior department, today said 
he had sent to the Ballinger-Pinchot in­
vestigating committee, and to Christo­
pher F. Connolly and James B. Connolly, 
a letter disavowing any intention of do­
ing the Messrs. Connolly an injury in his 
testimony before the committee and 
withdrawing his remarks with an apol­
ogy.

Says He Was Misinformed.
When the committee met today, Rep­

resentative McCall of Massachusetts, 
presiding in the absence of Chairman 
Nelson, read the letter from the assist­
ant attorney general, retracting his 
statement before the committee reflect­
ing upon C. P. Connolly, a magazine 
writer. What he had testified about 
Mr. Connolly, he said, he had believed 
to be correct, but in view of Mr. 
Connolly’s letter, read to the com­
mittee Friday, he judged he had been 
misinformed. He said he did not intend 
to do any wrong to Mr. Connolly and 
took that method of making public re­
traction. Mr. Connolly instituted suit 
for $20,000 damages for slander against 
Lawler Friday in the supreme court of 
the District of Columbia.

Vertrees Resumes Argument.
Mr. Vertrees, counsel for Secretary 

Ballinger, then proceeded with his argu­
ment, taking up the subject of the Cun­
ningham coal cases. He asked members 
of the committee to remember th^t when 
Mr. Billinger went into office as commis­
sioner of the land office on March 4. 
1907. the Cunningham cases had been 
advanced nearly to completion.

“Mr. Ballinger will bear to his grave 
scars placed upon him by reason of the 
disappointment and revenge of men, in­
capable of generous impulses and senti­
ments.” exclaimed his defender.

Took Schwartz’s Advice.
Vertrees insisted that it had been 

shown that Ballinger bad originally 
“clear listed” the Cunningham claims on 
recommendation of Chief of Field Serv­
ice Schwartz and that when later, after 
his retirement from the land office he 
has drawn up the Cunningham affidavit, 
his conduct was not improper, inasmuch 
as he possessed no information by rea­
son of his former position that by any 
possibility, could be used to the prejudice 
of the government. He also denied that 
there was any ruling in the department 
that made it improper for him to repre­
sent the claimants under the circum­
stances.

Pinchot Is Denounced.
Former Secretary Garfield and former 

Forester Pinchot were bitterly excori­
ated by Mr. Ballinger’s attorney. He 
said Garfield’s attacks upon Ballinger 
were the acts of a “disappointed office- 
seeker,” who, as secretary, might be com­
pared with a $20 horse under a $100 sad­
dle. who realized that stripped of his 
saddle he would find himself a “mere 
pony.” Vertrees said that Pinchot as 
forester reminded him of a “small ’pos­
sum up a very big tree.”

AUTO AT TOP SPEED 
PLUNGES INTO DITCH.

Stoddard-Dayton Breaks Steering Gear 
at Indianapolis—Driver and 

Mechanician Hurt.

MOTOR SPEEDWAY, INDIANAP­

Advertising Pays. Trj It.

Charles D. Norton May
Be Taft’s Secretary.

WASHINGTON, D. C., May 28.— 
Charles D. Norton of Chicago probably 
will be appointed secretary to President 
Taft to take the place of Fred W. Car­
penter, who has resigned.

Mr. Norton, who is assistant secretary 
?f the treasury, is the most prominently 
mentioned as successor of Mr. Carpen­
ter, though the President has not fully 
made up his mind whom he will appoint 
to tbs confidential and highly important 
office.

Mr. Carpenter, who has been with Mr. 
Taft in a confidential capacity ever since 
the latter was at the head of affairs in 
the Philippines, has been appointed min­
ister to Morocco in place of H. Percival 
Dodge, transferred to another post.

