The above is a sketch drawn up by 
the Milwaukee Journal artist of Moon 
Lake, and the surrounding land pur­
chased by the Izaak Walton League 
of Milwaukee. The photo appeared in 
Sunday’s issue of the Journal.

The sketch is the artist’s conception 
of the Milwaukee Izaak Walton wild 
life refuge at Moon Lake, located 
about seven miles northeast of Ke­
waskum and one mile south of New 
Prospect. The refuge including 729 
acres, purchased for about $40,000, 
now is being rapidly acquired by the 
Milwaukee Waltonians. Options ag­
gregating more than $10,000 already

have been taken up and paid for. Ad­
ditional options will be closed by Feb. 
26. The area then will be the proper­
ty of the league and development will 
begin.

Moon lake lies just across a high­
way from Forest lake , is south of 
Long lake, and is near other smaller 
bodies of water. Its shores are reed 
and rice-covered, making excellent 
feeding and breeding places for acqua- 
tic birds.

A branch of the Milwaukee river 
flows into the lake at the north, out at 
the south, and both inlet and outlet 
are heavily grown to brush—excellent

cover for small furred creatures and 
birds. Tamarack fewamps extend 
northward and southward, and on the 
hills is good timber. Large wilder­
ness creatures should find good -helter 
and food there.

The reservation also includes sex -r- 
al improved farms, parts of which will 
be reforested, and parts used to grow 
and liberate proper upland birds and 
other wild life.

The campaign for funds in Milwau­
kee has been successful although not 
yet completed. Approximately 25 per 
cent of the membership of the Milwau­
kee chapter supplied the preliminary

1 money required to take up options and 
insure titles. Many Milwaukeeans 
made large contributions to insure the 

■ acquisition within the time limits fix­
ed by the option. The membership at 

1 large, however, must respond liberally 
to complete the purchases, according 

: to officers.
The wild life refuge at Moon lake 

will not be a private hunting preserve, 
j as might be the belief of many, or for 
use by Waltonians alone. It is to be 

i opened to the public, especially chil­
dren, under restrictions that will in- 

I sure protection for the wilderness 
' creatures to be sheltered there.

A special meeting of the M. W. A.

At the close of business on January 
30, over 200,000 applications for auto­
mobile licenses had been received by 
the Secretary of State for 1926, and 
$2,605,322.50 had been deposited in 
the State Treasury. In addition to 
this, there had been received $51,504 
for title fees at 25 cents each, or a 
total of 206,016 applications for title. 
This represents about one-third of the 
number of vehicles that were licensed 
during the year 1925. The flood of 
applications had greatly decreased to­
ward the end of the month and Secre­
tary Zimmerman was disappointed in 
the number received.

Mr. Zimmerman expressed regret 
that reports had been published in 
some papers to the effect that vehicles 
may be operated on the old licenses up 
to May 1. This he said, is not true. To 
operate a car at the present time 
without a license for 1926, is a viola­
tion of the law. The law in this res­
pect has not been changed, except that 
an additional penalty is added to the 

। fine for violations after May 1.
From letters received by the Secre- 

tary of State, inspectors, it appears 
that a great many are under the im­
pression that the title fee of 25 cents 
is a special commission charged by the 
Secretary of State, and unauthorized 
by law.

ON U. S. FARM LAND

Agricultural Wealth Equal tc 
84 Per Cent of That in

1913, Report.

Des Moines, Iowa.—Farm lands In 
the United States are probably worth 
no more than 80 per cent of their 
prewar value, expressed in terms of 
other commodities in general.

For the United States as a whole, 
all farm wealth in 1925 had an ex­
change value equal to only 84.4 per 
cent of that of all farm wealth in 
1913.

These two startling statements are 
contained in a report on agricultural 
conditions made public by the All- 
Agricultural Area conference. The re­
port comes as a result of the big con­
ference of agricultural Interests of 
twelve states held in Des Moines, 
Iowa, on January 27.

