Babe Ruth is in his twelfth season 
as a maj(»r league player. This is also 
his seventh season as a member of ths 
Yankees. In addition to being the 
greatest home-run hitter in basebail 
lilstory, he also holds tiie distinction 
of being the only player to lead eithei' 
major league in both pitching and bat 
ting. He won the batting champion­
ship of the American league In 1924 
with an average of .379, and he led 
the pitchers uf that league in 1915 
with eighteen victories and six defeats 
for a mark of .750.

In 1914 Ruth started his profes 
sional career with the Baltimore club
of the International league, 
played with the Providence 
the same league that year.

that campaign he pitched and played 
the outfield. He took part in 46 games 
with those two teams during that sea­
son and he batted .231. In July of that 
selsou he was sold to the Red Sox 
for a price reported to be $2,900. He 
took part in only four games with the 
Red Sox during the remainder of that 
campaign.

During 1915, his first full campaign 
with the Boston club, Ruth played in 
42 games and batted .315. He was 
used both In the box and in the out­
field that year. During the next three 
seasons the Red Sox continued to use 
Ruth both as a pitcher and an out­
fielder. In 1916 he played in 67 games 
and he batted .272. Ln the following 
season he participated in 52 games 
and he batted .325. In 1918 he batted 
.300 while playing in 95 contests.

During the season of 1919, his last 
as a member of the Boston club, Ruth 
established a new record of 29 homers 
in one campaign. He pitched and 
played first base and also in the out­
field during that season. He took part 
in 130 games and he batted .322 that 
year. His present home run record 
is 59.

Washington Triple-Play
Was Most Extraordinary

That triple play made by the Na­
tionals in the third inning of the sec­
ond game of a Washington double bill 
in Philadelphia probably was the most 
extraordinary three-ply killing ever 
consummated in modern big league 
baseball.

Five Nationals handled the ball to 
erase the three Mackmen; no catch of 
a liner was Involved; there was no 
real run-down during the play, and an 
out was registered at every base ex­
cept home plate.

How­
ever, after extensive tests it was 
found that it also had good distance­
getting ability even when used with a 
rather short antenna. The DX ability 
of the set is due primarily to the fact 
that regeneration can be employed In 
the two stages of tuned radio-fre­
quency, being under control at all 
times and throughout the wave band 
of the receiver. Two stages of tuned 
radio-frequency are used—a poten­
tiometer controlled crystal rectifier 
and two stages of transformer coupled 
audio-frequency.

Keeping In mind that the receiver 
was designed as a quality proposition, 
It might be well to go Into the ques­
tion of where distortion occurs in the 
ordinary receiver and how it may be

Distortion may very easily take 
place in the vacuum tube when used 
as a detector. In order to eliminate 
this source of distortion a crystal rec­
tifier is used In place of the tube.

Transformer Coupling Used.
Transformer coupling on the audio 

side is by far the most efficient means 
of coupling the tubes together. Since 
the resistance-coupled amplifiers have 
come on the market there has been a 
marked improvement in the audio-fre­
quency transformers due to the com­
petition. and no reader may be in the 
least afraid to use the improved 
types.

Bake one hour, un­
cover; sprinkle with minced parsley, 
brown and serve.

Scotch Short Bread or Royal Fans. 
—Mix and sift together two cupfuls 
of flour and one-half cupful of brown 
sugar. Hash three-fourths of a cup­
ful of butter and work it into the 
flour mixture with the tips of the fin­
gers. Roll one-fourth of an inch in I 
thickness, cut with a large fluted cut- I 
ter. brush with egg yolk diluted with 
water. Bake in a slow oven. To 
make the royal fans, cut each one in j 
quarters and crease with the dull 
edge of a knife to represent the folds 
of a fan.

The early green apples make de­
licious spic|d apples. Prepare them 
without peeling when the apples are 
green. The Duchess apple is espe­
cially good spiced. Drop them, a few 
at a time, into the spiced vinegar and 
cook until tender. Cook the sirup un­
til thick and pour ever them.

Ham With Jelly Sauce.—Put a half 
teaspoonful of butter into a saucepan, 
and when melted add a small glass of 
sour apple jelly; season with cayenne 
and add a cupful of cooked ham cut 
into neat strips, add one-fourth of a 
cupful of orange juice and simmer five 
minutes, then serve.

Orange Banana Cream.—Remove 
the skin from six bananas, mash to a 
pulp with a fork, adding two cupfuls 
of orange juice gradually. When the 
mixture is smooth fold in four table­
spoonfuls of thick cream.

Dairying The Best of Industries.
XX ealth produced by the dairy business is created new every day. It is not 
ike mined, or quarried or timbered wealth, which leaves the country poorer 

a ter it is harvested. Dairy products are created from air and water, and a 
sma amount of mineral taken from the soil, most of which is returned to the 
and. I his process of manufacture can go on forever without depleting re­

sources. But above all else, milk is the very best of all food products if pro­
pel ly taken care of at once after milking, placed in a room used for that pur­
pose only and kept at a low temperature, below sixty degrees, if possible, or 
cooling arrangement provided so that it can be kept at that temperature. Milk 
is easily spoiled by high temperature and when exposed to unsanitary condi­
tions may become a menace to health. It is therefore up to the dairyman to 
produce milk under the most sanitary conditions possible and cool it at once 
to keep it good. The better the milk the greater the demand will be for milk 
and dairy products, and prices raise accordingly.
