Rules Are Issued |
for Basket Law’

Growers Are Advised to
Dispose of Old Con-
tainers Now Illegal.

(Prepared by the United Btates Department
of Agriculture.)

Growers who use baskets which nre
{llegal under the Standard Containes
Act of 1928 should dispose of such
baskets prior to November 1. 1929,
the Unlted States Department of Ag-
| riculture has announced In connection
| with regulations covering administra-
| tion of the act.

J The act applies to baskets in both

| Intrustate and Interstate cominerce.
| Growers are advised by the depart-
| ment to regulate thelr purchages so
|thut all nonstandard baskets will be
disposed of before November 1, 1929,
State Laws [noperative,

Another effect of the law, In the
oplnion of the solicitor for the depart-
ment, 18 to make inoperative all state
luws fxing weights per bushel for
fruits and vegetables, when soch com-
modities are sold in bhaskets teeting
its requirements. This means that no
state law which 13 in any way in con-
flict with the federal act, eitber In the
matter of prescribed weights or di-
mension specifications, can be en-
forced as to fruits and vegetabies sold
In hampers and baskets which comply
with that act.

The Standard Container Act of 1928,
passed during the last session of con-
gress, fixes standards for hLampers,
round stave baskets and splint bas-
kets for fruit and vegetables, and for
other purpeses. Administration of the ||
law is In the bureau of agricultural
economics, which bureau is also ad-
ministering the act of 1816 to fix
standards for Climax baskets for

other containers for small fruits, ber-

purposes.

The new legislation defines standard
hampers and round stave baskets for
fruits and vegetables to he of the fol-
lowing capuacities; 3§ bushel, 1§ bu-
shel, 114 bushels, 115 bushels, and 2
bushels.

The Texas experiment sta-
tion, however, tested the keeping
qualities of eggs produced by hens
fed cotiouseed menl and found, much
to their surprise, that the eggs failed
to hold up in storage,

For imniediate consumption the eggs
produced by hens fed cottonseed meal
are normal In appearance, taste, etc.,
but they do not possess keeping gaal-
ities. Whether other vegetable pro
tein, such as soy bean meal, will pro
duce eggs with poor keeping qualities
remains to be seen, but the Hindings of
the Texas station show that poultry-
men must go slow in deviating from
practices which are knowp to produce
results. Certainly poultrymen cannot
afford to follow practices which might
make the preservation of eggs by cold
storage more haznrdous.

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Pay Roll Simple in
Italian Rice Fields

A customary preliminary to harvest
time, which begins in early September
in Italy's rice-growing center sur-
rounding the city of Alessandria, In
the Piedmont, is that the furmers and
peasants arrabge for wages and other
labor matters. Last year the respec-
tive syndicates of workers and grow-
ers reached ap agreement based on
“compensation by nature” or emolu-
ment in kind.

women's stipend is 26'4 pounds.

Sports That Put Too
Much Tax on Athlete

From Rabat, Moroeco, comes a re-
port of the discovery of cunpeiform
writing dating back to the Sixth cen-
tury before the Christian era. The
MSS.,, tending to show that the As-
eyrians or the Medes conquered and
colonized Morocco, has been found, it
{s stated, by Captain Odinot, a French
explorer, 22 mlles north of Fez, the
sultan’s capltal.
