The Levy Mercantile company's 
building now occupied an entire square 
block and was fifteen stories high.

It was pointed 
out'and advertised all over tne tint 
pralrte state. .Then Pat Learv. danc­
ing an Irish Jig of Jealousy, bulh the 
Leary building, twenty-three dories 
high. But the sweet fruits of triumph 
soon turned to, ashes In his tmmlh. 
The Wyatt building’s foundations were

Mountain goats are good climbers, 
strong and not afraid, but any ex­
perienced mountaineer can go where 
they ran. From below It often looks 
Impossible, but I have followed many 
of their trails up diffs that from be­
low looked like castle walls and al­
ways, found foot room and a way to 
get from shelf to shelf., The great 
advantage of these high cliff shelves 
to the goat.Is that no carnivore 
dnresTo attack them there. .

They have many enemies, chief 
among which are man. coyotes, 
wolves, bears, wildcats and eagles. 
In national parks, where man, Is’now 
the protector instead of the destroy­
er of mountain goats, the prowling 
coyote and the more powerful tim­
ber wolf still get' a few when-they 
come down at night to f£ed in the 
alpine meadows, ’ . - * -

Grizzly bears' have been found 
feeding on goat carcasses at timber­
line in early spring;, but possibly, 
only as scavengers rather than kill­
ers. Occasionally mountain lion and 
Canada- lynx tracks are found, up 
closeAto the goat ledges/, andI It is 
a fair assumption that these big cats 
sometimes feast on the animals/ as 
they do on mountain sheep and deer 
at lower levels. _

For several years gold half-dollars 
and quarter dollars were issued in 
California. ‘ The half dollar of the 
first issue was round,' the obverse 
showing a head of Liberty surround­
ed by a circle of 13 stars/ and the 
reverse showing the date “1852" with­
in a wreath of laurel and the legend 
“Half Dol'California Gold.” Some 
have on the reserve the date and the 
legend, "California Gold Half D." La­
ter issues show various numbers ol 
stars as well as change in design^ 
some portraying an Indian head in­
stead of Liberty, and octagonal in 
shape. ‘ '

These half and' quarter dollar^ 
were issued by private companies or 
individuals connected with the gokb 
mining Interests’ and in nearly every 
case reached the standard of value, 
weight and fineness claimed for 
them. While not considered legal 
coinage or legal tender, they were 
accepted at a time when there whs 
a pressing need for money with 
which to transact the business of the 
country. Sqch coinage, however, is 
now prevented by existing laws.

Souvenir pieces resembling the 
gold half dollars were also Issued 
during this period. They were made 
of ' composition metal, gold plated, 
and of course are not worth' any­
thing. The pure gold half dollars in 
a perfect state of preservation bring 
about a dollar.

How to Make Old Santa’s
White Beard Fireproof 

NEVER a Christmas passes without 
acci&ent^.from fire. Last Christ­

mas a schoolmaster who had dressed I 
/up as Santa Claus was badly burned 
through the cotton-wool of which his 
white beard was made catching fire.

It is not easy to find a substitute 
for cotton-wool, but it is not difficult 
to make cotton-wool fireproof. Dis­
solve an ounce and a half of powdered 

.alum in- hot water and soak the wool 
in it. Then dry the wool and fluff it 
out again. Cotton-wool treated in this 
way will smoulder,, hut not blaze.

Even tissue paper can be made quite1 
safe by dipping it In a solution of am­
monium sulphate, boracic acid, and 
water. It must be dipped quickly and 
dried at once. . . ,. .

Canvas or similar material used for 
stage decoration may be fireproofed 
by a solution of ammonium sulphate, 
gypsum, and wpter. Take four ounces 
of each and use just enough water to 
make a liquid about as thick as thin 
paste. Then spread it on the fabric 
with a brush.
