On April 4, 1968 our sick Amer-
ican society, through its hatred,

ignorance and indifference caused
the death of one of the greatest
of its countrymen, Dr. Martin Lu-
ther King Jr. Being a student at
an integrated college, 1 was for-
tunate to have the enlightening
experience of witne:zsing the reac-
tions of both blacks and whites to
this tragedy. Most important, 1
began to come to an understand-
ing of the undervlying feelings of
the black people. Only through at-
tempts at understanding these
feelings can we come to an under-
standing of the fundamental rea-
sons for the rioting and other vio-
lent reactions of the black people.

This problem may seem far re-
moved from Kewaskum; however,
we are all directly involved in the
fate of this nation. No nation in
history has endured which toler-
ated and nurtured hatred and in-
difference, and 1 see no reason to
believe that the United States will

incongruous that while we
sending troops to Viet Nam in or-
der to eventually create a demo-
cracy in that country, democracy
is far from realization in the Uni-
ted States. We are denying demo-
cracy when we continue to judge
individuals on the basis of the
color of their skin rather than on
individual qualities and character-
istics.

The whites

in this nation are
responsible for the black man’s
deplorable situation, whether
through overt discrimination or
through passive acceptance of the
white establishment, and now it is
EVERY white man's responsibili-
ty to work in positive directions
toward the goal of equality forall
men. The black man is no longer
willing, nor should he be willing,
to accept the indifference of the
white population. The people of
this nation are facing a grave
crisis, and if they are unable to
replace hatred and ignorance with
unity and understanding, democra-
cy will have failed. A nation’s
strength can not be judged by its
technological achievements nor by
its military might but ra'hsr by
the unity of its people.

BEach of us must work to end
racism, which has caused the un-
justified suffering of millions of

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perpetuation of democracy. This
means that each of us must be-
gin by critical self-examination
and strive toward developing at-
titudes which are compatible with
the principles of democracy.
There is no more room in our so-
ciety for indifference. Indifference
only allows greater freedom for:
hatred and bigotry. We must all
be willing to speak out against
prejudice and give active support
to our congressmen in an effort
to achieve meaningful civil rights
legislation. :
In a few months or possibly in/
a few weeks the National Guard
troops will be removed from our
nation's largest cities, but will the
hatred, prejudice and lack of un-
derstanding between blacks and
whites which created this situa-
tion remain? If it does, we can on-
ly expect further violence and dis-
unity ameng the American people
and an end to democracy.
