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Cancer Survivor
Raises Funds Through

As Josh Stangl putted
the ball into the 81st hole
last Wednesday, July 8, he
was a little tired, but he felt
good.

He was confident that
he would be able to finish
golfing 100 holes.

“l was just so excited
this morning, | think the
adrenaline kept me going,”
Stangl said as his wife,
Jenn Stangl, drove the golf
cart for him to the next
hole.

By the end of the day, he
surpassed his goal and
golfed a total of 108 holes
at Hon-E-Kor Golf Club.

In the process, he raised
more than $3,200, with
more than an additional
$1,000 pledged, for the
University of Wisconsin
Carbone Cancer Center.

The organization had
helped him fight Stage 4
tongue cancer, and Stang|

wanted to use his love for
golf as a way to give back.

Diagnosis

In 2008, during a routine
checkup, the dentist found
some white spots on
Stangl’s tongue.

Stangl was referred to
an oral surgeon to have a
biopsy done. The cells that
were removed were identi-
fied as precancerous.

A couple years later, in
2010, the spots resur-
faced. Again, the spots
were found to be benign.

Then, in May 2013,
while on vacation with
some friends, Stangl
noticed that his tongue did
not feel quite right.

When he got back
home, he looked in the
mirror and said, “Oh, this
is not good.”

More Than $132.7
Million In Payments
Awarded To Local
Governments

Governor Scott Walker
recently announced that
payments totaling more
than $132.7 million for
general  transportation

Payments to
Wisconsin’s 1,924 local
units of government
include: $129,505,221 in
General Transportation
Aids;  $3,015,874 to
municipalities entitled to
receive Connecting
Highway  Aids; and
$255,975 to Milwaukee
County for Expressway
Policing Aids.

For calendar year 2015,
local governments will
share an  estimated
$432.7 million from the
state transportation fund
to build and maintain local
roads and bridges, which
includes Expressway
Policing Aids to the
Milwaukee County Sheriff
Department for patrol of
Milwaukee expressways.

Quarterly payments for
cities, towns and villages
are sent the first Monday
in January, April, July and
October. County pay-
ments are made in three

cent of the total annual
payment on the first
Monday in January; 50
percent on the first
Monday in July; and 25
percent on the first
Monday in October.

General Transportation
Aids help defray the costs
of constructing, maintain-
ing, and operating roads
and streets under local
jurisdiction. Connecting
Highway Aids reimburse
municipalities for mainte-
nance and traffic control of
certain state highways
within municipalities.

Communities also
receive state transporta-
tion fund revenues for
public transit, elderly and
disabled transportation,
and airport and harbor
development. In addition,
state and federal funds
are allocated for specific
highway and bridge con-
struction projects.

And it allowed Beerends
to continue to do what she
loves: teaching children.

Last year, Hawkeye,
who was named after one
of the characters in “The
Last of the Mohicans,” lis-
tened to first-graders read
in Marilyn Kasten’s class
at Kewaskum Elementary
School once a month, and
he will be back there this
year.

Training

To become a therapy
dog, Hawkeye needed to
go through special train-
ing.

He started with a basic
obedience class when he
was about 2 years old at
Go Over! Rover, a dog
training school in West
Bend.

Beerends learned at the
class that Hawkeye had
the right temperament to
become a therapy dog.

“He has always been
really pretty mild and low-
key dog. | say he’s a per-
fect dog for old people
because he's not a lot of
energy,” Beerends said.

After completing the
obedience education,
Hawkeye started classes
in agility training.
Hawkeye followed all the
commands in his agility
training, but unlike some
of the other dogs,
Hawkeye was not interest-
ed in racing through
courses.

“Hawkeye is not a speed
dog. He is good for this
job, but not agility,”
Beerends said.

Although Hawkeye
never broke any speed
records, the training gave
him a chance to socialize
with other dogs and peo-
ple.

“One of the key things
about therapy animals is
the communication
between the handler and
the pet, so by doing agility,
he has to follow my lead
as well as be able to do
the skills,” Beerends said.

After completing agility
training, Beerends con-
tacted Laura Hey of
Health Heelers for train-
ing.

“She evaluates the pets
to see if they have the
temperament, the type

that are not over excited
and going to jump up on
somebody. She checks to
see if they scare easily,”
Beerends said.

Hawkeye passed the ini-
tial evaluation, and then
attended six weeks of
therapy classes.

Beerends took an online
evaluation through Health
Heelers, and then she and
Hawkeye were put to the
test.

They were placed in
simulated situations, and
judged on how well
Hawkeye handled differ-
ent stimuli.

During the test,
Hawkeye did not over-
stress when people yelled
at each other. When
someone dropped a walk-
er near him, he was not
bothered. He followed the
command “leave it” and
did not touch objects that
were on the floor.

He and Beerends
passed the test, and
Hawkeye was officially a
therapy dog.

Although therapy dogs
are not service dogs,
which are bred and trained
for specific jobs, they can
be trained to work with
occupational or physical
therapists.

