St. Matthew Students Donate
to F.D.L. Homeless Shelter

The St. Katherine Drexel Shelter in the City of
Fond du Lac will open this spring

“This is all about partnerships and support-
ing one another,” said Solutions Center Director
Amy Loof inside the nearly-open St. Katherine
Drexel Shelter — the first purpose-built homeless
shelter in the history of Fond du Lac County —
on Monday, April 4, as folks in florescent-colored
T-shirts scurried around her.

While the exterior of the building, which is lo-
cated on N. Peters Ave. in the city, looks largely
finished, the interior of the brand new shelter
facility is still under construction.

And those folks in florescent T-shirts?

They were not construction workers, but stu-
dents, faculty and volunteers from St. Matthew
Catholic School in Campbellsport.

The sixth through eighth graders at St.
Matt’s, after a visit from Solutions Center Board
President Kristina Meilahn earlier this school
year, were inspired by the first-of-its-kind shel-
ter, which was made possible in large part due
to a substantial donation from Drexel Building
Supply, and the junior-high students started col-
lecting donations for the shelter.

The students put in the effort through their
Community Service Volunteer Ministry (CSVM).
Educator Julie Dotzler said helping the shelter
was exactly the type of mission CSVM is geared
toward.

“It was worth the time knowing that we were
helping people who are not able to help them-
selves right now,” she said.

Fast-forward to Monday, and one full semi-
trailer, another quarter-size trailer and sev-
eral more car loads arrived outside the shelter
with the St. Matt’s students ready to offload all
the goodwill they curated over the weeks and
months.

“None of us is doing this alone,” said Loof,
speaking both broadly about life and about the
incredible volunteer efforts that have helped the
Solutions Center and Salvation Army of Fond
Du Lac cooperative in the nearly two years since
St. Katherine Drexel Shelter was announced to

Severe Weather Spotter Training

On Tuesday, April 12, a meteorologist from the
National Weather Service (NWS) will conduct
Severe Weather Safety and Spotter Training at the
Kewaskum Fire Department, located at 1106 Fond
du Lac Ave. in Kewaskum. Two identical sessions
will be held - an afternoon session from 1-3 p.m.,
and an evening session from 6:30-8:30 p.m.

This training is free, open to the public and does
not require any pre-registration.

The class will be delivered in two parts. The first
hour will address aspects of severe weather safe-
ty including high winds/tornados, flooding and
lightning. The second hour will cover recognition
training on weather features that are indicators
of severe weather potential. The causes and dy-
namics of differing forms of severe weather will

be discussed and video/photos of past weather
events will be presented to illustrate some of the
concepts.

This training is recommended for members of
local police, fire, and EMS departments as well as
amateur radio operators and anyone else with an
interest in weather. There will be ample time for
questions. This training is sponsored through the
cooperation of Village of Kewaskum Emergency
Management, Washington County Office of
Emergency Management, Wisconsin Emergency
Management, and the National Weather Service.

frames and dressers for
the living quarters in
addition to other vital
items.

The beds, while they
appeared lightweight,
were quite the haul for
even the eighth grad-
ers, but the students
showed gumption,
teamwork and patience
in delivering their
items to the shelter.

“Now we're mov-
ing!” shouted one stu-
dent giddily as a bed
frame rolled away to its
destination on a four-
wheeled cart.

Dotzler gave credit
to her students, whose
Herculean effort were
not just for show.

“Without us, it may
have taken days to un-
load and [place] the
furniture,” she said.
“What seemed like an
impossible task was
made easier once we
got organized and de-
veloped a system.”

For both Loof and
Meilahn (who is also a
detective with the Fond
du Lac [FDL] Police
Department and a for-
mer school resource
officer at FDL High
School), reaching the
younger generation
about the importance
of volunteerism is as
important as the dona-
tions being made.

“They’re our next
generation of volun-
teers,” said Loof. “If
we can reach them, and
they find doing stuff

the classroom. “But, to-
day, we’ve talked about
geometry, we've talked
about history. You can
learn a lot when you
help out.”

The Solutions Center
presently operates a
single residence for
homeless families
on 2nd Street in the
city. A warming shel-
ter is available at the
Salvation Army’s fa-
cilities in the winter
months, but both enti-
ties are looking forward
to combining all of the
tools and resources
into one location. In
addition to providing
a safe place to sleep,
the shelter will also
provide job resources,
medical resources and
personalized guidance
as residents navigate
their housing crisis.

The building is lo-
cated in the same lot as
the St. Vincent de Paul
thrift store of Fond du
Lac on N. Peters Ave.
Loof said this was by
design, and is a great
example of the positive
relationship with “St.
Vinny’s.”

