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Kewaskum Holds 
Groundbreaking for 

New Municipal Complex

Members of  the Kewaskum Village Board, vil-
lage employees, volunteers and residents gathered 
on Friday, April 26, at the site of  the municipal 
complex to celebrate the old buildings forthcom-
ing demolition and the construction of  a new near-
ly $10 million police department and village hall.

Kewaskum Police Chief  Tom Bishop was one of  
several village officials to speak. He said the de-
partment has been long overdue for new facili-
ties, and he thanked the board and community for 
their support.

“We’ve outgrown the space,” he said, “and we 
don’t have adequate facilities for our officers to 
use.”

Also speaking at the event were Village Admin-
istrator Adam Gitter, Village President Fuzz Mar-
tin, Police & Fire Commission President Aaron 
Laatsch, Dan Loest of  C.D. Smith and Kallie Ogi of  
Excel Engineering. 

Gitter hoped the new build would mark a new 
era for the village.

Neighbors and friends shared stories about 
what it was like to be in Schlaefer’s Hardware 
store in Campbellsport. The story would eventu-
ally intertwine two old men, both respected. 

Bill Schlaefer (1896-1987)
William Schlaefer had an impressive store 

in Campbellsport, located east of  what was the 
Health Hut. He was a veteran of  World War I. Ac-
cording to his obituary, “He and his wife owned 
Schlaefer Hardware since 1943.” He worked hard 
into his 80s and was known for his quick remarks 
and impressive quips.

He also wore brown gloves when he sort-
ed through nails or counted out nuts and bolts, 
which noticeably shook and led some to call 
him Shakey Bill or Shakey Schlaefer. That’s not 
shared in disrespect, but rather the consensus on 
Mr. Schlaefer’s dedication to his store, regard-
less of  his health ailments. It was fitting he died 
an owner of  Schlaefer Hardware. 

Memories at the Store
Here’s an example from Bob Meier, who said he 

wanted some Eisenglass. I had no clue what that 
was, but Bob aptly pointed out it’s the glass need-
ed for a wood stove. Bob looked all over. Couldn’t 
find it. A Mr. Roth told Bob: “Stop at Schlaefer’s.” 
When Bob went to Schlaefer’s and explained his 
request, the old man went back to the cupboard, 
then reached into the cabinet’s bottom. “A good 
hardware store would have that,” said Mr. Sch-
laefer. It wasn’t just that he had what Mr. Mei-
er needed, but rather that he was sitting on that 

one liner to show the old hardware store of  long 
ago was still the best place to get what you need.

Mark and Kim Mueller told me stories of  what 
that store looked like around 1980. For one, the 
foot traffic of  that store ran a groove up to the 
ramp and into the store. The shop had the nice 
old show windows, and his supplies were pro-
found. Kim said when she found out Mr. Schlae-
fer had died, she couldn’t help but wonder, “What 
is going to happen to ALL this good stuff?” It was 
with respect to his diverse inventory. 

My father said Mr. Schlaefer wore gloves all 
the time, and my mom remembered his cloth 
gloves too. This protection could have been relat-
ed to the fact that he was dealing with old metal,

It was George Washington who said, “Hones-
ty is always the best policy.” Sadly, many people, 
including political leaders who we expect to be 
honest and display integrity, don’t adhere to that 
policy.

Researchers have found that the average 
American lies twice a day. The same study by the 
University of  Massachusetts found that men lie 
most often about their achievements while wom-
en lie to protect someone’s feelings.

There are several reasons why people lie: to 
avoid punishment, to gain an advantage, to pro-
tect self  or others, to fit in socially or to main-
tain privacy. Most of  us have told what are often 
called “white lies” to get out of  social events or to 
avoid hurting another person’s feelings and be-
lieve this type of  lie is harmless.

It is a different story when political figures lie, 
which creates confusion and government dis-
trust. For example, Press Secretary Sean Spicer 
lied about the size of  the crowd for former Pres-
ident Trump’s inauguration in 2017. He said, 
“This was the largest audience to ever witness 
an inauguration, period.” Photographs from the 
event clearly showed this was not true, but both 
Trump and Spicer continued with the claim. 
After Spicer had resigned, he admitted he had 
“screwed up” and lied (Time.com, January 4, 
2018).

This year, during the college basketball play-
offs, Michigan state Republican Representative 
Maddock tweeted, “Three buses just loaded up 
with illegal invaders at the Detroit Metro.” In 
fact, what he had observed were buses of  college 
basketball players. When others on the social 
platform corrected him, he refused to acknowl-
edge his mistake and continued to insist that ille-
gal immigrants were invading the airport.

Often times, there are no consequences to lies 
by well-known public figures, but there are ex-
ceptions. Hunter Biden, President Biden’s son, 
has been indicted on federal charges for lying 
about drug use when trying to purchase a gun. 
His trial is tentatively scheduled for June.

Alex Jones, conspiracy theorist and host of  In-
fowars, repeatedly claimed that the 2012 killing 
of  20 students and six staff members at Sandy 
Hook Elementary School in Newtown, Connect-
icut, was staged with actors as part of  a govern-
ment plot to outlaw guns. Families who were 
already grieving the deaths of  their loved ones 
were harassed by Jones’ viewers. Years later, he 
finally admitted that he had lied about the en-
tire thing for ratings, and in October 2023, he was 
ordered to pay the families 1.1 billion dollars in 
compensation for their suffering. 

The idea of  a stolen 2020 election continues de-
spite no evidence to support such an allegation.

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County Clerk’s Office to Hold Additional 
Quarterly Office Hours on Saturdays

Free Child Seat Safety Check on May 13

The Washington County Clerk’s Office will of-
fer additional office hours from 8-11 a.m., on the 
third Saturday in January, April, July, and Octo-
ber, beginning July 20.

“Implementing office hours outside normal 
business hours will benefit the public by pro-
viding Saturday hours that are more conve-
nient for those who work weekdays,” said Ashley 
Reichert, county clerk.

Current hours of  operation follow a “4-
10s” schedule of  7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m., Monday 
through Thursday, and are closed on Fridays.

Citizens can obtain a marriage license, apply 
for a passport and have their passport photo tak-

en in the county clerk’s office. Appointments can 
be scheduled online at www.washcowisco.gov/
departments/county_clerk. 

The County Board approved an 18-month pi-
lot program for the “4-10s” hours in April 2023 
after the county clerk relayed the success of  ex-
tended office hours in Hartford from 2018 until 
2020. The county clerk staff determined that 43% 
of  all appointments during this time were dur-
ing extended hours between 7-8 a.m. and 4:30-5:30 
p.m. Currently, approximately 40% of  all county 
clerk’s office appointments remain in the 7-8 a.m. 
and 4:30-5:30 p.m. timeframes.

Each year, thousands of  young children are 
killed or injured in car crashes.

A certified technician will ensure a new or ex-
isting car seat is safe and properly installed, and 
answer questions about making transitions be-
tween car seats, booster seats, and regular seat 
belts.

Free car seats are available for eligible families 
facing financial barriers.

Interested parents are asked to bring their 
child, car seat, car seat instructions, and vehicle 
owner’s manual to the event.

Over 60 lawsuits claiming election fraud have 
been filed, many of  the cases heard by judges ap-
pointed by former President Trump. In all the cas-
es, no evidence of  widespread fraud that would 
have changed the outcome of  the election was 
found. Four years later, the false claims continue, 
creating uncertainty about the 2024 election.

Lies via foreign propaganda are also a serious 
concern. The Washington Post recently published 
an article about Russian plans to weaken the U.S. 
by convincing NATO that the U.S. will not support 
its allies. Russia further hopes to isolate the U.S. 
by increasing tensions between the U.S. and Chi-
na and escalating the Middle East crisis. Republi-
can Representative, from Ohio, Mike Turner has 
said its “absolutely true that some GOP congress 
members are parroting Russian propaganda.”

Mike Taylor, Chief  of  Staff in the Department of  
Homeland Security and appointed in 2016 by then 
President Trump, has said that the Russians will 
be spreading even more propaganda this election 
cycle.

“Tech is more powerful, our adversaries are 

more brazen. The American public is more sus-
ceptible. Political leaders across party lines must 
unite against this,” he warned.

What can the average citizen do to detect and 
counteract lies, no matter where they come from? 
According to research by the National Institute of  
Health, we are only accurate about 50% of  the time 
in detecting whether a person is lying. Although it 
is easier to detect spontaneous lies, planned lies 
such as those used by politicians and in propagan-
da are harder to detect. According to disinforma-
tion-nation.org, there are three things you can do 
to help detect lies and propaganda.

1. Do a gut check. Don’t believe everything 
you read or see. Be skeptical. Don’t automatical-
ly share something on social media without first 
checking to see if  what it says it is true, and don’t 
believe something just because you heard it more 
than once.

2. Don’t invite propaganda in. Platforms like 
Facebook and YouTube use algorithms that tend 
to recommend extreme, click-grabbing content. 
Once you click on one video or link, you will be 
flooded with more like it. Avoid liking web pages, 

and periodically delete your search history.
3. Use multiple news sources from both left and 

right leaning viewpoints. Sites like AllSides can 
help you evaluate your news sources to deter-
mine if  they have a left or right lean bias. When 
you know both sides of  a story, it is easier to detect 
lies and propaganda. Knowing more about our 
government and how it works also helps a person 
to not only detect misinformation but to also hold 
our elected officials accountable for their actions.

Another tactic is to figure out who benefits from 
a lie. For example, an ad by the petroleum indus-
try that falsely claims Biden is banning gas pow-
ered vehicles (VERIFYThis.com) benefits their 
industry because an increase in electric vehicles 
decreases their profits.

With increased usage of  social media, artifi-
cial intelligence, and foreign interference, it will 
be challenging to weed out the lies and misinfor-
mation. Propagandists want us to become dis-
couraged and give up trying to uncover the truth, 
but as Elvis Presley once said, “Truth is like the 
sun. You can shut it out for a time, but it ain’t goin’ 
anywhere.”

