Gardemng in Extreme Heat

The recent heat wave that swept across much
of the country is a good reminder to take extra
care of our plants and ourselves as temperatures
climb. Extreme temperatures can take their toll
even on plants normally suited to the growing
conditions.

Many plants suffer when short- or long-term
temperatures exceed 86° F. You will see withering,
leaf and flower drop, stunting and more on heat
stressed plants. The longer the heat wave persists
the greater the risk of damage.

When daytime temperatures rise above 90°F
and night temperatures remain above 70°F blos-
soms drop, and poor fruit development may occur
on tomatoes.

Temperature extremes also impact pepper pro-
ductivity. When temperatures climb to 95°F or
higher the pollen is sterile, and flowers may drop.
Small fruit may also fall from the plant during
such hot spells.

We can’t change the weather, but we can help
our plants cope when temperatures soar. Pro-
vide some midday and afternoon shade for plants
struggling with the heat. Move containers to a
shady location and use a patio umbrella or shade
cloth suspended on hoops or stakes to provide
your permanent plantings with a bit of relief.

Mulch the soil to conserve water, keep plant
roots cooler, suppress weeds, and improve the soil
as it decomposes. Spread a one-to-three-inch layer

of leaves, evergreen needles, woodchips and oth-
er organic matter on the soil surface surrounding
plants. The coarser the material, the thicker the
layer of mulch needed. Pull mulch away from the
trunk of trees and the stems of shrubs and other
plants. You obtain multiple benefits from this one
task while burning a few calories and strengthen-
ing your muscles.

Water plants thoroughly when the top few inch-
es of soil are crumbly and moist. Plants will de-
velop deeper roots able to access water from a
larger area, making them more drought tolerant
and pest resistant. Avoid frequent light watering
that encourages shallow roots more susceptible
to drought stress. Make sure new plantings, mois-

ture lovers, and stressed plants are the first to re-
ceive a good, long drink.

Don’t overlook established trees and shrubs
that need a helping hand during extended periods
of hot, dry weather. Soak the area under the tree’s
dripline when the top four to six inches of soil are
crumbly and slightly moist. Provide ten gallons of
water per inch diameter of tree trunk measured
at 4.5 feet high.

Water early in the day, when possible, to reduce
moisture loss to evaporation. Use soaker hoses
and drip irrigation whenever possible. You'll use
less water by applying it right to the soil where it
is needed.

Check container gardens daily. Water thorough-
ly when the top inch or two of soil is dry.

Take care of yourself when gardening especial-
ly during hot weather. Try to work in the garden
when temperatures are cooler and in the shady
spots in your landscape. Take frequent breaks and
drink plenty of water.

Cover up your skin with brightly colored, loose-
fitting clothing made of densely woven fabrics.
Wear a broad-brimmed hat to protect your skin
and UV-blocking sunglasses for the health of your
eyes.

Apply a broad-spectrum UVA & UVB sunscreen
with an SPF of 15 or higher every day. Apply it
30 minutes before going outdoors and every two
hours. You’ll prevent sunburn and skin damage
while making it easier to return to the garden
each day.

With proper care, you and your plants will be
better able to withstand the summer heat.

The vestibule at the Village of Kewaskum
Police Department is now open 24/7. The vesti-
bule is meant to be a safe room and to help pro-
tect anyone in need.

When the emergency button is pressed, the
vestibule doors will lock automatically, secur-
ing the space and allowing the person inside to
safely call for help. The room features a direct-
dial emergency phone that instantly connects
to 911. This allows the individual inside to im-
mediately access emergency services.

The vestibule is made out of ballistic-resis-
tant film to help protect individuals during a
crisis.

jor motor overhaul, it became Glo-
ria’s ride for work and pleasure from
1959 to 1961. And it still leaked oil!

We were married in 1961, and boy/
girl twins followed. Two car seats fit
in the MG scuttle, but when num-
ber 3 arrived, it was time for a sta-
tion wagon. The MG was put out on a
long vacation in 1961. Two more Kkids,
family life, a 20-acre mini farm, St.
Bernards, antique tractors, farming
and work happened. But the MG fol-
lowed along whereever life took us.
We both had successful careers, me
managing a small Chevrolet deal-
ership and Gloria working in real
estate.

I completed bodywork, paint
and assembly with some help from a
friend in the upholstery business for
the seats and top. Work was complet-
ed in 1982. The MG-TD took a back
seat to a 1969 Camaro 728, 1969 Cor-
vette 427 roadster, 1984 Porsche 911
Cabriolet, Mini Cooper and Audi TT
Quatro roadster. Those cars have
come and gone, but the MG is still in
the family.

The TD was entered in many lo-
cal car shows and has the trophies
to prove it. Since racing was in our
blood, we traveled to many race-

nership with Ms. Kim Keceli and is hosted in the
gymnasium at St. Matthew’s Catholic School. The
program has been supportinglocal youth gymnas-
tics participation for several years and is open to
a wide range of elementary school-aged children.

CAA flag football is held in September and Octo-
ber each fall for several weeks at Columbus Parc,
with the program focusing on the fundamentals
of football and exposing kids to throwing, catch-
ing, blocking, and agility drills along with simu-
lated gameplay.

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Campbelisport Men Involved in Fatal
Motorcycle Crash in Town of Auburn

At approximately 3:51 p.m. on
June 24, 2025, the Fond du Lac Coun-
ty Sheriff’'s Office Communications
Center received multiple 911 calls
reporting a serious crash involving
a motorcycle and a pickup truck at
the intersection of County Highway
V and Auburn-Ashford Drive in the
Town of Auburn.

Deputies from the Fond du Lac
County Sheriff’s Office responded to
the scene, along with personnel from
the Campbellsport Fire Department
and Campbellsport Ambulance.

Preliminary investigation in-
dicates that a motorcycle travel-
ing southbound on CTH V struck
a pickup truck that was proceed-
ing eastbound from the stop sign
on Auburn-Ashford Dr. The motor-
cycle and operator of the motorcy-
cle traveled into the southeast ditch.
The pickup truck came to rest on Au-
burn-Ashford Dr just east of CTH V.

Emergency responders arrived

to find the motorcycle operator
pulseless and not breathing. De-
spite life-saving efforts, the motor-
cyclist succumbed to his injuries at
the scene. He has been identified as
18-year-old Sawyer Dirmeier from
Campbellsport.

The driver of the pickup truck,
32-year-old Daniel Ermer from
Campbellsport, was treated and re-
leased at the scene by paramed-
ics. He is cooperating fully with the
investigation.

Speed of the motorcycle appears to
be a factor in the crash.

The crash remains under inves-
tigation by the Fond du Lac Coun-
ty Sheriff’s Office. Assisting at the
scene were the Campbellsport Police
Department, Wisconsin State Patrol,
the Fond du Lac County Medical Ex-
aminer’s Office, and the Fond du Lac
County Highway Department.

County Highway V remained
closed for approximately four hours
during the investigation and scene
cleanup.

The best sample of
sugar, also not less than 50 pounds,
was given a $4 premium.

Fairgrounds.
