District Launches Special Olympic

Basketball Team

Participating in a sports team is an integral
part of many people’s lives, whether playing on a
school team during childhood or on a bar team in
adulthood. It’s how memories are made, life les-
sons are learned, and friendships are formed. But,
for people with physical or intellectual disabilities,
participating in sports can be out of reach-a fact
recognized by the Campbellsport School District.

The school district has partnered with Shining
Stars Dance Team-“a free dance group for spe-
cial needs kids and adults”- to form Shining Star
Teams LLC and Special Olympics basketball team.

The Special Olympics offers individuals with
disabilities the opportunity to compete in sports,
no matter their skill level or age. The Shining Star
Teams LLC Special Olympics basketball team is
not officially part of the Special Olympics Wis-
consin (SOWI) sports league yet, but the organiza-
tions share the same vision: “to create a new world
of inclusion and community through sports.”

The team will be coached by Campbellsport
Middle and High School physical education teach-
er and volunteer boys’ basketball coach Derek
Merkes.

“We're in the very beginning stages,” stated
Coach Merkes. “I went to Slinger High School, and
every year, they hold a basketball tournament for
athletes with disabilities. This is my third year
teaching at Campbellsport, so I kind of just felt
like, ‘Why don’t we have a team?’ and started go-
ing from there. I thought it would be a really cool
opportunity for our kids.”

Kids are not the only ones able to join the team;
adults with physical or intellectual disabilities
from Campbellsport and surrounding areas are
also welcome to participate.

“My goal is to kind of spread awareness about
the team around this area,” said Coach Merkes. “I
don’t think a lot of families even know this could
be an opportunity.”

For its first year, the team will focus on practic-
es, culminating in its competition in the Slinger
Adaptive Basketball tournament on February 7,
2026. There will be six practices leading up to the
tournament, where players will learn drills with
disability-specific accommodations.

“For most, I think this is the first time they’ve
been on a real team, wearing a basketball jersey,”
stated Coach Merkes. “Hopefully, they think it’s a
special thing.”

Outside of providing a sports team experience,
Campbellsport’s Special Olympics basketball pro-
gram aims to help players increase confidence and
form lasting connections on and off the court.

“It’s also an opportunity for them to get out of

Add a Fall Display to Your
Garden, Front Steps or Balcony

Cooler temperatures signal a change of sea-
sons and an opportunity to add some fall dé-
cor to the landscape. Garden centers are filled
with fall favorites like pumpkins, ornamental
squash, pansies, mums, asters and more. Don’t
stop there, look for new ways to add a bit of fall
to your front steps, balcony and garden beds.

Set the stage with small or large straw bales.
They make nice backdrops and stands for potted
plants, pumpkins, decorative squash and more.
Once fall has passed, use them for winter mulch
in garden beds and insulation for hardy plants
overwintering in containers outdoors. Or save
them for next summer to use as garden mulch or
convert them into a straw bale garden.

Use corn stalks and broom corn to frame an
entryway or add vertical interest in the garden.
Secure them to a nearby post, tree trunk or sink
a stake in the garden to use as a support.

Set pumpkins and large ornamental squash in
the garden among perennials or to cover fading
summer annuals. Place a few small pumpkins or
gourds in containers or hanging baskets that are
getting a bit thin on top. You'll enjoy the added
color and fall décor they provide.

Look for other ways to include pumpkins in
your fall landscape. Remove the top, scoop out
the inside, add some drainage holes and use it
for a planter. Fill the pumpkin with potting mix
and plant or set a potted plant inside. Trailing
pansies like cool wave pansies, small mums and
asters, ornamental cabbage, or other fall favor-
ites work well. When the plants fade and winter
arrives, you’ll have a biodegradable pot ready
for the compost pile.

Stack a few pumpkins or squash, one on top
of the other, for added vertical interest. Or stack
and fill baskets, pots and colanders and fill each
layer with pumpkins and gourds. Add a few fall
leaves or American bittersweet to the display.

Carve an opening in the side of your pumpkin
and scoop out the insides. Create a fall or Hal-
loween display or gnome house. Use faux moss,
figurines and your imagination.

Welcome family and guests with a basket or
container of dried plant material collected from
your landscape. Scour your landscape for trees
and shrubs with colorful berries. Collect a few
flowering stems of ornamental grasses, dried
flowers, and seedpods. Include some interest-
ing twists to the arrangement with corkscrew
willow, Harry Lauders Walking stick or grape
vines. Anything that looks good in the garden
will add to your arrangement’s beauty.

Wire the stems together and secure onto a wire
basket. Or secure your arrangement in pots and

baskets that drain. Use chicken wire at the bot-
tom and crisscrossed wires over the top of the
container to form a secure base for the arrange-
ment. Add a few rocks in the bottom, if needed,
for a counterweight. Avoid windy locations that
may topple or destroy your creation.

Once your display is in place, relax and enjoy
a cup of hot cider or cocoa. Then start planning
for your winter garden display.

Sport Utility Vehicle Crashes
into Town of Auburn Home

At approximately 1:01 a.m. on Tuesday, Septem-
ber 16, the Fond du Lac County Communications
Center received a report of a motor vehicle crash
involving a residence located at W1621 Christy
Lane in the Township of Auburn.

Deputies from the Fond du Lac County Sheriff’s
Office responded to the scene, along with the Ke-
waskum Fire Department, Campbellsport Ambu-
lance, Campbellsport First Responders, and the
City of Fond du Lac Ambulance.

Upon arrival, deputies located a sport utility ve-
hicle (SUV) in the front yard of the residence with
significant structural damage to the front of the
home. Preliminary investigation indicates the
SUV was traveling eastbound on Christy Lane,
continued down a private driveway, and struck
the front of the residence.

The driver and sole occupant of the SUV, a
32-year-old Campbellsport woman, was not wear-
ing a seatbelt at the time of the crash. She sus-
tained minor injuries, was treated at the scene,
and later transported to SSM Health St. Agnes
Hospital in Fond du Lac. Alcohol is believed to be
a contributing factor, and the driver was taken
into custody on suspicion of Operating While In-
toxicated Causing Injury.

At the time of the incident, two individuals were
inside the home. One occupant, who was asleep
in a bedroom that sustained the direct impact,
suffered minor injuries and was transported by
ground ambulance to Froedtert West Bend Hospi-

Friday, September 12

High 81, Low 54

water the night before, and though I was some-
what prepared, almost everything in my boat,
including my sleeping bag, was soaked due to a
heavy dew. I really did not care as it was warm; I
had all day to fish for walleye and a great celebra-
tion of life for my dear friend Chuck Rieb of Mel-
len to go to the next day.

I put in the night before at the North Oconto
County Park and Campground, and today would
be a day of putting a ton of miles on the boat and
existing on a body of water that I really love. I
caught my largest musky on Green Bay, and that
was out of my canoe, and on that adventure, I also
limited out on walleye. It seems Green Bay is ei-
ther testing you with high seas, a non-fish bite or
rewarding you with really good-sized and plenti-
ful walleye, perch and/or musky.

Like last night, I would pull crankbaits and
crawler harnesses, and to make things interest-
ing, on my third rod, I pulled the red and white
“Creek Chub” that I caught two muskies on in late
August. Today, I would be in the War Eagle for ex-
actly 13 hours without getting out. The walleye
and perch did not seem to be hungry, as I did not
catch a one or see anyone else’s nets go down.

I did land three sheepshead, a striper and two
large catfish, which were all released. The sheep
