Campbellsport 
School Board 

Vacancy Update

Continued concern over a vacant seat on the 
Campbellsport School Board arose during its 
meeting on Monday, October 6. 

“My concern is the board vacancy and how long 
it is still vacant,” said a Campbellsport School Dis-
trict resident during public comment. “I would 
respectfully ask the board to consider making 
changes, be it how the board is represented, and 
whatever else it needs to do in order to make 
serving the school district more attractive to the 
community.” 

The school board seat representing the Town of  
Forest and the area of  the Town of  Greenbush has 
been vacant since May 31, 2025. The school board 
had received one application to fill the vacancy, 
but it was withdrawn due to scheduling conflicts. 
The school board has not received applications 
from residents of  the Forest and Greenbush areas 
since. 

Later in the meeting, during consideration of  
the 2025 Annual Meeting agenda, the school board 
discussed options for filling the vacancy.

“Instead of  considering redistricting, . . . what if  
we just considered a small change?” asked Trea-
surer Maureen Koch. “If  we’ve tried [to get a 
member from that area of  the district] and failed, 
then make that an at-large position, only until the 
next election. Just to cover that shortfall, if  you 
will, and then hopefully, we will have someone 
from that area at the next election.”

“That’s something we’d probably have to run 
past our lawyer, and then [the] Policy [Commit-
tee] would have to have it looked at to make sure 
it’s permissible,” answered President Mike Weiss. 
“My concern is . . . we don’t do a good job of  com-
municating with non-parent constituents. We 
should maybe consider doing a direct mailing of  
that area.”

“If  we have it sent out by a printing compa-
ny, we have to do everybody in the zip code,” ex-
plained District Administrative Assistant Susan 
Gassner. “Some of  those zip codes are 54937, so 
you’re hitting the entire City of  Fond du Lac. They 
will not just segregate and send them to just these 
addresses.”

“How do we communicate with them? Is mail-
ers the only way? Because quite frankly, that’s not 
fiscally responsible,” said Vice President Sharon 
Gazzola. “Half  the people throw it away or even 
more.” 

The school district had previously been quoted 
roughly $7,000 for mailing to the whole district. 

The vacancy has been advertised in the “Camp-

The Kewaskum High School cross country 

teams continued their strong, fall season with 
impressive performances at the Dave Drexler In-
vitational and the Campbellsport Invitational, 
where the boys’ team captured first place at both 
meets and the girls posted multiple standout fin-
ishes and personal bests.

Dave Drexler Invitational – Hon-
E-Kor Golf Course (Sept. 30)

Running on a familiar but challenging course, 
the Kewaskum boys’ team put together an out-
standing effort to secure the team championship.

Sophomore Wyatt Luedtke led the way with 
a personal record time of  17:30, finishing fifth 
overall. Close behind were Zachary Hein (17:47 
PR), Carter Heimerman (18:00), Layton Dexter 
(18:00), and Aaron Schmidt (18:05 PR), all finish-
ing within 35 seconds of  each other to seal the 
team title.

Rounding out the varsity lineup were Leo 
Kohlwey (18:37) and Elliott Schulz (18:50), both 
contributing key depth to the team’s dominant 
showing.

The girls’ team also had a strong performance, 
led by Olivia Gerhartz with a time of  19:57 to fin-
ish sixth overall. Freshman Maya Weissenrieder 
and senior Ruby Gerhartz continued their steady 
seasons, both earning top-20 finishes with 21:43 
(PR) and 21:51, respectively. Other varsity con-
tributors included Cailyn Beres (21:55, PR), Ce-
dar Racer (22:06, PR), Olivia Dourn (22:28), and 
Makenna Poole (24:03).

The girls’ depth and personal records high-
light the progress of  the team as they head into 
the championship stretch of  the season.

Campbellsport Invitational – 
Campbellsport Elementary (Oct. 9)

Less than two weeks later, the Kewaskum boys 

once again claimed the top team honors, backed 
by another outstanding performance. Wyatt Lu-
edtke paced the team with a 10th-place finish in 
18:06, followed closely by Aaron Schmidt (18:14), 
Leo Kohlwey (18:17 PR), Zachary Hein (18:21), 
and Carter Heimerman (18:22) — all within 16 
seconds of  one another.

Layton Dexter (18:34) and Elliott Schulz (19:41) 
rounded out a varsity pack that demonstrat-
ed consistency and teamwork, sealing another 
commanding win.