The official statement given out at 
the white house, following the sending 
of Mr. Carpenter’s appointment as a 
diplomat to the Senate, was as follows: 

The appointment of Mr. Carpenter to 
Morocco was made on his own application to 
be relieved of the duties of secretary to 
the President, which had been so heavy 
upon him as to threaten his health. The 
President thought that as Morocco was a 
delightful climate, the change of duty which 
this would affcrd was wise, and consented 
to Mr. Carpenter’s reelgnation to his pres­
ent position. Mr. Dodge, who is the pres­
ent minister to Morocco, is to be transferred 
to another post. No person has been se­
lected as yet to succeed Mr. Carpenter.

When Mr. Norton was asked regard­
ing the mention of his name as secretary 
to the President he was uncommittal. 
He would uot deny that he was to be 
appointed; neither would he affirm the 
report that his name is under considera­
tion.

WASHINGTON. D. C., May 28.-A 
protest against the action of certain 
Democratic members of Congress in op­
posing the appropriation of $25,000 for 
the President’s traveling expenses cover­
ing the President’s last southern trip, 

j and an Jfer to make up the deficiency, 
J was telegraphed to Speaker Cannon to­

day by the Augusta (Ga.) Chamber of 
Commerce and Cotton exchange and 
Georgia-Carolina fair association.

The memorial sent to the speaker, to 
be presented to the House and to Presi­
dent Taft, says: “Augusta, the winter 
home of President Taft, stands indig­
nant and mortified at the action of cer­
tain Democratic members of Congress in 
defeating by technical objection the 
proposition to make retroactive so as to 
tover all the expenses of his last south- 
?rn trip, the appropriation of $25,000 
for the President’s traveling expenses.” 

The telegram then adds an offer of the 
organizations to tender to the United 
States the $500 necessary to meet the 
deficiency of the President’s recent traas- 
jontinental trip.

The President upon reading the tele­
gram was much pleased, but said he 
?ould not possibly accept tne offer of 
the patriotic Georgians. He intends to 
pay out of his own pocket his traveling 
expenses for the remainder of the fiscal 
Fear, amounting to about $7000 or 
£8000.

CABINS ARE CROWDED.
Big Ocean Liners Carry Thousands of 

Americans to Europe—Rush Is at
Its Height.

NEW YORK, May 28.—The grand 
rush for Europe is now in full swing and 
thousands of people from all over the 
United States are moving on to this port 
to go abroad. Eight big transatlantic 
steamships, the Cedric, St. Paul, Colum­
bia, Carmania, Chicago, Barbarossa, 
Minnetonka, and Deutschland steamed 
away today with crowded cabins. Over 
seventeen thousand persons have en­
gaged passage for this port in June and 
will pay $3,000,000 for first class tickets 
on board fifty-eight steamers. The 
amount spent by these travelers alone 
in Europe is estimated $12,000,000.

WAYS RESTRAINED FROM RAIS­
ING FREIGHT RATES.

PAPERS FILED IN HANNIBAL, MO

Unlawful Combination and Conspiracy in 
Violation of Sherman Law Is 

Charged.

FOURTEEN STATES ARE INVOLVED.

HANNIBAL. Mo.. June 1. — Twenty- 
five western railroads were temporarily 
restrained Tuesday night by United 
States District Judge David P. Dyer 
from enforcing or making a general ad­
vance in interstate freight rates. The 
injunction was granted on a petition tiled 
by the government on the allegations 
that the advances in rates were arrived 
at by the defendants by agreement with 
each other and without competition and 
in violation of the Sherman anti-trust 
act.

The petition was tiled in the United 
States circuit cotot at St. Louis Tuesday 
afternoon and Was brought here by Ed­
win P. Grosvenor of Washington, special 
assistant to the attorney general, and 
Frederick N. Judson of St. Louis, act­
ing as special counsel,, to present to 
Judge Dyer, who is holding a session of 
the United States circuit court here. It 
states that unless such a restraining or­
der be issued the said advances would 
become effective at midnight, to the 
grave harm and injury of the people of 
the United States.

tion was issued was signed by George 
W. Wickersham, attorney general; Wil­
liam S. Kenyon, assistant to the attorney 
general, and Charles A. Houts, United 
States district attorney.

was issued upon the statement of the 
counsel for the government that they 
would immediately upon the tiling of the 
injunction by the direction of the attor­
ney general tile an expediting certificate 
under the act of February 11. 1903. pro­
viding for a speedy determination of the 
issues in contention.