In a discussion of the redistribu­
tion of agricultural wealth in the 
United States in the last few years, 
the report says:

“Labor wages have been high in 
dollars, and tiie real wage has been 
improved by the relatively low prices 
of the major farm crops. For six 
years we have witnessed unequal eco­
nomic pressure which has impaired 
the capital Invested In agriculture 
and built up that invested in indus­
tries and urban property.

“There is a shocking degree of ig­
norance over what has been happen­
ing to the business of farming. Prob­

The report then presents a series 

of figures and tabulations showing 
the value of all farm lands in the 
twelve states in the All-Agricultural 
Area conference—Ohio, Minnesota, 
Iowa, Missouri, North Dakota, South 
Dakota, Nebraska, Kansas, Indiana, 
Illinois, Wisconsin and Michigan—as 
fixed by the regular census figures 
of 1910 and 1920 and by the special 
farm census of 1925. In the tabula­
tions however, figures for 1920 and 
1925 have been reduced to the com­
mon denominator of a dollar of 1910 
purchasing power.

These figures show that, expressed 
In terms of purchasing power or ex­
change value, farm lands of these 
twelve great agricultural states are 
worth only 78.96 per cent of what 
they were worth in 1910. Thej' show 
the exchange value of purchasing 
power of Iowa farm lands as shown 
by the 1925 census to be only 91 per 
cent of their 1910 value.

Questionnaire Brings Replies 
From 1,850 Employers.

Chicago.—Prohibition has received 
a severe rebuke in the house of its so- 
called friends — manufacturers and 
other employers of industrial labor. 
After a six-year trial of the Volstead 
law, 1,850 Illinois manufacturers who 
answered a questionnaire from the 
Association Opposed to Prohibition
voted four to one for a return of legal­
ized beer for the working man.

The result of the survey was an­
nounced by A. D. Plamondon, chair­
man, and E. Thiele, director of the Il­
linois division of the anti-dry organ 
Izatlon.

"The state-wide referendum was de­
signed to ascertain the attitude of Il­
linois employers of industrial labor 
with reference to a modification of the 
Volstead act to permit the sale of beer 
of 2% per cent alcoholic content,” said 
Mr. Thiele.

This question was put to the man­
ufacturers :

“In your opinion would a modifica­
tion of the Volstead act to permit the 
sale of beer of 2% per cent beer in 
original packages (no saloons) im­
prove present conditions and secure 
greater respect for all laws?"

Only 26 of the first 1,750 manufac­
turers to reply were noncommittal. 
The others stood: 1.427 for mollifica­
tion as proposed and 397 against. 
Eighty-five per cwt of the Chicago em­
ployers who replied favored modifica­
tion and the downstate ratio was two 
to 1.

NEW TAX BILL IS 
PASSED BY SENATE

Reductions $125,000,000 Over 
Mellon Limit—Now Up 

to Joint Conference.

IN ashington.—The senate passed the 
tax reduction bill providing a saving 
of $456,000,000 In taxes this year to 
federal taxpayers, and sent it to con­
ference for adjustment of differences 
with the house.

Passage of the bill, which came sud­
denly and somewhat as a surprise, 
even to senate leaders, is expected to

Repeal of the law allowing publica­
tion of the amounts of income tax pay­
ments.

An increase in the personal exemp­
tions from the income tax from $1,006 
to $1,500 for single persons and from 
$2.50'0 to $3,500 for married persons, 
which will relieve 2.306,000 federal tax­
payers of all taxes.

Reduction of the normal income tax 
rates from 2 to 1% per cent on the 
first $4,600 of taxable Income; from 4 
to 3 per cent on the next $4 000, and 
from 6 to 5 per cent on the remainder.