Hawkeye, who is more
of a beginner, has learned
how to interact with hos-
pice patients and children.

“He likes to interact, and
| think he's more willing to
interact with someone
who is eager to see him,”
Beerends said.

Teaching

For Beerends, being a
volunteer Pet Partner
keeps her connected with
teaching children.

“l miss my job so much.
| had to give it up, but |
loved what | did. This has
been nice because it gives
me an opportunity to do
what | love to do too, help-
ing people learn,”
Beerends said.

Beerends earned her
undergraduate  degree
from the University of lowa
and her master’s degree
in early childhood educa-
tion from Cardinal Stritch
University.

When Beerends and
Hawkeye enter a class-
room, Beerends explains
to the students that they
need to sit quietly.

Occasionally, there are
students who are afraid of

dogs, Beerends said.

“At school, we've had a
couple that are a little
standoffish. By the end of
the year, they were more
comfortable with him,”
Beerends said.

Beerends also talks with
students about how to
interact with dogs.

“First of all, you should
never approach a dog who
is not on a leash and/or
with a person in charge,”
Beerends said. “Walk
slowly, and don’t startle
them.”

She demonstrates to
students how to first hold
out a fist to the dog, and
then to ask the owner if
they can pet the dog.

“[Experts] usually say to
scratch dogs on their
chest first, and then move
to his back because some
dogs are sensitive on their
heads. | have not noticed
that Hawkeye is sensitive
that way,” Beerends said.

Reading to Hawkeye
encourages reading as
well as offers a different
opportunity to  read,
Beerends said. And since
Beerends is always at
Hawkeye’s side, she is
there to help the child
read.

“Some kids really like
reading to the dog,” she
said.

Hawkeye seems to like
all books, but most chil-
dren pick out animal
books to read to him,
Beerends said.

“He likes the dog books
the best,” Beerends said.

Relay for Life of West
Bend is still in need of
teams, cancer survivors
and caregivers who want
to have fun helping finish
the fight against cancer
from 3 p.m. on July 31
until 7 a.m. on Aug. 1 at
Badger Middle School,
727 S. 6th St, West Bend.

“The more teams we
have, the more money we
raise to fight cancer,” said
Allison Klein, local
American Cancer Society
representative. “Teams
are the heart and soul of
every Relay event.”

Relay for Life of West
Bend is a 17-hour, family-
friendly fundraiser that
combines team participa-
tion in a walking relay with
music, entertainment,
games, food, a silent auc-
tion and even camping.
Each team must have at

least one walker on the
track at all times. This
year’s event theme is
western/cowboy with a
tagline of “WANTED: A
Cure For Cancer.”

Teams of friends, teams
of families, and teams
from area businesses,
churches, organizations,
and schools solicit spon-
sors and donations. Funds
also are raised from activi-
ties that occur throughout
the event, Klein said.

“Because Relay For Life
is such an inspirational
occasion, we want as
many cancer Survivors
and caregivers as possible
to participate, especially
during the emotional
opening ceremonies when
they take the celebratory
first lap that kicks off the
festivities,” Klein said.
“Join us for an amazing
balloon release.”

Participants aren’t
required to stay for the
duration of the relay, but
many do. Last year, Relay
For Life of West Bend had

36 teams with 129 sur-
vivors and raised over
$106,000. This year, cur-
rently 35 teams are regis-
tered, with a goal of rais-
ing more than $100,000
two years in a row.

“A lot of teams set up
camp around the track and
stick around for the cama-
raderie,” Klein said. “Some
rest, and some pull all-
nighters and experience
everything that goes on.”

Final Game Is Sloppy But

PLYMOUTH — Both
team’s aces got the job
done in last Tuesday’s
(July 6) doubleheader
between Kewaskum and
Plymouth.

Michael Prochnow’s bril-
liant three-hit effort helped
the Indians to a 3-1 victory
over the Panthers in the
opener, keeping his
team’s hopes alive for a tie
for the Eastern Wisconsin
Conference.

The Indians couldn’t get
much going until the last
inning against Zach Cain
in the nightcap, however,

Gonring was still hot
about the way the sched-
ule was changed around
Monday.

them down the rest of the
way.

Kewaskum tied the
game in the bottom of the
third on a one-out single
by Bille Lehmann, a walk
to Matt Hetebrueg and a
single to left field by Dean
Schlice.

Cancer Survivor Raises Funds
Through Golf Marathon

Stangl could feel a firm
bump beneath the tissue,
and he saw some pink on
the edge of it. He knew

something was terribly
wrong.
So Stangl made an

appointment with his ear,
nose and throat doctor,
whom he had been seeing
routinely every three to six
months for checkups.

“He felt around in there,
and right away | could tell
he didn't like what he was
feeling,” Stangl said.

Once again, biopsies
were taken, and in June
2013, at the age of 30,
Stangl was diagnosed with
an aggressive form of
Squamous-cell carcinoma
of the oral cavity.