While there is still
plenty of work to be
done, Loof, Meilahn
and everyone at the
shelter are starting to
see the fruits of their
labor. Just a few short
years ago, these home-
less population advo-
cates were wondering if
positive change would

AN Outdoorsman’s JOURNAL

I am currently in a crazy, busy pe-
riod of time, but it’s all positive.

A percentage of walleye that live
in Green Bay spawn on the Fox
River below the dam at DePere.
Every spring, in early March, a rule
is placed that - if you want to keep
a walleye in this section of river — it
has to be 28-inches or larger.

I used to wade and throw crank-
baits, lots of lost lures and some-
times fishermen that were rude
changed that plan. For a few years, I
used my boat and did very well, but I
became bored. For maybe 10 years, 1
have been paddling my canoe in the
world of hundred-thousand-dollar
boats, after dark and paddle trolling.

Simply put, I love it. In a years’
time, it is the most dangerous thing I
do. One flip in the dark, into the frig-
id waters of the Fox and it would be
a search and not a rescue.

I have caught several walleyes
over 28-inches!

MONDAY, MARCH 28

HIGH: 32, LOW: 8

This was supposed to be a two-day
experience/adventure. I had to can-
cel three times because of flooding
(chocolate milk) and or wind.

When I launched my canoe at the
fairgrounds in De Pere, I would liter-
ally be leaving for Red Lake, Ontario,
the day after I pulled it out.

I paddle troll using a kayak paddle;
I pull three crankbaits, two on plan-
er boards, left and a right and one
straight back. My main crank is the
J12 blue chrome.

There are two obstacles to success,
and they are both a constant.

The cranks are always picking up
debris, mostly leaves, and if you do
not check them, you are paddling but
not fishing. To check lines, you have
to be floating down river with the

nose of your rig.

The other obstacle, and it is also a
responsibility (especially after dark)
is to not float into or block traffic. For
the most part, I am always 30 feet to
100 yards from one or several boats,
and if they are pulling boards, each
rig could be 50 yards wide.

When paddling after dark, upriver,
turning my brain off is not an option
for even one minute, or I could cause
a very ugly mess with fishermen that
respect what I am doing but do not
want problems.

I had three hours of daylight pad-
dling before dark; I squat on my
knees and lean against a cooler with
my rear end. Sitting on the cooler
is not an option as my body weight
would be too high, and I would even-
tually fall out.

One of the most real tests when I
fish like this is how long can I take
it before something goes numb and
that includes my brain. About 6 p.m.
this evening, I was loving life and
paddling near the 172 bridge — about

where I caught a real nice walleye
last year — when my right pole starts
bending. I was paddling upriver, so
the first thing that I had to do was
a 180, so I could fight the fish float-
ing down river and not mess up my
other lines.

I took care of business and caught
what was maybe a 19-inch walleye,
and I have to tell you, I am thinking,
this is going to be a big night.

In reality, the story is that - for
days - the north had been experienc-
ing very cold weather, and this is not
good for fish-catching.

So, I started paddling between the
172 bridge and the train trestle about
a mile to the north; it gets dark and,
just like that, it’s Christmas on the
water. In other words, boats every-
where and most were pulling six
lighted-planer-boards.

Twice, I got snagged in heavy traf-
fic, and you have to be on top of your
game. It’s kind of like driving on the
interstate: Everything is fine as long
as you go with the flow, don’t stop in
traffic or go backwards.

The real story is that I thrive on
this, I am almost always smiling,
even when boats blow by me in the
dark going very fast and close; it’s all
part of the game.

About 8 p.m., both ends of my
paddle where the water drips were
becoming very frozen, and my feet
on the bottom were starting to be-
come numb. Also, everything inside
of my canoe, including my reels, was
getting 100-percent iced-up. On this
entire adventure, I only saw one fish
caught besides mine, and by 11 p.m.,
I was still paddling, waiting for the
fat mama from the deep to give me a
big challenge.

It was also about this time that I

realized, from my butt to the tips of
my toes, I could not feel a thing, and
I actually could not stand up if I had
to. About midnight, I was really close
to the landing, thinking real hard
about my drive home and to Canada
and I said, “I am bailing.”

If a camera was on me, you would
see a guy paddle up in his canoe, but
he could not get out; nothing worked
from the belly button down. I liter-
ally flipped myself out, laid there,
manned up, started loading gear and
my canoe, thought about sleeping,
but my lower half was too cold.

I drove home, I am writing this,
the truck is loaded and it’s: “Canada,
here I come!”

Been a long winter!