KAMO Kids and The Best Dam Fishing Float

This is another week where there is a ton to say, 
so here it goes. Back in 2007, through this column, 
Kids and Mentors Outdoors

“KAMO” began (www.kamokids.org). There are 
six chapters throughout Wisconsin, and we take 
kids on outdoor experiences in group events and 
one-on-ones. About 2011, I was bowhunting in a 
remote location and as always, had a KAMO stick-
er on my truck. Onalaska High School science 
teacher Mike Brown saw that sticker, contacted 
me and one year later Mike started The Coulee 
“Lacrosse” Chapter of  KAMO.

Mike Brown is the president of  his chapter, one 
of  the two vice presidents of  KAMO, does a lot of  
our secretarial work and maintains our website. 
Most importantly, Mike Brown creates tons of  
outdoor experiences for Lacrosse area youth.

Friday, April 19

High 51, Low 28
A cold spell always slows down the fish bite! 

So, here is the plan, and it is a good one. [I spent] 
Two separate days on “The Best Dam Fish Float” 
which is located at Lock and Dam #7 and is acces-
sible by boat which Captain Tom Rieple ferries 
you over to, on the hour, from 7 to 5. This float has 
been here for like 80 years and about 15 years ago, 
John Rieple purchased it and stuck a boatload 
of  money into upgrading it. What I would wit-
ness and experience was solid fishing and guests, 
whether they were first timers or folks that were 
proud to say they had been fishing it for 50 years, 

truly enjoying their day.
Mike Brown started bringing kids, along with 

other Coulee Mentors, to floats on the Mississippi 
because it is a simple and inexpensive way to get 
kids outside. KAMO pays for the days’ experience, 
Captain Mike shuttles them, and the kids fish, ex-
plore, and hang out in the lodge which is loaded 
with fish mounts from fish that were caught on 
the float. What I did was explore the fishing area 
which is immense and try to figure out where we 
could have the best action as it was a slow bite due 
to a cold spell. A bit of  good luck came our way 
when I realized that perch were being caught in 
shallower water “closest to shore,” and we moved 
our operation over that way. Pretty soon kids that 
had not caught a fish yet on this day were hooking 
into perch, and they were all smiles.

Mike has all the poles and gear, and his garage 
is fixed up for KAMO as it is ready for outings like 
this. One girl that is a true KAMO Kid was 13-year-
old Emma Raymus. Emma did not quit fishing for 
a second, and the first few hours it was slow. Per-
haps she stuck with it because she has been on 
other KAMO experiences like last fall’s group 
youth deer hunt near Warrens where she harvest-
ed a buck. There were three sisters that also had 
a great attitude as the wind was nasty with a cap-
ital N, and Jocelyn, Sabrina and Valerie Gemig-
nani were all smiles, especially when they started 
catching perch.

Several times over the two days I witnessed fish-
ermen hook into very large lake sturgeon, and 
that creates quite the show as they are extreme-
ly powerful. Once I witnessed about a 40-pound-
er clear the water by a good four feet, and at the 
same time, another one that appeared to be follow-
ing it, did the same. Of  all the lake sturgeon I saw 

hooked not one was caught, but I did witness sev-
eral sand sturgeon landed.

Another interesting experience that all of  us 
witnessed was the annual die off of  mostly coot 
that become ill on Lake Onalaska “just above the 
dam,” apparently from eating snails. We would 
watch the coot swim close by and then climb on 
shore and go to sleep permanently.

Both Captain Tom and Mike Watson cook burg-
ers that are half  pounders, and the lodge can be 
quite the social gathering where, like I wrote ear-
lier, there is a ton of  pride for the folks that have 
fished here for decades or the newcomers that are 
on a good bite.

Had Mike Brown not contacted me 13 years 
ago, these two days never would have happened. 
I’m guessing the hundreds of  kids that have 
been shown outdoor experiences through Coulee 
KAMO would not have those memories, and the 
story just goes on and on.

We need more Mike Brown’s; we will help you 
start a KAMO chapter or you could join an exist-
ing one.

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and trying to avoid cuts and rust. His 
shakes were more pronounced when 
counting through the nails or bolts. 

Rick Heisler too, remembers that 
they called Mr. Schlaefer “Shakey 
Bill.” And you could not forget the 
squeaky fl oor. “It’s just the way it 
was. You always knew where any-
body was because you could hear 
the fl oorboards squeak.” Meanwhile 
Mary, his wife, was so funny. “When 
it was time for Bill – and she always 
made the meals. And he had to be 
RIGHT there to eat it. And then she 
would go out and take his place… 
and he had to eat his dinner. Mary 
was very precise about that.” In ad-
dition, Rick said, “when he wrote 
the bills out, it was always in pencil. 
And he’d sharpened the pencil… He 

always had a knife that was in back 
of  the counter.” Rick’s dad Jim re-
ally enjoyed Bill, because Mr. Sch-
laefer, “always had a smile and he 
always had something funny to say.” 
In addition, “When he would give 
you change, he would always lick the 
dollar. I remember as a kid I would 
always laugh.” It was a good hard-
ware store that had everything you 
needed.

Bill Majerus (1890-1973)
In an interview for the South Eden 

book, I asked Phil Majerus if  he 
could give a story about his Grandpa 
Bill Majerus’s character. “What kind 

of  a guy was he?” Phil restated the 
question on Bill Majerus before he 
answered. “He was the greatest guy 
in the country. Everybody liked him. 
I’ll tell ya a story. Are you aware of  
the Schlaefer’s Hardware? Aren’t ya? 
So, one time I was working on a job 
with CATS and bulldozers. We had to 
clean up some fences and stu�  south 
of  Campbellsport. And I went in to 
get some special tools to do that with. 
And old man Schlaefer waited on me. 
He was 80-plus at that time and got 
the stu�  ready in a bag.” Phil’s ref-
erence to Mr. Schlaefer comes to 

around the 1980s, for Phil (b. 1944), 
thinks he was in his 40s in this story.

After Phil made his purchase, it 
took him a while to realize he hadn’t 
fully evened up with Mr. Schlaefer. 
“And I got out on the job, and I need-
ed something else, and here was a 
pair of  $14 fence pliers that he didn’t 
charge me for. So, I went back down 
there, I said to him, ‘Here is that 
fence pliers you didn’t charge me 
for.’”  “‘Who are you? I don’t know 
you?’” Mr. Schlaefer asked. “Well, I 
said, ‘I’m Bill Majerus’s grandson.’” 
With a cracked voice and 40 years af-
ter the plier purchase, Phil quoted 
Mr. Schlaefer’s response, “‘That ex-
plains why you brought it back.’”

Membership Approves Two Amendments;  
Proposed Name, Image, Likeness Voted Down

The member schools of  the Wiscon-
sin Interscholastic Athletic Associa-
tion passed two amendments, defeated 
a much-deliberated Name, Image, Like-
ness (NIL) proposal, and conducted oth-
er membership business at the 128th 
Annual Meeting at the Sentry Insur-
ance Theater Wednesday, April 24.

The membership voted 170-219 to re-
ject the proposed NIL language that 
would have allowed student-athletes 
to engage in promotion and revenue 
opportunities and activities not asso-
ciated or identified with their school 
team, school, conference or the WIAA, 
which included a number of  prohibited 
NIL activities. 

Executive Director Stephanie Haus-
er indicated the failed vote does not end 
the discussions on NIL. “We will contin-
ue this conversation with our member-
ship in response to the trend across the 
nation with other high school associa-
tions allowing some opportunities for 
Name, Image, Likeness,” she said. “The 
Annual Meeting vote is evidence of  the 
ownership the membership has in the 
democratic process. 

“The WIAA staff provides informa-
tion, rationale and possible unintended 
consequences,” she added, “but it’s ulti-
mately up to each member school to de-
termine how to cast its vote.” 

The two amendments that passed by 
the membership affect the member-
ship’s Bylaws. The first allows schools 
to use their resources and coaches to 
conduct developmental programming 
during the school year but outside the 
designated sport season for students in 
eighth grade or below, which remains 
prohibited for students in grades 9-12. 
The membership approved the amend-
ment by a 381-9 vote.

The second Bylaw amendment per-
mits member schools to submit one 
unedited video clip for review by the 

executive staff if  a school believes the 
wrong player has been identified in 
an ejection and to assist in identifying 
the correct student-athlete to serve the 
ejection suspension. The amendment 
passed by a 387-1 vote.

In the Director’s Report, Hauser ex-
pressed the focus of  the membership 
will be moving education-based athlet-
ics forward and adapting to changes in 
the interscholastic athletics landscape. 
She said by working together on exist-
ing and future plans, continuous im-
provement is encouraged and expected. 

She highlighted recent achievements 
to reinforce what has been accom-
plished by the membership working to-
ward a common goal, including tripling 
girls wrestling participation in three 
years, the first-ever WIAA lacrosse 
championships this spring, the launch-
ing of  the WIAA Student Leadership 
Team, the establishment of  a number 
of  ad hoc committees, as well as the 
reinstatement of  the Media Adviso-
ry Committee. Hauser also identified a 
number of  membership challenges that 
will be reviewed and addressed, includ-
ing season lengths, game maximums 
and coaching contact; the retention of  
WIAA-licensed officials; and the contin-
ued exploration of  establishing a WIAA 
Foundation. 

The executive staff responded to 12 
pre-submitted requests addressing sev-
en open forum topics, including inqui-
ries about 8-player football; basketball 
divisional placements; competitive bal-
ance performance factor; NIL; impact 
of  code violations on tournament eligi-
bility; and the current study of  season 
lengths, season game maximums, and 
coaching contact. 

Michael Turner of  Hartford Union 
High School was recognized as the Wis-
consin Spirit of  Sport Award recipi-
ent, sponsored by the Dairy Farmers 

of  Wisconsin. Also recognized were the 
representatives of  the 30 schools that 
received the WIAA Award of  Excel-
lence in 2022-23.