On the girls’ side, Olivia Gerhartz once again 
led the charge, placing third overall with a sea-
son-best 19:47. Taylor Kulick (21:35), Maya Weis-
senrieder (22:16), Cedar Racer (22:46), Olivia 
Dourn (23:31), and Autumn Giese (23:32) fol-
lowed with solid races and completed the varsi-
ty lineup.

The Lady Indians’ continued improvement 
across the board was evident, with several run-
ners showing season-best pacing and strong 
mid-race surges. Coach Bicknell noted, “Each 
runner focused on pacing with the teammate 
just ahead, creating tight groups that push one 
another throughout the race. This strategy has 
helped the team maintain strong, consistent 
pacing and finish with impressive overall times 
at recent meets.”

With the Glacier Hills Conference meet on Oct. 
18 at Kettle Moraine Lutheran and the Section-
al competition on Oct. 24 in Portage approach-
ing, both Kewaskum squads are to be peaking 
at the right time. The boys’ depth and pack run-
ning have made them one of  the most consistent 
teams in the area, while the girls’ team contin-
ues to build momentum with every meet.

“We’ve had two really strong weeks of  rac-
ing,” Bicknell said. “The kids are supporting 
each other and learning how to compete togeth-
er and that’s what makes this group special.” See VACANCY page 13

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The Town of Osceola and W.R. Longstreet 
WHAT WAS LOST

One of  the best county roads in Fond du Lac 
County is Hwy F. It will get you almost all the way 
to Oakfield, but the ride through rural Byron and 
Eden is a treat on a straight shot east past 175, K, 
V, and 45. This navigation gets tricky by the time 
you are on the last township in the county, round-
ing the lakes of  Mud and Kettle Moraine. 

Soon you are into the land of  Long Lake. Hang 
a left to turn north by the Roadhouse, then en-
joy the ride up 67 along the lake’s west side past 
the old sign for Benson’s Hideaway. Once the Ket-
tle Moraine State Forest and its woodlands phase 
out, you’ve hit B & G. There are no big cities. One 
gets the vibe that occupants here in the Town of  
Osceola prefer it that way. From Armstrong in the 
north, Waucousta in the south or Dundee to the 
east – a triangle of  smooth driving and pleasant 
scenes occupy the rolling hills formed by glaciers. 
And let us not forget Dundee Mountain. Osceola 
Township is all of  this and more.

There are so many stories in this township. How 
did Chinatown come to be? Why is there a cem-
etery across from Din’s Mini Mart in Dundee? 
Who were those ancestors of  Sacred Heart? What 
struggles did farmers have making houses and 
clearing woods 180 years ago? Who had the fore-
sight to preserve about a sixth of  the township as 
state park lands? And what children of  the town-
ship enjoyed the Milwaukee River long ago? These 
questions cross one’s mind traveling on Happy 
Hollow Road or Vista in summer, or while making 
one of  the last purchases at Ebert’s stand in fall. 

So many questions about Osceola Township. 
Here is one more – Why is it named Osceola? 

W.R. Longstreet 
W.R. Longstreet is the man cited for naming 

the Township of  Osceola in Fond du Lac County. 
The credit comes from the History of  Fond du Lac 
County (1880) on page 765, “The name of  the chief  
of  the Florida Indians is perpetuated in the name 
of  this town – Township 14 north, of  Range 19 east. 
It is rich in timber, small lakes, fish and wild wa-
terfowl. The town was named by W. R. Longstreet. 
It was first settled, probably, in 1845, by Washing-
ton Noble, James Farr, and Peter Radliff, at what 
is now Waucousta. About eight months later, W. 
R. Longstreet, John Beeson, William Mitchell and 
Silas Allen settled at the same place, and John 
Graham, William Oliver, John Airhart, Joseph 
Cavanagh and others soon after settled in other 
parts of  the town.” The same text notes, “The first 
election was held in April 1851, when the town 
was set off from Eden. Rev. W. Whitney was elect-
ed Chairman; W.R. Longstreet, Superintendent of  
Schools; William Mitchell, Clerk; Leander May-
hew, Treasurer.”

From this citation we can glean that W.R. Long-
street is a founder of  the area, and he also values 
education. He is also a person who typically likes 
to be referenced as “W.R.” with two abbreviated 
consonants unlike the rest of  the characters in-
cluded above. 