Title of the Suit.
TIip title of the suit is “The United 

States of America, complainant, vs. the 
twenty-five defendants, restrained in in­
junction.” It alleges “unlawful combi­
nation and conspiracy.”

Tree of legal verbiage, the petition is 
to this effect: That the defendants at 
all times and are now common carriers 
of all classes and kinds of freight and 
commodities generally carried by a rail­
road company. That they are continu­
ously engaged in carrying, moving and 
transporting freight and commodities in 
the commer-'e. trade and traffic which is 
continuously carried on among and be- 
'.ween the several states of the United 
States and the United Staten and for­
eign countries, also between the peo­
ple residing in the United States.

3lie defendants are the owners and in 
control of the respective lines of rail­
roads. equipped for carrying on the busi­
ness of a common carrier. That they 
are separate, independent and distinct 
of the lines of railroa doperated by the 
other defendants.

Generally speaking, the lines are the 
only ones for the transportation of 
freight and passenger traffic for the 
states of Missouri. Iowa. Minnesota, 
Kansas, Nebraska, South Dakota. North 
Dakota. Wyoming and parts of Montana 
and Michigan. Wisconsin, Illinois, In­
diana and Tennessee.

They furnish the only means of com­
munication by railroad between the in­
habitants of these states.

Conspiracy Is Alleged.
Referring to the unlawful combina­

tions and conspiracy alleged, the peti­
tion says:

The area of the United States within 
which said lines of railroads operate and 
which is affected by the unlawful combina­
tion and conspiracy hereinafter set forth is 
more particularly described in the articles 
of association of the western trunk line 
committee, dated December 6. 1900, an­
nexed as exhibit IL

The construction and maintenance of the 
lines of railroad has been encouraged and 
assisted by the United States of America 
and by the states and territories, and by 
the people of said several states and terri­
tories. by franchises and by grants and do­
nations of large amounts of land of great 
value and of money and securities for the 
purpose of securing to the public and to 
the people encaged in trade and commerce 
throughout the United States and the re­
gion and country aforesaid competitive 
lines of transportation and communication.

But for the unlawful combination, con­
spiracy, agreements and understandings be­
tween the defendant railroads, the defend­
ants would have continued in the said In­
terstate transportation trade and commerce, 
in competition with each other, as to the

Forming a Combine.
Continuing, the petition sates that 

the railroads, intending to monopolize 
the transportation, traffic, trade and 
commerce between the different states, 
“did combine, conspire, confederate and 
unlawfully agree to organize and be 
come members in the western trunk line 
committee, with the purpose and object 
of using said western trunk line com­
mittee as a means for suppressing all 
comociition between said defendants in 
the said interstate transportation, trade 
and commerce, being carried on by the 
defendants as aforesaid.”

The petition then cites the St. Paul 
& Des Moines' railroad. Fort Dodge, 
Des Moines & Southern railroad, the 
Elgin. Joliet & Eastern Railway com­
pany. the Chicago. Milwaukee & Gary 
Railroad Co., and the Minneapolis, St. 
Paul & Sault Ste. Marie Railroad Co., 
as later becoming members of the west­
ern trunk line committee and parties to 
the unlawful combination and conspiracy. I

MANY SHIPS ARE LOST. - - - - - ♦- - - - -
Eight Lives and Half Dozen Vessels Toll 

of Storm Along the Atlantic
Coast.

HALIFAX. Nova Scotia, June 1.— 
Eight lives were lost and half a dozen 
vessels were wrecked at various points 
along the north Atlantic coast during the 
past twenty-four hours. Thick fog and 
a heavy southwesterly gale, which sud­
denly developed were primarily respon­
sible for the casualties.