Reduction in the maximum surtax 
rate of 40 per cent applying on 
amounts of income in excess of $500,- 
HO6, to 26 per cent on the amounts of 
income in excess of $100,000, with cor­
responding reductions on the lower 
rates of the graduated surtax sched­
ule which now starts at 1 per cent at

Two Reasons Why Your 
Tubes Are Silvered

Like all other radio parts, tuhe> 
have been improved to a great ex­
tent There are numbers of fans who 
have wondered why tubes are sil­
vered. There are two reasons for this.

We know that It is impossible to ob­
tain a perfect vacuum in a tube, and 
the remaining air left in it contains 
Impurities which will not onlx affe(t 
the results obtained, but will also 
cause the characteristics of the tubes ’ 
to vary. It is necessary, therefore, i 
that these Impurities be removed or 
their action nullified so that they do 
not affect the action of the tube. To 
accomplish this purpose a smalt 
amount of magnesium or a similar 
agent is Introduced into the tube. 
When this becomes hot. It vaporizes 
and rapidly combines with the traces 
of impurities in the air left In the 
tube. It is this vapor of magnesium 
that settles on the inside of the tube 
and gives it Its silver color.

In addition to silvering the tube, 
the magnesium forms a coating on the 
grid. In the making of the tube, the

Corn Not Out of Field Be­
fore Frost Should Be Test­

ed for Germination.
(Prepared by the United States Department 

of Agriculture.)
Seed corn for 1926 planting offers 

an interesting contrast to that for 
last year, says the United States De­
partment of Agriculture. From the 
standpoint of maturing corn, the sum­
mer of 1924 was one of the poorest in 
many years. As a consequence there 
was every indication that there would 
not be enough seed corn to go around 
in the spring of 1925. An active cam­
paign by the agricultural experiment 
station and the federal Department 
of Agriculture, aided by realization of 
the very evident danger, resulted in 
more seed corn being field selected 
and dried than ever before. Finally, 
unusually favorable weather during 
September and October permitted 
much corn to dry in the field without 
being damaged for seed purposes. 
Therefore an abundance of good seed 
corn was available for planting in 
1925.

Seed Corn Situation.
In contrast, the summer of 1925 was 

unusually favorable for the rapid de­
velopment of corn. The crop went 
Into September In excellent condition 
and the prospects for seed corn were 
the best. Field selection of seed corn 
was put off in many cases because of 
these facts and early freezes occurred 
before many farmers had selected 
their seed. These conditions have con­
tributed to a prospective seed corn 
situation next spring which, while 
not serious, may be unfavorable.

In Iowa, for example, the tempera­
ture during the last week in October 
was low, zero weather occurring over 
more than half of the state. Corn con­
taining more than 20 per cent of mois­
ture is ruined for seed purposes when 
subjected to such temperatures. Con­
ditions similar to those in Iowa oc­
curred over much of the corn belt

Test for Germination.
Farmers who did not have their 

seed corn out of the field before the 
first freeze should test it for germi­
nation as soon as possible. Directions 
for conducting such tests may be had 
from their state agricultural experi­
ment station or the United States De­
partment of Agriculture. A prelimi­
nary test of two kernels from each of 
100 ears of the kind to be planted will 
show whether the seed can be used 
or whether other arrangements must 
be made.

Carefully Select Eggs
for Hatching Purposes 

“Don't blame all poor hatches on 
the Incubator,” says the poultry de­
partment of the New Jersey agricul­
tural experiment station. Over 75 
per cent of poor hatching is due to 
the egg and the hen that laid the 
egg. Some hens will continually lay 
eggs that will not hatch, while others 
will continually lay eggs nearly all 
of which will hatch strong healthy 
chicks.

The elimination from the breeding 
pen of hens whose eggs will not 
hatch, although fertile, will help 
greatly to increase the percentage of 
hatch of all eggs set.

Trap-nesting and pedigree hatching 
are the only sure ways of getting rid 
of poor hens, but these methods can­
not always be used on the farm. By 
watching carefully at hatching time 
the shape and size of individual eggs, 
and also the texture of the shell, 
some of these troubles may be 
avoided in future hatches.