Because some of the
tumor tissue started to
make its way into muscles
outside of Stangl’s tongue,
it was considered Stage
4,

Stangl, who is originally
from Kewaskum, did not
smoke or chew tobacco,
and drank only in modera-
tion. Doctors could not find
a cause for the cancer.

“The doctor told me | got
unlucky,” Stangl said.

Treatment
On July 8, 2013, Stang],
who lives in DeForest,

underwent surgery at the
UW Hospital in Madison.

Doctors removed the
tumor from  Stangl’s
tongue, and then used tis-
sue from Stangl’s forearm
to reconstruct the tongue
during a 10-hour proce-
dure.

“They took veins and
arteries from his arm to
reattach it. It was impres-
sive,” Jenn Stang| said.

Stangl spent about eight
days in the hospital before
going home to recuperate.

A month later, Stangl
was back for an outpatient
procedure to have a feed-

ing tube inserted so he
could go through radiation.

“They told me the radia-
tion was going to tear up
my mouth. | wouldn't be
able to eat,” Stangl said.

Stangl started radiation
therapy the day after
Labor Day in 2013.

Every day, Monday
through Friday, for six
weeks, Stangl went to the
Turtle Bay Radiation
Oncology Center. He was
placed on a bed, and plas-
tic mesh mask was placed
on his face and bolted
down so that the radiation
could be sent to the exact
spot.

A syringe was placed in
his mouth to keep his
tongue out of the way, and
a big arm swung around
his head to send out rays.

The radiation created
numerous sores in
Stangl’s mouth and killed
his sense of taste.

But the cancer
gone.

“I have no reason to
believe that the surgery
and radiation didn’t work.
Every checkup | have had
has been two thumbs up. |
can't thank all the doctors
enough,” Stangl said.

was

Giving thanks

After completing radia-
tion, Stangl healed, and
his sense of taste
returned. He lost one of
his salivary glands through
the treatment, but doctors
were able to save the
other one.

By November, Stangl
was able to eat
Thanksgiving dinner.

“l could taste it, and
chew it,” Stangl said.

Up to that point, Stangl
had been trying to con-
sume as many calories as
possible because he had
lost about 17 pounds after
his surgery. And he had
lost weight just prior to

being diagnosed.

“It's funny, | was in the
best shape that | had ever
been in my entire life. |
started running, | started
lifting weights, | started
eating really well. | had
lost probably 15 pounds,
and then | was diag-
nosed,” Stangl said.

So the radiation oncolo-
gist told Stangl to add fat
to his diet.

“m not your cardiolo-
gist. Put butter on every-
thing,” the radiation oncol-
ogist said.

“So | made him pan-
cakes every morning, just
to try to keep some meat
on his bones,” Jenn Stang|
said.

However, today there
are still some foods that
Stangl avoids.

“We never have pudding
in the house any more,
and we don't have instant
mashed potatoes,” Jenn
Stangl said.

“Those are the things
that she made for me all
the time. | never want to
see those again,” Stangl
said.

But Stangl is thankful
that the disease was
caught early and that he
went through treatment.
He hopes to encourage
others.

“If you think something
is wrong, don't be scared
to go in. | was terrified to
go in June of 2013
because | knew it was
going to be bad. And a lot
of people don't want to go
in to get bad news, but
don't be scared to go in if
you think something is
wrong,” Stangl said.

Giving back

In May 2014, Stangl
decided he wanted to do
something to give back.

“We had been kind of
involved with the Madison
Carbone Center, with
donations and things like
that, but small amounts
here and there. But then |
thought, ‘Hey, why don't |
do a golf marathon and
have people donate,”
Stangl said.

So in

about three

weeks, Stangl raised just
under $2,400.

This year, Stangl decid-
ed to start a little earlier,
and bring the game back
to his roots. Stangl started
golfing when he was grow-
ing up in Kewaskum with
his parents, Bill and Diane
Stangl.

“Not to sound cliché, but
this is really where it all
started for me, my love of
golf. So it's super awe-
some that they were so
receptive to the idea of let-
ting me do it this year at
Hon-E-Kor. They are really
great,” Stangl said.

He worked at Hon-E-Kor
during the summer when
he was in middle school.
He also golfed at the
course from 1997 to 2001
while on the high school
golf team.

To add some pressure,
this year Stangl accepted
pledge amounts based on
things such as the number
of holes played, number of
strokes played, birdies,
eagles, one-putts and two-
putts.

“So people are making
me earn their money this
year,” Stangl said. “In
addition to that, I'm putting
my money where my
mouth is and I'm donating
for every three-putt, every
double bogie and every
lost ball. | figure if people
are donating based on my
performance, the least |
can do is back it up if |
screw up out there.”

Stangl ended up with a
total of 491 strokes last
week. He had six birdies,
38 pars, one chip-in, 27
one-putts and 75 two-
putts. The second 40 on
his list included an 8 on
the scorecard.

But Stangl’s biggest thrill
was golfing the final round.

“l played the last nine
with my dad, which was
pretty special for both of
us,” Stangl said.