In the 2024-25 Board of  Control elec-
tions, Nathan Lehman, the district ad-
ministrator at Stratford was elected 
for a three-year term on the Board as 
the District 2 representative. Kurt Co-
hen, the superintendent at Potosi, was 
elected to serve a three-year term rep-
resenting District 5. Jill Stobber, the 
athletic and activities administrator at 
Waterford, was re-elected to a three-
year term as the gender minority at-
large representative.

In the 2024-25 Advisory Council elec-
tions, James Darin, the principal at 
Mukwonago, was re-elected to a three-
year term as a large school represen-
tative. Jon Vollendorf, the principal at 
Stevens Point Area Senior High, was 
also elected to a three-year term rep-
resenting large schools. Michael Foley, 
the principal at Platteville, was elect-
ed to serve a three-year term as a me-
dium school representative. The two 
small school representatives that will 
begin three-terms are Turtle Lake Su-
perintendent Kent Kindschy, who was 
re-elected for a second term, and Brian 
Zacho, the superintendent at Randolph. 
Peggy Larson, the superintendent at 
Winneconne, was re-elected to serve 
as the gender at-large representative 
on the Advisory Council, and Michael 
Lambrecht, the principal at Columbus 
Catholic, will serve a three-year term as 
the nonpublic school at-large represen-
tative on the Advisory Council.

The Northern Kettle Moraine Forest area and the surrounding communi-
ties are great spots to stop for anyone looking for a Wisconsin experience. 

Boasting some of  the most unique and stunning physical features in the 
state, the local villages and towns also feature fantastic opportunities for lei-
sure, entertainment and food. 

Known o�  cially as the Kettle Moraine State Forest-Northern Unit, this 
area can thank ancient glaciers for its one-of-a-kind characteristics. 

The northern unit of  the forest is only a portion of  what is sometimes 
called the Kettle Range. This range was created when the Green Bay Lobe 
of  the glacier on the west, collided with the Lake Michigan Lobe of  the gla-
cier on the east, depositing sediment. The western glacier formed the Bay of  
Green Bay, Lake Winnebago and the Horicon Marsh while the eastern one 
formed Lake Michigan. 

This area contains very hilly terrain and glacial landforms, such as ket-
tles, kames and eskers. The forest is divided into two large and three small 
units, which are spread across roughly 100 miles. 

The Kettle Moraine State Forest-Northern Unit consists of  an area cover-
ing the western part of  Sheboygan County, the southeastern part of  Fond 
du Lac County and the northern portion of  Washington County. It includes 
more than 29,000 acres. The forest itself  was established in 1937 to help pre-
serve this unique area and its features. 

The forest is managed for multiple uses, including recreation manage-
ment, sustainable forest products, water quality and soil protection, terres-
trial and aquatic wildlife, native biological diversity, and aesthetics.

The forest headquarters is located near the Village of  Campbellsport. 
Features of  the Northern Unit are the Greenbush Recreation Area, with a 
group camping area and hiking trails; Parnell Observation Tower; the Long 
Lake Recreation Area, with a campground, a beach and boat launch; Henry 
S. Reuss Ice Age Visitor Center; and the Mauthe Lake Recreation Area, with 
a campground, a beach and boat launch.

About 145 miles of  trails can be found in the northern unit. These trails 
are used for biking, hiking, horseback riding, cross country skiing and 
snowmobiling. 

Other facilities in the area include 336 family campsites with modern fa-
cilities, nine group campsites, six backpack shelters, a horse riders camp-
ground, three swimming beaches, fi ve boat launches and an observation 
tower. 

It is estimated that approximately 800,000 people visit the forest every year. 
You will defi nitely be able to fi nd something fun to do in the Kettle Moraine 

State Forest-Northern Unit. There is something for everyone.

wi.us. You can also call the forest headquarters at 262-626-2116 or call the Ice

  The City of  West Bend is a short drive south of  the forest. You can get to 
West Bend by taking Highway 45 south.

Many trails can be found in the Kettle Moraine State Forest-Northern Unit. 
They provide great recreational opportunities in this area.

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Ice Age Visitor Center • Step into the Past

The Henry S. Reuss Ice Age Visitor Center is a must-stop for anyone visit-
ing the Kettle Moraine State Forest-Northern Unit. It is located just outside 
of  Dundee on Highway 67. 

Its purpose is to introduce and orient visitors to the forest about the area 
and the special features of  the area. The glaciers that covered this area 
roughly 10,000 years ago left some unique terrain and features in this area. 

The Kettle Moraine was created when the Green Bay Lobe of  the glacier, 
on the west, collided with the Lake Michigan Lobe of  the glacier, on the east.

As the glaciers melted and moved, they left behind many different features 
like moraines, kames, eskers, drumlins and kettles. The Ice Age Visitor 
Center explains these features, how they were formed and gives examples of  
these features in the area. 

“You can get a good idea of  how the glaciers affected this area and the trea-
sures it left,” said Jackie Scharfenberg, a recently retired DNR naturalist at 
the Ice Age Center. “A lot of  groups come here as a jumping off point.” 

View exhibits to learn about the frozen history of  Wisconsin and the gifts 
of  the glacier. There is a great view of  the landscape from the nature center 
and a naturalist is available to answer your questions.

After visiting the center, you can then go out into the forest to see these dif-
ferent formations. Many trails can be found in the forest to get you to these 
features. A shorter trail is also accessible from the Ice Age Visitor Center. 

Another feature of  the center is the information you can receive about the 
forest activities. The center has maps of  all the trails in the forest, camp-
grounds, information about Mauthe and Long Lakes and the campgrounds 
in the forest. Beyond the woods, you can also find tourism information on 
local restaurants and municipalities. 

“We can provide information about the forest and its multitude of  things 
to do,” Scharfenberg said. 

The Henry S. Reuss Ice Age Visitor Center was opened in January of  1981 
and dedicated in May of  1981. It was named after a Wisconsin congressman. 
The Zillmer Trail, one of  the forest’s more extensive network of  walking 
trails, was also named after a Wisconsin congressman.

“They got some of  the initial money passed [for the center and trails],” 
Scharfenberg said. 

The center is open year-round. 
During the summer, it is open Wednesday-Friday from 8:30 a.m.-4:30 p.m. 

and on weekends from 9:30 a.m.-4:30 p.m. 
About 25,000-30,000 people stop at the Ice Age Visitor Center every year. 

Educational programs are held at the center every week. These programs 
teach young and old about the forest wildlife, vegetation and other fun na-
ture-related things. Programs are generally free to the public, with some 

exceptions. 
Throughout the year, the forest naturalists present a wide array of  fun-

filled educational programs. The programs are held at the Ice Age Visitor 
Center, Mauthe Lake Recreation Area, Long Lake Recreation Area or at oth-
er spots within the forest. There are programs for all interests and age levels.

The Henry S. Reuss Ice Age Visitor Center is a great place to start your 
visit to the Kettle Moraine State Forest-Northern Unit. It will help educate 
you about the forest and give you information about more opportunities in 
the forest. 

A gift shop offering books, clothing and other souvenirs can be visited. The 
gift shop is operated by the Friends of  Kettle Moraine - Northern Unit. All 
proceeds support the forest.

The Center is located at N2875 Hwy 67 Campbellsport, WI 53010. Call ahead 
at 920-533-8322 for more information on the day’s events.

The Ice Age Visitor Center is a great place to visit to learn more about the 
Kettle Moraine State Forest and how it was formed. You can also take part in 
educational programs, find a trail and just enjoy the beauty of the forest from 
the center. Many of the educational programs held in the forest are hosted at 
the Ice Age Center.

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The Kettle Moraine State Forest-
Northern Unit has countless trails 
that are available and easy to access 
within the forest. 

Depending on the trail, you can 
walk, bike, picnic and ride horses. 
Most importantly, folks have a lot of  
fun on these trails! 

The Ice Age National Scenic Trail 
(which stretches 1,200 miles across 
the state) has a 31-mile leg through 
the length of  the forest. Hiking is 
also available at the Greenbush rec-
reation area (13.5 miles), New Fane 
loop system trails (7.7 miles), Zillmer 
loop area (11.4 miles), Butler Lake 
loop (3 miles), Parnell Tower loop 
(3.5 miles), Tamarack loop (2 miles) 
and the Lake to Lake Bike Trail (6.5 
miles). You can access a map for 
these trails on p. 2 of  this Visitor 
Guide.

Pets are allowed on all hiking trails 
except the nature trails, as long as 
they on a leash eight feet or shorter 
at all times.

Please be courteous of  other hik-
ers and use trail ediquette when 
passing and accessing paths. 

Trail Matters
• Butler Lake Loop: On Butler Lake 

Road, 1.5 miles east of  the Long Lake 
Recreation Area, the Butler Lake 
Trail winds more than three miles 
through the 158-acre Butler Lake 
and Flynn’s Spring State Natural 
Area. 

A portion of  the loop trail is shared 
with the Ice Age Trail. Interpretive 
displays are set at the base of  the 
esker and overlook Butler Lake. A 
picnic table, grill and drinking water 
are at the trail head.

• Greenbush Recreation Area Trails: 
On Kettle Moraine Drive, 2.5 miles 
north of  State Highway 67, the 
Greenbush recreation area has two 
trail systems: four loops of  chal-
lenging mountain bike trails total-
ing nine miles, interwoven with five 
loops of  hiking trails totaling 13.5 
miles. 

Hikers and off-road mountain bik-
ers share this multiple-use trail sys-
tem in season. For safety reasons, 
these trails are use-specific: hiking 
is not allowed on the bike trails and 
biking is not allowed on the hiking 
trails.

A heated picnic shelter, picnic ta-
bles, grill, drinking water and vault 
toilets are near the trail head. There 
is also access to the Ice Age Trail.

A state trail pass is required for 
all bike riders and skiers age 16 and 
older.