A Plausible Narrative
The next goal was to answer who exactly was 

W.R. Longstreet. Although the above citation doc-
uments a tie to Osceola Township between 1846 
and 1851, his earlier connections were in the big-
gest city of  Wisconsin. It appears he was an im-
portant supplier for what today is the Milwaukee 
area during Wisconsin’s territorial era, and be-
fore the city was called “Milwaukee.” 

There are assumptions being made if  I found the 
right “W.R. Longstreet.” I cannot say that for cer-
tain, but here are the reasons why it would make 
sense that the W.R. Longstreet who named Osceo-
la Township in Fond du lac County is the same 
one who sold goods in Milwaukee in 1840. 

First, we are aided by the likelihood that a man 
who likes to be known for his initials (W.R.) rather 
than an actual name is not duplicated. 

Second, is the general trajectory of  the state. 
Wisconsin is made from the Old Northwest Terri-
tory, a chunk of  land that included full or partial-
ly what would be six future states made of  land 
north and west of  the Ohio River after the 1780s. 
Over the course of  half  a century, settlers and im-
migrants filled this area from the eastern U.S. and 
Europe. With the aid of  the Erie Canal (finished 

in 1825), the conduit for this massive immigration 
and migration swing was launched. 

Third, and in tandem, to understand who would 
come to Waucousta in 1845 or 1846, there needs 
to be a character who would have the finances 
or connections to go to a new settlement north 
of  Milwaukee. W.R. Longstreet is both tied to the 
Eastern U.S. in trade, and is a plausible character 
who could make the jump from a developing or ur-
banized area (what was to be Milwaukee) for ru-
ral beginnings like the good old days (Waucousta’s 
potential in 1846). W.R. Longstreet of  Milwaukee 
might have transitioned out of  that city to a new 
location north, still hoping to retain an economic 
tie to the burgeoning city, but also to break from 
its hustle and bustle.

W.R. Longstreet in Milwaukee
Committed to the concept of  “W.R. Longstreet” 

being from Milwaukee, Wisconsin around 1840, 
the following was available on the internet. In 
many situations, W.R. Longstreet corroborates 
as a Milwaukee businessman at the time in which 
Milwaukee was in its infancy. Recall that state-
hood for Wisconsin is in 1848, and Milwaukee 
County is founded in 1834 when the land was still 
part of  the Michigan Territory. However, as what 
will be known as Milwaukee (founded in 1846) is 
being shaped, settlers and entrepreneurs came to 
the area that will be our biggest city in Wisconsin. 
W.R. Longstreet was clearly one of  them even be-
fore the developed area became Milwaukee.

Evidence of  W.R.’s early ties includes an adver-
tisement dated May 26, 1837, in which W.R. Long-
street published a notice,“The subscriber would 
inform his friends and the public that he has re-
moved to his new warehouse, corner of  Spring 
and Water streets, on the west side of  the river, 
where he has just received a good and full sup-
ply of  PROVISIONS.” This included “superfine 
flour,” “mess pork,” and “fresh roll butter.” Other 
provisions included lard, cheese, white beans and 
dried apples, “all of  which will be sold at reduced 
prices, for cash only.” Most telling of  the time 
were comments after the flour being the “best 
Ohio brands.” The mention of  Ohio, by 1837 stan-
dards, gives a key tie to what many had defined as 
progress or civilization. In 1837, Michigan had be-
come a state, the fourth out of  the Old Northwest 
Territory made by the young country. Ohio was 
first in 1803, followed by Indiana (1817), Illinois 
(1819) then Michigan. Ohio was the most estab-
lished, but the flow of  immigrants and migrants 
and those wanting to go “west” was aided by the 
Erie Canal’s link to the Great Lakes in the 1820s. 
Ohio remained a firm connection to the east and 
more established businesses and products. The 
“PROVISIONS” is credited to The Weekly Wiscon-
sin in Milwaukee on June 10, 1837. There was also 
an ad that W.R. Longstreet sold “Michigan and 

Pittsburg Glass, comprising all sizes from 7-by-9 
to 12-by-18, for sale at reduced prices.” Again, no-
tice the reference to the East to sell oneself  as a 
connected businessman. It also appears that when 
W.R. Longstreet ran ads in such papers, they ran 
for repetitive days. Therefore, advertisements for 
W.R. Longstreet would run next to others that he 
already paid for, rather than serving as a unified 
ad that combined the two. 