The brigantine Mauve of Canyalo, 
France, was wrecked at ihe entrance of 
the St. Pierre. Miquelon, harbor, during 
the night, six of the crew perishing.

Alsmt the same time the large bark 
Borghild of Frederikshald. Norway, 
bound from that port for Port Jerdore, 
was dashed to pieces on Castor Ledges 
near Port Bickerton. N. S. Two of the 
crew were lost and several injured.

In the bay of Fuady. the Bath, Maine, 
tug Pejepseot ami two barges went 
ashore at Cape Spencer and are thought 
to be a total loss. The crews of all three 
vessels escaped.

Yesterday the Norwegian steamer Wa- 
couta, Montreal, for North Sydney was 
damaged by striking on St. Paul’s is­
land.

JUSTICE HARLAN IS 77,
Celebrates Birthday by Preparing for 

Trip to Canada to Play Golf
Until October.

WASHINGTON. D. C., June L— 
Happier than a boy with a new pair 
of brasstipped boots. Justice Harlan of 
the supreme court of the United States 
is celebrating today his seventy-seventh 
birthday anniversary. His year’s work 
was finished Tuesday and Saturday he 
will be off to Murray Bay, Canada, to 
play golf until next October. Justice Har­
lan is the dean of the bench, having 
been a justice for nearly thirty-three 
years. If he lives two years more he 
will liave served longer than any man 
who ever sat upon the bench. He has 
no thought of retiring.

COTTON SALES STEADY.
Steadily Maintained Prices the Feature 

of Trading—Less Activity Is 
Shown.

NEW YORK, June L—The animated 
trading and rapidly falling prices of 
Tuesday on the cotton market were fol­
lowed today by comparative calm, and 
steadily maintained prices. Options 
which went off $2 and $3 a bale Tues­
day sold a few cents lower, but none of 
the demoralized trading of Tuesday was 
seen. The market was less active during 
the early forenoon. At times prices de­
veloped considerable strength on cover­
ing of shorts and were once 5-8 higher, 
but the rally was barely maintained ami 
the market ruled irregular around the 
closing prices of Tuesday night.

LR FOLLETTE'S 
AMENDMENT IS

LOST IN SENATE
PHYSICAL VALUATION OF RAIL­

ROADS DEFEATED BY A VOTE 
OF 30 TO 25.

TEN INSURGENTS VOTE FOR IT,

WASHINGTON. D. C., June 1.— 
Senator La Follette’s amendment to the 
administration railroad bill to provide 
for the ascertainment of the physical 
valuation of the property of railroads 
engaged in interstate commerce, was de­
feated in the Senate today by a vote of 
25 to 30. It was expected that the 
disposition of this amendment would 
permit a final vote on the bill before ad­
journment today.

By inference, the Wisconsin senator 
gave notice that he would undertake to 
have members held to account for their 
votes on this provision. This was con­
tained in a demand for the publication, 
not only of the roll call, but the pairs and 
the names of the senators who did not 
vote, and were not paired.

How the Vote Stood.
The thirty votes against the provision 

were cast by Republicans. Of the twen­
ty-five affirmative votes, fifteen, were 
cast by Democrats and ten by Republi­
cans. The Republicans who voted for 
the amendment were Messrs. Borah, 
Bristow, Brown, Clapp, Crawford, Dix­
on. Dolliver, Gamble, Hones and La 
Follette.

The Democrats who voted for it were 
Messrs. Bacon, Bailey, Clay, Fletcher, 
Frazier, Gore, Newlands, Overman, 
Owen Paynter, Purcell, Rayner, Sim­
mons. Stone and Taylor.

Those absent and not paired were: 
Burkett, Beveridge and Bourne. Repub­
licans; and Bankhead, Hughes. McEnery 
and Smith (Md.), Democrats .

Simmons Has Substitute.
The defeat of the La Follette pro­

vision was followed by the presentation 
of one by Senator Simmons requiring 
such physical valuation of the property 
involved in cases before the interstate 
commerce commission. He spoke in sup­
port of the amendment.