Abnormally large or small eggs, 
mls-shaped eggs, or eggs with thin 
shells or shells of poor texture will

not hatch well, and therefore should 
not be set It Is also unwise to set 
tinted eggs, or eggs that weigh less 
than two ounces, not because they 
will not hatch, but In order to avoid 
breeding these characteristics into the 
flock.

Make Plans for Gardens
Before Planting Time 

“Plan the farm garden before plant­
ing,” advises J. G. Moore, of the Uni­
versity of Wisconsin horticulture de­
partment.

“Just as the carpenter cannot build 
a satisfactory house without a plan 
prepared In advance, so should a far­
mer not attempt to plant the garden 
bed before planning for it,” declares 
this authority. "That the garden is to 
be small is not a good excuse for neg­
lecting to make a plan, it being all the 
more important to secure maximum 
returns in such cases: Therefore,” 
Moore points out, "the wise gardener 
will plan his garden on paper well in 
advance of planting time."

According to Moore, the plan should 
show the location of each row, and 
the crop to be planted—the distance 
of each row from one end of the 
garden—and the sequence for the dif­
ferent plantings, when more than one 
planting is to be made.

"The soil is a prime factor In a suc­
cessful garden,” he says. “One of the 
first essentials is that the garden plot 
have good drainage, for vegetables 
cannot thrive in water-logged soil.” If i 
the land is low and marshy, he ad- i 

i vises gardening on raised beds.
Texture of the soil is also very im­

portant, Moore believes. He defines I 
the ideal garden soli texture as “fine 
and loose,” and to attain these quali­
ties in soils of the lumpy, heavy type, 

1 he recommends adding organic mate- 
| rial, or lime, and in some cases, apply- I 

Ing sand or using coal ashes, where J 
the soli is extremely heavy.

Surplus Crop Fed to Cows 
Will Relieve Farmer.

Farmers who are worrying about 
the surplus of corn and the relatively 
low price of their product just now 
can secure as much as $1.25 a bushel 
by turning this corn into dairy feeds 
and market the dairy products.

“By marketing their surplus corn in 
the form of dairy products,” says 
M. D. Munn, president of the National 
Dairy council, who has been confer­
ring with leaders In the dairy indus­
try and bankers on the question, “this 
corn will return the farmer about 
$1.25 a bushel based on the average 
price of dairy products in 1925. By 
so doing we will not upset the balance 
of grain produced by having corn con­
sumed in the form of corn meal mush, 
bread or muffins in place of a bushel 
of wheat. At best we can only eat a 
given amount of bread and cereals, 
and an increased consumption of one 
form of bread necessarily decreases 
the consumption of another.”

While corn meal mush and milk Is 
palatable and healthful and should 
be freely eaten. It does not constitute 
an effective way of consuming the 
surplus corn. Milk and its products 
are the most healthful foods we have, 
and by consuming more of these 
people will have better health, be more 
efficient aqd at the same time directly 
assist In relieving the farmer of his

of starch and sugar from corn. There, 
fore the consuming public can further 
assist by using more corn sugar and 
less Imported cane sugar.”

Sweet Cream Buttermilk
Made Into Milk Powder

Recent experiments have been made 
by the Minnesota Co-operative Cream­
eries association as to the possibilities 
of making sweet cream buttermilk 
Into a milk powder. The buttermilk 
from several plants was assembled at 
a plant equipped for making milk pow­
der, and 550 pounds was made In a 
single day as a trial. Samples of the 
product were distributed among the 
bakers for the purpose of determining 
the relative quality of the product. If 
the plant Is successful It will present
another opportunity for bringing ad­
ditional Income to the milk producers.