• Ice Age National Scenic Trail: 
Approximately 31 miles of  the Ice 
Age National Scenic Trail travels 
the length of  the Northern Unit of  
the Kettle Moraine State Forest. One 
of  only 11 National Scenic Trails, 
the 1,200-mile Ice Age Trail is a pre-
mier hiking trail and conservation 
resource for silent sport and out-
door enthusiasts. Located entirely 
in Wisconsin, the Trail runs from 
its Western Terminus in Interstate 
State Park in St. Croix Falls, down 
as far south as Janesville, then to its 
Eastern Terminus in Sturgeon Bay’s 
Potawatomi State Park. The Trail 
is also 1 of  42 designated Wisconsin 
State Trails and the only State Scenic 
Trail.

Tracing the path of  the last gla-

cier, the Trail traverses some of  
Wisconsin’s most scenic landscapes 
and helps tell the story of  the last 
Ice Age. In doing so, it highlights 
Wisconsin’s unique glacial features. 
In the Kettle Moraine, the Trail’s 
moderate-to-difficult path follows 
sinuous eskers and tumbled mo-
raines descending into bogs and 
deep kettles. Five rustic backpack 
shelters are available for camping 
along the Trail. They must be re-
served in advance. Portions of  other 
forest trails run along the Ice Age 
Trail. An Ice Age Trail Backpack is 
available to check out from the Ice 
Age Visitors’ Center. It includes in-
formation about ColdCaching, an 
outdoor treasure-hunting game, 
which uses GPS or other naviga-
tional techniques to seek out natural 
features formed by glaciation. Six 
ColdCache sites are located within 
the Kettle Moraine State Forest. The 
Ice Age Trail is managed in partner-
ship by the Wisconsin Department 
of  Natural Resources, the National 
Park Service, and the Ice Age Trail 
Alliance. The Alliance is a volunteer- 
and member-based organization that 
conserves, creates, maintains, and 
promotes the Trail. The Lakeshore 
Chapter of  the Alliance creates and 
maintains the Trail in Sheboygan 
County. To get involved with the 
Lakeshore Chapter or learn about 
their activities, visit IceAgeTrail.org/
get-involved/volunteer/chapters/
lakeshore. 

• Lake to Lake Bike Trail: This 6.5-
mile limestone surfaced trail con-
nects the Mauthe and Long Lake 
recreation areas and passes by the 
village of  Dundee.

This gentle trail winds through 
hardwood forests, prairies, conifer 
plantations, and lowland swamps. 
The  trail includes a boardwalk over 
low areas east of  Dundee Mountain. 

• Moraine Nature Trail: This 0.75 mile, 
easy nature-trail loop begins at the 
Ice Age Visitor Center. A self-guided 
booklet links to the numbered posts 
along the trail and identifies the 
common trees of  the Kettle Moraine. 

Picnic tables are available at the 
trail head. Pets are not allowed on 
this trail.

• New Fane Loop System: On County 
Line Road, 1.5 miles east of  Kettle 
Moraine Drive, the New Fane area 
has two trail systems: four loops of  
moderately-challenging mountain 
bike trails totaling 5.5 miles, inter-
woven with four loops of  hiking 
trails totaling 7.7 miles. A short con-
nector trail allows access to the Ice 
Age Trail (bikes are not allowed on 
the connector trail).  

Hikers and off-road mountain bik-
ers share this multiple-use trail sys-
tem in season. For safety reasons, 
these trails are use-specific; hiking 
is not allowed on the bike trails and 
biking is not allowed on the hiking 
trails. 

An open-air reservable shelter 
is located near the trail head and 
drinking water and vault toilets are 
available year-round. A state trail 
pass is required for all bike riders 
age 16 and over.

• Parnell Tower Loop: On County 
Highway U, one-quarter mile west 
of  County Highway A, the Parnell 
Tower Trail begins its 3.5-mile loop 

with a series of  steps leading to the 
highest point of  elevation in the for-
est. There a 60-foot observation tower 
rises above the treetops for a birds-
eye view of  the glacial landscape. 

The trail follows the Ice Age Trail 
near a rustic backpack shelter re-
servable for camping. Picnic tables, 
grills, drinking water and vault toi-
lets are adjacent to the trailhead.

• Spruce Lake Bog Trail: This 0.25-
mile, easy boardwalk trail takes 
visitors through a unique open-lake 
bog community to Spruce Lake. This 
site was designated as a National 
Natural Landmark by the National 
Park Service and one can expect to 
see sundews, pitcher plants and oth-
er rare plant species. 

Visitors are requested to stay on 
the boardwalk, due to the fragile na-
ture of  the habitat and the presence 
of  poison sumac.

• Summit Trail: Accessed from the 
Long Lake Campgrounds (upper 
900s loop), the Summit trail is a one-
mile nature trail loop which scales 
Dundee Mountain. Glacial geology 
interpretive signs mark this chal-
lenging trail to the top of  the highest 
kame in the forest, with panoramic 
views of  the Campbellsport drum-
lins and other ice age topography. 

Pets are not allowed on this trail.
• Tamarack Loop: This trail can be 

accessed near the forest headquar-
ters off County G or from the Mauthe 
Lake recreation area off County 
GGG. This two-mile nature trail is 
entirely within the Mauthe Lake 
Refuge and loops around the lake. 

This area is closed to hunting and 
pets are prohibited on the trail. Flush 
toilets are available year-round on 
the headquarter’s side.

• Wade House Access Trail: A 1.7-
mile linear trail that connects the 
Old Wade House State Historical site 
in Greenbush to the Ice Age Trail. 
The trail travels through hardwood 

forests, a meadow and the Kettle 
Moraine Red Oaks State Natural 
Area. 

Limited parking is available at the 
Wade House parking lot (no over-
night parking). Walk one block east 
on Washington Street to the trail 
head.

• Zillmer Loop System: On County 
Highway SS, one-quarter mile west 
of  County Highway G, the Zillmer 
Trail Area consists of  four loop trails 
for a total of  11 miles. The south trail 
head has a heated shelter, vault toi-
lets, picnic tables, grills and drink-
ing water. 

Visitors can also access the trail 
from the Ice Age Visitor Center. A 
rustic backpack shelter is reserv-
able for camping along the trail from 
April through November. 

• Bridle Trails: Equestrians enjoy 41 
miles of  bridle trail which are tradi-
tionally open late April through mid 
November depending on trail condi-
tions. The main bridle trail winds 
the linear length of  the forest of  33 
miles. Two loop trails, Crooked and 
Forest Lake, provide shorter routes 
totaling seven miles.

A state trail pass is required for 
riders 16 and older. See the current 
conditions page on the DNR website 
and/or call ahead to check trail con-
ditions and to make sure trails are 
open.

• Eisenbahn Trail: The Eisenbahn 
Trail, which opened in 2006, runs 
from West Bend, in Washington 
County,  to Eden in Fond du Lac 
County. The trail is on an old rail-
road track. It is paved through West 
Bend and unpaved the rest of  the 
way.

The trail has kiosks placed along 
the way. These serve as markers for 
information on the area. Trail users 
can also rest on benches placed by 
various service organizations.

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The Kettle Moraine State Forest-
Northern Unit has more than one 
dozen lakes and ponds; mostly ket-
tles, but also two impoundments of  
the Milwaukee River.

The eight lakes listed below range 
in size from 477 acres (Long Lake) to 
less than seven acres, accounting for 
a total of  786 acres. 

A state park vehicle admission 
sticker is required at some boat 
landings.

Anglers of  any age may check 
out basic fishing equipment free of  
charge at the Mauthe Lake and Long 
Lake recreation areas entrance sta-
tions (when open). Several private 
vendors within the forest sell licens-
es, bait and other fishing supplies. 

There are several self-serve ki-
osks and local outfitters for boat, 
canoe and kayak rental. Go to dnr.
wisconsin.gov/topic/parks/kmn/rec-

reation/water for more information.
The primary fish species in these 

lakes include largemouth bass, blue-
gill, crappies and northern pike, but 
smallmouth bass, perch, walleye and 
muskellunge have also been caught. 
Mauthe Lake and Long Lake recre-
ation areas have fishing piers that 
are accessible to people who are 
mobility-impaired.

Auburn Lake (Lake Fifteen) — A 
medium-sized kettle lake, Auburn 
Lake provides a diverse fishery. A 
paved boat launch and trailer park-
ing area are across from the Forest 
Headquarters entrance road. Access 
to launch is a narrow gravel road not 
suitable for large boat trailers. A lo-
cal wake ordinance, posted at the 
landing, is in effect. State park vehi-
cle admission sticker required.

Expect to catch: bluegills of  av-
erage size; crappies - present, but 

generally not quality size; northern 
Pike -often found near outlet stream 
mouth and on north end across from 
boat landing; yellow bass - abundant, 
but small; and largemouth bass are 
present, some of  quality size.

Butler Lake — Butler Lake is the 
smallest of  the easily-accessible 
Kettle Moraine Lakes. It is a kettle 
lake with an emergent wetland 
fringe around most of  the lake. The 
Ice Age Trail meanders through 
the Butler Lake area and there is a 
loop hiking trail system near the 
lake. Butler Lake is spring-fed and 
the water remains fairly cold and 
oxygenated.

There is a paved parking lot and 
gravel launch area for canoes or 
small rowboats. Gas motors are not 
allowed. A water pump is available 
near the parking lot. State park ve-
hicle admission sticker required.

Expect to catch: bluegills - small, 
but abundant; and largemouth bass 
- present and average in size.

Crooked Lake — This medium-sized 
kettle lake has relatively clear wa-
ter and a diverse aquatic plant com-
munity. A gravel access road, boat 
launch and parking area are off of  
County Highway SS. The launch, 
suitable for canoes and small boats, 
is shallow and weedy.

Expect to catch: bluegills - com-
mon and average in size; yellow 
perch - common but small; crappies 
- population fluctuates widely with 
very good fishing some years; north-
ern pike - present and average in 
size; and largemouth bass - present 
and of  quality size.