This author can’t prove this is the same Long-
street as the one credited to naming Osceola 
Township. But coming from Milwaukee to Fond 
du Lac County seems feasible. The History of  
Fond du Lac County (1880) said Longstreet came 
to the township around 1846. However, the May 
27, 1845, edition of  the Milwaukee Daily Sentinel 
states (page 3), “Just received 25 bbls Ohio heavy 
Mess Pork, 5 bbls Clean Pure Tallow, 5 bbls Win-
ter strained Lard Oil, a superior article, and for 
sale on Commission at Kilbourn’s Warehouse, 
West Ward.”  This was signed by W.R. Longstreet 
again. If  this is the same man, it makes one won-
der if  his key to Fond du Lac County was the mon-
ey he made in Milwaukee. The use of  “bbls” was a 
common abbreviation for barrels, and a reminder 
of  the volume he traded. Still, it aides in the argu-
ment that W.R. Longstreet came to the area be-
cause he had the money to.

Questions and Connections 
Recognize there are many things left to discov-

er about W.R. Longstreet, but at least enough ev-
idence points to a plausible path of  the man who 
named Osceola Township. Remember that some-
times the journey of  history is not always correct 
but leads to push one in the right direction. This 
material here is all published in regard to getting 
better answers, but the information found seems 
to match. We must always be open to alternative 
information.  Still, I think there is a reasonable 
narrative above. 

Moving forward, there are many questions 
in regard to W.R. Longstreet. (Besides, “Are we 
talking about the right one who named Osceola 
Township?”) Here are some for the readers or fel-
low researchers on getting more answers to why 
Osceola Township is named as such.

First off, how long did it take to settle? How 
much money did W.R. Longstreet need? It is pos-
sible that he left Milwaukee in 1846 with the right 
amount of  cash in hand to do well for himself  in 
Waucousta. Perhaps someone living in the area 
knows the exact parcel where he lived. I have yet 
to find luck on a plausible burial of  the man. That 
being said, it sounds like he must have been very 
resourceful. Just think of  how connected he was 
to goods. In a December 1836, re-running adver-
tisement for W.R. Longstreet, he even sold mat-
tresses, “Just received by schooner Bolivar, Capt. 
Burton, a few dozen double and single curled Hair 
and Spanish moss Mattresses, for sale cheap, by 
W.R. Longstreet.” This man could have gotten 
what he needed in 1836, and making the move to 
Waucousta 10 years later is plausible.   

Second, what made W.R. Longstreet want to 
leave Milwaukee? There is a document in which 
W.R. Longstreet signed a petition to amend the 
Milwaukee charter to have penalties for discharg-
ing firearms in the West Ward. Did he want to 
leave the burgeoning city? Did he see it as becom-
ing too big? Did W.R. Longstreet prefer to be a part 
of  the machine that developed areas, but rejected 
large urbanization? In this light, did he come to 
Osceola Township with the assumption it would 
grow into a place more populated than it became, 
or did he want to live in a small, rural communi-
ty on the edge of  “civilization?” In regard to that 
petition on discharging firearms, credit is given to 
I.A. Lapham who signed the document also. This 
leads to the consideration of  Longstreet’s prom-
inence in the forming of  Milwaukee, and that he 
also knew Increase Lapham, the individual who 
had surveyed numerous antiquities of  Wiscon-
sin. Did conversations exist between Lapham and 
W.R. Longstreet on the plausibility of  W.R. mov-
ing north into Fond du Lac County? 

In August of  1848, the new state law appoint-
ed road commissioners, “R.E. Holmes, C. Crown-
hart and W.R. Longstreet are hereby appointed 
commissioners to lay out a state road commenc-

Chris Taddey scored a six-yard rushing touch-
down to put the Cougars up 13-7 in the second 
quarter, which was set up by Heltemes converting 
a fourth-and-three for Campbellsport.

The Cougars’ defense got the ball back when 
Spencer Immel recovered an Omro fumble at the 

Foxes’ 46-yard line.
Campbellsport grinded out first downs on the 

ground by Heltemes on third down, and then 
quarterback Jackson Straub scrambled for a first 
down on fourth down.

Heltemes rumbled his way to the two-yard line, 
which set up his own two-yard touchdown to ex-
tend the Campbellsport lead to 21-7 after Heltemes 
also scored on a two-point conversion run.

“Blake started fast offensively, but continued 
it for 48 minutes on both sides of  the ball,”  said 
Wondra. “He’s our leader, and when he plays well, 
others follow.”