The Simmons amendment was defeat­
ed by a vote of 28 to 30.

Explanations were made by Senator 
Beveridge that he had been called from 
the Senate chamber on official business, 
just prior to the vote on the La Follette 
amendment and by Senator Brown that 
he had endeavored to get a pair for his 
colleague. Senator Burkett, but had been 
unable to do so.

Nelson Votes Against It.
Senators Beveridge, Bourne and 

Hughes, who were not present when the 
vote was taken on the La Follette 
amendment, voted for the Simmons pro­
vision. Senator Nelson who voted 
against the La Follette provision, voted 
for the Simmons amendment, and Sena­
tor Jones, who voted for the La Follette 
amendment voted against the Simmons 
amendment.

The Senate adopted an amendment to 
the railroad bill, by Mr. Simmons, pro­
hibiting the interstate commerce commis­
sion from granting a lower charge for a 
long than a short haul when made to de­
stroy water competition.

Burton Amendment Adopted.
The Burton amendment to the rail­

road bill to authorize the interstate com­
merce commission to fix the minimum 
rates that may be charged by railways 
which compete with water routes was 
adopted by the Senate 53 to 1, the nega­
tive vote being cast by Senator Frye.

BURKE IS SATISFIED.
Springfield District Attorney Successful 

in Finding More Evidence in 
Senatorial Scandal.

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., June 1.—State’s 
Attorney Edmund Burke arrived from 
Chicago this morning and signified that 
his mission in search of additional evi­
dence was successful.

“We are going to keep pounding 
away," said thd prosecutor.

Mr. Burke expects to devote his ener­
gies to witnesses already supoenaed. 
Three representatives are to be ques­
tioned and attention is to be given, it is 
expected, to the desk and seat contract 
in which Senator Hoistlaw figures and 
which was the point on which the Iuka 
senator’s confession was obtained.

Mr. Burke was jubilant over obtaining 
proof of a deposit slip recording that 
Senator Hoistlaw deposited $2500 in the 
State bank of Chicago last June. This 
he regards as strong evidence of the 
truth of Holstlaw's confession which in­
volves Senator John Broderick.

SAILS FOR SOUTH POLE,

arctic Ocean.

LONDON, June 1.—The British Ant­
arctic expedition set sail today. Capt. 
Scott has announced December. 1911, as 
the date for his arrival at the south 
pole. After receiving visits and good 
wishes from hundreds of persons includ­
ing Capt. Bartlett of the Arctic steamer 
Roosevelt, the Terra Nova sailed this aft­
ernoon from the Thames for Cardiff; 
thence, after coaling, she will proceed 
to New Zealand, where Capt. Scott will 
come aboard. The 10.000 mile voyage 
into ths Antarctic? will then hu «>ntinn«<l

THE ALBATROSS.

The Largest Seabird Having the Power 
of Flight.

The albatross, that wanderer of the 
seas, so often referred to in prose and 
poem, is nevertheless a stranger to the 
average person, and by some is even con­
sidered a myth. In Coleridge’s “The 
Rime of the Ancient Mariner,” the al­
batross plays a leading part, and one 
sorrows for the poor bird which, after 
following the ship for weeks, is pitilessly 
shot down, by a mariner.

The albatross is the largest seabird 
having the power of flight, and is close­
ly allied to the gull, petrel, and Mother 
Carey’s chicken. It has a tremendous 
stretch of wing, averaging from 10 to 12 
feet. The wings are, however, extremely 
narrow, being about 9 inches in breadth. 
The body is about 4 feet in length and 
the weight is from 15 to 18 pounds, a 
comparatively light weight when one 
considers the extreme length of wing. 
The albatross is possessed of a peculiarly 
long, oddly shaped bill, which gives it a 
strange appearance. The nostrils open 
from round, horizontal tubes on each side 
of the bill, but at its base.