Congress has created the 
United States Commission for the Celebration of 
the Two Hundredth Anniversary of the Birth of 
George Washington. President Calvin Coolidge is 
ex-officio chairman of this commission and thus 
brietly outlines the purpose of the celebration and 

“The two hundredth anniversary of General 
Washington’s birth will be an occasion of such 
significance, not only to our own country but to 
the entire world, that it is manifestly fitting that 
the American nation should appropriately ob-

“But beyond this it is felt that as the life, the 
career and the achievements of Washington be­
long not to a single nation, but to all humanity, 
it is proper that the nation founded under his 
leadership should invite all other nations and 
peoples to join it in the observance of this anni­
versary. The character and the efforts of Wash­
ington have made an Impression upon the whole 
world, so profound as to have affected the very 
course of history and to have touched the lives 
of all who today live in this world.

“We cannot doubt that the influence of Wash­
ington's example, the leadership which he gave In 
behalf of liberal institutions and mankind’s ad­
vancement have been among the great benefac­
tions conferred upon the race. He ranks and will 
always rank among the foremost of those who 
were providentially designated to perform great 
jand lasting services.
r “Every consideration of national pride in him as 
an American of gratitude for the distinctions 
which he Drought to us as a people, and of satis­
faction in the universal recognition which has 
been freely rendered to his name and memory, 
dictates that this nation should take the lead in 
such a proper acknowledgement as will make the 
approaching bi centennial an occasion of universal

“As It was the fortune of America to give such 
a character to the world, so it is the obligation 
of America to Insure that all men shall be invited 
and encouraged to consider his noble example and 
to benefit increasingly through a better under- 
etanding of the ideals which animated his life.

“For the present, it is Impossible more spe­
cifically to suggest the purposes and character of 
the commemoration which it is proposed to ar­
range. The commission will in due time take 
proper measures to enlist the Interest of the na­
tions in the observance of this Inspiring anni­
versary."

The United States Commission for the Celebra­
tion of the Two Hundredth Anniversary of the 
Birth of George Washington was established by 
joint resolution of the Sixty-eighth congress 
>8. J. Res. 85) which provides for a membership

I nineteen commissioners and for other things as 
follows:

Th* President of the United States: presiding 
officer of the senate and the speaker of the house 
of representatives, ex-officio; eight persons to be 
appointed by the President of the United States 
four senators by the president pro tempore of the 
senate; and four representatives by the speakei 
of the house of representatives. The commissioner! 
shall serve without compensation and shall seled 
a chairman from among their number.

Section 2. That there is hereby authorized to b< 
appropriated out of any money in the treasurj 
not otherwise appropriated the sum of >10,000 tc 
be expended by the commission in accordance with 
the provisions of this resolution.

Section 3. That it shsa be the duty of the com­
missioners, after promulgating to the America! 
people an address relative to the reason of Its crea­
tion and of its purpose, to prepare a plan or plant 
and a program for the signalizing of the event, tc 
commemorate which they are brought into -being 
and to give due and proper consideration to anj 
plan or plans which may be submitted to them 
and to take such steps as may be necessary In th< 
co-ordination and correlation of plans prepared bj 
state commissions, or by bodies created under ap­
pointment by the governors of the respective 
states and by representative civic bodies; and I 
the participation of other nations in the commemo 
ration be deemed advisable, to communicate witi 
governments of such nations. < .

Henry Ford may have said that “history Is 
bunk,” but he probably did not mean American 
history, inasmuch as he Is restoring the Wayside 
inn at Sudbury, Mass., and trying to bring back 
the old-time American dances. And his own his­
tory reads like a fairy tale.

Senator Fess has been professor of history and 
college president. Senator Bayard’s father, his 
grandfather, his great-grandfather and his great- 
uncle have all been U. S. senators from Delaware. 
Speaker Longworth is the son-in-law of Theo­
dore Roosevelt and one of the most efficient and 
popular men in the house. Representative Tilson 
Is majority leader of the house and a Spanish- 
American war veteran. Representatives Garner, 
Hawley and Byrns are “native sons” of their re­
spective states. Edgar B. Piper is the Portland 
Oregonian editor. And so on.