Forest Lake — Forest Lake is a small 
kettle lake with a mostly-developed 
shoreline. A marked and fairly steep 
walk-in public access is off of  County 
Highway GGG. The lake is only suit-
able for canoes, small rowboats or 
paddleboats. No motors are allowed. 

Game fish, such as northern pike, 
walleyes, and bass, are catch and re-
lease only.

Expect to catch: bluegills - abun-
dant, but small; crappies - present; 
northern pike - present, catch and 
release only; and largemouth bass - 
quality population, catch and release 
only.

Kettle Moraine Lake (Round Lake) — 
The second-largest lake in the area, 
Kettle Moraine Lake has relatively 
clear water. Many parts of  the lake 
are weedy and shallow. There is no 
state forest access available, but 
the public can launch at Tiki Beach 
Resort on the east side. Obey the local 
wake ordinance posted at landing.

Expect to catch: bluegills - abun-
dant, but few of  quality size; yel-
low perch - present but generally 
small; crappies - present, quality 
size at times; northern pike - large 
population for a lake this size, com-
monly found in the 17-inch to 21-inch 
size range; walleye - present, some 
of  quality size; largemouth bass - 
common and of  quality size; and 
bullheads - bullhead fishing is the 
highlight of  Kettle Moraine Lake in 
summer.

Lake Seven — This small, mostly 
undeveloped kettle lake has clear 
water and a diverse aquatic plant 
community. It is historically known 
as a tremendous bluegill lake. No gas 
motors allowed. Fairly shallow grav-
el boat launch for canoes and small 
rowboats.

Expect to catch: bluegills - abun-
dent and of  average size; largemouth 
bass - very abundant, but small in 
size; crappie; perch.

Long Lake — Long Lake is a three-
mile long impoundment of  the East 
Branch of  the Milwaukee River. The 
lake has relatively clear water and 
is stocked by the DNR and the Long 
Lake Fishing Club. Heavy recre-
ational use in the summer may make 
fishing difficult.

An accessible fishing pier and 
shoreline fishing opportunities are 
found in the Long Lake Recreation 
Area.

It has a developed boat launch and 
parking for more than 20 vehicles 
and trailers. The boat launch fills on 
summer weekends. Obey the local 
wake ordinance posted at landing. 
State park vehicle admission sticker 
required.

Expect to catch: bluegills - six- to 
seven-inches common in summer, 
best fishing along mid-depth weed 
lines and in deeper water on vegetat-
ed mid-depth flats; crappies - pres-
ent; walleyes - present with some 
of  quality size; northern pike - good 
population with some larger fish; 
largemouth bass - common in sum-
mer, the lake has a very good popula-
tion with a nice size structure of  fish 
available; and bullheads - one of  the 
most popular summer fish to catch, 
especially near boat launch area.

Mauthe Lake — Mauthe Lake is a 
78-acre impoundment of  the East 
Branch of  the Milwaukee River and 
is entirely within the state forest 
boundaries.

Accessible fishing pier, trail to 
dam, and shoreline fishing opportu-

Make sure 
you check each lake before launching because 
some of them do not allow motor boats.

The Friends of  the Kettle Moraine is a non-prof-
it organization dedicated to promoting a greater 
appreciation and enhancement of  the Kettle 
Moraine State Forest-Northern Unit. 

The group was created in the mid 1980s to in-
form and educate the public. The general goal was 
to develop a greater appreciation and environ-
mental awareness of  Wisconsin natural resourc-
es. Specific goals were to enlist public involve-
ment in the activities and future direction of  the 
Forest and to provide financial assistance directly 
to the Kettle Moraine State Forest – Northern Unit 
for new programs and activities.

The first meeting of  the Friends group, held 
in July 1984 at the Ice Age Center, was hosted by 
William Moorman of  the DNR Bureau of  Parks 
and Recreation. Local press releases resulted in 
a large turnout of  local citizens who were very 
receptive. The group elected Gus Christ, Byron 
Gessner, Jerry Ninnemann, William Stoffel, Irene 
O’Laughlin, Jerry Schanen, and John Zillmer as 
the first group of  board members.

The Northern Unit of  the Kettle Moraine State 
Forest is located 45 minutes north of  Milwaukee. 
The group’s mission is to aid in the understanding 
of  the human and natural history of  the forest, so 
that visitors can enjoy and appreciate the heritage 
of  the Kettle Moraine area.

The Friends of  the Kettle Moraine has more 
than 100 individual members and around 10 busi-
ness members. They are always welcoming new 
memberships. 

The group holds three or four meetings a year 
and a large year-end informational meeting that 
includes a meal. Representatives from the DNR 
are also in attendance at the year-end meeting. 
The group, along with the DNR, discuss any up-
coming projects for the next year. 

The Friends have volunteers called trail watch-
ers, who also walk the many trails and relate any 
concerns or trouble spots back to the DNR. These 
trail watchers are a valuable resource for the 

DNR.
Visitors can explore 30,000 acres of  rolling 

hills, lakes, forests, grasslands, and parks. There 
are many trails open all year round for your en-
joyment. A great place to start your outdoor ad-
venture is at the Henry S. Reuss Ice Age Visitor 
Center. You may purchase a state park sticker 
and park merchandise from the center’s gift shop. 
Your purchase helps support the Friends of  the 
Kettle Moraine Forest. The forest hosts approxi-
mately one million visitors a year.

The Friends of  the Kettle Moraine inform peo-
ple about the Northern Unit by volunteering at 
the Ice Age Visitor Center. They help publicize the 
unique recreational and educational opportuni-
ties available within the forest. 

They assist with recruiting volunteers for spe-
cial events and give input for the future direction 
of  the forest. The group raises funds to provide 
financial assistance for educational programs, in-
vasive species control, and special projects.

Some of  the projects the Friends group has com-
pleted include the heated shelter at the Zillmer 
Trails, playground equipment at Mauthe Lake, 
wood sale sheds at both Mauthe and Long Lakes, 

prairie plantings near Long Lake, and the but-
terfly garden at the Ice Age Visitor Center. The 
next big undertaking for the group will be raising 
the funds for new exhibits at the Ice Age Visitor 
Center.

The Friends of  the Kettle Moraine provide a 
variety of  events in the Northern Unit. Many of  
these events are held at the Ice Age Center. They 
sponsor a yearly Candlelight Ski in January and 
Earth Week Litter cleanup in April. They also pro-
vide a Halloween Hike in November at Long Lake. 
This is an educational hike for young children.  

The Friends are continuing with many improve-
ments in and around the Ice Age Center. They also 
have a Land Fund set up. This fund will help with 
the purchase of  more private land in the Kettle 
Moraine Forest when the land becomes available.

Many trails can be found in the Kettle Moraine 
State Forest-Northern Unit. They provide great 
recreational opportunities in this area. You walk or 
bike on these trails during the spring, summer and 
fall months.
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The Kettle Moraine State Forest – 
Northern Unit owes its unique land-
scape to glaciers of  the Wisconsin 
Stage of  the last Ice Age, which end-
ed approximately 10,000 years ago. 

Geological History
Some 20,000 years ago, two lobes 

of  a great ice sheet met along a line 
extending northeast from Richmond 
in Walworth County through the 
Oconomowoc Lake country to 
Kewaunee County. One lobe moved 
down what is now the Green Bay-
Lake Winnebago area. 

Spreading under tremendous pres-
sure, the two lobes met and in the 
encounter, large blocks of  ice were 
broken off and buried in the glacial 
deposit or till. As the ice melted, 
“kettles” were formed, some only a 
few yards across, others 100 to 200 
feet deep.

The ice moved under great pres-
sure, changing shape rather than 
sliding across the face of  the land. 
As it changed shape, large amounts 
of  rock, gravel, sand and silt were 
picked up and carried along by the 
glacier. When the ice melted, this 
material was deposited, in some in-
stances, across glacier-formed val-
leys. Some “kettles” were formed 
this way.

The Kettle Moraine is an area of  
varied topography — parallel, steep-
sided ridges, conical hills and flat 
outwash plains, mostly composed of  
sand and gravel. Many of  the coni-
cal hills are conspicuous. Holy Hill 
reaches an elevation of  1,361 feet 
above sea level and some 340 feet 
above the stream valley to the east. 
Sugar Loaf  or Pulford Peak (eleva-
tion 1,320 feet) is 320 feet above Pike 
Lake. Lapham Peak (elevation 1,233 
feet), where there is a picnic area 
and observation tower, is 343 feet 
above Nagawicka Lake.

Similar detached sand and gravel 

conical hills, called kames, charac-
terize the moraine throughout much 
of  its extent. Some of  these kames 
are cones formed beneath the gla-
cier by surface streams which fell 
through holes in the ice. The undu-
lating level-topped, narrow ridges 
called eskers were probably deposits 
in open cracks (crevasses) in the ice. 
In some areas the outwash terraces 
are pitted due to the melting of  bur-
ied ice masses.

The Kettle Moraine area rises to 

300 or more feet above the lands to 
the east and west yet is not a con-
tinuous divide. Maximum thickness 
of  the drift is not known because few 
wells reach bedrock. It is possible 
that the drift reaches a thickness of  
500 feet in some places.

Limestone underlies much of  the 
Kettle Moraine. This formation is 
450 to 800 feet thick and dips gently 
eastward. Its western edge or es-
carpment extends from Washington 
Island to the Illinois line near 

Walworth. It lies 20 miles to the west 
of  Kettle Moraine at Greenbush, is 
completely covered by the moraine 
in the Waukesha County area, and 
is eight miles east of  the moraine 
at Elkhorn. Because of  the cover of  
drift, there are few outcrops in the 
moraine.

Lakes, of  several origins, add 
greatly to the attractiveness of  the 
Kettle Moraine. With the exception, 
of  Pewaukee Lake, which lies in 
a preglacial valley blocked on the 
west and east by drift, all lakes in 
the Oconomowoc area occupy ket-
tles. Long Lake, Big Cedar Lake and 
Elkhart Lake occupy preglacial val-
leys between morainic ridges. These 
valleys were probably occupied by 
ice blocks and escaped being filled 
by glacial drift.