Campbellsport’s defense made a key stop before 
the halftime break, when the Cougars were able to 
put a halt to the Foxes’ drive at the Cougars’ five-
yard line as time expired on the first-half  clock to 
keep the Cougars’ lead at 21-7 at halftime.

“The defense followed Blake’s lead, and we con-
tained their offense most of  the night,” said Won-
dra. “To turn them away right before halftime was 
a big momentum swing  in the game.”

Omro was stopped on the Campbellsport 17-
yard line on fourth down in the third quarter 
when Heltemes sacked the Foxes’ quarterback, 
ending another drive for Omro.

“The boys dug in and played physically all 
night,” said Wondra.

The Cougars capped off their next offensive drive 
when Gellings got into the end zone for a two-yard 
rushing touchdown, giving Campbellsport a 28-7 
lead with eight minutes left in the game.

Campbellsport was able to shut down another 
Omro drive when Heltemes got his fourth sack of  
the game when sacking the Foxes’ quarterback on 
the fourth down.

Heltemes’ big day wasn’t done when he cut back 

on his way to the end zone for a 53-yard rushing 
touchdown, giving him 175 yards and three touch-
downs on the night to give Campbellsport a com-
manding 35-7 lead with 4:29 left in the game.

“Friday was the best we played up front this sea-
son, and it showed in the running game all night,” 
said Wondra.

Omro scored a two-yard rushing touchdown to 
make the final score 35-13 in favor of  the Cougars, 
giving Campbellsport an impressive conference 
road win.

Campbellsport will host Laconia in their regu-
lar-season finale on October 17 at 7 p.m.

Duck Hunt on the Turtle Flambeau Flowage

Hello friends,
You know that you have seen a few 

winters when you have been spend-
ing 55 years enjoying outdoor ex-
periences at one of  your favorite 
getaways. My mood was excellent to-
day as I pulled up to a landing at Iron 
County’s, Turtle Flambeau Flowage 
with my War Eagle in tow, a canoe 
inside of  it, and a very happy golden 
retriever who knew she was in for a 
weekend of  fun.

Friday, September 26
High 76, Low 46
As usual, I was fighting the sun 

clock but knew I would have enough 
time to scout for ducks as I pret-
ty much was planning on hunting 
where I do every year for the open-
er. There were other hunters at the 
landing, and I really enjoyed the pos-
itive mood that everyone was in. As 
usual, I was going to sleep in my 
boat, which is not comfortable, but I 
still like it.

I went scouting with my canoe and 
watched literally at least a thousand 
ducks that were pretty oblivious to 
what they were going to wake up to 
come first light. 

I am going to mention something 
that happened just before nine and 
went on for at least three hours. Two 
boats that were pushed by mud mo-
tors came into every bay and marsh 
that the drivers could find and 
shined lights in each bay for at least 
10 minutes.  At first, I thought they 
were looking for a spot to hunt and 
were really stupid, as I am sure they 
flushed many of  the ducks in the en-
tire area.  Something that made me 
think was that the driver of  one of  
the boats about swamped me twice, 
and it made me think evil thoughts 
of  this person. The mystery of  what 
they were doing will probably nev-
er be solved. Sleeping on the floor of  
my boat was comfortable but tight 
quarters and as usual, I had to have 
lots of  tarps to prevent the dew from 
soaking my sleeping bag.

Saturday, September 27

High 82, Low 51
I was in my canoe at 2:00 a.m. and 

paddling to paradise. Four hun-
dred yards before I got to it, I saw 
a mud motor-powered rig heading 
to it; the race was on, and it is one 
that I generally lose. I literally won 
by 50 yards. After that, it was time to 

watch the world of  a marsh, and oth-
er hunters who were evenly spaced 
in the dark. I had made the decision 
that I was not shooting teal or hen 
wood ducks for the first two hours. 
An hour after shooting began, I had 
not fired a shot, and a drake mallard 
flew over, and I dumped it.  Red ex-

ploded out of  the canoe and made a 
perfect retrieve until she dropped it 
two feet from the canoe.

It did not take long to realize that 
whoever did all the driving/harass-
ing from 9-12 last night had moved 
a lot of  the ducks out, as I was get-
ting very few shooting options, 
and that was the case for everyone 
around me. At about 9:00, I dropped 
a teal. Red swam to it, looked at it, 
and swam back to the canoe without 
it. This was not good, but I also knew 
it would not pay to lose my positive 
attitude.