The great bird is generally met with 
in southern seas, although it is occasion­
ally seen on our Pacific coast. On the 
Atlantic side it is rarely found as far 
north as Tampa bay.

Its food consists of cuttlefish, jelly­
fish and scraps thrown from passing 
ships. It is a greedy bird, and at times 
gorges itself to such an extent that it is 
unable to rise from the water.

Its power of flight is, however, the 
most remarkable thing about the alba­
tross. It spends its life, with the excep­
tion of a few weeks given each year to 
nesting, entirely at sea, and is on the 
wing practically all the time. Further­
more. it does not progress by flapping 
its wings as most birds do. but seems to 
soar at will, rarely, if ever, giving a 
stroke of the wing, seeming to need no 
impetus.—St. Nicholas.

At a meeting of the Tacoma chapter 
of the American Institute of Bank 
Clerks the other night a Japanese clerk, 
using a “saroban,” “put it all over” a 
Tacoma bank clerk using a modern add­
ing machine in casting up a long column 
of figures.

The Japanese, with his “saroban," did 
the arithmetical “stunt’ in thirty sec­
onds. while the bank clerk, with his 
modern adding machine, took fifty-four 
seconds to obtain a total, and afterward 
it was found the clerk or the modern 
adding machine had made an error, 
while the Japanese with his little abacus 
or “saroban” obtained the correct result 
the first time. In anther test the Jap­
anese might make an error, as did the 
hank clerk. However, it is significant 
that the Japanese did not err and that he 
obtained a correct result far more quick­
ly. though he used an ancient arith­
metical device.

The Japanese that won the contest in 
adding was once a clerk in a bank at 
Osaka. Japan. He disclaims being an 
expert in adding and says many Japan; 
ese are much faster on the “saroban" 
than he. The little old-fashioned adding 
machine used by the Japanese is what 
we call an abacus. Years ago in our 
public school rooms the abacus used to 
hang on the wall, and it was sometimes 
used in the study of arithmetic. It is 
not used much nowadays, though it 
would appear from the speed and ac­
curacy of the Japanese that it might be 
employed with good results.

The abacus in use in China is known 
as the swan pan. The Chinese are alsp 
rapid calculators. The abacus is a very 
simple device when compared with the 
modern adding machine. It is probable 
that it requires more practice and more 
arithmetical ability to get correct re­
sults from an abacus than are required 
with the modern adding machine.

The abacus is very ancient. It was 
used by the Egyptians and Greeks in a 
form similar to that now used in Japan, 
China, Arabia and Russia. Tae word is 
traced through the Greek to a word 
meaning “dust.” It is said that dust was 
spread upon board and that numerals 
were inscribed in the dust.

In early times the Greeks used such a 
board, and it is supposed that geometry 
as well as arithmetic was taught with 
the use of that kind of an abacus. Later 
an abacus was developed in which beads 
slid on wore or in grooves, the beads hav­
ing a value depending upon column. This 
was probably like the abacus now used 
in Japan and China. The word “cal­
culate is traced to a Greek word mean­
ing pebble. It is supposed that pebbles 
were used in the early abacus.

The victory of the Tacoma Japanese 
with his “saroban” over one of our bank 
clerks with a modern adding machine is 
not an exceptional instance. A few 
months ago, when the Japanese com­
mercial commissioners visited the United 
States, a contest was held in which a 
Japanese came out ahead in a calcula­
tion contest in which he used an abacus.

French Women Have Revived an Old 
Fashion in Many New Forms.

WATTERSON GRILLS HEARST.

Louisville Editor Dares New Yorker to 
Take Witness Stand.

Under the title “Let the Galled Jade 
Wince.” Henry Watterson writes as fol­
lows in the Courier-Journal: It ap­
pears that Mr. William Randolph 
Hearst, having worn out the expedient 
of running for office as a method of 
advertising, has, toward the further ex­
ploitation of his business, dropped into 
litigation, wholesale and itinerant.