State Forest History
After the period of  glaciation, 

most of  the highland surface became 
forested with fine hardwood timber 
and the swampy or low areas with 
softwoods.

Before the 17th century, small 
bands of  roving Indians inhabited 
the area. With exploration and devel-
opment of  the area during the 18th 
and 19th centuries by the white set-
tlers, a great change took place.

Fifty percent or more of  the land 
in the Northern Kettle Moraine 
was cleared and turned into farms. 
Sixty to 70 per cent of  the land in 
the Southern Kettle Moraine was 
farmed. A substantial proportion of  
the cleared land was submarginal.

Over the years, plantings of  coni-
fers, such as white and red pine and 
spruce, have taken place in all units 
of  the forest. The pine and spruce 
will convert to northern hardwood 
species of  maples, cherry, ash and 
basswood.

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Staff at the Kettle Moraine 
State Forest-Northern Unit often 
receive questions asking wheth-
er pets are allowed in the area.

Pets are permitted in all camp-
grounds, most trails, roads and 
outlying areas. Mauthe Lake and 
Long Lake Recreational Areas 
provide designated pet picnic 
areas for pet owners. Buildings, 
picnic, beach areas, playgrounds, 
marked “nature” trails and cross-
country ski trails are off limits 
to pets, except disability service 
animals. Pets must be on a leash 
no longer than eight feet, under 
control and attended at all times, 
unless in a designated area that 
allows pets to be off-leash.

The forest has two areas des-
ignated as dog training areas. 
Dog training means teaching a 
dog to retrieve, point, flush and/
or track game for the hunting or 
dog trail competition. The wet 
dog training area, on Division 
Road just south of  County 
Highway F, is recommended for 
water skills training; while the 
dry dog training area, on County 
Highway U just east of  County 
Highway A, should be used for 
developing upland bird skills. 
Consult Wisconsin dog training 
and trialing or contact forest 
headquarters to determine if  a 
permit is required for the type of  
training you plan to do.

The Northern Kettle Moraine Horse Trail 
Association (NKMHTA) was established in 2003 
to provide area equestrians an opportunity to 
make an impact working with the Wisconsin 
Department of  Natural Resources preserving, 
improving, and developing equestrian facilities 
in the Northern Kettle Moraine State Forest.

The Northern Kettle Moraine State Forest 
is dedicated to serving horseback riders and is 
known throughout Wisconsin as one of  the most 
beautiful natural areas.

Trails are designated for horseback riders but 
you may see some hikers. Vehicle passes are re-
quired and trail passes are required for all riders 
16 years and older. Trails get muddy and slick 
when wet. Riders are urged to wait four to six 
hours after rain to ride.

New Prospect Horseriders’ Campground
The New Prospect horseriders’ campground 

has 22 family campsites with 20/30/50 amp elec-
tric service and three group sites.

In the family camping area, each site has a pic-
nic table, fire ring and a 30-by-30-foot graveled 
area with picket posts and/or pipe corrals where 
horses are to be kept. The camp area has one 
drinking water source, an open air picnic shel-
ter, vault toilet, covered stable with 24 box stalls 
and manure pits. There is no shower facility in 
the campground.

In the group camp area, each site has a drink-
ing water source, fire ring, four picnic tables and 
a manure pit. Group sites A and C each have 
nine, 10-by-10-foot metal pipe corrals. Group Site 
B has two tether post areas and 12 pipe corrals. 
The group camp has a vault toilet. No more than 
20 people may occupy a group site.

Campers are responsible to place all hay and 
manure in the manure pits which are located 
throughout the campground; wheel barrows and 
forks are provided. Horses are to be kept in des-
ignated areas to protect the green space of  the 
campground.

The campground is centrally located in the 
state forest and provides easy access to the 33-
mile bridle trail which traverses the length of  
the forest. There also are two loop trails, the 2.5-
mile Crooked Lake Loop and the four-mile Forest 

Lake Loop. All horse riders 16 years and older 
must have a state trail pass while using the des-
ignated bridle trails in the state forest. 

The campground opens the first weekend in 
May and closes the last weekend in October.

Bridle Trails
Equestrians can enjoy 41 miles of  bridle trails 

which are traditionally open late April through 
mid November depending on trail conditions. A 
state trail pass is required for all riders age 16 
and over on these trails

The main bridle trail winds the linear length of  
the forest for 33 miles. Two loop trails, Crooked 

and Forest Lake, provide shorter routes totaling 
more than seven miles.

Trails are rolling with a few steep hills, some 
rocky places, well-maintained and generally 
kept clear of  debris.

Volunteers from the Northern Kettle Moraine 
Horse Trail Association, in cooperation with the 
state forest, partner working on projects and 
special events to enhance the horseback riding 
experience in the state forest.

For the Horse Riders 
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Areas of Interest

The Kettle Moraine State Forest has a lot to offer 
in its almost 30,000 acres. Approximately 800,000 
people visit the forest each year. 

The forest can thank the glaciers for its unique 
characteristics. Wisconsin lent its name to the 
most recent series of  glacial advances and re-
treats: the Wisconsin Glaciation that lasted from 
about 100,000 to 10,000 years ago. Massive lobes of  
ice (up to two miles thick) collided here, causing 
tremendous pressure, friction and buckling of  the 
land surface. As the glacier retreated, moraines, 
drumlins, kames and eskers were formed. Many 
lakes, bogs, wetlands and potholes are also a di-
rect result of  glacial activity.

Explore and enjoy the many state natural areas 
and geological landmarks on and near the Kettle 
Moraine Scenic Drive. These features listed from 
north to south along the drive, include: 
Haskell Noyes Memorial Woods — On County Highway GGG 
just south of Highway SS. A historical marker greets visitors 
to this 67-acre State Natural Area. This area is designated 
as a Wisconsin Wildlife Viewing Area and is included in the 
national “Watchable Wildlife” program.

Haskell Noyes Memorial Woods is a classic ex-
ample of  southern dry-mesic forest dominated by 
sugar maple and red oak, with smaller amounts 
of  basswood, white ash, bitternut hickory, and 
ironwood. The site lies on an interlobate moraine 
formed between the Green Bay and Lake Michigan 
lobes of  the Wisconsin stage of  glaciation with nu-
merous kames, kettles, and ridges. 

The forest was never clearcut or heavily har-
vested during the logging era of  the 19th century 
leaving red oaks that established during the 1860s 
and 1870s. And unlike other forests, fire has not 
occurred on these moist soils for the past several 
hundred years. 

The forest understory is open, with few shrubs 
but a rich spring flora and diversity of  ferns. 
Plants include maidenhair, fragile, cinnamon and 
lady ferns, hepaticas, clustered black snakeroot, 
large flowered trillium, red trillium, may-apple, 
large-leaved shinleaf, large-leaved bellwort, and 
wild geranium. A small area to the north is com-
posed of  swamp hardwoods and tamaracks. A 
high percentage of  gravel is found in the soils and 
steep slopes are thus prone to erosion. 

The land was purchased in 1947 to prevent im-
minent logging. Haskell Noyes Memorial Woods 
is owned by the DNR and was designated a State 
Natural Area in 1952.
Milwaukee River Tamarack Lowlands & Dundee Kame — On 
County Highway F, a quarter mile east of Dundee. The kame 
is known throughout the world by geology students and is 
often pictured in geology textbooks because of its near 
perfect form. 

Milwaukee River Tamarack Lowlands and 
Dundee Kame features a large wetland complex 
occupying both sides of  the river with southern 
hardwood swamp, northern wet-mesic forest, 
northern wet forest, southern sedge meadow, 
shrub-carr, and a warm, slow, hard water stream. 

Several small kames, irregularly shaped mounds 
of  sand, gravel and till, are present within the nat-
ural area boundary. 

Also protected within the state forest proper is 
Dundee Kame, a conical shaped hill rising 250 feet 
above the surrounding landscape. The kame is 
known as a moulin kame, actually a pile of  glacial 
till left behind when a glacial stream loses its gra-
dient and velocity and then deposits the till into 
a pile. 

This natural area is important for the protec-
tion of  an extensive watershed and for its value 
as wildlife habitat. Many animal species of  con-
cern are found here. Milwaukee River Tamarack 
Lowlands and Dundee Kame is owned by the DNR 
and was designated a State Natural Area in 1992.
Spruce Lake Bog State Natural Area — North of Dundee on 
Airport Road, one-half mile west of Vista Drive. Spruce Lake 
Bog features an undisturbed shallow seepage bog lake situ-
ated in one of the many kettle holes characteristic of the 
interlobate glacial deposits scattered throughout the area. 

The 35-acre lake has moderately hard water 
with a pH of  7.5 and supports a dense, floating-
leaved aquatic flora of  water shield and water 
lilies. The site is particularly rich in plants more 
characteristic of  northern Wisconsin sphagnum 
bogs and greatly resembles them in appearance. 

Black spruce, which is common in the swamp for-
est, is near its southern range limit in Wisconsin. 
Distinct vegetation zones encircle the lake with 
a floating sedge mat of  cotton grass, three-fruit-
ed sedge, royal fern, pitcher plant, round-leaved 
sundew, moccasin flower, wintergreen, and small 
cranberry grading into a bog forest of  tamarack 
and black spruce. 

An outer zone of  swamp hardwoods includes 
tamarack, black ash, red maple, yellow birch, and 
white cedar and contains species more commonly 
associated with northern coniferous forests in-
cluding three-leaved gold-thread, American star-
flower, partridgeberry, common winterberry, and 
yellow blue-bead lily. 

The diversity of  shrubs on the sedge mat and in 
the forest is indicative of  the area’s high quality. 
Species include speckled alder, black chokeber-
ry, willow, round-leaved and red-osier dogwood, 
Labrador-tea, bog birch, leather-leaf, bog-rose-
mary, poison sumac, mountain holly, meadow-
sweet, huckleberry, cranberry, and blueberry. 