For the last three months, I have 
been casually working with her in 
my pond and she has been flawless.

For the evening hunt, I literal-
ly had a blast. I dropped two wood-
ies and a teal but my Red dog did 
not perform well. No worries, I hon-
estly believed I could fix this when 
I got home. When Michelle passed 
away, Red was eight weeks old, and 
I had no dog training in me other 
than basic obedience. I have had sev-
en golden retrievers before Red, and 
everyone was excellent at retrieving 
ducks, pheasant and grouse.

Sunday, September 28
High 82, Low 53
I had a very enjoyable evening in 

the boat, both before I slept and was 
very comfortable living on the wa-
ter when I hit the bag.  This morn-
ing’s hunt was about as interesting 
as the last time the Vikings won the 
Super Bowl. In other words, for my-
self  and every other hunter near me, 
the ducks outsmarted us, and I did 
not see one dropped, and to be hon-
est, did not care.

On the way home, I hunted bear, 
and when I got home, if  my memory 
is correct, the Packers had a ho-hum 
game against the Cowboys.

My dad introduced me to this place 
in 1970. We would camp on an island 
from Friday until Tuesday for the 
walleye opener in early May. 

For me, it’s all about the tradition 
and the experience; the flaw with 
Red will be cured!

“If  you’re not involved in our school district, 
you’ll never see it. Before I was on the board, there 
was no communication from the school district to 
me because I didn’t have any children in the dis-
trict. That is one area that I think we could work 
on improving. Yes, there’s an expense to it, but I 
guess, for me, the people we represent have the 
right to get communications from us,” stated Pres-
ident Weiss. “I think we’re doing a disservice to a 
lot of  people as well.” 

“It’s changed so much through the years. Peo-
ple get their information from so many diff erent 
sources that it’s just not fi nancially feasible to try 
to touch them all through all the diff erent possible 
sources,” responded Clerk Jim Ninnemann. “To 
be realistic, . . .  to go through the process of  com-
ing up with what you want to do, send it out, get all 
that decided, you’re talking months.” 

Clerk Ninnemann continued, “I would suggest . 
. . you look at getting permission for changing pol-
icy at the annual meeting to fi ll the seat at-large, 
and then, you send out a card letting people know 
that at the April election we need to fi ll the seat 
with somebody from that area.” 

To be on the ballot for the next school board elec-
tion, a candidate must submit their paperwork by 
the end of  December. 

School board policy 0142.5 states, “If  the vacan-
cy is not fi lled within sixty (60) days of  the date on 
which the vacancy fi rst exists, the vacancy shall 
be fi lled by appointment of  the Board President.” 
The policy does not identify if  the appointee must 
reside in the area of  the vacant seat. 

The school board asked District Administrator 
Tom Wissink to contact the school district’s law-
yer for clarifi cation and about possibly making 
the vacant seat a temporary at-large position until 
the next election.

Vice President Sharon Gazzola made a motion 
to approve the 2025 Budget Hearing and Annual 
Meeting Agenda as presented, with possible revi-
sion after the district administrator obtains clari-
fi cation on fi lling the board vacancy. The motion 
passed unanimously.

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ing at the village of  Salisbury in the 
county of  Washington and termi-
nating at the village of  Fond du Lac 
in the county of  Fond du Lac.” The 
Salisbury spoke of  here is apparent-
ly Barton. The website Wisconsin 
Genealogy Trails notes, “The vil-
lage of  Barton was originally called 
Salisbury Mills, the old sawmill and 
gristmill built by Barton Salisbury 
forming its nucleus.” (At this time, 
there is a road running out of  Bar-
ton called Salisbury Road.) The same 
site says Barton Salisbury went on 
survey expeditions around the fall 
of  1845, where he fi rst discovered 
the waterpower at that site. That ev-
idence matches the likelihood that 
the “Salisbury” of  the August 1848 
law mentioned in this article is in 
reference to connecting a road from 
Barton to Fond du Lac – I am assum-
ing the creation of  parts or the whole 
of  what we call Hwy 45. 