Several bird species with northern affini-
ties nest here, including northern waterthrush, 
Nashville warbler, Canada warbler, and white-
throated sparrow. 

Spruce Lake Bog has been designated a national 
natural landmark by the US Park Service. Spruce 
Lake Bog is owned by the DNR and was designat-
ed a State Natural Area in 1968.
Butler Lake and Flynn’s Spring — East of Long Lake on 
Butler Lake Road. Butler Lake and Flynn’s Spring features a 
seven-acre shallow hard-bottom lake surrounded by sedge 
meadow. 

Previously, the site contained a tamarack hard-
wood swamp but a few years of  high water lev-
els has killed off most of  the trees. Although the 
groundlayer has also been flooded, the aquatic 
vegetation and geologic features are still intact. 

Nearby Flynn’s Spring is a small, spring brook 
flowing into the south end of  Butler Lake. Chara 
covers the marl-bottomed Butler Lake while the

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dominant submerged aquatic species is Illinois 
pondweed. 

Emergents include white water-lily, bull-head 
pond-lily, and hard-stem bulrush. A small zone of  
sedges and bulrushes on the north end is the only 
open wetland. Older tamaracks, which formerly 
surrounded the lake, have died but the species 
is reproducing well along the northwestern and 
southern shores. 

Adjacent to the lake is Parnell Esker, a geologic 
feature known worldwide and used extensively for 
education. The esker is five to 35 feet in height and 
runs northeast southwest for about four miles. 
The lake and wetlands provide habitat for some 
uncommon invertebrates. 

Butler Lake and Flynn’s Spring is owned by the 
DNR and was designated in 1992. 
Milwaukee River And Swamp — This area is along the Mil-
waukee River north of Mauthe Lake.

Milwaukee River and Swamp features an un-
usual combination of  southern and northern wet-
mesic forests situated along 0.75 mile of  a slow, 
meandering warm water stream with accompany-
ing shrubs zones and communities including low-
land hardwood forest, conifer swamp, and a small 
bog lake. 

The river bottom is mucky with sand and gravel 
and there are good populations of  northern pike, 
black crappie, walleye, and several smaller forage 
species. Aquatic plants include water-lilies, water-
milfoil, coon’s-tail, waterweed, giant duckweed, 
water nymph, and several pondweeds. 

One large spring, 1,000 feet long, feeds the river 
in the north portion of  the site. Bordering the riv-
er is a dense shrub zone that changes abruptly to 
a yellow birch, white birch, American elm, black 
ash, and basswood lowland forest. 

East of  the small lowland forest is a more dense 
conifer swamp of  mainly white cedar but also 
tamarack and black spruce. A good representative 
understory is present. A small bog lake occurs in 
the eastern portion of  the natural area. 

Milwaukee River and Swamp is owned by the 
DNR and was designated a State Natural Area in 
1971.
Spring Lake — Southwest of New Prospect west of County 
Highway G.

Spring Lake is a clear, alkaline lake surrounded 
by fen and northern wet forest with an unusual 
flora and fauna. Aquatic vegetation is sparse and 
consists of  yellow water-lily, bladderworts, pond-
weeds, and chara. 

The shoreline is an undercut bog shelf  under 
which fish find refuge. Northern pike, large mouth 
bass, perch, bullhead, and green sunfish are found 
in spite of  a maximum water depth of  1.5 feet. 

An open mat of  vegetation dominated by nar-
row-leaved cat-tails and bulrushes surrounds the 
lake, and many sedges and forbs characteristic 
of  both acid bogs and calcareous fens occur to-
gether. The narrow mat gives way to a tamarack 
forest on the east; to the south the swamp forest 
is composed of  elm, red maple, yellow birch, and 
tamarack. 

Along the northwestern shore is a shrubby re-
gion of  bog birch, willows, dogwood, and elder. 
Poison sumac is abundant throughout the site. 
Breeding bird surveys have shown an abundance 
of  warbler species including blue-winged, golden-
winged, black and white, Nashville, mourning, 
and yellow. 

Spring Lake is owned by the DNR and was desig-
nated a State Natural Area in 1971.
Crooked Lake Wetlands — East of New Prospect on the 
north side of County Highway SS.

Crooked Lake Wetlands is a diverse complex 
of  communities including northern wet forest, 
southern dry-mesic forest, southern sedge mead-
ow, shrub-carr, open bog, and two shallow seep-
age lakes. 

The 65-acre Crooked Lake is one of  the larger 
natural lakes in the county and has a maximum 
depth of  34 feet. The inlet provides a spawn-
ing ground for northern pike while the outlet 

forms a small tributary of  the East Branch of  the 
Milwaukee River. 

On the west side of  Crooked Lake is a shrub-
carr of  diverse composition and structure. White 
meadowsweet and bog birch are dominant with 
openings of  blue-joint grass, tussock sedge, and 
long-bracted tussock sedge. Red-osier dogwood 
and willows dominate some areas while speckled 
alder, common winterberry, nannyberry, and poi-
son sumac characterize others. 

The herbaceous layer is equally diverse with 
royal fern, marsh fern, meadow-rue and marsh 
pea. Also present are two shallow, hard water, 
seepage lakes - Cedar Lake and an unnamed lake. 
Cedar Lake is surrounded by swamp hardwoods 
of  yellow birch, black ash, and red maple and a 
mature stand of  sugar maple, basswood and red 
oak. The unnamed lake has numerous emergent 
aquatics including wild rice and is surrounded by 
a boggy shrub forest with tamarack. 

This area is home to a diverse community of  
birds including nesting and migratory water-
fowl, swamp sparrow, yellow, golden-winged, 
and Nashville warblers, veery, gray catbird, and 
American woodcock. 

Crooked Lake Wetlands is owned by the DNR 
and was designated a SNA in 1992.
Kettle Hole Woods — Northeast of New Fane on County 
Highway S, then north on Forest View Road.

Located in southeastern Wisconsin’s glacial 
kettle topography is Kettle Hole Woods, an iso-
lated hill forested with southern mesic and dry-
mesic hardwoods. Ephemeral ponds are scattered 
throughout the site. 

The mature forest features an excellent canopy 
of  very large trees, primarily red oak and sugar 
maple with associated beech, basswood, white 
ash, white oak, and bitternut hickory. Most sap-
lings are sugar maple and beech suggesting that 
the red oaks will eventually be replaced by other 
more mesophytic species. 

The shrub layer is variable in density with witch 
hazel, American hazelnut, viburnums, and goose-
berry. Mayapple, Pennsylvania sedge, interrupted 
fern, lady fern, round-lobed hepatica, and wild ge-
ranium characterize portions of  the groundlayer 
while scattered open areas with pockets of  goose-
berry support maidenhair fern, blue cohosh, bent 
trillium, and violets. 

Kettle Hole Woods is owned by the DNR and was 
designated a SNA in 1992.
Kewaskum Maple-Oak Woods — Southeast of Kewaskum 
via State Highway 28 and South Mill Road, two parcels with 
interesting wild plants and birds.

Kewaskum Maple-Oak Woods consists of  two 
parcels separated by old field and pine plantation 
that contain southern dry-mesic and mesic forest 
dominated by sugar maple, red oak, white ash, 
and basswood with some beech. Located just east 
of  the Milwaukee River, the southern tract is hilly 
with southern, eastern, and western exposures 
and contains a very rich herb layer. 

Uncommon and interesting species include 
large-fruited snakeroot, dog violet, smooth bank 
cress, showy orchis, and putty root orchid. The 
northern tract is flatter and generally lower, 
containing very large red oak, white oak, sugar 
maple, and black cherry. Both parcels have kettle 
depressions that hold water seasonally. 

Common nesting birds include the black-billed 
cuckoo, great-crested flycatcher, eastern wood 
pewee, wood thrush, blue-gray gnatcatcher, and 
scarlet tanager. 

Kewaskum Maple-Oak Woods is owned by the 
DNR and was designated a State Natural Area in 
1977.
Kettle Moraine Red Oaks — The Ice Age Trail goes through 
this area southeast of Greenbush. It has more than 100 
kinds of trees, shrubs, and other plants.

Kettle Moraine Red Oaks is a mature second-
growth southern dry-mesic forest which originat-
ed in 1889. Composed of  red oak, basswood, sugar 
maple and white ash, it is one of  the richest oak 
forests in the region and contains over 100 species 
of  trees, shrubs, and herbs. 

Other canopy species present include big-tooth 
aspen, white oak, black cherry, and shagbark 
hickory while the subcanopy is composed of  iron-
wood, sugar maple, basswood, and ash saplings. 
The forest is situated on the high interlobate mo-
raine and contains several outstanding dry kettle 
holes, which provide some diversity in exposure. 

The groundlayer contains characteristic dry-
mesic species with three species of  bedstraw, nu-
merous sedges, downy Solomon’s seal, mayapple, 
maidenhair fern, American squaw-root, large-
flowered trillium, sweet cicely, and Canada may-
flower. This large tract provides important habi-
tat for rare forest interior birds. 

Other species include ovenbird, barred owl, and 
wood thrush, wood pewee, and scarlet tanager. 
Kettle Moraine Red Oaks is part of  the most ex-
tensive hardwood forest located within the region 
and forms the core of  a larger proposed Habitat 
Preservation Area. 

Protection of  this site is vital given the harvest 
pressure and the loss of  red oaks across the land-
scape. As this site ages, it will become a prime can-
didate for research on old-growth red oak forests. 

Kettle Moraine Red Oaks is owned by the DNR 
and was designated a State Natural Area in 1992.
Johnson Hill Kame — South of Highways 67 and U near 
Woodside and Shamrock roads.

Johnson Hill Kame is a “moulin” kame, a coni-
cal hill of  sand and gravel formed near the edge 
of  the wasting glacial ice sheet by subglacial melt-
water streams that poured downward through cy-
lindrical holes in the glacier. The swirling motion 
of  the debris-laden water reminded early French 
mountaineers of  a moulin (mill in French). 