If  the state law implies W.R. Long-
street had a role in the road from 
Barton to Fond du Lac, it lends to the 
likelihood that Longstreet played a 
role in the constructions of  that road 
(later 45) hovering around Osceo-
la Township, such as by Waucous-
ta. What shots did W.R. call on the 
bends of  45 between Eden and Au-
burn Townships?  However, this is 
making the assumption that the road 
from Barton to Fond du lac is the 45 
at this time, and not including the 
road of  Hwy V between Kewaskum 
and Fond du lac. Because W.R. Long-

street was from Waucousta, it lends 
to the belief  it was the West Bend 
to Fond du Lac route through Wau-
cousta instead. Did W.R. Longstreet 
pull that road construction to Wau-
cousta like the railroads out West, 
which curved the track to benefi t 
specifi c settlements?

This suggestion of  the road con-
struction during statehood is further 
evidence Native American trail trees 
were likely still being formed until 
1845. After all, if  an area tree has the 
qualities of  a trail tree – and could be 
dated to 1800—it was likely shaped 
as a sapling in a thick forest after it 
was decades old. (I am not excluding 
the possibility the trees could still be 
shaped even closer to modern times 
given Native Americans still tra-
versed through until 1905.) 

What did W.R. Longstreet see in 
terms of  Native Americans? When 
he was commissioned to make a road 
from Salisbury to Fond du Lac, did 
he notice trees bent along a path of  
least resistance? And while Native 
culture and way of  life began to be 
removed from the area, why did an 
early pioneer choose to name Osceo-
la Township in honor of  a Native 
American who lived in Florida and 
died in South Carolina? 

Accompanying this article is a 
postcard from the early 1940s, a great 
example of  the merging of  myth and 
reality on Osceola. First, this is what 
the postcard provided for informa-
tion on Osceola’s biography, “Au-
dacious leader of  the Seminoles in 
their war with the government in 

1835-37. Born on the Tallapoosa Riv-
er in the Creek country about 1804. 
As a boy he distinguished himself  
as a dancer and playing at ball. He 
was also noted for his independence 
and for his hatred of  the whites. At 
the age of  25, he was recognized as a 
leader, and in 1832 rebelled at a coun-
cil held for the purpose of  signing a 
treaty which would require the Sem-
inoles to move west of  the Mississip-
pi. In the war that followed he was 
the mastermind and spirit of  his peo-
ple, fi ghting at the head of  his troops 
in nearly every engagement and al-
ways openly exposing himself, so 
the enemy would know Osceola was 
there. Though fi erce in battle and de-
fi ant in speech, he was dignifi ed and 
courteous and had many noble qual-
ities which made him a credit to his 
race. He was seized by General Jesup 
in 1837, as he approached Fr. Payton 
under a fl ag of  truce. He was sent to 
prison at Charleston, S. C., where he 
refused food and eventually died of  
starvation and a broken heart.” 

The picture was included in the in-
troduction for this series on Osceola. 
Covering Osceola is diffi  cult, and is a 
story of  misconceptions and misrep-
resentations, including those cited 
above on the backside of  this post-
card of  the Seminole.  

First, the paragraph says Osceo-
la had a “war on the government” 
in the 1830s. Actually, it was the U.S. 
government, President Jackson, and 
the southern aristocracy who want-
ed war with the Seminoles. Seems 
odd that one would conclude indige-

nous peoples tucked away in the Ev-
erglades actually started a war. 

Second, the card concludes that 
Osceola was known “for his hatred 
of  whites,” when in truth many con-
clude his lineage including partial 
European descent. Rather than ra-
cial hatred, Osceola’s opposition to 
the dominant culture was a disgust 
for stealing his homeland.  

Third, note the patronizing line “a 
credit to his race,” despite the Semi-
noles being a complex culture to de-
fi ne. Likewise, the “History on the 
Reverse Side” of  the postcard doesn’t 
acknowledge that many whites and 
military professionals in the 1830s 
thought General Jesup was a dis-
credit to his country and the U.S. 
military by using the fl ag of  truce to 
trick Osceola.

Fourth, Osceola died in prison of  
an alleged “broken heart.” Remain-
ing “PG,” the postcard doesn’t even 
mention that Osceola’s head was 
butchered off  and stolen. 

If  this much information could 
be wrong 100 years after Osceola’s 
death, what false interpretations of  
this great Seminole still currently 
exist? In addition, even the citation 
in the 1880 Fond du Lac History book 
claimed Osceola was a chief. He was 
not. 

One thing for certain is that Osec-
ola was a great leader who was hon-
ored with a Township in Fond du Lac 
County.  Future articles will investi-
gate him further.