Hundreds of  spectacular glacial features can be 
found within the Kettle Moraine and the Northern 
Unit contains one of  the best displays of  moulin 
kames in the country. Surrounding the kame is 
both southern and northern dry-mesic forest. 

The southern slope is composed of  red oak, big-
tooth aspen, beech, ironwood, sugar maple, but-
ternut hickory, basswood, white oak, and eastern 
hop-hornbeam. The cooler north slope consists of  
basswood and sugar maple with beech, red oak, 
and eastern hop-hornbeam. 

Johnson Hill Kame is owned by the DNR and 
was designated a State Natural Area in 1992.

Other Points of Interest
Greenbush Kettle — On Kettle Moraine Drive, a 
mile north of  State Highway 67. An outstanding 
example of  a glacial kettle hole, it has a scenic 
overlook, viewing deck and interpretive display 
just a short walk from the parking lot.
Kame Field — Near the intersection of  Highway V 
and Deer Road looking north. The mile-wide view 
of  this spectacular kame field is breathtaking. 
Visitors can view and experience the rock and 
rubble and gravel “insides” of  a kame up close.
Visita Trail Overlook — At the Henry S. Reuss Ice 
Age Visitor Center, State Highway 67 south 
of  Dundee. A short climb up some stairs and 
you arrive at a viewing platform overlooking a 
beautiful vista from which you can see drumlins, 
eskers and ground moraines. The visitor center 
offers forest information, interpretive displays 
and a 20-minute film explaining how the glaciers 
shaped most of  Wisconsin’s landscape. You can 
buy nature books, clothing, admission stick-
ers and trail passes there. Public programs are 
scheduled throughout the year and group pro-
grams on request.
Jersey Flats Prairie — On County Highway SS, a quar-
ter mile west of  the village of  New Prospect. This 
restored prairie is a glacial outwash plain. This 
area is designated as a Wisconsin Wildlife View-
ing Area and is included in the national “Watch-
able Wildlife” program.
Little Mud Lake — On County Highway SS, a half  
mile east of  County Highway GGG. This site is 
a State Habitat Preservation Area and is vital 
for the long-term survival of  the red-spotted, 
blue-spotted, spotted and tiger salamanders that 
thrive here. A picnic table and grill are provided 
at the small parking lot.

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nities are within the recreation area. 
Paved launch for canoes and small 
boats. No gas motors allowed; elec-
tric trolling motors are allowed.

State park vehicle admission stick-
er is required.

Expect to catch: bluegills - abun-
dant, but small; crappies - occasion-
ally the highlight of  the fishery; 
largemouth bass - common and of  
quality size; and northern pike - al-
though not a large lake, some pike in 
the 30-inch range are caught.

Boating
Rental boats are available from a 

private concessionaire under agree-
ment with the state forest. Several 
private vendors within the forest sell 
fishing licenses, bait and other fish-
ing supplies. For more information 
or current boat regulations, visit one 
of  the forest offices or check out dnr.
wi.gov. 

For information on boat registra-
tion, contact the DNR Call Center; 
888-936-7463 or visit gowild.wi.gov.

Lake Seven, Mauthe, Forest and 
Butler Lakes prohibit the use of  gas-
powered motors. 

Other boating restrictions may ap-
ply. Check at landings for posted in-
formation regarding wake/no wake 
rules and whether or not a state 
park vehicle admission sticker is 

required.
All watercraft must be equipped 

with a wearable Coast Guard ap-
proved personal flotation device for 
each person on board. Consult the 
Wisconsin fishing and boating regu-
lations before going fishing.

For more information or for boat 
regulations and registration forms, 
visit one of  the forest offices or the 
DNR website.

Swimming
The state forest has three swim-

ming beaches, one at Mauthe Lake 
and two at Long Lake. Swimming ar-
eas are designated by marker buoys. 
Lifeguards are not provided. 

Pets, soaps, food and beverages are 
prohibited in marked swim areas. 
Picnic tables, grills and toilets are 
available near the beaches. A carry 
in, carry out policy applies at these 
day-use areas. 

Mauthe Lake and Long Lake 
Recreation Areas are open from 6 
a.m. to 11 p.m. year round.

Mauthe Lake’s beach area and 
Long Lake’s south beach include 
playground equipment suitable for 
young children and a reservable pic-
nic shelter.

Water quality is tested regularly 
from Memorial Day to Labor Day 
and any advisories will be posted at 
the beaches.

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With the increase in Wisconsin’s 
population, particularly in the 
southeastern 16 counties, the need 
for a large acreage devoted to public 
outdoor recreation and forestry be-
came evident as early as 1920. 

In the 1920s, there were horrific 
floods in the City of  Milwaukee and 
the city’s population was rapidly 
growing. A group of  foresighted peo-

ple thought that if  they could protect 
the headwaters of  the Milwaukee 
River, this would help reduce the 
flooding in Milwaukee. They also 
wanted to provide a large tract of  
public land for Milwaukee’s growing 
population. 

After almost a decade, legislation 
along with funding became avail-
able for the creation of  the Kettle 
Moraine State Forest. In 1936, the 

Conservation Congress (predeces-
sor to the Department of  Natural 
Resources) acquired 850 acres 
around Moon Lake (now Mauthe 
Lake) from the Milwaukee Chapter 
of  the Izaak Walton League. This 
marked the start of  the Northern 
Unit. Today, the Northern Unit en-
compasses nearly 30,000 acres within 
its 36,000 project boundary.

In the 1950s a lawyer from 
Milwaukee, Ray Zillmer, began a 
campaign to bring his dream of  a 
National Park protecting the glacial 
features of  Wisconsin to life. With 
the help of  his friends, Congressman 
Henry S. Reuss and Senator Gaylord 
Nelson, his dream came to fruition 
with the creation of  the Ice Age 
National Scientific Reserve and the 
Ice Age National Scenic Trail. Ray 
Zillmer died before he could see the 
creation of  the reserve and the Ice 
Age Trail, but he was honored with 
the naming of  Zillmer Trail.

A 1964 Act of  Congress estab-
lished the Ice Age National Scientific 
Reserve to “assure protection, pres-
ervation, and interpretation of  the 
nationally significant values of  
Wisconsin continental glaciation... 
and other reminders of  the ice age.” 
The reserve consists of  nine units 
scattered throughout the state and 
the northern 20,000 of  the Northern 
Unit is one of  those reserves. Each 
reserve site protects a unique glacial 
feature. The Northern Unit contains 
some of  the finest features of  conti-
nental glaciation in the state and the 
world including the interlobate mo-
raine, kame fields, eskers, dry and 
wet kettles and crevasse fills. 

In 1980 the Ice Age Trail was des-
ignated as a National Scenic Trail 
and later as a State Scenic Trail. 
The trail follows the southern extent 
of  the last glaciers in the state of  
Wisconsin and is the only National 
Scenic Trail that is found entirely 
in only one state. Today about sixty 
percent of  the 1000 mile trail is now 
complete. The nucleus of  the Ice Age 
National Scenic Trail was the 30-mile 
“Glacial Trail” that ran through the 

Northern Unit from north to south.
The Northern Unit’s glacial fea-

tures set the ground work for wide 
diversity of  biological communi-
ties and the geographical position 
of  the forest adds to this diversity. 
The Northern Unit is situated along 
the “tension zone” which runs in a 
diagonal path from near Eau Claire 
to northern Milwaukee. The tension 
zone marks where the northern for-
est meets the southern and eastern 
forest, and the prairies and oak sa-
vannahs of  the south and west.  

A person traveling through the 
area will encounter such natural 
communities as northern red oak 
forests, eastern hardwoods with 
beech trees, cedar swamps, flood 
plain forests, kettle wetlands, rem-
nant prairies and northern bogs. 
The Northern Unit also supports one 
of  the largest intact forests in south-
east Wisconsin. This wide array of  
communities leads to rich diversity 
of  plant and animal life including 
many threatened and endangered 
species and species of  special con-
cern. Twelve areas within the forest 
have been set aside as State Natural 
Areas protecting ten biological com-
munities that were not or slightly 
disturbed by European settlement 
and two outstanding geological 
landmarks.

Today, it takes a team of  managers 
and forest staff to manage all the re-
sources found in the Northern Unit 
from forestry to fisheries, wildlife, 
endangered resources and water re-
sources. But, the number one man-
agement goal is providing outdoor 
recreational opportunities with min-
imal conflicts for the nearly 900,000 
annual visitors to the forest. People 
come to the Northern Unit to partici-
pate in a plethora of  outdoor pursuits 
including hiking, hunting, camping, 
picnicking, swimming, horseback 
riding, snowmobiling, snowshoeing, 
cross-country skiing, fishing (year-
round),  canoeing, boating, geocach-
ing, backpacking, wildlife observing, 
off-road biking, dog training, spirit 
renewing and learning.

Kewaskum’s Independence Day Celebration
Fireworks will be held at dusk on 

Saturday, July 3, at River Hill Park, locat-
ed between Parkview Drive and Riverview 
Drive in the Village of  Kewaskum. 

The rain date is July 4.
The village allows folks to lay down 

blankets and tarps to reserve viewing 
spots as early as 6 a.m. on July 1, so if  you 
have the ability to plan ahead, you bet-
ter! The hill and most of  the best viewing 
positions will be snatched-up before the 
July 3 festival.

On July 3, live music begins at 7 p.m. 
in the large shelter on top of  the hill. The 
band will play again after the fireworks 
display until roughly midnight.

Food and beverage is served at the park 
beginning at 5:30 p.m. Hamburgers and 
beer are among the offerings, as well as 
soda, lemonade, brats and hot dogs and 
more. 

Proceeds benefit the Kewaskum 
Firefighters Association. 

No carry-ins are allowed, and sparklers 
are prohibited.

Traffic will be directed for about an 
hour after the fireworks ends, please 
park and travel safely!

The Kewaskum fireworks on July 3 are always a great show.
